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FOREWORD 

This publication is the second of a series of 
reports to be released annually by the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics. These reports replace and 
extend the publication "Taxation Statistics Part 
2 - Corporations", previously published by the 
Taxation Division of the Department of National 
Revenue. 

This report "Corporation Financial Statistics" 
contains information on the financial operations 
and financial position of corporations in Canada as 
shown by the audited financial statements of the 
corporations. Another publication Corporation 
Taxation Statistics will deal exclusively with the 
taxation of corporation income and will indicate 
the industries earning the income on which the 
income tax is based, the province in which that 
income was earned and other related information. 

AVANT-PROPOS 

Voici Ic seconde d'une serie de rapports que le 
Bureau fédéral de Ia statistique publiera chaque an-
née.

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INTRODUCTION 

This publication is the second in an annual 
series of corporation financial statistics to be 
published by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 
During the period 1944 to 1964 inclusive the 
Department of National Revenue has compiled 
statistics from financial statements filed by 
corporations under the Income Tax Act. The pur -
pose of these publications has been to provide 
information on the financial position and operations 
of corporations and at the same time provide 
information on the taxation of corporate income. 
During the early part of this twenty-year period 
company profit was essentially the same as tax-
able income, therefore it was possible to satisfy 
both of these needs with one set of statistics. 
However, during this period and particularly the 
last decade, taxation legislation, through special 
provisions, has been used to an increasing extent 
as an instrument of government policy. As this use 
of taxation legislation was extended, the relation-
ship between company profit and taxable income 
became dependent upon the degree to which cor-
porations utilized these provisions. During this 
period corporation taxable income has been affected 
by the industry in which the firm operates, the 
scope of the firm's operations, the geographical 
location, the ownership of the firm and by several 
other factors. As a result it was becoming increas-
ingly difficult to use the same information to 
satisfy the needs for data of both corporation 
finance generally and corporation income taxation. 

The passage of the Corporations and Labour 
Unions Returns Act in 1962 created an additional 
requirement for the reporting of financial data by 
a substantial number of corporations in Canada 
and the necessity to duplicate to a considerable 
extent tabulations of corporation financial data 
being carried out by the Department of National 
Revenue. In order that unnecessary reporting of 
financial information by corporations might be 
prevented and that duplication in the tabulation 
and publication of corporation financial statistics 
might be avoided, legislation was passed by 
Parliament that enabled a joint statistical opera-
tion to be undertaken in this area. 

The amendment to the Corporations and Labour 
Unions Returns Act, passed in 1965, relieved a 
corporation from filing a financial statement under 
this Act if the corporation had filed a financial 
statement under the Income Tax Act. At the same 
time access to corporation income tax returns 
was made available to the Dominion Statistician. 
A joint program of corporation financial statistics 
was then developed that would provide the Depart-
ment of National Revenue with statistical informa-
tion on the taxation of corporate income and at 
the same time provide data for other statistical 
purposes. 

Voici la seconde publication d'une série annuelle 
de statistiques financières des corporations que fera 
paraftre le Bureau fédéral de la statistique. De 1944 a 
1964 inclusivement, le ministère du Revenu national a 
compile des statistiques a partir des états financiers 
déposés par les corporations aux termes de la Loi de 
I'irppôt sur le revenu. Ces ouvrages avaient pour 
objet de fournir des renseignements sur la position 
financière et les operations des corporations, tout en 
procurant des informations sur l'iniposition du revenu 
des corporations. Au debut de cette période de 20 
ans, le profit d'une companie était essentiellement le 
memo que son revenu imposable; on pouvait donc 
répondre a ces deux besoins avec un seul ensemble 
de statistiques. Toutefois, durant cette période et 
surtout durant la dernière décennie, la legislation 
fiscale a de plus en plus servi, par des dispositions 
spéciales, d'instrument de la politique gouverne-
mentale. A mesure que cet emploi de la legislation 
fiscale s'élargissait, le rapport entre le profit d'une 
compagnie et son revenu imposable est devenu le 
reflet du degré auquel une corporation recourait a ces 
dispositions spéciales. Durant cette période, le reve-
nu imposable des corporations a éte modifié selon 
l'industrie au sein de laquelle la fume exercait son 
activité, l'ampleur des operations de la firme, son 
emplacement géographique, son appartenance a tel ou 
tel propriétaire, et plusieurs autres éléments. Par 
suite, ii devenait de plus en plus difficile d'utiliser 
les mêmes renseignements pour répondre aux besoins 
d'information touchant les finances des corporations 
en général et l'imposition du revenu des corporations. 

