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FOREWORD 
This publication is the seventh in a series of 

annual reports released by Statistics Canada under the 
titje Corporation Financial Statistics. It contains infor-
mation on the financial operations and financial 
position of corporations as reported in audited fman-
cial statements filed by corporations with the Depart-
ment of National Revenue for income tax purposes. 
This publication, together with Corporation Taxation 
Statistics (Catalogue 61.208) which deals exclusively 
with the taxation of corporation income, replaces and 
extends annual series on corporation taxation and 
financial statistics covering the period 1944 to 1964 
previously published in Taxation Statistics by the 
Department of National Revenue. 

The passage of the Corporations and Labour 
Unions Returns Act in 1962 created an additional 
requirement for the reporting of financial data by a 
substantial number of corporations in Canada and the 
necessity to duplicate to a considerable extent tabu-
lations of corporation financial data being carried out 
by the Department of National Revenue. In order that 
unnecessary reporting of financial information by 
corporations might be prevented and that duplication 
in the tabulation and publication of corporation 
financial statistics might be avoided, legislation was 
passed by Parliament that enabled a joint statistical 
operation to be undertaken in this area. 

The amendment to the Corporations and Labour 
Unions Returns Act, passed in 1965, relieved a 
corporation from filing a financial statement under this 
Act if the corporation had filed a financial statement 
under the Income Tax Act. At the same time access to 
corporation income tax returns was made available to 
the Chief Statistician of Canada. A joint program of 
corporation financial statistics was then developed that 
would provide the Department of National Revenue 
with statistical information on the taxation of corpo-
rate income and at the same time provide data for 
other statistical purposes. 

AVANT-PROPOS 
Voici la septième d'une série de rapports, publiée 

annuellement par Statistique Canada et intitulée Statisti-
que financière des sociétés. Cette publication renferme des 
renseignements sur les activités financiêres et Ic bilan des 
sociétés d'après leurs états vériflés soumis au ministère du 
Revenu national pour fins d'impOt. La présente publica-
tion et une autre qui traite uniquement de l'imposition du 
revenu des sociétés, intitulée Statisrique Jiscale des socM-
tés (catalogue 61-208) remplacent et élargissent Ia série 
annuelle Statistiques fiscales relative aux données finan-
cières et fiscales publiée précédemment par le ministère du 
Revenu national pour les années 1944 a 1964. 

L'adoption en 1962 de Ia Loi sur les declarations 
des corporations et des syndicats ouvriers obligeait un 
grand nombre de sociétés au Canada a preparer des 
declarations financières additionnelles et donnait lieu a 
une duplication considerable de fichiers des données 
financières déjà préparés par le nilnistére du Revenu 
national. Afin de soustraire les socidtés a l'obligation de 
soumettre des declarations fInancières superflues, et pour 
éviter le double emploi dans les fichiers de Ia statistique 
financière et dans leur publication, le Parlement modifia Ia 
loi de façon a permettre en ce domaine le traitement 
conjugué des données. 

L'amendement a Ia Loi sur les declarations des 
corporations et des syndicats ouvriers qui fut légiféré en 
1965 dispensait une société de faire declaration aux 
termes de cette Ioi pourvu que cette société ait soumis une 
declaration en vertu de Ia Loi de I'impot sur le revenu. Le 
méme amendement accordiat au Statisticien en chef du 
Canada droit de regard sur les declarations fiscales. On a 
alors dressé un programme commun de traitement de Ia 
statistique fmanciêre des corporations en vue de fournir 
au ministère du Revenu national des renseigncments sur 
I'imposition du revenu des corporations, tout en répon-
dant a d'autres besoins statistiques.

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GENERAL REVIEW 

In general 1971 was a year of buoyant economic 
conditions and strong economic growth. Domestic 
demand provided the main stimulus as Gross National 
Product rose 9% to over $93 billion in current dollars, 
a rise of over 5 1/2% in real terms compared to less 
than half that rate for 1970.' 

REVUE GENERALE 

En général, le Canada a connu en 1971 une 
conjoncture économique favorable et un essor économi-
que trés appreciable. La demande intérieure a été le grand 
responsable de cette progression, car le Produit national 
brut s'est accru de 9 % pour se chiffrer a plus de $93 
milliards courants soit une augmentation de plus de 
5 1/2 % en termes reels comparativement a moms de la 
moitié de cc taux en 1970 1 .

Government policies and particularly monetaiy 
policy were designed to induce and maintain economic 
expansion. The total money supply, broadly defined to 
include currency outside the banks and all chartered 
bank deposits, rose at nearly double the rate of the 
previous year.2  With all types of financing more readily 
available, the upward pressure on interest rates eased 
considerably. Rates for short-term funds declined 
sharply, with the average yield for 90-day treasury bills 
dropping from 6.1% to 3.6%. The greater availability of 
mortgage funds at lower rates was an important 
contributing factor to the boom in residential housing, 
with Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation, the 
chartered banks and trust companies acting as the main 
sources of funds. Generally increased consumer and 
business spending resulted in the growth in total loans

Les politiques gouvernementales et en particulier Ia 
politique monétaire avaient pour but de favoriser et 
d'entretenir l'expansion économique. L'ensemble des res-
sources monétaires, cc qui comprend en général Ia 
monnaie hors banque et tous les dépôts dans les banques a 
charte, se sont accrues a un rythme équivalant a presque 
deux fois celui de l'année pr6c6dente 2 . En raison d'une 
plus grande accessibiité a tous les genres de financement, 
Ia tendance a Ia hausse des taux d'intérét s'est amortie 
considérablement.

of chartered banks which rose by nearly 25% from the 
previous year. 

In mid-year the federal government removed the 
3% surcharge on personal and corporate income taxes 
which was introduced in 1968. Income tax for corpo-
rations was further reduced by 7% and federal personal 
income tax by 3%, effective July 1. 

Greater after tax corporate earnings and favour-
able short- and medium-term economic outlook led to 
larger business spending, with gross fixed capital 
formation up 12.2% compared to a 5.4% increase in 
1970. However various types of capital formation 
performed differently. Whereas outlays on residential 
construction rose a remarkable 26%, business spending 
on non-residential construction and on new machinery 
and equipment grew at 10 1/2% and 5% respectively. 
On the other hand capital expenditures for new social 
capital stock, representing outlays on new durable 
assets such as building and highway construction by 
governments, rose by 17.3% over the previous year, 
well exceeding the rate registered in the private 
business sector. 

Unlike in 1970 where growth in external trade 
cushioned the slack that was then developing in 
internal demand, in 1971 merchandise exports rose 
only 6%, a growth rate less than half that of the 
previous year. Foreign demand for iron and copper 
ores and concentrates, and for non-ferrous metals and 
alloys, was generally lower, but some items such as 
motor vehicles and parts, wheat, lumber, petroleum 
and natural gas, showed sizeable gains. 

The corporation financial statistics contained in 
this publication reflect the economic climate in which 
corporations operated for their respective fiscal periods 
ending December 1971; the data also provide a 
measure of comparison with the previous year. Overall, 
results based on corporation income tax returns for the 
period reflected the considerably improved economic 
climate compared to that of 1970. As shown in 
Statement 1, aggregate pre-tax corporation profits 
before non-recurring items totalled $10.6 billion in 
1971 or 15% over the previous year. However, this 
increase represents in part a recovery from the 
depressed profit levels of 1970, when a decline of 5% 
was registered from 1969.

Pendant que les dépenses au titré de 
la construction résidentielle marquaient une avance remar-
quable de 26 %, les dépenses des entreprises en construc-
tion non résidentielle et en machines et materiel neufs 
progressaient respectivement de 10 1/2 % et de 5 %. Par 
ailleurs, les dépenses d'investissement en stock de capital 
social neuf soit les dépenses en biens durables neufs

Contrairement a 1970 oü la croissance du commerce 
extérieur a arnorti le ralentissement que commençait a 
accuser la demande intérieure, l'année 1971 n'a connu 
qu'une augmentation de 6 % des exportations de mar-
chandises, soit un taux d'accroissement réduit a moms de 
Ia moitié de celui de l'année précédente. La demande 
étrangêre de minerais et de concentrés de fer et de cuivre 
ainsi que de métaux et d'alliages non ferreux a été en 
général moms forte, mais des gains sensibles ont été 
enregistrés dans Ic cas de certains articles comme les 
véhicules automobiles et leurs pièces, le blé, le bois 
d'oeuvre, Ic pétrole et le gaz naturel. 

La statistique financière des sociétés que renferme Ia 
présente publication traduit le climat économique dans 
lequel les sociétés ont exercé leur activité durant leur 
année financière se terminant en décembre 1971. Les 
données permettent également de faire des comparaisons 
avec l'année précédente. Dans l'ensemble, les données 
tirées des declarations de l'impôt sur le revenu des sociétés 
pour Ia période en question témoignent d'une améliora-
tion très sensible de Ia conjoncture économique par 
rapport a 1970. Cornme I'indique l'état 1, les bénéfIces 
globaux des sociétés avant impOts sans pnse en compte 
des revenus extraordinaires se sont élevés a $10.6 milliars 
en 1971, soit 15 % de plus que l'année précédente. 
Toutefois, cette augmentation représente en partie une 
reprise après la forte baisse des bénéfices enregistrée en 
1970, oü depuis 1969 cet élément avait régressé de 5 %. 
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It should be pointed out that the data for the 2 
years presented in this report cannot be readily 
compared with those published previously because of 
considerably improved coverage. The 1970 and 1971 
data published in this issue have been compiled to 
include co-operatives, provincial crown corporations, 
federal agency crown corporations and municipally 
owned corporations which have been previously ex-
cluded. The net effect of these additions upon pretax 
profits before non-recurring items, for example, has 
been to increase profits for 1970 by more than $700 
million, compared to the figure originally published in 
the 1970 annual issue of Corporation Financial Statis-
tics. 

