INTRODUCTION 

The totals in this publication represent 
the sub-industry detail for the same 20 
major industry groups of manufacturing shown 
in Table 3 of the report Private and Public 
InvestRent in Canada, Outlook 1981 (Cata-
logue 61-205) released recently in April 
1981. From that same publication, some 
sub-industry detail for the Petroleum and 
Natural Gas industry of Table 2 is included 
in this release along with other selected 
energy related industries (Tables 2 and 4). 

Estimates in both publications are based 
on the same questionnaire surveys of estab-
lishments but are compiled later for this 
publication to avoid delaying release of the 
first aggregates. As in Catalogue 61-205, 
the 1981 figures represent spending inten-
ions. The data for 1980 are preliminary 
itual and the 1919 amounts are final. 

1triatioii on cp L.-1 	ucling 	1uttn- 
tions provides a useful indication of market 
conditions both in the economy at large and 
in particular industries. Since, such ex-
penditures account for a large and rela-
tively variable proportion of gross national 
expenditures, the size and content of the 
investment program provides significant in-
formation about demands to be placed upon 
the productive capacities of the economy 
during the period covered by the survey. In 
addition, information on the relative size 
of the capital expenditures program planned, 
both in total and for individual industries, 
gives an indication of the views management 
hold on prospective market demands in rela-
tion to present productive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on 
structures and on machinery and equipment 
for manufacturing sub-indu8tries are also 
given in the report but are shown sepa-
rately. By including outlays for repairs, a 
more complete picture is provided of all de-
mands likely to be made on labour and mate-
rials in accomplishing the program.

Manufacturing Sub-industries 

Capital expenditures include the cost of 
procuring, constructing and installing new 
durable plant and machinery, whether for re-
placement of worn or obsolete assets, or as 
additions to existing assets. Also included 
are all capitalized costs such as architec-
tural, legal and engineering fees, as well 
as the value of capital assets put in place 
by firms with their own labour force. Gross 
outlays are reported without any deduction 
for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. 
Excluded are expenditures made for the ac-
quisition of existing or used equipment, 
unless imported, and for land, since outlays 
of this type involve only the transfer of 
property and not the creation of a capital 
asset. 

Construction includes building 	con- 
struction and all types of engineering 
construction such as roads and petroleum 
refineries. 	The machinery and equipment 

. 	u ategory takes into account the purchase of 
.l1 such items which are used either in 
roducing goods or providing services. Such 

rnchinery would include various types of 
industrial machinery, automotive equipment, 
professional and scientific equipment, 
various office equipment, furniture and 
furnishings, and other related capital 
goods. 

The intention is to include the cost of 
all new plant and equipment which normally 
has a life of more than one year. For this 
reason companies were asked to report, as 
capital expenditures, all purchases to be 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This meth-
od of reporting omit8 certain types of 
equipment which are bought regularly Out of 
ordinary revenue and charged to current ac-
count. Adjustments have been made where 
necessary to take account of such omitted 
capital items and separate figures are shown 
in Table 1 as "capital items charged to 
operating expenses". 

The repair expenditures shown in Table 1 
represent the non-capitalized outlays made 
to maintain the operating efficiency of the 
existing stock of durable physical assets. 
These repairs and maintenance expenditures 
exclude, however, the routthe care of assets

Energy Related Industries 

The definitions outlined for the Manufac-
turing sub-industries apply generally for 
the Energy Related industries as well. Also 
included under capital construction in the 
cases of the Petroleum and Natural Gas 
Extraction industry and the Coal and Uranium 
Mining industries, are the costs of explora-
tion and development needed to bring a 
property to production. Excluded are any 
land and lease acquisition and retention 
costs as well as geological and geophysical 
operations expenditures in the case of the 
petroleum industry and general exploration 
expenditures in the mining industries.

Manufacturing Sub-Industries 

The figures in the tables of this report 
are estimates of total expenditures. In 
order to approximate full coverage for Can-
ada, adjustments were made to allow for the 
smaller firms which are not surveyed and for 
firms which did not report. In manufac-
turing, the method used to inflate the re-
ported expenditures was to multiply the 
known expenditures by a factor obtained by 
dividing the total value of shipments for 
the most recent year available of all the 
firms in each industry by the corresponding 
total for the firms reporting in the current 
surveys. The use of shipments as a related 
indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account 
of relevant industry characteristics such as 
the size of firms. Expenditures reported by 
establishments for which no production or 
other basic data are available are included 
as "net additions". It is believed that the 
estimating procedures for non-reporting 
firms, does not introduce any great margin 
of error into the total. 
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Energy Related Industries 

The methods of data derivation are also 
very 	similar 	in 	the energy 	related 
Industries. All data is based on survey 
questionnaires and in the petroleum and gas 
industry all companies having $50,000 or 
greater expenditures are surveyed. For Coal 
and Uranium mining, mineral and exploration 
companies are surveyed. In both cases some 
adjustments are made for non-respondents. 
In all of the other industries, the survey 
methodology is similar to that explained for 
the manufacturing industries. 

Construction Expend itures, by Type of Struc-
ture 

For details of construction activity by 
type of structure see the publication Con-
struction in Canada (Catalogue 64-201). 

The statistics for these types of 
structures come from the same capital and 
repair expenditures surveys that produce 
Private and Public Inveat.ent in Canada, 
Outlook (Catalogue 61-205) and Investemt 
Statistics - Manufacturing Sub-industries 
and Selected Energy Related Industries 
(Catalogue 61-214).
