INIRODUCI ION 

1HC totals in this publication represent 
:;ub-industry detail for the same 20 

rajor industry groups of manufacturing shown 
in Table 3 of the report Private and Public 
Investment in Canada, thjtlook 1983 (Cata-
loque 61-205) released recently in April 
1983. From that same publication, some sub-
industry detail for the Petroleum and Natur-
al Gas industry of Table 2 is included in 
this release along with other selected 
energy related industries. 

Estimates in both publications are based 
on the same questionnaire surveys of estab-
lishments but are compiled later for this 
publication to avoid delaying release of the 
first aggregates. As in Catalogue 61-205, 
the 1983 figures represent spending inten-
tions. The data for 1982 are preliminary 
actual and the 1981 amounts are final. 

Information on capital spending inten-
tions provides a useful indication of market 
conditions both in the economy at large and 
• n particular industries. Since, such expen- 

ures account for a large and relatively 
• 	triable proportion of gross national expen- 

ures, the size and content of the invest- 
'rd. program provides significant informa-

• H)fl about demands to be placed upon the 
productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered. In addition, irrfortnation 
on the relative size of the capital expendi-
tures program planned, both in total and for 
individual industries, gives an indication 
of the views management hold on prospective 
market demands in relation to present pro-
ductive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on 
structures and on machinery and equipment 
for manufacturing sub-industries are also 
given in the report but are shown separa-
tely. By including out lays for repairs, a 
more complete picture is provided of all 
demands likely to be made on labour and 
materials in accomplishing the program. 

This publication on manufacturing sub-
industries data (Catalogue 61-214) is avail-
able since 1976 on an annual basis. For 
historical information from 1960-1977 please 
refer to prihlirat.ion Catalnque 61-518, 
Investment Statistics - Manufacturing sub-
industries, Canada.

Capital oxpund iti res inc lode the cost of 
procuring, constructing and installing new 
durable plant and machinery, whether for re-
placement of worn or obsolete assets, or as 
additions to existing assets. lso included 
are all capitalized costs such as architec-
tural, legal and engineering fees, as well 
as the value of capital assets put in place 
by firms with their own labour force. Gross 
outlays are reported without any deduction 
for scrap or trade-in value of old assets. 
Excluded are expenditures made for the ac-
quisition of existing or used equipment, 
unless imported, and for land, since outlays 
of this type involve only the transfer of 
property and not the creation of a capital 
asset. 

Construction includes building construe-
inn and all types of engineering construc- 
in such as roads and petroleis refineries. 
machinery and equipment category takes 

i Jr.) account the purchase of all such items 
inch are used either in producing goods or 
rrividinq services. Such machinery would 
dude various types of industrial machine-

ry, automotive equipment, professional and 
scientific equipment, various office equip-
mnent, furniture and furnishings, and other 
related capital goods. 

The intent ion is to include the cost of 
all new plant and equipment which normally 
has a life of more than one year. For this 
reason companies were asked to report, as 
capital expenditures, all purchases to he 
charged to fixed asset accounts. This method 
of reporting omits certain types of equip-
ment which are bought regularly out of ordi-
nary revenue and charged to current account. 
Adjustments have been made where necessary 
In take account of such omitted capital 
items and separate fiqures are shown in 
Inhle 1 as "capital items charged to opera-
mug expenses". 

The repair expenditures shown in Table 1 
represent the non-capital ized outlays made 
to maintain the operating efficiency of the 
existing stock of durable physical assets.

The figures in the tables of this report 
are estimates of total expenditures. In 
order to approximate full coverage for Can-
ada, adjustments were made to allow for the 
smaller firms which are not surveyed and for 
firms which did not report. In irtanufactu-
ring, the method used to inflate the repor-
ted expenditures was to nultiply the known 
expenditures by a factor obtained by divi-
ding the total value of shipments for the 
most recent year available of all the firms 
in each industry by the corresponding total 
for the firms reporting in the current sur-
veys. The use of shipments as a related 
indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account 
of relevant industry characteristics such as 
the size of firms. Expenditures reported by 
establishments for which no production or 
other basic data are available are included 
as "net additions". It is believed that the 
estimating procedures for non-reporting 
firms, does not introduce any great margin 
of error into the total.

For Coal 
and titanium mining, mineral and exploration 
companies are surveyed. In both cases some 
adjustments are made for non-respondents. In 
all of the other industries, the survey 
methodology is similar to that explained for 
the Manufacturing Sub-industries.
