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INTRODUCTION 

Les totaux de la présente publication corres-
pondent aux chiffres des niveaux inférieurs des 
20 principaux groupes de l'activité manufactu-
rière donnés au tableau 3 de la publication inti-
tulée Investissement privés et publics au Canada, 
Perspective 1984 (no 61-205 au catalogue), parue 
en avril 1984. On a également tire de ce bulle-
tin, plus précisément du tableau 2, des rensei-
gnements sur les composantes de l'industrie du 
pétrole et du gaz nature!, qu'on a regroupés, 
dans le present ouvrage, avec ceux de certaines 
autres industries énergétiques. 

Les estimations des deux publications mont 
fondées sur les mêmes enquêtes auprès des eta-
blissements; celles de la présente sont toutefois 
rassemblées plus tard de façon a ne pas retarder 
la parution des premiers agrégats. A l'instar des 
chiffres de la publication no 61-205 au cata-
logue, ceux donnés ici pour 1984 représentent les 
intentions de dépense. Les statistiques pour 1983 
sont des chiffres reels provisoires, tandis que 
celles pour 1982 mont définitives. 

Les renseignements sur les projects d'imrnobi-
lisations fournissent des indications utiles 
quant a la conjoncture économique en général et 
dans certaines industries. Comme ces dépenses re-
présentent une partie importante et relativeinent 
variable de la dépense nationale brute, l'enver-
gure du programme des invest issements et sa 
repartition entre les différents secteurs donnent 
de précieux renseignements sur le taux d'utilisa-
tion de la capacité productrice au cours de la 
période en cause. De plus, les renseignements sur 
l'importance relative des immobilisations proje-
tees dans l'ensemble du pays et dans chaque 
industrie permettent de determiner coment les 
chefs d'entreprise jugent la demande éventuelle 
par rapport la capacité productrice actuelle. 

Le present bulletin comprend aussi, quoique 
sous une rubrique distincte, les somrnes destinées 
a la reparation non capitalisée d'immeubles et de 
machines et d'outillage dans les sous-industries 
manufacturières. L'inclusion de ces sommes donne 
une idée plus juste de tous les besoins de main-
d'oeuvre et de matériaux lies a l'exécution du 
programme. 

Cette publication sur les sous-industries 
manufacturières (n° 61-214 au catalogue) paralt 
tous les ans depuis 1976. Le lecteur qui desire 
consulter les statistiques parues entre 1960 
et 1977 We qu'à se procurer la publication 
no 61-518, au catalogue intitulé Statistiques des 
investissements - Sous-industries manufacturières 
du Canada. Si vous désirez de plus ainpies rensei-
gnements, reportez-vous au verso de la couverture 
oi figure une liste de personnes-ressources et de 
nunéros de téléphone. 

The totals in this publication represent 
the sub-industry detail for the same 20 
major industry groups of manufacturing shown 
in Table 3 of the report Private and Public 
Investaent in Canada, Intentions 1984 (Cata-
logue 61-205) released recently in April 
1984. From that same publication, some sub-
industry detail for the Petroleum and Natur-
al Gas industry of Table 2 is included in 
this release along with other selected 
energy related industries. 

Estimates in both publications are based 
on the same questionnaire surveys of estab-
lishments but are compiled later for this 
publication to avoid delaying release of the 
first aggregates. As in Catalogue 61-205, 
the 1984 figures represent spending inten-
tions. The data for 1983 are preliminary 
actual and the 1982 amounts are final. 

Information on capital spending inten-
tions provides a useful indication of market 

. randitions both in the economy at large and 
in particular industries. Since, such expen-
ditures account for a large and relatively 
variable proportion of gross national expen-
ditures, the size and content of the invest-
ment program provides significant informa-
tion about demands to be placed upon the 
productive capacities of the economy during 
the period covered. In addition, information 
on the relative size of the capital expendi-
tures program planned, both in total and for 
individual industries, gives an indication 
of the views management hold on prospective 
market demands in relation to present pro-
ductive capacity. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures on 
structures and on machinery and equipoient 
for manufacturing sub-industries are also 
given in the report but are shown separa-
tely. By including outlays for repairs, a 
more complete picture is provided of all 
demands likely to be made on labour and 
materials in accomplishing the program. 

This publication on manufacturing sub-
industries data (Catalogue 61-214) is avail-
able since 1976 on an annual basis. For 
historical information from 1960-1977 please 
refer to publication Catalogue 61-518, 
Investment Statistics - Manufacturing Sub- 

. irxkjstries, Canada. Should you need more 
information please refer to the inside cover 
for contacts and phone numbers. 
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Concerning the energy related industries 
investment, this is the third release in 
this format. Data relating to the Petroleum 
and Natural Gas industry was released in the 
Service Bulletin on Investments Statistics 
(Catalogue 61-007) in previous years with 
the exception of 1980 when it was released 
in the July 22 Statistics Canada Daily 
bulletin. Historical data for both tables, 
where possible, are available on request. 

Par ailleurs, nous publions ici pour la troi-
sième fois, dans leur forme actue1le, les donnés 
sur les investissements dans les industries éner-
gétiques. Par le passé, les statistiques concer-
nant l'industrie du pétrole et du gaz naturel ont 
été diIfusées dans le bulletin de service sur la 
Statisticje des investissements (no  61-007 au 
catalogue); en 1980 cependant, elles ont paru 
dans Ia livraison du 22 juillet du Quotidien de 
Statistique Canada. On peut obtenir, sur demande, 
certaines données historiques relatives aux deux 
tableaux.

Energy Related Industries 

The definitions outlined for the Manufac-
turing Sub-industries apply generally for 
the Energy Related industries as well. Also 
included under capital construction in the 
cases of the Petroleum and Natural Gas 
Extraction industry and the Coal and Uranium 
Mining industries, are the costs of explora-
lion and development needed to bring a pro-
perty to production. Excluded are any land 
and lease acquisition and retention costs as 
well as geological and geophysical opera-
tions expenditures in the case of the petro-
leum industry and general exploration expen-
ditures in the mining industries.

Manufacturing Sub-industries 

The figures in the tables of this report 
are estimates of total expenditures. In 
order to approximate full coverage for Can-
ada, adjustments were made to allow for the 
smaller firms which are not surveyed and for 
firms which did not report. In manufactu-
ring, the method used to inflate the repor-
ted expenditures was to multiply the known 
expenditures by a factor obtained by divi-
ding the total value of shipments for the 
most recent year available of all the firms 
in each industry by the corresponding total 
for the firms reporting in the current sur-
veys. The use of shipments as a related 
indicator provides a framework of analysis 
in the estimation procedures to take account 
of relevant industry characteristics such as 
the size of firms. Expenditures reported by 
establishments for which no production or 
other basic data are available are included 
as "net additions". It is believed that the 
estimating procedures for non-reporting 
firms, does not introduce any great margin 
of error into the total. 

Energy Related Industries 

The method of data derivation for the 
Energy Related industries are very similar 
to those used for the manufacturing sub-
industries. All data is based on survey 
questionnaires and in the petroleum and gas 
industry all companies having $50,000 or
