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Introduction 

The Multinational Enterprises section in conjunc-
tion with other Divisions has published several esta-
blishment-based statistical series by country of control. 
These results might differ from those of other series 
based on companies or enterprises. An establishment 
is the smallest production unit capable of reporting 
certain data relating to its expenses and sales. It is 
frequently a plant or factory, of which a single corpo-
ration may own several. The control of any plant can 
normally only be established by tracing the ownership 
back to the corporation or enterprise. 

The statistical definition of control is generally 
based on the ownership of 50% or more of voting 
rights except in a limited number of cases where con-
trol is known to exist on the basis of less than 50%. 1 

This report presents estimates of capital and repair 
expenditures of Forestry, Mining and Manufacturing 
establishments in Canada subdivided by country of 
control. It is based on the most recent set of statistics 
found in Private and Public Investment in Canada, 
Outlook 1982 (Catalogue 61 -205), the 1980 Actual 
data, the 1981 Preliminary Actual and the 1982 In-
tentions.2 Distributing the establishment data by vari-
ous country of control categories increases problems 
in regard to confidentiality, and, as a result, only a 
three-way breakdown (United States, Other Foreign 
and Canada) has been adopted. 

The report contains two sets of tabulations. The 
first distributes capital and repair expenditures by 
control for the major industry groups (two-digit level 
of the Standard Industrial Classification) in Forestry, 
Mining3  and Manufacturing for the whole of Canada 
(see Tables 1, 3 and 5).4  The second provides a 
provincial distribution, giving a country of control 
breakdown for total Forestry, Mining and Manufac-
turing only (see Tables 2, 4 and 6). 4  The advantage of 
this finer geographic detail is that, for the first time,

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Introduction 

La Section des entreprises multinationales, en collabora-
tion avec d'autres divisions de Statistique Canada, a publié 
plusieurs series statistiques basées sur l'établissement par pays 
de contrOle. Ces résultats peuvent être different d'autres series 
basées sur des sociétés ou des entreprises. Un établissernent 
est Ia plus petite unite de production en mesure de declarer 
certaines données se rapportant a ses dépenses et a ses ventes. 
Ii s'agit fréquemment d'une usine, et une société peut en pos-
séder plusieurs. Le contrôle d'une usine peut normalement 
ëtre établi en remontant la proprieté jusqu'à Ia société ou a 
l'entreprise.

Comme Ia ven-
tilation des données selon divers pays de contrOle aggraverait 
le problême du secret, on n'a retenu qu'une repartition tri-
partite (Etats-Unis, autres pays étrangers et Canada).

(utnparison of 1982 Intentions to the Revised 
Intentions for 1982 

As a result of technical problems, this 
year's report has been delayed in publica-
tion. This later publication date has made 
it possible to compare year to year percent-
age changes of 1981 preliminary expenditure 
estimates with both the 1982 forecast survey 
estimates and, for the first time, with the 
1982 mid-year survey revisions. As can be 
seen from Part 1 of the accompanying Text 
Table I, capital expenditures were original-
ly forecasted to increase 11 1M in manufactur-
ing, 21% in mining, and 5% in forestry in 
1982 from 1981 in nominal terms. These year 
to year increases for these three sectors 
were all lowered to -4%, 9 10, and -41% 
respectively using the mid-year survey revi-
sions for 1982. Total 1982 capital outlays 
in these three sectors are now projected to 
be $11.9, $10.3 and $0.2 billion respec-
tively. 

Interestingly, from a country of control 
perspective the mid-yepr survey results in 
the manufacturing sector indicate a rela- 

'  t ively much sharper downward revision of 
:pendinq plans by Canadian firms than for 
the foreign controlled firms. Canadian 
3pending plans were initially forecasted to 
increase 15% from 1981 levels, but were 
revised by the mid-year survey results to 
actually decline 7% - a swing, of more than 
22 percentage points. United States' con-
trolled manufacturing firms on the other 
hand, revised their initial forecast of a 
0.7% increase to a decline of 6% or a swing 
of only seven percentage points - only one 
third the size of the Canadian controlled 
firms' downward revisions. As a result in 
manufacturing, Canadian controlled firms 
accounted for 75% of the almost two billion 
dollars decline in initially projected capi-
tal spending for 1982. 

