The Multinational Enterprises Section in 
conjunction with other divisions has pub-
lished several establishment-based statisti-
cal series by country of control. These 
results might differ from those of other 
series based on companies or enterprises. An 
establishment is the smallest production 
unit capable of reporting certain data 
relating to its expenses and sales. It is 
frequently a plant or factory, of which a 
single corporation may own several. The con-
trol of any plant can normally only be esta-
blished by tracing the ownership back to the 
corporation or enterprise. 

The statistical definition of control is 
generally based on the ownership of 50% or 
more of voting rights except in a limited 
number of cases where control is known to 
exist on the basis of less than 50%.(1) 

This report presents estimates of capital 
and repair expenditures of Forestry, Mining 
irid Manufacturing establishments in Canada 
;ubdivided by country of control. It is 
)ilsed on the most recent set of statistics 
ound in Private and Public Investment in 
t:anada, Outlook 1983 (Catalogue 61-205), the 
1)81 Actual data, the 1982 Preliminary 
Actual and the 1983 lntentions.(2) Distri-
buting the establishment data by various 
country of control categories increases pro-
blems in regard to confidentiality, and, as 
a result, only a three-way breakdown (United 
States, Other Foreign and Canada) has been 
adopted. 

The report contains two sets of tabula-
tions.

1983,(1) capital expenditures by all 

spct()Is of the economy are expected to drop 
by 3% in current dollars to $72,766 million 
in 1983. The sectors of Manufacturing, Min-
ing and Forestry under review in this report 
represent 26% of the capital expenditures by 
all sectors. The Manufacturing and Forestry 
sectors project a decline in their capital 
outlays in 1983 by - 18% and - 7% respec-
tively. However, the Mining sector plans an 
increase of 4% in their capital programs in 
1983. 

In the manufacturing industries,(2) Cana-
dian controlled enterprises reported a sig-
nificant decline of - 27% in 1983 capital 
spending to $4,124 million (Text Table I). 
This resulted in a decrease in their current 
share of capital expenditures to 45%. For-
eign controlled firms show a substantially 
lower decrease of 9% in capital spending 
from 1982 reaching $4,976 million in 1983. 

In the mining sector, United States 
controlled enterprises forecast a 15% 
increase in capital expenditures reaching 

million in 1983 compared to an 11% 
'line in 1982. 	This increase comes 

:'r imarily from the oil and qas industry(3) 
a $452 million increase in capital 

penditures by United States controlled 
tms is planned. Based on unpublished data 

sources, more than half of this increase 
occurs in the province of Alberta. The 
Canadian controlled firms' increase of 0.4% 
to $5,695 million in 1983 is derived only 
from the oil and gas industry. Canadian 
controlled firms in the metal arid non-metal 
mines industries report decreases in capital 
expenditures.

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A detailed analysis of the manufacturing 
,  iriclijstries reveals that the declines in cap-

tal programs by Canadian controlled enter-
1 ices are especially heavy in the paper and 
imary metals industries which drop 42% and 

52 1% to $756 million arid $543 million respec-
tively. On the other hand, planned capital 
expenditures by United States' controlled 
firms in the chemical industries will de-
cline 33% from 1982 arid reach $610 million. 
These declines offset the significant in-
crease made by United States' controlled 
firms in the primary metal industries. In 
the rubber and plastic products industries, 
the 57% decline to $166 million in 1985 cap-
ital spending is largely a reflection of the 
decrease in expenditures by other foreiqrr 
controlled firms. 

A further analysis of the change of the 
capital expenditure components from 1982-83

ic2ieases in capital expenditures by Cana-
diani controlled firms especially in the 
primary metals industries. However, some 
significant increases in capital programs in 
Ontario, in the transportation equipment 
industry by United States' controlled firms 
are noted. In Alberta, large decreases in 
capital outlays in the petroleum and chemi-
cal industries are projected by United 
States' controlled firms. 

Capital expenditures for total manufac-
turing for 15 selected metropolitan areas 
were distributed by country of control ([ext 
Table II). These metropolitan areas account 
for 40% or $3,612 million of the total capi-
tal expenditures in the manufacturing sector 
in 1983. Foreign controlled firms are ex-
pected to increase capital expenditures by 
$152 million (6%) over 1982 arid reach $2,476 
million. On the other hand, Canadian con-
trolled firms forecast a 22% decline in 
capital spending reaching $1,136 in 1983.

ritrol1ed firms accounted for 74% and 92% 
$796 million arid $570 million of the 

pital programs respectively. 

In subdividing the estimates of capital 
arid repair expenditures by country of 
control, it was necessary to identify the 
enterprise affiliation of each establish-
merit. As an extension of this exercise 
tabulations were prepared of both the 
deqree to which capital expenditures are 
concentrated in the leading investiriq enter-
prises, arid the number of foreign arid Caria-
dian controlled firms among these leading 
qroups. The leadinq four and eight firms are 
examined here mainly for reasons such as: 
concentration of capital projects by a few 
firms, confidentiality, arid for comparabil-
ity with other similar related studies on 
concentration. In interpreting the follow-
ing results, it is important to keep in mind 
that the staging or timing of capital pro-
jects in various years could chaniqe the rain-
king of firms arid the concentration levels 
of the industries, the provinces and the 
metropolitan areas. 