L'adoption de Ia Loi sur les declarations des 
corporations et des syndicats ouvriers en 1962 a 
augmenté les obligations d'un grand nombre de cor-
porations canadiennes en ce qui regarde le dévoile-
ment de renseignements financiers et a entrafné une 
duplication de beaucoup de statistiques financières 
déjà préparées par le ministère du Revenu national. 
Pour empêcher que les corporations no fournissent 
inutilement des renseignements financiers et pour 
éviter toute duplication dans la totalisation et la 
publication des statistiques financiCres des corpora-
tions, le Parlement a adopté une loi permettant de 
faire en commun certains travaux statistiques. 

L'amendement a la Loi sur les declarations des 
corporations et des syndicats ouvriers, qu'on a adopté 
en 1965, a dégagé une corporation de l'obligation de 
soumettre un état aux termes de cette loi, si cette 
corporation avait soumis un état aux termes de la 
Loi de l'impSt sur le revenu. Par ailleurs, on a 
donné au statisticien fédéral l'accès aux rapports 
de l'impôt sur le revenu des corporations. On a alors 
dressé un programme commun de travaux sur la statis-
tique financière des corporations; le programme fournit 
au ministère du Revenu national des renseignements 
statistiques sur l'imposition du revenu des corpora-
tions, tout en fournissant des donnCes a d'autres fins 
statistiques. 
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This publication 	'Corporation Financial 
Statistics" is based on information contained in 
the accounting records of the corporation. Another 
series of publications "Corporation Taxation 
Statistics" deals exclusively with the taxation of 
corporation income, and indicates the industries 
earning the income on which the income tax is 
based, the province in which that income was 
earned and the size of firm paying income taxes. 
In addition a detailed tax reconciliation of company 
profit with taxable income is provided that indi-
cates the magnitude of the main provisions of the 
Income Tax Act. 

La présente publication "Statistique financière 
des sociétés" se fonde sur les renseignements con-
tenus dans les dossiers comptables de la corporation. 
Une autre publication: 41 Statistique fiscale des cor-
porations" traite exclusivement de l'imposition du 
revenu des corporations. Elle désigne les industries 
gagnant le revenu sur lequel se fonde l'impót sur le 
revenu, la province oü ce revenu a été gagné, l'im-
portance de la firme acquittant les impôts sur le 
revenu. En outre, on fournit en detail une comparaison 
entre le profit d'une compagnie et le revenu imposable, 
comparaison degageant la portée des principales 
dispositions de la Loi de l'impôt sur le revenu. 

STATISTICAL NOTES 

This publication presents an analysis of the 
financial statements of corporations filed with the 
T2 corporation income tax return for corporation 
fiscal years ending during the period January 1, 
1966 to December 31, 1966. The final date for 
filing corporation income tax returns with the 
Department of National Revenue for this period 
was .June 30, 1967, although later filing does 
occur. For fiscal periods ending in 1966, more 
than 182,000 tax returns received up to December 
31, 1967 were examined. 

Some corporations did not file complete fi-
nancial statements and therefore were considered 
incomplete for this publication. Dormant and 
inactive companies were also not included. In 
other cases while the financial statements did not 
contain all information that was to be tabulated 
the information was sufficiently complete to be 
included in this publication. Salaries and wages 
paid have been tabulated but in many cases the 
financial statement did not contain such items as 
direct manufacturing labour and therefore this 
figure falls short of total salaries and wages paid 
by corporations in Canada. 

Certain groups of corporations such as tax 
exempt corporations, cooperatives, credit unions 
and caisses populaires have not been included in 
the group of corporations sampled for detailed 
financial presentation because of their unique 
corporate or organizational structure. In addition, 
insurance carriers were not included in the sample 
this year due to difficulties in tabulating their 
financial items. 