It has already been noted that aggregate pretax 
profits increased 15% in 1971 as compared to 1970. 
Furthermore non-recurring items at $1.1 billion, more 
than doubled with capital gains being the major 
contributor, due partly to a desire by corporations to 
realize book profits before these gains became subject 
to tax for the first time under the revised Income Tax 
Act. Despite the 15% increase in earnings in 1971,due 
to the reduced tax rate, the provisions for taxes by 
corporations rose only 9.4% to $3.7 bilion. As a result 
net profit after taxes and non-recurring items increased 
26% to $7.9 billion. 

A major part of the new capital used by 
corporations for business expansion was generated 
from internal sources. Non-cash charges against income 
on account of depreciation depletion and amortization 
were reported at $5.5 billion in 1971. This represented 
an increase of slightly more than 7% over the previous 
year, contributing substantially to the increase in 
internally generated funds. While net profits were 26% 
higher than the previous year, dividends declared by all 
corporations increased by only 8%, resulting in a 50% 
increase over 1971 in the retained portion of earnings. 

Corporations continued in 1971 to obtain sub-
stantial amounts of capital from sources external to the 
firm. Table 1 shows that total short-term loans 
including bank loans, rose 10.4% to $72.2 billion, and 
short-term due to affiliates rose 22.4% to $8.1 billion. 
This large increase in short-term debt due to affiliates 
tends to indicate the extent of profit transferring 
among related companies, over and above the dividends 
declared. Net  long-term debt of corporations which 
includes mortgage debt, bonds and debentures, long-
term bank and other long-term loans increased 12.7% 
to $56.7 billion in 1971. Almost half of the increase 
was accounted for by the net increase in bonds and 
debentures held by other than affiliated companies. 
According to information published by the Bank of 
Canada net new issues of bonds and debentures by

Une partie importante du nouveau capital utiisC par 
les sociétés pour leur expansion provient de l'intérieur. 
Les prélèvements non en espéces sur le revenu au titre de 
l'amortissement des biens matdriels, et de l'amortissement 
financier se sont élevés a $s.s milliards en 1971, ce qui 
représente une augmentation d'un peu plus de 7 % par 
rapport a l'année précédente et a contribué de facon 
appreciable a faire augmenter les fonds d'origine interne. 
Alors que les bdnéfices nets augmentaient de 26 % par 
rapport a l'annde précédente, les dividendes déclarés par 
l'ensemble des sociétds ne se sont accrus que de 8 %, ce 
qui a entrainé une augmentation de 50 % des bénéfices 
rdinvestis en 1971. 

En 1971, les sociétés ont continue a obtenir de 
sources extérieures a l'entreprise d'importants capitaux. 
Le tableau 1 révèle que les emprunts a court terme, y 
compris les emprunts bancaires, se sont chiffrés au total a 
$72.2 mihiards (+ 10.4 %) et que les emprunts a court 
terme auprês des sociétés affiiiées se sont établis a $8.1 
milliards (+22.4 %). Cette importante augmentation de la 
dette a court terme envers les socidtés affiliées indique 
dans une certaine mesure l'importance des transferts de 
bénéflces entre sociétds apparentées, en excès des divi-
dendes déclarés. La dette nette a long terme des sociétés, 
ce qui comprend la dette hypothécaire, la dette obliga-
taire, les emprunts bancaires a long terme et les autres 
emprunts a long terme, s'est accrue de 12.7 % pour 
s'établir a $56.7 milliards en 1971. Presque la moitié de 
cette progression s'explique par l'augmentation nette des 
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both financial and non-financial corporations totaled 
$1.9 billion in 1971, 11% higher than in the previous 
year. However, this does not include placements by 
government business enterprises guaranteed by all 
levels of government. 

Significant amounts of long-term capital were 
channeled by foreign parent companies into their 
Canadian subsidiaries in the form of direct investment. 
Statistics on Canada's balance of international pay-
ments show that long-term direct investment in Canada 
from outside the country reached $885 million in 1971 
compared to $835 million in the previous year. 
Approximately one half of this amount can reasonably 
be attributed to increases in long-term debt due to 
affiliates which in total (including debt to both 
Canadian and foreign affiliates) rose $673 million to 
$17billionin 1971. 

In 1971, according to the Bank of Canada 
Review, Canadian corporations raised $375 million 
($344 million net of retirements) through public 
placements of common and preferred shares. 
According to Table 1, however, total outstanding 
capital stock of all Canadian corporations rose $1.4 
billion to $33.3 billion in that year. This difference 
reflects primarily issues by private companies.

Toutefois, cette somme ne comprend pas les 
placements des entrep rises commerciales publiques garan-
ties par tous les paliers d'administration publique. 

Des sociétés mères étrangères ont investi directe-
ment d'importants capitaux a long terme dans leurs fihiales 
canadiennes. La statistique de Ia balance canadienne des 
paiements internationaux révèle que les investissements 
directs a long terme des sociétés étrangères au Canada ont 
atteint $885 millions en 1971, contre $835 millions 
l'année précédente. Près de la rnoitié de cette somme peut 
être raisonnablement attribuée a l'augmentation de $673 
millions de Ia dette a long terme envers les sociétés 
affiliées (tant canadiennes qu'étrangères) qui s'est élevée 
en 1971 a $17 milliards. 

Selon Ia Revue de Ia Banque du Canada, les sociétés 
canadiennes ont obtenu en 1971 $375 millions ($344 
millions après deduction des rachats) en vendant au public 
des actions ordinaires et privildgiées en 1971. Par contre, 
d'après le tableau 1, la valeur totale des actions en 
circulation de toutes les sociétds canadiennes a augmenté 
de $1.4 milliard pour se chiffrer a $33.3 milliards cette 
année-là. Cet écart s'explique principalement par les 
emissions des sociétés privées. 

Corporate Assets 
As seen in Statement 1, total assets of the 

231,536 corporations included in this publication 
showed a 109o' increase in 1971 to $275 billion. The 
largest increase, $12.7 billion, occurred in the financial 
sector, reflecting the expansion of the money supply 
arid the build-up of financial assets by the chartered 
banks and other deposits accepting institutions. Other 
industries showing substantial year-to-year changes 
were mining, where assets were up $2.1 billion, 
manufacturing up $2.9 billion, and utilities up $3.1 
billion, over 1970. 

Statement 2 shows the year-to-year changes in 
tolal assets by 9 industrial divisions and by 3 asset size 
groups. Additions to fixed assets were the major 
component in the giowth in total assets of non-
financial corporations. Land and net buildings, machin-
ery and equipment rose 8% over 1970 compared with a 
rise of 10% in all other asset categories together. 

Actifs des sociétés 
Comme on peut le voir a l'état I, I'actif total des 

231,536 sociétés prises en compte dans cette publication 
s'est élevé a $275 milliards en 1971, soit une augmenta-
tion de 10 %. La plus forte augmentation, soit $12.7 
milhiards, s'est produite dans le secteur financier par suite 
de l'accroissement des ressources monétaires et l'accumu-
lation de biens financiers par les banques a charte et les 
autres institutions acceptant des dépôts. Au nombre des' 
autres industries qui ont connu des variations sensibies 
d'une année a I'autre, on compte l'industrie minière qui a 
vu son actif s'accroitre de $2.1 mihliards, l'industrie 
manufacturière, qui a vu he sien monter de $2.9 milliards, 
et les services publics, qui ont augmenté leur actifde $3.1 
milliardsen 1971. 

L'état 2 indique les variations annuelles de l'actif 
total de 9 divisions d'activité selon 3 tranches d'actif. 
L'augmentation des immobilisations a le plus contribué a 
l'accroissement de l'actif total des sociétés non finan-
cières. Les immobilisations sous forme de terrains, de 
bâtiments, de machines et de materiel ont augmenté de 
8 % par rapport a 1970 tandis pour tous les autres 
éléments d'actif réunis l'augmentation a été de 10 %.

Capital expenditures were particularly high in the 
mining industry as a whole which rose 27% to $1.7 
billion. 3  The metal mining industry absorbed nearly 
one half of the investment with expenditures running 
at an annual rate of $831 million, a remarkable 71% 
higher than in 1970. This large investment in the 
industry's productive capacity reflected the 
strengthened longer term world demand for metallic 
commodities and long-term contracts for future sales. 

In manufacturing however, capital expenditures 
contracted considerably from the record levels attained 
in 1970. More than one half of the decrease was 
accounted for by the transportation equipment 
industry where capital expenditures dropped by 55% 
from the levels recorded in 1970. Corporations in 
utilities (with the exception of municipally-owned 
waterworks) spent almost $4 billion for new fixed 
assets in 1971, a 10% increase over the previous year.

Les dépenses d'investissement ont été particuliè-
rement élevées dans l'industrie extractive et ont progressé 
dans l'ensemble de 27% pour atteindre $1.7 millard 3 . 
L'industrie des mines métalliques a accaparé près de Ia 
moitié des investissements, les dépenses étant engagées a 
un iythme annuel de $831 millions, soit 71 % de plus 
qu'en 1970. Ces investissements importants dans Ia 
capacité de production de cette industrie s'expliquant par 
Ia demande mondiale a plus long terme et raffermie de 
produits métalliques et de contrats a long terme en vue de 
ventes ultérieures. 

Toutefois, dans les industries manufacturières, les 
dépenses d'investissement ont diminué considérablement 
en comparaison des chiffres record obtenus en 1970. Plus 
de Ia moitié de cette diminution est imputable a I'indus-
tile du materiel de transport oi les dépenses en immob iii-
sations ont régressé de 55 % par rapport a 1970. Les 
sociétés du secteur des services d'utilité public (a l'excep-
tion des services de distribution d'eau appartenant aux 
municipalités) ont dépensé près de $4 mihiards en 
immobiisations neuves en 1971, soit 10% de plus qu'en 
1970.

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On the whole as shown in Statements 2 and 3 
concentration in total industry in terms of assets and 
number of corporations in 1971 remained largely the 
same as in 1970. Corporations reporting assets of $1 
million and over accounted in both 1970 and 1971 for 
less than 7% of the total number of corpotations and 
for about 89% of total reported corporate assets. 
However, the group of largest corporations, repre-
senting those with assets of $100 million and over, 
recorded an above average growth rate of assets, and 
increased its relative share in total assets by almost 2 
percentage points to 58% in 1971. 