Turning to Part 2 of Text Table 1 which 
focuses on several important industry groups 
in these three sectors, several notable 
findings emerge. Canadian controlled firms 
in Paper and Allied Industries show a down-
ward swing of more than 41 percentage points 
from +36% to -5%, which was more that twice 
the size of the United States firms' down-
ward revisions of 18 percentage points. In 
Primary Metals, Canadian plans dropped 34% 
points, while United States firms' plans 
octually rose eight points. However, in 
Transportation Equipment, while Canadian 
plans were virtually unchanged, overall 
decreases in spending for the industry of a 
further 10 points reaching a projected 38%

Comparaison entre lea previsions initiales et les

A cause de difficultés techniques, la pu-
blication du rapport de cette année a dO être 
retardéa. Ce retard a perrnis de comparer las 
variations en pourcentage entre les estimations 
provisoires des dépenses de 1981, les previsions 
dinvestissements dégagées par l'enquete de 1982 
at, pour la premiere fois, les résultats de l'en-
quête révisée de la mi-1982. Come l'indique la 
partie 1 du tableau explicatif I d'accompagne-
ment, on prévoyait d'abord que les dépenses en 
immobilisations augmenteraient de 11% dans le 
secteur de la fabrication, de 21 10' dans le secteur 
des mines at de 5 10 dans le secteur forestier, en 
dollars constants, entre 1981 et 1982. Selon les 
résultats de l'enquête révisée de la mi-1982 dana 
ces trois secteurs, les augmentations prévues ant 
été ramenées & -4%, 9% at -41% respectivement.

In both the Petroleum and Cool Products 
Industry and Chemicals, United States' firms 
are actually planning to increase their 
spending plans in the face of projected 
declines in programs of Canadian controlled 
firms. United States' firms originally 
planned a 49% 1982 increase over 1981 spend-
ing in Petroleum and Coal Products. With the 
mid-year revision, spending is now actually 
projected to increase 75% over 1981 or an 
additional 26 percentage points over an 
already initially large projected increase 
of 49% over 1981 levels. Canadian controlled 
firms in the Crude Petroletjn and Natural Gas 
Industry are revising their spending plans 
downward relatively more sharply than are 
tJnited States' firms. Canadian plans in this 
industry are now only projected to increase 
only 4% over 1981 rather than the 25% pro-
jected earlier, a drop of 21 points, while 
United States plans dropped only 13 points. 

lomparison of 1982 Intentions to the Prelim-
inary Actual 1981 

According to survey results released in 
March 1982,(1) capital expenditures by all 
sectors of the economy are projected to in-
crease by 11% in terms of current dollars 
and reach $87,172 million in 1982. The sec-
tors of Manufacturing, Mining and Forestry 
under study represent 29% of the capital 
expenditures by all sectors and are expected 
to increase their capital outlays in 1982 by 
about 11%, 21% and 5% respectively. Canadian 
controlled firms reported significant in-
creases in the mining and manufacturing 
industries resulting in an increase in their 
share of capital expenditures in 1982 to 59% 
and 54% respectively. Foreign controlled 
firms in the manufacturing industries show 
an overall 8% increase in capital expendi-
tures in 1982 and this is almost all due to 
the strong increase by foreign controlled 
enterprises other than United States' firms. 

In the manufacturing industries, the 
major thrust behind spending on new capital 
expenditures in Canada is by Canadian con-
trolled enterprises which plan a 15% or $961 
riillion increase to $7,515 million (Text

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than United States firms' follow with a 33 10' 

S  increase to reach $1,747 million. Lastly, 
United States controlled firms show virtu-
ally no growth in their spending, less than 
1% increase from 1981 and reaching $4,598 
million in 19R2. 

In ijip mininq sector, Canadian controlled 
enterprises are expected to increase capital 
expenditures by $1,409 million (261M) over 
1981 and reach $6,805 million. The main 
drive behind this increase by Canadian con-
trolled firms comes primarily from non-metal 
mines (this group includes Coal Mines) which 
plan a 67% or $414 million increase in capi-
tal spending to reach $1,028 million in 
1982. United States controlled enterprises 
forecast a 23% increase in capital spending 
reaching $3,641 million in 1982 compared to 
a 17% decline in 1981. 

From tabulations not presented here, it 
can be shown that Alberta and British Colum-
bia accounted for almost two-thirds of the 
$1,409 million increase by Canadian control-
led firms in the mining sector. This is 
mostly derived from the oil and gas(2) and 
roal mines expenditures. United States con-
ioIled enterprises have more than half of 

S  tejr $684 millions increase in capital 
expenditures in 1982 located in Alberta, 
primarily in the oil and gas industry. 