The relative importance of the top four 
1 top eight firms at the industry group 
vel for the years 1981 to 1983 is illus- 
;ited in Text Table Ill. 	In the mining 

the highest level of concentration 
iii 1983 was in the non-metal mines indus-
i Y. The level of concentration among the 

top four firms increased (1982 to 1983) from 
52% to 62%. In manufacturing, the chemical 
and chemical products industries has almost 
doubled its level of concentration among the 
top four firms from 29% in 1980(4) to 52% in 
1983. In 1983, the leading eight firms 
accounted for less than 50% of the capital 
expenditures in only six industry quoups. 
These industries also represent less than 
18% of the total capital expenditures in 
manufacturing. In numbers of foreign arid 
Canadian controlled firms found among the 
leading four and eight expenditure pro-
grammes, foreign firms completely dominated 
among the top four firms in only four indus-
try groups in 1983. 

Text Table IV shows the relative impor-
tanice of the top four and eight firms prov-
incially in the manufacturing industries as 
ranked by size of capital expenditures. In 
1983, all provinces, with the exception of 
Manitoba, had concentration levels among the

The relative importance of the top four 
and eight firms provincially in the manufac-
turing industries for a selected group of 
metropolitan areas is presented in Text 
Table V. Overall, amonq the top eight firms 
in 1983, 12 of the 15 metropolitan areas had 
concentration levels exceeding 50%. In 
numbers of firms concerned, only in Saint 
John, New Brunswick were the top eiqht firms 
completely dominated by Canadian controlled 
enterprises. The metropolitan areas of 
Québec, Windsor and Edmonton showed no 
Canadian controlled firms among the top four 
firms in 1983.

On a at t_ rinue a trhqm (t rb 1 sue suit 	re 1ev 
dans les recensements annuels de labattage, des 
mines et des manufactures un pays de contrôle, 
qui est celul de l'entreprise laquelle appar-
tient l'établissement. Une entreprise se comopose 
de toutes les personnes morales soumises un 
contrôle corwnun; une personne morale peut compter 
plusieurs établissements. Le pays de contrôle de 
lentreprise est obtenu en retracant ses liens de 
parenté au pays de residence de Ia dernière so-
ciété mere (ou propriétaire) de l'entreprise(l).

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ujging, Hines and Manufactures has been 
qi.en a country of control designation based 
on the country of control of the enterprise 
of which it forms a part. An enterprise is a 
collection of one or more commonly controll-
ed legal entities each of which may comprise 
one or more plants or establishments. The 
country of control of the enterprise is 
identified by tracing the inter-company 
ownership links to the country of residence 
of the ultimate parent or owner of the 
enterprise. (1) 

The main source of information on enter-
prise structure and country of control was 
Inter-corporate Ownership, 1980 (Catalogue 
61-517). This was supplemented by other 
sources of which a complete list is given in 
Structural Aspects of Domestic and Foreign 
Control in the Manufacturing, Mining, and 
Forestry Industries, 1970-1972, page 15 
(Catalogue 31-523). One additional source 
used was the Foreign Investment Review Agen-
cy decisions on acquisitions and new invest-
ments. These sources cover major changes 
that have occurred up to the end of 1982. 
The 1983 forecast capital expenditures are 
aged mainly on the 1982 ownership structure 
rut also take into account major known 
unges that occur in the early part of the 

1183 year up to when processing comes to a 
use. Data on capital expenditures are 

allocated to the last enterprise and country 
of control recorded in each of the respec-
tive years. Where control changes have 
occurred, this may result in some minor mis-
allocation where capital and repair expendi-
tures took place earlier in the year when 
the establishment was under different con-
trol. 

The forestry, mining and manufacturing 
portion of the capital expenditures survey 
consists of an industry sample, taken from 
the annual Censuses of Logging, Mines and 
Manufactures which includes all major esta-
blishments. In addition, large new projects 
under construction and not yet in production 
are also surveyed. The data collected from

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the sample are then adjusted to aitve at 
estimates for the industry as a whole. The 
industry-level adjustments which are usually 
relatively small represent capital expendi-
tures for those small urisurveyed and non-
ieporting establishments which are mainly 
Thriadian controlled and thus all ascribed to 
the latter. The internal establishment iden-
tification numbering system used within 
these industries by hoth surveys permitted 
the enterprise and country of control desi-
qnations to be transferred from the Censuses 
to matching establishments in the Survey of 
flapital Expenditures for the major part of 
the total. 

Capital expenditures includes the cost of 
the new machinery and equipment, plants, 
I)uildlngs, engineering and other construc-
tion, as well as certain capitalized repair 
costs which are expected to lenqthen the 
life of the assets involved. Non-capitalized 
repair expenditures are those which maintain 
the operating efficiency of the existing 
capital stock, yet exclude routine mainte-
nance costs.(2) Capital items charged to 
operating expenses in manufacturing have not 
been allocated to its individual industries 
but are included in the manufacturing indus-
try total at the Canada and provincial 
level.

Comparability with the United States Data 

The present report differs in several 
ways from statistics published by the United 
States Department of Commerce on capital 
expenditures in Canada by majority-owned 
Foreign affiliates of United States compa-
nies.(3) First, the enterprise and country 
of control designations in this report, even 
though determined at the level of the owning 
enterprise, are assigned to the individual 
establishments comprising the enterprise and 
serve as the tabulating units. The United 
States tabulations are based on company-
level data and most of the largest companies 
being surveyed are multi-establishment and 
frequently multi-industry. Hence, industry 
statistics based on establishment data are 
inure homogeneous and more precise than those 
based on company data. (they also have the