The analysis of financial statements presented 
in this publication is based on a sample of 14,163 
corporations appropriately expanded to represent 
the corporate universe. This sample includes all 
corporations with assets (after provisions for 
depreciation and depletion) of $5,000,000 and 
over; 50 per cent of corporations with assets 
between $1,000,000 and $5,000,000 and 5 per cent 
of all corporations with assets less than 
$1,000,000. The sample was selected by industry 

NOTES STATISTIQUES 

La préserite publication fournit une analyse des 
états financiers des corporations déposés d'après la 
formule T2 de l'impôt sur le revenu des corporations 
pour les années financières qui se sont terminées 
entre le ler janvier 1966 et le 31 décembre 1966. La 
date finale a laquelle les corporations devaient pré-
senter leur rapport d'impôt sur le revenu au ministère 
du Revenu national pour cette période ëtait le 30 juin 
1967, même si des rapports ont été effectivement 
présentés plus tard. Pour les périodes financières qui 
se sont terminées en 1966, on a examine plus de 
182,000 rapports d'impôt recus jusqu'au 31 décembre 
1967. 

Certaines corporations n'ont pas soumis d'états 
complets. On a donc jugé que de tels états ne répon-
daient pas a toutes les exigences de la présente 
publication. On a aussi exclus les sociétés inactives. 
Dans d'autres cas, même si les états financiers ne 
renfermaient pas tous les renseignements a totaliser, 
les renseignements fournis étaient assez complets 
pour figurer dans une telle publication. Les salaires 
et gages ont fait l'objet de totalisations, mais en 
bien des cas l'état comptable ne conteriait pas de 
postes tels que Ia main d'oeuvre directe de fabrica-
tion. Aussi ce chiffre reste en deca du total des 
salaires et gages payés par les corporations au 
Can ad a. 

Certains groupes de corporations comme les 
corporations exemptes d'impôt, les cooperatives, les 
syndicats de credit et les caisses populaires n'ont 
pas été inclus dans le groupe de corporations échan-
tillonné pour preparer un exposé financier détaillé, a 
cause de leur structure unique de corporation ou 
d'organisation. On a de plus exclus les assureurs a 
cause de difficultés rencontrées dans Ia totalisation 
des différents postes de leurs états financiers. 

L'analyse des états soumis dans la présente 
publication se fonde sur un Cchantillon de 14,163 
corporations établi de facon a représenter l'univers 
des sociétés. Cet échantillon englobe toutes les 
corporations dont l'actif (après avoir pourvu a l'amor-
tissement et a l'épuisement) atteint ou dépasse 5 
millions de dollars; 50 p.  100 des corporations dont 
l'actif se situe entre 1 million et 5 millions: 5 p.  100 
de toutes les corporations dont l'actif est inférieur a 
1 million. Cet échantillon a été tire sur une base 
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based on the Standard Industrial Classification. 
In agrregate the corporation sample held over 81 
per cent of the total assets 01 all corporations 
sampled. 

Corporations have been classified by industry 
accDrding to the Standard Industrial Classification 
published by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 
This classification was designed to be used to 
classify the establishment or individual plant 
rather than the corporation. Therefore in some 
industries the use of this classification for these 
two purposes produces substantially different 
results. For example when applying this classi-
fication to the individual plant operations of cor -
porations in the primary metal industry, the mining 
operations are assigned to one industry while 
the smelting operations are assigned to another. 
However, when the corporation is being classi-
fied, the entire corporate activity must be as-
signed to either mining or to smelting. In this 
publication these integrated primary metal pro-
ducers have been assigned to manufacturing and 
therefore those corporations classified in the 
mining industry are the producers that do not have 
significant smelter facilities. The same applica-
tion of the classification has been used for inte-
grated petroleum companies and integrated pulp 
and paper producers. In all cases the corporations 
assigned to the primary industry are those without 
secondary processing facilities. In general when 
a corporation is involved in more than one in-
dustrial activity, it is assigned according to the 
activity that adds the greatest value to goods 
being produced or sold. 

The corporations were all classified to their 
appropriate industrial category and for this publi-
cation were aggregated to provide two levels of 
detail. This grouping was necessary because many 
industries were too small for the sampling tech-
nique used. In addition to the two industry group-
ings used, the financial detail is also provided 
for two levels of detail. One of these groupings 
provides 60 financial items for 182 industrial 
groups, while the other grouping provides 108 
financial items for 37 industry groups. 

The industrial groups and financial detail 
presented in this publication differ from the infor-
mation contained in the publication 'Taxation 
Statistics - Part 2 - Corporations" published by 
the Taxation Division of the Department of Na-
tional Revenue for 1964 and earlier years. While 
most of these changes are obvious, there are 
important industry changes. The industrial clas-
sification of a number of corporations has been 
changed in the 1965 and 1966 statistics based on 
more complete information now available and to 
facilitate a closer relationship between these 
statistics and other series published by the 
Dominion Bureau of Statistics. Therefore corpora-
tion financial statistics for the years 1965 and 
1966 are not completely comparable with earlier 
years. A program is underway to link these two 
series and will be published at a later date.