Also, some changes in relative share of corpo-
rations with $1 million and more in assets took place in 
certain industries. In comparison with 1970, this group 
of corporations increased its share of total assets in 
wholesale and retail trade, services, and construction 
while in other industry groups its share remained 
relatively constant. 

Statement 4 shows that the composition of 
corporate assets was changing in one very important 
aspect in the second half of the nineteen sixties and 
that this trend continued in 1971 in all industries with 
the exception of agriculture, forestry and fishing, and 
utilities,4  namely increasingly larger proportions of 
corporate assets were invested in affiliated companies. 
At the end of 1971, investments in and claims against 
affiliates represented 14% of total corporate assets, a 
gain of over 2 percentage points from 1965. Of course, 
there exists a great variety of financial structures 
among industries and corporations. In some industries 
the proportion of total assets made up of investments 
in affiliates differ considerably from the average. In 
mining and manufacturing, for example, proportions 
for 1971 were relatively high at 20% and 18% 
respectively, while construction had a low 8%. 

Except for agriculture, forestry and fishing, and 
in utilities, such investments rose faster than other 
corporate assets during the 1965-1971 period, in every 
industry, indicating both growing diversification of 
activities and increasing concentration of ownership. 
This trend was particularly pronounced in the case of 
very large corporations. 

Corporate Sales 
The Canadian economy experienced strong 

growth in 1971 with significant gains recorded 
primarily in domestic demand and in certain export 
categories. Consumer spending, especially on durable 

Dans l'ensemble, comme il ressort des états 2 et 3, Ia 
concentration au niveau de l'ensemble des activités écono-
miques pour ce qui est de l'actifet du nombre de sociétés 
est restée pratiquement Ia méme qu'en 1970. Les sociétés 
ayant déclaré un actif d'un million de dollars et plus ont 
représenté en 1970 et en 1971 moms de 7 % du nombre 
total de sociétés et environ 89 % de Ia valeur totale de 
l'actif déclaré par les sociétés. Toutefois, le groupe 
constitute par les plus grosses sociétés, soit celles présen-
mt un actif égal ou supérieur a $100 millions, a 

enregistré un taux de croissance de ses actifs supérieur a Ia 
moyenne, ce qui fait que sa part dans l'actif total a 
augmenté de près de 2 points en 1971 pour atteindre 
58%. 

On a également observe dans certaines industries des 
variations de Ia part des sociétés présentant un actif de $1 
million ou plus. Par rapport A 1970, ce groupe de sociétés 
a vu sa part de l'actif total augmenter dans le commerce 
de gros et de detail, les services et le bãtirnent et les 
travaux publics; cette part est demeurée relativement 
stationnaire dans d'autres secteurs d'activité. 

L'état 4 montre que Ia composition de l'actif des 
sociétés, qui avait évolué a un certain égard (par ailleurs 
trés important) pendant Ia seconde moitié des années 60, 
a poursuivi cette evolution en 1971 dans toutes les 
branches d'activité sauf dans l'agriculture, l'exploitation 
forestière, les pécheries et les services d'utilité public4 . 11 
s'agit en l'occurence du fait qu'une partie sans cesse 
croissante de l'actif des sociétés ait été investie dans des 
sociétés affiliées. A Ia fin de 1971, les investissements et 
les avoirs dans ces sociétés affihiées représentaient 14 % de 
l'actif total des sociétés, soit une progression de plus de 2 
points depuis 1965. Bien entendu, les structures fInan-
ciéres varient beaucoup selon les industries et les sociétés. 
Dans certaines industries, Ia proportion du total des actifs 
représentée par des placements dans des sociétés affIliées 
s'écarte considérablenient de Ia moyenne. Ainsi, dans le 
cas des industries minières et manufacturiéres, les propor-
tions étaient relativement élevées en 1971 (20% et 18% 
respectivement), tandis que dans le bâtiment et les travaux 
publics, le pourcentage était peu élevé (8 %). 

Les investissements de ce genre ont augmenté 
partout plus rapidement que les autres actifs des sociétés 
entre 1965 1971, sauf dans les secteurs de l'agriculture, 
de l'exploitation forestière et de Ia peche et des services 
publics, ce qui traduit a Ia fois une diversification 
croissante des activités et une augñientation de Ia concen-
tration de Ia propriété. Cette tendance se manifestait plus 
particulièrement dans le cas des très grandes sociétés. 

Ventes des sociétés 
L'économie canadienne a connu une forte expan-

sion en 1971 notamment grace a un accroissement 
important de Ia demande intérieure et de certains types 
d'exportations. Les dépenses des consommateurs, surtout

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and semi-durable goods rose sharply, and expenditures 
on housing construction also increased considerably. 
Sales of goods and services rose by almost 10% to $144 
billion in 1971 compared with a 6% increase in 1970. 

The largest gains were recorded in the petroleum 
and coal products, mineral fuels, and transportation 
equipment industries, where sales rose by 29%, 24% 
and 21% respectively. In total, these 3 industries, had 
sales of $16 billion compared to $13 billion in 1970. 
The transportation equipment and petroleum indus-
tries benefited largely from strong consumer demand in 
Canada and abroad. Exports in 1971 of motor vehicles 
and parts, and oil and natural gas were about 20% 
higher than in 1970, and the sales of new motor 
vehicles, following the depressed sales levels caused by 
the GM strike in the previous year, rose by more than 
25% in 1971. Increased exports of automobiles, 
however, were substantially offset by increased imports. 

Corporations classified to the metal mining 
industry were adversely affected by slackening demand 
for ore and concentrates, and registered a 14% decline 
in sales of products and services. 

The service industries continued to be one of the 
fastest growing non-financial industrial divisions and 
showed a 157o increase over 1970 one of the largest 
percentage increase recorded in 1971. In dollar terms, 
however, this increase amounted to only $708 million 
and represented only slightly more than 5% of the total 
increase in sales of products and services of all 
non-financial industries. 

Statement 5 shows sales of products and services 
by asset size groups of 9 industrial divisions. It 
indicates that in 1971 large corporations generally 
out-performed the small ones. Corporations in the 
$100 million and over assets size group increased their 
sales by more than 15% over the previous year, as 
compared with an increase of only 6% for those with 
assets of less than $1 million. This pattern was 
particularly prominent in manufacturing, construction, 
utilities, and wholesale trade. 

Corporate Profits 
As the Canadian economy expanded in 1971 

profits recovered from the low levels of the preceding 
year. As shown in Statement 6, with the exception of 
the primary industries, increases were registered in 
every industrial division, reflecting the increased

La plus forte progression a été observée dans les 
secteurs des produits du pétrole et du charbon, des 
combustibles minéraux et du materiel de transport dont 
les ventes ont augmenté respectivement de 29 %, 24 % et 
21 %. Dans I'ensemble, ces 3 secteurs d'activité ont vendu 
pour $16 milliards comparativement a $13 milliards en 
1970. Les industries du materiel de transport et du pétrole 
ont grandement bénéficié de Ia forte demande des 
consommateurs canadiens et étrangers. En 1971, les 
exportations de véhicules automobiles et de pièces pour 
ces véhicules ainsi que de pétrole et de gaz naturel ont 
dépassé d'environ 20 % celles de 1970, et les ventes de 
véhicules automobiles neufs, après le creux de l'année 
précédente imputable a Ia grève des salaries de Ia société 
G.M., ont augmenté de plus de 2 5 % en 1971. L'augmen-
tation des exportations d'automobies a toutefois été en 
grande partie compensée par celle des importations. 

Les sociétés de l'industrie des mines métalliques ont 
subi les effets d'un ralentissement de Ia demande de 
minerais et de concentrés, et leurs ventes de produits et de 
services ont enregistré une baisse de 14 %. 

Les services sont demeurés l'une des divisions 
industrielles non financières présentant les plus importants 
taux de croissance; l'augmentation y a été de 15 % par 
rapport a 1970, soit un des taux de progression le plus éle-
ye qui ait été observe en 1971. Cependant, exprimée en 
dollars cette augmentation n'a été que de $708 millions, 
et ne représente qu'un peu plus de 5 % de l'augmentation 
totale des ventes de produits et services de l'ensemble des 
branches d'activité non financières. 

L'état S présente les ventes de produits et de 
services par tranche d'actif et selon 9 divisions d'activité. 
II indique qu'en 1971, les grandes sociétés ont de facon 
générale progressé plus que les petites. Les sociétés dont 
l'actif est de $100 millions et plus ont augmenté leur 
chiffre d'affaires de plus de 15 % par rapport a l'année 
précédente, en comparaison d'une augmentation de seule-
ment 6 % chez les sociétés dont I'actif est inférieur a $1 
million. Cette tendance s'est particulièrement manifestée 
dans les industries manufacturières, le bátiment et les 
travaux publics, les services publics et le commerce de 
gros. 

Bénéfices des socldtés 
Par suite de l'expansion économique du Canada en 

1971, les bénéfices ont connu un regain quittant les bas 
niveaux de l'année précédente. Comme on peut le voir 
dans l'état 6, toutes les divisions d'activité, a l'exception 
des industries primaires, ont enregistré des gains par suite

volume of physical output, rising prices as well as fewer 
labour disputes than in 1970. The expansion of export 
trade was somewhat moderated by the upward float of 
the Canadian dollar but external demand remained 
strong for oil and natural gas, wheat, lumber and motor 
vehicles. The industries which benefitted most from 
the rise in economic activity and the increased demand 
for goods were transportation equipment, construction 
and wholesale trade. 

Although an increase in economic activity was 
the principal reason for higher profits in 1971, capital 
gains reported by corporations in the food, printing, 
primary metals and metal fabricating industries helped 
considerably to increase profits above those of the 
previous year. In addition, capital losses and other 
write-offs by corporations in the textile mills industry 
in 1970 magnified the increase in profits between 1970 
and 1971. 

The $278 million overall decline in profits of 
mining corporations represented divergent conditions 
in the various mining industries. Corporations in the 
metal mining industry suffered from depressed com-
modity prices during the year which reduced their 
profits by $370 million from the levels of 1970. By 
contrast, however, corporations engaged in the extrac-
tion of mineral fuels benefitted from the strong foreign 
demand for petroleum and petroleum-based products 
which caused profits to rise by $70 million over the 
previous year.