A detailed analysis of the manufacturing 
industries reveals that growth in capital 
expenditures by Canadian controlled enter-
prises is concentrated mainly in the paper 
and primary metals industries, with planned 
increases of 35% and 21% to $1,822 million 
and $1,698 million respectively. The 28% 
decline to $844 million in 1982 capital 
spending in the transportation equipment 
industries is largely a reflection of the 
decrease in expenditures by United States' 
controlled firms. This decline offsets the 
significant increases made by United States' 
controlled firms in the petroleum and chem-
ical industries. More specifically, United 
States' firms expenditures in the chemical 
industries are projected to increase by 23% 
reaching $1,211 million in 1982. Planned 
capital expenditures by other foreign con-
trolled enterprises in the chemical and

non américaines viennent ensuite, avec une aug-
mentation de 33%, pour un total de $1,747 nmil-
lions. Enfin, les firmes sous contrôle améri.cain 
accusent pratiquement aucune augmentation de 
leurs dépenses, laquelle est inférieure 1% par 
rapport a 1981, le total devant passer a $4,598 
millions en 1982. 

Dana le secteur des mines, les entreprises 
sous contrOle canadien devraient augmenter leurs 
depenses en irnmobilisations de $1,409 millions 
(26%) par rapport a 1981, pour un total de $6,805 
millions. La cause principale de cette augmenta-
tion de Is part des firmes sous contrôle canadien 
provient principalement des mines non rnétalliques 
(dont les mines de charbon), pour lesquelles on 
prévoit une augmentation de 67% ou $414 millions, 
les dépenses en immobilisations devant atteindre 
$1,028 millions en 1982. Les entreprises sous 
contrôle américain prévoient une hausse de 23% 
des dépenses en immobilisations, qui atteindront 
$3,641 millions en 1982, alors que l'on avait 
enregistré une baisse de 17% en 1981. 

Des totalisations non présentées ici permet-
tent de constater que l'Alberta et Is Colombie-
Britannique comptent pour presque les deux tiers 
de l'augmentation de $1,409 millions des firmes 
sous contrOle canadien dans le secteur des mines. 
Cette augmentation eat presque entièrement impu-
table aux dépenses au titre du pétrole et cki gaz 
naturel(2) et des mines de charbon. Les entre-
prises sous contrôle américain consacrent plus de 
Is moitié de leur augmentation de $684 millions 
des dépenses en immobilisations en 1982 en 
Alberta, principalement dans l'iridustrie du pé-
trole et du gaz naturel. 

Une analyse détaillée du secteur de la fabri-
cation révèle que Is croissance des dépensea en 
immobilisations des entreprises sous contrOle 
canadien touche principalement les industries du 
papier et de Is premiere transformation des 
métaux, qui prévoient des augmentations de 35% et 
21% respectivement, a $1,822 millions et $1,698 
millions. La baisse de 28%, a $844 millions, des 
dépenses en immobilisations en 1982 de l'indus-
trie du materiel de transport traduit dana une 
large mesure la baisse des dépenses des firmes 
sous contrOle américain. Cette diminution corn-
pense les augmentat ions appréciables des firmes 
sous contrôle américain dams lea industries du 
pétrole et chimique. Plus précisément, les dé-
penses des firmes sous contrOle américain dams le 
cas de l'industrie chimique devraient selon les 
projections augmenter de 23% pour atteindre 
$1,211 millions en 1982. Les dépenses en immobi-
lisations prévues par lea autres entreprises sous

Provincially in the manufacturing sector 
in 1982, Alberta largely benefitted from the 
increases in capital expenditures by both 
foreign and Canadian controlled firms in the 
chemical industries. In Ontario large in-
creases by Canadian controlled firms in the 
primary metal industries and by United 
States controlled enterprises in the petro-
bum industries were counter-balanced by 
the projected decline in the transportation 
equipment industries by United States' con-
trolled firms. 

For the first time, (Text Table III) 
capital expenditures for total manufacturing 
for fifteen selected metropolitan areas were 
distributed by country of control. These 
metropolitan areas account for 34% or $4,689 
million of the total capital expenditures in 
the manufacturing sector in 1982. Overall, 
foreign controlled enterprises dominated the 
selected metropolitan areas with 62% or 
$2,898 million of the capital expenditures 
in 1982. In Montreal and Toronto, foreign 
controlled firms accounted for 59% and 73% 
or $473 million and $1,058 million of the 
capital programs in 1982 respectively. In 
metropolitan Hamilton. Canadian controlled 
enterprises represented a high 81 10 of the 
capital expenditures with $470 million. 