Dans certaines industries, 
par consequent, l'emploi de ce classement a ces deux 
fins produit des résultats sensiblement différents. 
Par exemple quand on l'applique aux travaux d'une 
usine d'une société dans l'industrie des métaux pri-
maires, les operations minières rentrent dans one 
industrie tandis que los operations d'affinage en 
rejoignent one autre. Toutefois, lorsqu'on classe la 
corporation, toute son activité doit rentrer clans les 
operations minières ou dans l'affinage. Dans Ia pré-
sente publication, de tels producteurs intégrés de 
métaux primaires rentrent dans la fabrication; par 
suite, los corporations classées clans l'industrie 
minière sont des producteurs qui n'ont pas d'impor-
tantes installations d'afuinage. Le même procédé a 
été utilisé pour les sociétés intégrées de production 
pétrolière et pour les producteurs intégrés do pâte et 
de papier. Dans tous les cas, les corporations rdacCes 
dans l'industrie primaire sont celles qui n'ont pas 
d'installations de traitement secondaire. Do facon 
générale, quand une corporation exerce plus d'une 
activité industrielle, on la classe d'après l'activité 
qui ajoute Ia plus grande valeur aux hiens produits 
ou vendus. 

Les corporations ont toutes etC placCes clans leur 
catégorie industrielle appropriée et, aux fins de Ia 
présente publication, ont etC groupCes pour fournir 
deux niveaux d'information dCtaillée. Pareil groupe-
ment s'imposait parce que bien des industries étaient 
trop petites pour la technique d'Cchantillonnage uti-
lisée. Outre les deux groupements industriels, on a 
aussi fourni les details financiers a deux niveaux 
différents. Un do ces groupements fournit 60 postes 
financiers pour 182 groupes industriels, tandis que 
l'autre groupement fournit 108 postes financiers pour 
37 groupes industriels. 

Les groupes industriels et 1s details financiers 
présentés clans cette publication different des ren-
seignements contenus dans la publication "Statistique 
fiscale - Partie 2 - Corporations" que la division de 
l'impCt du ministère du Revenu national a fait paraftre 
pour 1964 et les annCes antCrieures. MCme si Ia plu-
part de ces changements sautent aux yeux, ii y a 
d'importants changements industriels. Le classement 
industriel d'un certain nomhre de corporations a été 
change clans les statistiques de 1965 et 1966, sur la 
base des plus amples renseignements maintenant 
disponibles, pour faciliter un rapport plus étroit entre 
ces statistiques et d'autres series puhliées par Ic 
Bureau fédéral de la statistique.

Cash 
Cash includes all cash on hand, and all bank 

deposits with the exception of those deposits 
designated for specific corporate purposes and 
not available to meet current working capital 
needs. Bank overdrafts and outstanding cheques 
when specified as such in the financial statements 
are tabulated as Bank Loans instead of being 
deducted from the cash balance. 

Securities, Advances, Deposits 

This item includes all investments in stocks, 
bonds, mortgages (excluding chattel mortgages), 
debentures and other negotiable securities, which 
are termed "current", as well as all short-term 
loans or advances, non-hank deposits and gua-
rantee certificates. 

Receivables 

Accounts receivable covers all amounts due 
from customers or affiliated companies after 
deduction of any allowances for doubtful accounts. 
Interest or dividends receivable are tabulated 
here also, as well as chattel mortgages. 

Inventories 

This term refers to inventories of raw mate-
rials, work in process, finished goods, manufactur-
ing supplies and other assets acquired for the 
purpose of resale, before deduction of inventory 
reserves which are included as part of surplus. 
Securities held for resale by investment dealers 
or brokers are not included here but with Securities, 
Advances and Deposits. 

Due from Shareholders 
This category indicates amounts receivable 

from individual shareholders, and directors, 
whether current or deferred, but it excludes mort-
gages, agreements for sale and advances e.g. 
travelling allowances, that are considered part 
of normal business operations. 

Other Current Assets 

All prepaid expenses and any other current 
assets that have not been included elsewhere, 
such as employee accounts, subsidies receivable, 
income tax recoverable, etc. are tabulated here. 

Land 

This item refers to the cost of land only, 
exclusive of any natural resources, which are 
considered depletable assets, or of any land