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The transportation equipment industry registered 
one of the largest relative profit increases in 1971 as 
profits rose $259 million or 122% over the previous 
year. A prolonged strike and generally depressed 
conditions in the industry in 1970 were followed in 
1971 by the record increases in sales of new motor 
vehicles and parts boosting the profits of manufac-
turers, as well as those of distributors at the retail level.

Statement 7 shows the major profit increases and 
decreases by industry in order of magnitude. 

Increases in profits by industry were in general 
commensurate with increases in sales. There were 
however, several industries which did not show this 
pattern. Food retailers, for example, recorded declines 
in profits despite substantially increased sales, while 
department stores showed profit declines and virtually 
unchanged levels of sales. This was also the case for 
pulp and paper companies where profits plunged 71%. 
These industries seem to have incurred considerably 
increased overhead expenses including selling and 
administration expenses, advertising costs, management 
fees and such items as office supplies.

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Several industrial divisions show significant 
changes in the level of selected expenditure items 
comprising total expenses. All categories were higher 
than the level of the previous year as shown in 
Statement 8 with the total of all industries rising at a 
faster rate for materials 5  and a slower relative rate for 
all other categories. In mining the relatively small 
increase in expenditure for salaries and wages cannot 
be attributed to unchanging wage rates, but to layoffs 
occasioned by declining putput. In Construction, on 
the other hand, rising wage rates outstripped the 
growth rate of materials as a contributor to costs in 
this industry. 

In the service industries the salaries and wages 
rising at 15% over the previous year continued to be a 
substantial portion of expenditures in this fast growing 
industry. 

As stated earlier, profits of corporations were 
generally recovering in 1971. While sales of products 
were the main source of revenue, as usual, contribu-
tions to rising profits were also made by other types of 
income. Sales of services showed substantial percentage 
increases in 1971 and indeed were the single major 
source of revenue in utilities and a major contributor, 
as can be expected, in the services industry. This source 
of income rose at the fastest rate of any for the all 
industries total, with rises in every major industry 
division. The mining industry in contrast experienced 
stagnant sales of products and unchanged levels of 
investment income, as well as a dip in gross rental 
income, although profits were buoyed up, to some 
extent, by other income. 

The contribution of sales of products as a 
proportion of total income for the all industries 
remained unchanged in 1971 at 81% with slight 
variances from previous year by industry. This general-
ly reflected the trend for all types of income, with the 
exception previously mentioned of sales of services, 
which increased slightly to offset a similar sized lag in 
investment income. As already stated the trend in 
profit levels reversed from 1970, once again being on 
the rise in all but resource based industries. While in 
most industries the larger companies were those which 
regained lost ground at the fastest rate, the reverse was

In the total of all industries, corporations with 
assets between $1 and $25 million replaced the 
$25 - $100 million group as the fastest gainers with an 
increase of $380 rriillion, up a substantial 24%. 

Not only did profits increase overall during 1971, 
but the same picture emerged for profit and loss 
corporations. In terms of numbers, profit companies 
increased by approximately 10,000 while there were 
only 2,000 more loss and nil profit corporations, a 
growth rate of less than 3%. The profits of profit 
companies grew by 13% as shown by Statement 11 and 
although loss companies increased the amount of their 
losses by $26 million compared with the previous year, 
this was an increase of only 1 1/2%, an extraordinary 
change from 1970 where the increase in losses was 6 1 % 
over 1969. Increases were recorded for profit corpora-
tions in all but the resource industries. The increase in 
losses of other than profit corporations was principally

CHANGES IN PRESENTATION AND 
CONTENT 

Additional improvements have been incorporated 
in this year's publication. Previously, summary fman-
cial items had been published for 182 industries while 
detailed financial items were presented for 37 major 
industry groups. This year, these two tables have been 
consolidated into one table which provides detailed 
financial items for 182 industries. 

The table showing detailed financial items by 
asset size groups has also been expanded to give 
coverage by 37 major industry groups instead of only 9 
industrial divisions. 

Statistics for corporations reporting profits vs. 
those reporting nil profits or losses, continue to be 
published at the 9 industrial division level of aggrega-
tion. 

Attention is called to certain changes in defini-
tions. These are outlined in detail on page 49. In the 
past, estimates were made for "buildings" and for 
"equipment and other assets" in the case of corpo-
rations not supplying this detail. In this report the 
amount of "unspecified assets" has been separately 
recorded. The "unspecified" category of fixed assets, 
containing a mixture of buildings and equipment, 
increased substantially in 1971 as reported by corpora-
tions on their income tax returns. This increase has 
been traced to a small number of large corporations 
which changed the detail of financial information 
supplied with their returns. The estimation methods 
which were used in the past to allocate this category 
between "buildings" and "equipment and other" thus 
became deficient in the new situation. Consequently 
this allocation is discontinued and the "unspecified" 
category is shown separately. 

In prior years, in order that the opening balance 
of the retained earnings in the current year might equal 
the closing balance from the previous year, a statistical 
adjustment had been incorporated in the published 
data, but had been included with "other charges and 
credits". In this report, the actual amount of this 
adjustment has been identified separately. The necessi-
ty for an adjustment arises out of year-to-year updating 
of the data, industrial classification changes, and the 
fact that the sampling system does not necessarily 
select the same corporations in every year. 

It will be noted that the 1970 revised data in this 
report differs in other respects from that which 
appeared in the 1970 publication. The revised 1970 
material reflects not only additional information (due 
to late and amended returns) but subsequent industrial 
reclassification of certain corporations. 

MODIFICATIONS APPORTEES A LA 
PRESENTATION ET AU CONTENU 

La publication de cette année présente d'autres 
ameliorations. Auparavant, Ia statistique financière som-
maire portait sur 182 industries alors que les données 
financiêres ddtaillées visaient 37 grands groupes d'activité. 
Cette année, ces deux tableaux ont étd regroupés en un 
seul, qui renferme maintenant des données financières 
détaillées pour les 182 industries. 

Le tableau présentant des données financières detail-
lees par tranche d'actif porte maintenant sur 37 grands 
groupes d'activité au lieu des 9 divisions d'activitd. 

La statistique des sociétés ddclarant des bénéfices en 
regard de celles ne déclarant aucun bénéfice ou dégageant 
des pertes, continuera a paraitre selon les 9 divisions 
d'activité. 

On notera que certaines modifications ont été 
apportées aux definitions. Elles sont présentées en detail 
aux page 50. Dans le passé, des estimations étaient 
établies pour les "bátiments" et "outilage et autres" dans 
le cas de sociétés ne fournissant pas de chiffres pour ces 
postes. Dans Ia présente publication, le montant des 
"actifs non précisés figure a part". La catégorie "non 
prdcisés" des immobilisations, qui vise a la fois les 
bátiments et le materiel, a vu son importance s'accroitre 
sensiblement en 1971, si l'on se reporte aux declarations 
d'impat sur le revenu des sociétés. Cette augmentation est 
attribuable a un petit nombre de grandes sociétés qui ont 
modiflé le detail des renseignements financiers foumis 
dans leur declarations. Les méthodes d'estimation qui 
avaient été utiisdes dans le passé pour ventiler cette 
catégorie entre "bdtiments" et "outillage et autres", se 
sont ainsi révélées inefficaces dans le present cas. C'est 
pourquoi on ne retrouve pas ici cette ventilation et Ia 
catégorie "non précisés" et figure a part. 

Auparavant, pour que le solde d'ouverture des 
bénéfices réinvestis pour l'année puisse correspondre au 
solde de cloture de l'année précédente, un adjustement 
statistique était incorporé aux données publiées, mais 
flgurait dans "autres frais et credits". Dans Ia présente 
publication, le montant reel de cet ajustement a été isolé. 
I..a nécessitd d'un ajustement s'explique par Ia mise a jour 
annuelle des données, les reclassements de sociétés dans le 
code de la classification des activités économiques ainsi 
que Ic fait que Ic processus d'échantillon ne choisisse pas 
ndcessairement les méme sociétés tous les ans. 

On remarquera que les chiffres rectiflés de 1970 
présentés ici different a d'autres égards de ceux figurant 
dans Ia publication de 1970. Les données révisées de 1970 
ne sont pas uniquement Ic fruit de Ia prise en compte de 
nouveaux renseignements (a cause des declarations en 
retard ou corrigees), mais rendent compte d'un reclasse-
ment industriel ultérieur de certaines sociétés. 
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To give some idea of the extent of classification 
changes, a study of corporations with assets of $5 
million and over (approximately 77% of the total assets 
of all corporations) revealed that S.I.C. changes 
represented 23.2% of total net 1970 to 1971 change in 
assets of these corporations. Such changes can signifi-
cantly distort year-to-year comparison, particularly for 
industries aggregated at the three-digit level. 

The revised 1970 universe has also been 
expanded to include additional corporations which had 
been previously excluded; namely, cooperatives, pro. 
vincial crown corporations, federal agency crown corpo-
rations and municipally-owned corporations, all of 
which are included in the 1971 data for the first time. 

In terms of assets, the additions to the 1970 data 
have increased aggregate assets for all industries by 
approximately $2 billion each, in the case of coopera-
tives, federal agency crown corporations and munici-
pally owned corporations, and by nearly $13 billion 
for provincial crown corporations. 

For 1970, the differences between the data 
originally published and the revised data in this report 
are mainly concentrated in utilities where the inclusion 
of government business enterprises accounts for more 
than 90% of the total change in that sector, with 
increases amounting to about $17 billion, $3 billion 
and $150 million with respect to assets, revenues and 
profits. In certain utility industries, the changes have 
been very large. In electric power, for instance, the 
inclusion of corporations such as Ontario Hydro and 
Quebec Hydro resulted in assets increasing from $1 
billion to $15 billion, and revenue from $281 million 
to $2 1/2 billion. 

The wholesale and the retail trades have also 
been affected by the inclusion of government business 
enterprises and cooperatives. The addition of liquor 
control boards to other retail trade for example led to 
an upward revision of profits for 1970 from $14 
million to over $500 million. 