In subdividing the estimates of capital 
and repair expenditures by country of con-
trol, it was necessary to identify the en-
terprise affiliation of each establishment. 
As an extension of this exercise tabulations 
were prepared of both the degree to which 
capital expenditures are concentrated in the 
leading investing enterprises, and the num-
ber of foreign and Canadian controlled firms 
among these leading groups. The leading four 
and eight firms are examined here mainly 
because of the concentration of capital 
projects by few firms, the problems dealing 
with confidentiality, and for comparability 
with other similar related studies of con-
centration, which also often use the leading 
four and eight firms. In interpreting the 
following results, it is important to keep 
in mind that the staging or timing of capi-
tal projects in various years could change 
the ranking of firms and the concentration 
levels of the industries, the provinces and 
the metropolitan areas. 

Text Table IV illustrates the relative 
importance or concentration of the top four 
and top eight firms at the industry group 
level for the years 1980 to 1982. In the

d'importantes augmentatioris des firmes sous con-
trôle canadien dana l'industrie de la premiere 
transformation des metaux et des entreprises sous 
contrôle américain dons celle du petrole sont 
compensées par 1mm baisses projetées pour l'in-
dustrie du materiel de transport par les firmes 
sous contrôle américain. 

Pour la premiere fois, (tableau explicatif 
III), les dépenses en immobilisations de l'ensern-
ble cki secteur de la fabrication pour is regions 
métropolitaines sélectionnées sont distribuées 
selon le pays de contrôle. Ces regions metropoli-
tames comptent pour 34%, ou $4,689 millions, du 
total des dépenses en immobilisatiorm du secteur 
de la fabrication en 1982. Dans l'ensemble, les 
entreprises sous contrMe étranger dominent les 
regions métropolitaines sélectionnées, avec 62% 
($2,898 millions) des dépenses en immobilisations 
en 1982. A Montreal et Toronto, lea firmes sous 
contrOle etranger comptent pour 59% et 73%, 
c'est-à-dire $473 millions et $1,058 millions, 
des programmes de dépenses en immobilisatiorm en 
1982 respectivement. Dans la region rnétropoli-
tame d'Hamilton, lea entreprises sous contrôle 
canadien representent une proportion élevée (81%) 
des dépenses en irnmobilisations, avec on total de 
$470 millions. 

Pour répartir les estimations des dépenses en 
immobilisations et reparation selon le pays de 
contrôle, ii a fallu determiner les liens de 
parente entre établissements. De plus, nous avons 
prepare des totalisations portant sur le degré de 
concentration des dépenses en immobilisations 
parmi les entreprises lea plus importantes, ainsi 
que sur le nombre de firmes contrOlées au Canada 
et a l'etranger parmi ces entreprises clominantes. 
On a decide d'etudier les quatre et lea huit 
entreprises les plus importantes en raison de la 
concentration des projets d'investissement a 
l'intérieur d'un petit nombre de firmes, a cause 
de problèmes relatifs a la confidentialité et 
aussi afin de permettre la comparaison avec 
d'autres etudes similaires de Is concentration, 
qui se fondent souvent sur les quatre ou les huit 
entreprises 1mm plus importantes. Pour interpre-
ter lea résultats suivants, ii importe de ne pas 
oublier que l'échelonnement de projets d'inves-
tissement sur plusieurs années ou leur calendrier 
peuvent modifier le classement des entreprises et 
lea niveaux de concentration des différents sec-
teurs, 1mm provinces et lea regions métropoli-
tames. 

Le tableau explicatif IV présente l'importance 
relative de la concentration des quatre et huit 
premieres firmes au niveau du groupe industriel 
pour 1mm années allant de 1980 a 1982.

Dans le secteur de la fabrication, l'indus-
trie chimique accuse la plus forte augmentation 
du niveau de concentration pour ce qui eat des 
quatre premieres firmes, de 29 10 en 1980 a 47 10' en 
1982. En 1982, les huit premieres firmes ont con-
tinué de représenter plus de 50% des dépenses en 
imniobilisations dans plus de la moitié des 20 
groupes industriels. S'agissant du nombre de 
firmes sous contrôle etranger et canadien des 
quatre et huit premiers programmes de dépenses, 
les firmes sous contrOle étranger dominent 
complètement les quatre premieres firmes dans 
seulement trois groupes industriels en 1982. 
Cependant, parmi les huit premieres firmes, les 
entreprises sous contrôle etranger ne deminent 
dana aucun groupe industriel, tandis que dans 
Findustrie de la premiere transformation des me-
taux, lea huit premieres firmes sont toutes sous 
contrôle canadien. 