The financial ratios pertaining to "other retail" 
have likewise been dramatically affected by the 
inclusion of data for the liquor control boards, 
particularly the profit and sales ratios. The ratios in 
this industiy, therefore, cannot be properly compared 
to ratios in other industries, or to ratios for the same 
industry for previous years. 

Pour donner au lecteur une idée de l'ampleur des 
reclassements signalons qu'on a entrepris une étude

vement de près de $17 milliards, de $3 milliards et de

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SOURCE OF INFORMATION 

Section 44(1) of the Income Tax Act requires 
eteh corporation to file a return for each taxation year 
with the Minister of National Revenue within 6 months 
from the end of its fiscal year. The prescribed form is 
generally accompanied by the financial statements 
required to be prepared under the Canada Corporations 
Act or the Provincial Acts governing corporations 
together with a reconciliation of profit as per company 
books with taxable income. 

Copies of the corporation income tax returns are 
received by the Corporations and Labour Unions 
Returns Act Division of Statistics Canada for compila-
tion and statistical analysis before the returns are 
assessed by the Department of National Revenue. 

The financial statements submitted with the T2 
Income Tax Return are generally provided after an 
independent annual audit of the company books. 
These statements usually consist of a balance sheet, 
income and retained earnings statements and are often 
supplemented by additional schedules such as source 
and application of funds, cost of sales, depreciation 
schedules, a reconciliation of net income per financial 
statements with taxable income, calculation of federal 
tax payable, continuity of fixed assets and computa-
tion of capital cost allowances claimed. The balance 
sheet, income and retained earnings and the cost of 
sales statements are the primary source of data 
published in this report. Items relating to the taxation 
of corporations are published in a separate report 
Corporation Taxation Statistics, Catalogue 61-208. 

Adjustments were made to the data in instances 
where the fiscal period covered was less than 12 
months because of changes in company accounting 
periods. Other adjustments were made for corporations 
involved in mergers and re-organizations so as to avoid 
double counting. 

ulike other Statistics Canada series, which are 
laigely derived from structured questionnaires, Corpo-
ration Financial Statistics are obtained from the 
unstructured financial statements filed with T2 returns.

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COVERAGE 

The statistics contained in this report relate to 
over 230,000 corporations which were active in Canada 
during at least part of the 1971 calendar year. 
Although the final date for filing corporation income 
tax returns for fiscal periods ending during a calendar 
year is June 30 of the following year, later filing does 
occur. Estimates are prepared for the few large 
corporations whose returns have not been received 
prior to publication. 

Included in the main tables are joint ventures and 
partnerships of participating corporations, unincorpo-
rated branches of foreign incorporated companies, 
personal corporations, limited dividend housing corpo-
rations, other public and private corporations, federal 
proprietary crown corporations and their subsidiaries,' 
provincial crown corporations, federal agency crown 
corporations, cooperatives and municipally owned 
corporations. Credit unions, caisse populaires, insur-
ance carriers, non-profit organizations and foreign 
business corporations are not included. 

Statements 12 and 13 contain information on 
those classes of corporations which filed income tax 
returns and are included in the main tables of this 
publication. The principal categories of corporations 
excluded from the sampled universe are listed along 
with estimates of their respective assets. 

The financial statistics relate, of course, only to 
corporations. The returns of unincorporated businesses 
such as proprietorships and partnerships and self-
employed persons such as farmers, fishermen, con-
sulting engineers, medical doctors and other self- 
employed professionals are not included and therefore 
coverage of the business sector is incomplete for 
certain industries, (in particular agriculture, forestry,

corporate universe. It includes all corporations with 
assets (after provision for depreciation and depletion) 
of $1 million or more; 10% of those corporations with 
assets larger than $250,000 or sales greater than 
$500,000; and 5% of the remaining corporations. In 
addition, corporations reporting book profits or losses 
of $40,000 or more are included in the sample frame 
for selected industries which are dominated by small 
corporations.. 

As in the past the sample was based on a 
modified version of the 1960 Standard Industrial 
Classification Manual, selected for 182 industries. (See 
Appendix C.) 

REPORTING PERIOD 

The statistics contained in this report do not 
relate precisely to the calendar year. Indeed, it is not 
possible to provide statistics based on annual corpora-
tion financial statements on a calendar basis because of 
the fact that the Income Tax Act provides for fiscal 
period reporting of taxable income. A large number of 
corporations have fiscal years ending in December and 
many others have fiscal years ending at other times of 
the year, corresponding to a large extent, with the 
natural business years of the industry to which they 
belong. The 1971 statistics contained in this publica-
tion relate to corporations with fiscal periods ending at 
any time during the calendar year 1971. Thus the data 
included for 1971 for companies whose fiscal periods 
do not coincide with the calendar year include a part 
of their 1970 operations as well as a part of their 1971 
activities. 

An indication of the significance of fiscal year 
variations is given in Statement 14. This statement, 
which is based on a study of 1967 and 1971 data, 
shows the relative value of the sales of corporations by 
major industry group according to the quarter of their 
fiscal year ends, and for December only. 

For instance it may be seen that 34% of total 
sales by the retail trade in 1971 were reported by 
corporations whose fiscal year end occurred in the first 
quarter of 1971, as against 18% for all corporations. 
Therefore, at least 9 months of 1970 sales have been 
included in the 34% of total retail sales shown for 1971 
by such corporations. 

In the great majority of industries, however, 
most 1971 sales were reported by corporations whose 
fiscal year end occurred in the last quarter, and in fact 
there were 6 industries in which over 85% of total sales 
were reported by corporations having December fiscal 
year ends (metal mining, mineral fuels, paper and 
allied, primary metals, transport equipment and petro-
leum products).

11 est impossible 
de fournir des statistiques convenables sur Ia fiscalité des 
corporations sur une base d'année civile dü au fait que Ia 
Loi de l'impOt sur le revenu donne des renseignements sur 
le revenu imposable de l'année financière. Un grand 
nombre de corporations ont une année financière se 
terminant en décembre et pour plusieurs autres corpora-
tions elle se termine durant le restant de l'année dépen-
dant de l'industrie auxquelles elles appartiennent. Les 
données de 1971 incluses dans cette publication, se 
réfêrent aux années financières des corporations se termi-
nant durant l'année civile 1971.

In general, the shift that took place between 
1967 and 1971 appears to have reflected cyclical 
business fluctuations, mergers and acquisitions, corpo-
rate reorganizations and some other factors like 
changing fiscal year ends to meet particular accounting 
requirements. Despite significant changes occuring in 
some industries, the overall quarterly distribution of 
sales remained largely unchanged within the period.

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INDUSTRIAL CLASSIFICATION 
The industrial classification of the statistics 

contained in this report is based on the Standard 
Industrial Classification for 1960. 2  The report presents 
statistics at 3 levels: for 9 industrial divisions, 37 major 
industrial groups and 182 industries. The first two 
groupings correspond respectively to the Division and 
Major Group levels of the Standard Industrial Classifi-
cation after some modification to meet the special 
needs of corporation statistics. 

For the third level of aggregation, 182 industries 
are presented (in Tables 2A and 2B). In the majority of 
cases these industries correspond to specific S.I.C. 
industries although in many instances grouping of such 
industries (as indicated by the S.I.C. codes at the top 
of the columns) was necessary. 

An appendix is included in the publication listing 
the relationship between the S.I.C. codes and the 
various levels of aggregations as they appear in the 
main tables. In the case of the finance industries the 
industrial classification used differs from the S.I.C. 
Manual in that greater industrial detail is shown. 

Industrial codes for companies are assigned on 
the basis of the codes for their constituent establish-
ments. The establishment, typically a factory, mine, 
store or similar unit is defined, for statistical purposes, 
as the smallest separate operating entity capable of 
reporting all elements of basic industrial statistics 
which permit the calculation of "census value aded" 
or its equivalent. Where, as in the majority of cases, the 
company consists of only one establishment, classifi-
cation is usually quite straight forward. When, how-
ever, a company has several establishments engaged in 
different industries, classification is much more diffi-
cult. Such companies are assigned to the industry of 
the establishment (or establishments) that account for 
the principal share of the 'census value added', or its 
equivalent, for the company as a whole. 3

3 "Census value added" is a concept developed from the 
Census of Manufactures as a measure of output applied to an 
establishment or to an industry. It is obtained by deducting 
from the value of gross output in a period, the value of 
materials used, the cost of light, heat and power, the cost of 
goods purchased for re-sale, and some service expenses 
commonly incurred at the establishment level. Gross output 
may be measured as sales or shipments of all goods produced 
or purchased for re-sale or as production. It includes revenue 
from custom work, sale of electricity and the value of fixed 
assets produced by own employees for own use. 

Approximate equivalences in some other industries 
axe: 

In trade - "Mark up on sales" which is the difference 
between sales and the purchase price of goods sold in 
a period. 
In construction - The difference between billings, i.e., 
the value of work done or put in place, in a period and 
the cost of materials and supplies used and payments 
made or due to subcontractors. 
In service industries - The difference between oper-
ating revenue received or due in a period and the cost 
of materials, suppoies and services recorded in the 
census as used in that period. 

CLASSIFICATION INDUSTRIELLE 
La classification industrielle des statistiques conte-

nues dans ce rapport est basée sur la Classification type 
des industries pour 19602.  Le rapport présente les 
statistiques a 3 niveaux: 9 branches d'activités, 37 groupes 
industriels majeurs et 182 industries. Les deux premiers 
groupes correspondent respectivement a Ia branche d'acti-
vite et au groupe majeur de la Classification type des 
industries après quelques modifications pour se conformer 
aux besoins spécifiques des statistiques des sociétés. 

Pour le troisième niveau d'agrégat, 182 industries 
sont présentées (dans les tableaux 2A et 2B). Dans Ia 
majorité des cas ces industries correspondent aux indus-
tries spécifiques de la Classification type des industries 
quoique dans de nombreux exemples Ie regroupement de 
telles industries (tel qu'indiqué par le code C.T.I. au 
sommet des colonnes) était nécessaire. 