Le tableau explicatif V montre limportance 
relative des quatre et huit premieres firmes par 
province dans le secteur de la fabrication clas-
sees selon l'importance des dépenses en inimobili-
sations. En 1982, dana le secteur de la fabrica-
tion, toutes les provinces, a l'exception du 
Québec, de l'Ontario et du Manitoba, ont des 
niveaux de concentration parmi lea huit premieres 
firmes dépassant 58 10', et 90% dans le cas de 
Terre-Neuve et du Nouveau-Brunswick. De plus, le 
Nouveau-Brunswick et 1 Alberta accusent la varia-
tion la plus vive des niveaux de concentration 
parmi lea huit premieres firmes entre 1980 et 
1982, les niveaux passent respectivement de 72% 
et 43% a 90% et 80 00'. 

Le tableau explicatif VI présente l'imnportance 
relative des quatre premieres et des huit pre-
mières firmes des industries du secteur de la 
fabrication selon la taille des dépenses en imo-
bilisations pour un groupe sélectionné de regions 
métropolitaines.

mining sector, the highest level of concen-
tration in 1982 was in the non-metal mines 
industry: the top four and top eight firms 
accounted for 56% and 78% respectively of 
capital expenditures. Within mining, the 
concentration level of the top four firms in 
the petroleum and gas industries increased 
from 34% in 1980 to 50% in 1982. In the man-
ufacturing sector, the chemical and chemical 
products industries registered the largest 
increase in the level of concentration among 
the top four firms from 29% in 1980 to 47% 
in 1982. In 1982, the leading eight firms 
continued to account for more than 50% of 
the capital expenditures in more than half 
of the 20 industry groups. In terms of 
numbers of foreign and Canadian controlled 
firms found among the leading four and eight 
expenditure programmes, foreign firms com-
pletely dominated among the top four firms 
in only three industry groups in 1982. 
However, among the top eight firms, foreign 
controlled enterprises did not prevail in 
any industry group, while in the primary 
metal industries all top eight firms were 
found to be Canadian controlled. 

Text Table V shows the relative impor-
tance of the top four and eight firms pro-
vincially in the manufacturing industries as 
ranked by size of capital expenditures. In 
1982, in the manufacturing sector, all prov-
inces with the exception of Quebec, Ontario 
and Manitoba had concentration levels among 
the top eight firms exceeding 58% with New-
foundland and New Brunswick registering more 
than 90%. In addition, New Brunswick and 
Alberta showed the most volatile change in 
levels of concentration among the top eight 
firms from 1980 to 1982 where levels in-
cteased from 72% and 43 10' to 90% and 80% re-
spectively. 

Text Table VI presents the relative im-
portance of the top four and top eight firms 
in the manufacturing industries also ranked 
by size of capital expenditures for a se-
lected group of metropolitan areas. In 1982, 
the metropolitan areas of Montreal and 
Toronto reported the lowest levels of con-
centration among the top four firms with 25% 
and 24% respectively. Overall, among the top 
four firms in 1982, eight of the 15 metro-
politan areas had concentration levels 
exceeding 50%. In terms of numbers of firms 
concerned, only in St. John's Newfoundland 
and in Victoria were the top four firms 
completely dominated by Canadian controlled 
enterprise. In fact, foreign controlled 
enterprises completely prevailed in eight 
metropolitan areas in 1982. Furthermore, the 
metropolitan area of Edmonton showed no 
Canadian controlled firms among the top four 
firms for the three years 1980-1982.

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Logging, Mines and Manufactures has been given a 
country of control designation based on the country 
of control of the enterprise of which it forms a part. 
An enterprise is a collection of one or more commonly 
controlled legal entities each of which may comprise 
one or more plants or establishments. The country of 
control of the enterprise is identifIed by tracing the 
inter-company ownership links to the country of 
residence of the ultimate parent or owner of the 
enterprise.' 