Une appendice a été ajoutée dans Ia publication 
établissant le rapport entre les codes C.T.I. et les divers 
niveaux aggrégés tels qu'ils apparaissent dans les princi-
paux tableaux. Dans le cas des industries financières Ia 
classification industrielle employee diffère du Manuel 
C.T.I. par Ia presentation plus détaiide des industries. 

Les codes industriels pour les compagnies sont 
attribués a partir de ceux des établissements qui consti-
tuent ces compagnies. L'établissement, typiquement une 
fabrique, une mine, un magasin ou une unite similaire est 
défini pour fin statistique comme la plus petite unite 
exploitante distincte pouvant declarer tous les éléments de 
Ia statistique industrielle de base permettant le calcul de Ia 
valeur ajoutée pour le recensement, ou son equivalent. 
Quand, dans Ia majorité des cas, Ia compagnie comprend 
seulement un établissement Ia classification est habituel-
lement Ia méme pour les deux. Quand, une compagnie a 
plusieurs établissements engages dans différentes indus-
tries, Ia classification est plus difficile. A de telles 
compagnies, on attribue le code industriel de l'établisse-
ment (ou des établissements) qui compte pour Ia majeure 
partie de Ia "valeur ajoutée au recensement" (ou de son 
equivalent) de toute Ia compagnie 3 .

Dana lea industries sIc services - Ia difference entre les 
revenus d'activités recus ou dus pour un exercice et le 
coüt des matériaux, fournitures et services enregistrés 
dans le recensement et utilisés dans cette période. 
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Since multi-establishment companies are general-
ly large, a change in their classification may signifi-
cantly disrupt the time series in which they are 
included. This type of difficulty has been considered in 
preparing the tables of this report. Whenever possible, 
firms of a significant size have been classified to the 
same industry in 1970 and 1971 unless there is 
significant evidence of a change in the nature of their 
business. Where changes have been made between 1971 
and 1970, the 1970 data has been restated to put it on 
a comparable basis. However, this imposition of 
consistency does not in any way alleviate the qualifi-
cation that distortions will occur because significant 
establishments are associated with large corporations 
whose principal activity is in a different industry. 

Industrial classification in this publication differs 
from that presented in the publication Taxation 
Statistics, Part 2 - Corporation, which was published 
in the past by the Department of National Revenue for 
1964 and earlier years. In addition, significant discon-
tinuities have occured because the industrial classifi-
cation of a number of major corporations has been 
changed since 1964, to reflect more complete informa-
tion now available and to facilitate closer relationship 
between these statistics and other series published by 
Statistics Canada. 

Du fait que les compagnies a établissements multi-
ples sont généralement importantes, un changement dans 
leur classification peut amener des distorsions graves dans 
les series chronologiques qui les incluent. Ce type de 
difficulté a été considéré dans Ia preparation des tableaux 
de ce rapport. Toutes les fois que cela a Cté possible, les 
fumes importantes ont été classées dans Ia méme indus-
trie, en 1970 et 1971 a moms qu'il y a evidence d'un 
changement dans Ia nature de leurs affaires: Quand on a 
fait des changements dans leur classification entre 1970 et 
1971, les données pour l'année 1970 étaient reclassées 
dans Ia mëme industrie que 1971. Ce souci de counpatibi-
lité ne diminue pas les possibilités de distorsions qui 
peuvent avoir lieu car d'importants établissements sont 
associés avec de grandes corporations donc l'activité 
principale Se trouve dans une industrie différente. 

La classification industrielle de cette publication 
diffère de celle présentée dans Ia publication Statistique 
fiscale, partie 2 - Corporations pub Iiée par le ministère du 
Revenu National pour I'année 1964 et les années ante-
rieures. De plus, d'importantes discontinuités sont appa-
rues dans les données car on a reclassifié certaines sociétés 
importantes depuis 1964. Ces changements ont été rendus 
possibles par la disponibilité de renseignements plus 
complets et permettent plus facilement le rapproche-
ment avec d'autres series publiées par Statistique Canada. 

THE PETROLEUM AND NATURAL GAS 
INDUSTRIES 

In issues of this report prior to 1970 statistics on 
Canada's petroleum and natural gas industries were 
somewhat diffused both because of the level of 
industrial breakdown provided and the practice of 
classifying vertically integrated corporations to which-
ever industry contributed the major proportion of 
census value added. Since the activities of such 
corporations in the oil and natural gas industries may 
range across two or more combinations of either 
extraction, refining, transportation, wholesale or retail-
ing, this latter problem is especially significant. In last 
years report a table was included for the first time in 
which all integrated firms engaged in petroleum 
refining (S.l.C. 365) were classified to that industry, 
while other firms continued to be classified to which 
ever industry added the greatest census value added. 

This table has been reproduced again in this 
year's publication. However, statistics for the years 
1969 and 1970 have been restated in order to give the 
detailed financial items (instead of just the summary 
financial items) and to reflect some of the changes in 
definitions of some items between 1971 and the earlier 
years. Further, there have been conceptual changes in 
classification of companies from "corporations oper- 

INDUSTRIES DU PETROLE 
El DU GAZ NATUREL 

Dans les publications antérieures a 1970, les statisti-
ques sur les industries canadiennes du pétrole et du gaz 
naturel présentaient un caractère quelque peu diffus a 
cause du niveau de ventilation industrielle adopté et du 
classement des sociétés a concentration verticale dans 
l'industrie rendant compte de Ia plus grande partie de Ia 
valeur ajoutée recensée. Comme ces sociétés peuvent au 
sein de l'industrie du pétrole et du gaz naturel combiner 
plusieurs activités dans Ic domaine de l'extraction, du 
raffinage, du transport, du commerce de gros ou du 
commerce de detail, le second problèrne revët une 
importance toute particuliêre. Dans Ia publication de l'an 
dernier, on a présenté pour Ia premiere fois un tableau 
dans lequel toutes les entreprises a concentration s'occu-
pant de raffinage du pétrole (C.T.l. 365) étaient classées 
dans cette industrie, alors que les autres entreprises 
demeuraient classées dans l'industrie qui rendait compte 
de Ia plus grande pal-tie de Ia valeur ajoutée recensée. 

Ce tableau a été reproduit dans Ia présente publica-
tion. Cependant, on a présenté de nouveau les statistiques 
pour les années 1969 et 1970 afin d'offrir a l'utilisateur 
les données financières détaillées (au lieu des seules 
donnécs financières sommaires et de tenir compte de 
quelques-unes des modifications apportées a Ia definition 
de certains postes dans le code de Ia statistique de 1971. 
En outre, des changements d'ordre conceptuel ont été 
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ating in more than one oil and natural gas industry" to 
"corporations operating in one only oil and gas 
industiy". 

For corporations operating in one petroleum and 
natural gas industry only, data is shown for oil and gas 
wells (Si.C. 064) pipeline transport and gas distribu-
tion (S.I.C. 515, 574), wholesale and retail petroleum 
products (S.l.C.'s 608, 654, 693) and other petroleum 
and natural gas industries (S.I.C.'s 092, 096, 365, 369). 
For corporations operating in more than one petro-
leum and natural gas industry, the data shows the 
integrated refining, and petroleum and coal products 
companies (S.I.C.'s 365, 369) and all other diversified 
petroleum and natural gas finns (S.l.C.'s 064, 092, 
096, 515, 574, 608, 654, 693). 

It should be noted that the statistics slightly 
under-represent the total oil and gas industries because 
of the exclusion of several corporations classified to 
other industries such as mining services, paving contrac-
tors and finance which, nevertheless, have establish-
ments in the oil and natural gas industries. Financial 
corporations whose investments are in the oil and 
natural gas industries are also excluded because of 
difficulties in identification. 

THE NON-FERROUS METAL MINING, SMELTING 
AND REFINING INDUSTRIES 

Similar classification problems have in the past 
existed with regard to integrated corporations with 
operations in both the mining and smelting of non-
ferrous metals. A convention was adopted for 1969 
and subsequent years, under which such integrated 
corporations were included under metal mining. A 
separate reconciliation for these integrated companies 
and for non-integrated companies in the non-ferrous 
metal mining, melting and refining industries is given in 
Tables 6A and 6B. 

THE CORPORATION AS A REPORTING UNIT 

The statistics published in this report are based 
on returns submitted by individual corporations. 
Because the corporation is used as the reporting unit, 
statistics may reflect organizational changes arising 
from amalgamations, mergers, take-overs, etc., which 
might not have been reflected in statistics reported at 
the enterprise level. 

Such reorganizations sometimes lead to the 
industrial reclassification of the corporations involved. 
This may affect the continuity of those time series 
which provide industrial distributions,

naturel (C.T.I. 064, 092, 096, 515, 574, 608, 654, 693). 

11 est a noter que ces statistiques ne représentent pas 
tout a fait l'ensemble de l'univers des industries du pétrole 
et du gaz naturel par suite de I'exclusion de plusieurs 
sociétés qui ont été reclassées dans d'autres industries 
comme Ies services miniers, les entreprises de revétement 
des routes et les finances, mais qui disposent malgré tout 
d'établissements dans le secteur du pétrole et du gaz 
naturel. Les sociétés fInancières ayant investi dans Ic 
secteur du pétrole et du gaz naturel ont été également 
exclues du fait qu'il était difficile de les identifier. 

LES INDUSTRIES MINIERES DES METAUX NON 
FERREUX, INDUSTRIES D'AFFINAGE 

ET FONDERIES 

On a fait face a des problèmes siniilaires dans le 
passé dans le cas des sociétés intCgrées dont les activités 
s'étendent a la fois a l'extraction et a l'afflnage de métaux 
non ferreux. On a done adopté une convention pour 1969 
et les années suivantes scion laquelle ces sociétés intégrées 
figurent sous Ia rubrique de l'extraction des minéraux 
metalliques. Un rapprochement distinct de ces entreprises 
intégrées et des entreprises non intégrées appartenant aux 
industries de l'extraction, de Ia fonte et de l'affinage des 
métaux non ferreux figure aux tableaux 6A et 6B. 