The main source of information on enterprise 
structure and country of control was the Inter-cor-
porate Ownership data for 1978 (Catalogue 61 -517). 
This was suppleniented by other sources of which a 
complete list is given in Structural Aspects of Domes-
tic and Foreign Control in the Manufacturing, Mining, 
and Forestry Industries, 1970- 1972, page 15 (Cata-
logue 31 -523). One additional source used was the 
Foreign Investment Review Agency decisions on 
acquisitions and new investments. These sources cover 
major changes that have occurred up to the end of 
1981. The 1982 forecast capital expenditures are 
hased mainly on the 1981 ownership structure but 
also take into account major known changes that 
ccur in the early part of the 1982 year up to when 

processing comes to a close. Data on capital expen-
litures are allocated to the last enterprise and coun-
try of control recorded in each of the respective 
years. Where control changes have occurred, this may 
result in some minor misallocation where capital and 
repair expenditures took place earlier in the year 
when the establishment was under different control. 

The forestry, mining and manufacturing portion of 
the capital expenditures survey consists of an industry 
sample, taken from the annual Censuses of Logging, 
Mines and Manufactures which includes all major 
establishments. In addition, large new projects under 
construction and not yet in production are also 
surveyed. The data collected from the sample are 
then adjusted to arrive at estimates for the industry as 
a whole. The industry-level adjustments which are 
usually relatively small represent capital expenditures 
for those small unsurveyed and non-reporting 
establishments which are mainly Canadian controlled 
and thus all ascribed to the latter. The internal 
establishment identification numbering system used 
within these industries by both surveys permitted the

Non-capitalized repair 
expenditures are those which maintain the operating 
efficiency of the existing capital stock, yet exclude 
routine maintenance costs.2 Capital items charged to 
operating expenses in manufacturing have not been 
allocated to its individual industries but are included 
in the manufacturing industry total at the Canada and 
provincial level.

Comparability with the United States Data 

The present report differs in several ways from 
statistics published by the United States Department 
of Commerce on capital expenditures in Canada by 
majority-owned foreign affiliates of United States 
companies.3 First, the enterprise and country of 
control designations in this report, even though 
determined at the level of the owning enterprise, are 
assigned to the individual establishments comprising 
the enterprise and serve as the tabulating units. The 
United States tabulations are based on company-level 
data and most of the largest companies being surveyed 
are multi-establishment and frequently multi-industry. 
Hence, industry statistics based on establishment data 
are more homogeneous and more precise than those 
based on company data. (They also have the advantage 
that they can be further subdivided geographically, 
since establishments unlike multi-plant companies are 
located at a single physical location.) Secondly, the 
comparability of industry statistics is restricted by 
the different industrial classifications used in both 
countries. Finally, the definition of capital expendi-
tures differs in that the United States statistics include 
expenditures for land as well as the acquisition of 
existing real property, plant and equipment. 

In addition data on repair expenditures are not 
published in the United States report but are available 
in the present one.

Comparabiité avec les données americaines 

La présente publication se distingue a plusieurs chapitres 
des statistiques publiées par le United States Department of 
Commerce sur les immobiisations effectuées au Canada par 
les entreprises étrangères øü les sociétés américaines ont une 
participation majoritaire 3 . Premièrement, même si elles sont 
déterminées au niveau de l'entreprise mere, les designations 
des entreprises et des pays de contrOle qui figurent daris ce 
bulletin sont attribuées aux établissements qui font partie de 
l'entreprise et qui servent d'unités de calcul. Par contre, les 
chiffres ainéricains sont fondés sur des données recueillies au 
niveau des sociétés et la plupart des grandes sociétës visées 
par l'enquëte comptent plusieurs établissements et exercent 
une activité dans plusieurs industries. Ainsi, les statistiques 
industrielles qui sont calculées a partir des données sur les 
établissements sont plus homogenes et plus précises que 
celles qui sont calculées a partir des données sur les sociétës. 
(Elles comportent en outre l'avantage de permettre une 
ventilation géographique, car les établissements, contraire-
ment aux sociétés comptant plusieurs usines, sont physique-
ment situés en un seul endroit.) Deuxièmement, la 
comparabiité des statistiques industrielles est restreinte par 
les divergences entre la classification des activités 
économiques utiisée dans chaque pays. Enfin, les dëfmitions 
des inimobiisations ne sont pas les mèmes: les chiffres 
américains englobent les dépenses au titre du terrain ainsi que 
l'achat de biens inimobiliers, d'usines et de materiel existants. 

Dc plus, les dépenses en reparations ne sont pas publiées 
dans le rapport américain, alors qu'elles le sont dans Ia pré-
sente publication.