LA CORPORATION COMME UNITE DECLARANTE 

Les statistiques puhliées dans cc rapport sont basées 
sur les renseignements provenant des declarations sur Ic 
revenu imposable soumises individuellement au ministère 
du Revenu national par les corporations. Parce que la 
corporation est I'unité dCclarante, les statistiques peuvent 
refléter des changements d'organisation provenant des 
fusions, d'absorptions, etc., qui auraient pu ne pas ëtre 
reflétés dans les statistiques déclarées au niveau de 
l'entrepris consolidée. 

Dc telles réorganisations provoquent parfois un 
reclassement industriel des corporations impliquées. Ccci 
peut affecter Ia continuité des series chronologiques qui 
renseignent sur des repartitions industrielles. 
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In 1971, for example, Avco Delta Corporation 
Canada Limited, whose 1970 activities were reflected 
in the sales finance industry amalgamated with Avco 
Financial Services of Canada Limited. As a result, the 
1971 activities of Avco Delta are reflected in the 
consumer loan companies industry. 

Similarly, in an amalgamation between National 
Grain (1968) Limited and McCabe Grain Company 
Limited in 1971 to form National Grain Limited, the 
new company was classified to grain wholesalers rather 
than grain elevators. (The problem of industrial classifi-
cation of large multi establishment companies is 
explained elsewhere in this report.) 

In 1971 amalgamations and mergers amongst 
companies with assets of $5 million and over occurred 
in 25 out of the 37 major industry groups. At the 182 
industry level, oil and gas wells experienced elimations 
of assets due to mergers amounting to nearly 3% of the 
total assets of the industry, and in sawmills elimina-
tions amounted to 4% of assets. 

Management of an enterprise is able to some 
extent to minimize the total tax liability of a group of 
corporations through its policies with regard to pricing 
within the enterprise, shared expenses, including inter-
corporate charges for management, through allocation 
of sales and other items affecting taxable income 
and/or tax. Accounts reported for individual corpora-
tions in an enterprise may therefore reflect these 
decisions. 

Statistics presenting balance sheet, income and 
other corporation financial statements broken down by 
industry or other categories must necessarily contain 
instances of double counting. The financial assets of 
the banking sector, for example, include credit 
extended to industrial corporations for the purchase of 
plant, equipment, inventories, and other assets which, 
of course, are also reported in the assets of those 
corporations. The profits of many corporations incor -
porate part of the profits of other corporations from 
which they have received dividends. 

While statistics based on consolidated statements 
eliminate most double counting arising from financial 
relationships between affiliated corporations, this is 
not so in the case of statistics compiled on the basis of 
unconsolidated returns. Indeed this factor represents a 
major difference between the statistics presented in 
this report and data published quarterly in the Statis-
tics Canada publications: Industrial Corporations, 
Catalogue 61-003 and Financial Statistics, Catalogue 
6 1-006. Another important difference is the reference 
period covered by these respective reports, whereas the 
quarterly publications are based on calendar quarters, 
annual statistics presented in this report relate to fiscal 
years ending during a calendar year. 

En 1971, par exemple, Avco Delta Corporation 
Canada Limited dont les activités de 1970 avaient été 
prises en compte dans le secteur du financement des 
ventes, a fait l'objet d'un regroupement avec Avco 
Financial Services of Canada Limited. C'est pourquoi les 
activités d'Avco Delta en 1971 ont été portées dans le 
secteur des préts ala consommation. 

De méme, après un regroupement de National Grain 
Limited (1968) et de McCabe Grain Compani' Limited en 
1971 qui a donné naissance a National Grain Limited, Ia 
nouvelle société a été classée dans la categoric des 
grossistes en cCréales au lieu de celle des élévateurs a 
grains. (Le problème du classement industrielle des gran-
des sociétés a établissements multiples est exposé ailleurs 
dans cette publication.) 

En 1971, des regroupements et des fusions de 
sociétés ayant un actif de $5 millions ou plus se sont 
produits dans 25 des 37 principaux groupes d'activité. Au 
niveau des 182 industries, les puits de pétrole et de gaz 
ont subi, en raison de fusions, des pertes d'actif s'élevant a 
prês de 3 % de l'actif total de l'industrie; dans les scieries, 
les pertes Se sont chiffrées a 4 % de l'actif. 

Jusqu'à un certain point, les administrateurs d'une 
entreprise, sont capables de minimiser le total des inipôts 
a payer de leur groupe de corporations par leurs politiques 
concernant les prix a l'intéricur du groupe, les dépenses 
partagées, y compris les frais entre les corporations pour 
l'administration, par Ia repartition des ventes et autres 
éléments qui ont une incidence sur Ic revenu imposable 
et/ou l'impôt. Les montants déclarés pour les corporations 
individuelles d'une entreprise peuvent refléter de telles 
decisions. 

Les statistiques présentant des bilans des états 
financiers de revenu et autres pour les corporations 
ventilées par industries ou pour d'autres categories doivent 
nécessairement contenir des exemples de double calcul. 
Les actifs financiers du secteur des banques, par exemple, 
comprennent le credit étendu aux corporations indus-
trielles pour l'achat d'usines, d'équipement, de stocks, et 
d'autres actifs lesquels, bien entendu, sont aussi dCclarés 
dans les actifs de ces corporations. Les profits de 
nombrcuses corporations comprennent une partie des 
profits d'autres corporations pour lesquels des ont déjà 
reçu des dividendes. 

landis que les statistiques fondées sur les états 
consolidés éliminent Ia plupart des élCments de comptage 
en double imputables aux relations financières entre 
sociétés affiliCes, il n'en est pas ainsi dans le cas des 
statistiques tirées d'états non consolidés. De fait, c'est a ce 
facteur que se ramêne Ia grande difference qui existe entre 
les statistiques contenues dans Ia prCsente publication et 
les données publiées tous les trimestres dans les publica-
tions suivantes de Statistique Canada: SociétCs industriel-
les, catalogue 61-003 et Institutions Jmnancières, cata-
logue 61 —006. Une autre difference importance reside

Number of Corporations 

This is the actual number of corporations in the 
corporate universe in Canada as assigned to each 
industry, with the exception of those corporations 
outlined in Statement 12 The figures shown for the 
financial items are based on a sample of these 
corporations, appropriately expanded to represent the 
industry universe.

Nombre de sociétés 

C'est là le nombre reel de sociétés faisant partie de 
l'univers des sociétés du Canada réparties par branche 
d'activité, moms le nombre de sociétés exclues de cette 
population (voir l'état 12). Les chiffres donnes aux 
différents postes financiers sont tires d'un échantilon de 
ces sociétés établi et puis gonflé de façon appropriée pour 
représenter l'univers de Ia branche ou industrie. 

Assets 

Cash (line 01) includes Canadian and foreign 
currency, cheques, bank drafts, money orders and bank 
deposits. Bank overdrafts and outstanding cheques are 
not deducted from the cash balance, but are included 
as "bank loans" in the liabilities section. Cash held in 
restricted deposits for tenders or contracts is included 
in "deposits and advances". 

Marketable securities (line 02) include corpora-
tion shares, bonds and debentures, Government of 
Canada bonds and treasury bills, provincial and munici-
pal securities, and all types of negotiable securities 
valued at cost, which are held as current or temporary 
portfolio investments. Guarantee certificates and 
funds, term deposits, finance company and commercial 
paper, bankers' acceptances and collateral bank 
deposits are also included. 

Accounts receivable (line 03) include amounts 
billed for merchandise and services and are shown after 
deductions for doubtful accounts. Trade amounts due 
from affiliated companies are shown in "due from 
affiliates". Loans of some financial organizations such 
as sales finance and acceptance companies previously 
treated as accounts receivable are now treated as "loans 
receivable" line 08, and are included in other current 
accounts, line 09. 

Inventories (line 04) include assets acquired for 
resale in the normal course of business such as raw 
materials, work in process, and finished goods. Land, 
buildings, and real estate being developed are classed as 
inventory when held for resale in the normal course of 
business. Inventories are shown before deduction for 
reserves which are placed in "surplus reserves". 

Actif 

Encaisse (ligne 01) comprend le numéraire, les 
cheques, les traites bancaires, les mandats et depots en 
banque en devises canadiennes ou étrangères.

Due from affiliates (line 06) includes trade 
accounts receivable and other current amounts owed 
by affiliates with the exception of interest and divi-
dends. Amounts due from shareholders or officers of a 
corporation are also shown here. 

Deposits and advances (line 07) include short-
term items such as deposits on contracts and advances 
to suppliers. 

Loans receivable (line 08) includes mortgages 
formerly shown separately plus some receivables 
previously included in marketable securities, line 02 
and deposits and advances, line 07. 

Other current assets (line 09) consist of current 
assets not elsewhere included, such as accrued trade 
receivables, receivables from employees, and automo-
bile dealers' finance participation. Accrued dividends 
and interest receivable are also included in this item. 

Total current assets (line 10) - The sum of lines 
01 toO9 inclusive. 

Land (line 11) refers to the acquisition cost or 
appraised value of land as shown on the company 
statements. Land improvements which are depreciable 
are shown with "equipment and other" while natural 
resources are included in "depletable assets - net". 
Land held for resale in the normal course of business is 
included in "inventories". 

Buildings (line 12) include improvements to 
leaseholds and are included at acquisition cost or 
appraised value as shown on the company statements. 
Buildings which are to be resold by contractors or real 
estate developers are shown in "inventories". 

Equipment and other (line 13) includes the 
installed, or delivered cost, or appraised value, of 
machinery, furniture, fixtures, vehicles, and engineer-
ing structures, such as private roads, railway tracks, 
power and telephone lines, pipe lines, and depreciable 
land improvements. Equipment held for resale in the 
normal course of business is shown in "inventories". 

Unspecified (line 14) in prior reports, in cases 
where reporting companies failed to specify the 
portion of depreciable assets that was "buildings" and

Depletable assets - Net (line 18) include such 
items as water and power rights, timber limits, leases 
and rights to oil and gas wells, quarries, and fisheries. 
Exploration and development expenditures of mines 
and oil and gas wells capitalized are included. The 
amounts shown are net after deduction of depletion or 
amortization. 

Total net fixed assets (line 19) - The total of 
lines 11, 17 and 18. 

Mortgages (line 20) refer to the long-term 
portion of mortgages receivable and agreements for sale 
shown at face value. Reserves deducted are shown in 
"surplus reserves". Mortgages receivable from affiliated 
companies are shown in "advances to affiliates". 

Loans and notes receivable (line 21) include 
long-term loans, notes, chattel mortgages and long-term 
trade receivables, except from affiliates. 

Long-term investments (line 22) include shares 
and other securities, except those of affiliated com-
panies, held as long-term investments. Investments are 
at face or market value as shown on the company 
statements, with reserves for losses included in "surplus 
reserves". Cash or securities deposited for special 
purposes such as sinking funds are also shown here. 

Investment in affiliates (line 23) consists of total 
investment in common and preferred shares of sub-
sidiary and affiliated companies at cost or equity basis 
as shown on the company statements. In the latter case 
the share in the subsidiary corporation's accumulated 
profits or losses is included here and shown separately 
in the retained earnings section as "subsidiary profits in 
surplus". Reserves for losses in the case of corporations

Other assets (line 26) include non-current items 
which are not specified elsewhere, such as containers, 
cash surrender value of life insurance policies, goodwill, 
trademarks, franchises, livestock and stock exchange 
seats. 

Total other assets (line 27) - The sum of lines 20 
to 26 inclusive. 

Total assets (line 28) are shown after deduction 
of accumulated depreciation and equal the sum of lines 
10, 19 and 27.

Trade amounts owing to affiliated 
companies are included in "due to affiliates", line 36. 
Includes cash dividends payable and interest payable 
on income bonds and debentures previously reported 
separately. 

Taxes payable (line 32) include all taxes payable 
by corporations to governments in Canada except sales 
and excise taxes and employees' income taxes which 
are listed in "other current liabilities".

Total current liabilities (line 38) - The sum of 
lines 29 to 37 inclusive. 

Deferred income (line 39) refers to all revenues 
or income received before it is earned, excluding 
advances and prepayments of a current nature. 
Examples of items included are: deferred profit on 
instalment sales, unearned interest or service charges, 
and unamortized operating subsidies. 

Due to shareholders or affiliates (line 40) 
includes all non-current debt, remuneration or 
mortgages, due to shareholders or affiliated corpora-
tions. 

Mortgage debt (line 41) consists of total mortgage 
debt outstanding on real estate except that due to 
affiliates. 

Bonds and debentures (line 42) consists of total 
bond and debenture debt outstanding except that 
owing to affiliated corporations. 

Long-term bank loans (line 43) previously 
included in other debts represents long-term bank loans 
from Canadian chartered banks including loans secured 
by a chattel mortgage. Foreign bank loans are included 
under long-term debt. 

Other long-term debt (line 44) consists of 
miscellaneous items outstanding such as loans from 
suppliers, foreign bank loans, and employees' funds 
deposited as an investment. Excludes long-term bank 
loans from Canadian chartered banks.

This item is 
alternatively called earned surplus, undivided profits 
and rest account. Included in this category is the head 
office account in the case of unincorporated Canadian 
branches of foreign incorporated firms. Also included 
are surplus reserves previously stated separately and 
capital surplus previously included in other surplus. 
Retained earnings is equal to the "closing balance", 
line 38 of the retained earnings section.

Income 

Sales - Products (line 01) represent the amount 
of revenue resulting from sales, other than services, 
after deducting sales and excise taxes, discounts, 
rebates, refunds, and subcontracts. Freight out is 
included when it represents part of the purchase price. 
The cost of sales and gross profit on sales of products 
are shown on lines 40 and 41, respectively. 

Sales - Services (line 02) consist of income from 
the sale of such services as transportation, storage, 
repairs, and management. This item is shown after 
deducting discounts, refunds and sales taxes. No cost 
of sales is recorded for this item. 

Rental income - Real estate (line 03) is the gross 
amount received from the rent of apartments, offices, 
factories, houses, land etc. Income from the leasing of 
natural resources such as oil rights is included in "other 
income". 

Rental income - Other (line 04) includes income 
from the rental of machinery and equipment, ships, 
films, and from the rental of hotel, motel and tourist 
rooms. 

Commissions (line 05) consist of revenue earned 
by corporations when acting as agents in the selling or 
buying of goods or services. Corporations which have 
commission income include financial institutions, 
stockbrokers, real estate agencies, advertising agencies, 
and grain dealers. 

Revenu

En sont inclus les institutions financières, les 
agents de change, les agences immobiières et de publicité 
ainsi que les courtiers en grains. 
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Bond interest (line 06) includes interest and 
premium income earned on treasury bills and invest-
ment certificates as well as on bonds and debentures. 
In the case of foreign issues interest is shown net of 
foreign withholding taxes. 

Mortgage interest (line 07) consists of gross 
interest earned from Canadian mortgages on real estate. 

Other interest (line 08) includes gross interest 
earned on bank accounts, chattel mortgages, accounts 
receivable, loans and notes receivable. 

Dividends (line 09) include all cash or stock 
dividend income earned whether credited to income or 
surplus accounts on the company statements. In the 
case of foreign issues dividends are shown net of 
foreign withholding taxes. 

Other income (line 10) includes sundry income 
not specified elsewhere such as: royalties received, 
recovery of shared expenses, and subventions received. 

Total income (line 11) - The sum of lines 01 to 
10 inclusive; it should be noted that capital gains are 
included in "non-recurring items", line 26. 

1nt6rt sur obligations (ligne 06) réfère aux intéréts 
et aux primes réalisés sur les Bons du Trésor et certificats 
de placement aussi bien que sur les obligations et sur les 
debentures.

Where the financial statements do not show a break-
down of cost of sales by object (notably in the 
extractive industries), this item may include such costs 
as direct labour, depletion and depreciation, and 
overhead expenses included in cost of production. 

Salaries and wages (line 13) represent the total 
expense of salaries, wages, fees and bonuses paid to the 
employees, officers, and directors of corporations. 
Employee benefits such as group insurance, pensions, 
workmen's compensation and unemployment insur-
ance are not included here but are shown in "other 
expenses". 

Repairs and maintenance (line 14) include the 
expense of repairs to fixed assets. Salaries and wages 
are excluded where identified and included above. 

Frais 

Matières premieres (ligne 12) consiste des C oUts des 
marchandises achetées et revendues, comprenant les frais 
de transports et les articles achetés inclus dans le coQt des 
ventes tels que les matières premieres, les frais de 
fabrication, l'assurance, le mazout, la lumière et l'energie 
mais excluant les frais de reparations et d'entretien.

Traitements et salaires (ligne 13) représente les 
dépenses totales de traitements, salaires, honoraires, grati-
fIcations payés aux employés, aux cadres supérieurs et aux 
directeurs des corporations. Les avantages sociaux des 
employés tels que assurance-maladies, retraites, assurance-
accidents et assurance-chomage ne sont pas inclus ici mais 
se trouvent dans "autres frais". 

Entretien et reparation (ligne 14) comprend les frais 
de reparation des actifs immobiliers. Quand identifies les 
traitements et salaires en sont exclus et sont inclus dans 
"traitements et salaires". 
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Rent (line 15) consists of rent expense for land, 
and buildings. 

Royalties (line 16) represent the cost of rights to 
use natural resources such as oil and gas reserves, ore 
bodies and timber limits and intangible property such 
as copyrights, franchises, patents and performing 
rights. 

Bond interest (line 17) consists of interest and 
discount expense paid on debentures and mortgage 
bonds, guaranteed trust certificates and investment 
certificates. 

Mortgage interest (line 18) is the interest and 
discount expense on real estate mortgages only. 

Other interest (line 19) includes interest and 
discount expense on bank loans, accounts payable, 
chattel mortgages, loans and notes payable. 

Taxes other than direct taxes (line 20) include 
such items as municipal taxes, business taxes, water 
taxes and motor vehicle and beverage licences. Income 
taxes, provincial mining and logging taxes, and sales 
and excise taxes are excluded. 

Depreciation (line 21) - This item represents the 
proportion of the cost of basic value of tangible fixed 
assets charged to the current year for book purposes. 
The methods used by corporations for determining this 
item may differ substantially from the methods 
prescribed by Income Tax Regulation for the calcula-
tion of Capital Cost Allowance. 

Depletion and amortization (line 22) represent 
the total current write-off or amortization of the cost 
of acquisition and development of natural resources 
such as timber limits, ore bodies, oil and gas reserves. 

Other expenses (line 23) include expenses not 
elsewhere specified such as office supplies, provisions 
for bad debts, charitable donations, management fees, 
advertising costs, travelling expenses, portion of shared 
expenses, workmen's compensation, pensions, 
unemployment insurance and group insurance costs. 

Total expenses (line 24) is the sum of lines 12 to 
23 inclusive. It should be noted that provincial mining 
and logging taxes, income taxes, and capital losses are 
included below. 

Net profIt before taxes and non-recurring items 
(line 25) is calculated as "total revenue", line 11 minus

Autres impOts (ligne 20) référe aux impOts fonciers, 
impôts sur le chiffre d'affaires, taxes d'eau, et taxes sur 
licences de véhicules moteur et licences pour vente de 
boissons alcoolisées. Les impots sur le revenu, les taxes 
provinciales minières et d'abbattage en foréts, ainsi que les 
taxes sur les ventes et les taxes d'accise en sont excius.

Provision for income tax—Current (line 28) 
consists of provision for Canadian federal and prov-
incial incme taxes with respect to the current year's 
operation. 

Provision for income tax - Deferred (line 
29) - This includes taxes estimated as payable in 
future years because of timing differences in 
accounting for book purposes and taxation purposes. 

Mining and logging taxes (line 30) - These taxes 
are levied by provincial governments on income derived 
from mining and logging operations, and are shown as a 
provision on the company books. 

Net profit (loss) after taxes (line 31) is the net of 
all book profits and losses reported. It includes 
non-recurring items and dividends received and is after 
provision for taxes. This item equals line 27 minus lines 
28, 29, and 30.
