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I NTRODUCTION

The main objective of this study is to 
cresent estimates of capital and repair 
expenditures for the manufacturing, mining 
and forestry sectors by country of control. 
It also examines the degree of concentration 
by the largest firms. Capital expenditure 
and repair estimates for 1986 together with 
comparative data for 1985 and 1984 are 
tabulated by industry, province and major 
metropolitan area and cross-classified by the 
country of control of the fir'm(1). The three 
sectors covered in this report account for 
27% of total capital spending of $85.9 
billion forecast for the entire Canadian 
economy for 1986. It is based on the most 
recent set of statistics published in Private 
and Public Investment In Canada, Intentions 
1986 (Catalogue No. 61-205). 

The Business Microdata Integration and 
Analysis Sectiori(2) has jointly published 
with other Statistics Canada divisions 
several establishment-based statistical 
series by country of corrtrol.(3) These 
results might differ from those of other 
series based on companies or enterprises. An 
establishment is the smallest unit capable of 
reporting selected production data items. It 
Is frequently a plant or factory, of which a 
single corporation may own several. The 
control of any plant can normally only be 
established by tracing the ownership of Its 
company back to the ultimate parent corpora- 

Tie statistical definition of control is 
qenerally based on the ownership of 50% or 
more of the voting rights. However. In a 
limited number of cases, control can exist on 
the basis of less than 50% of the voting 
rIghts. (5)

Le but principal de cette étude est de 
presenter des estimations des dépenses en 
Immobilisations et en reparations des secteura 
de la fabrication, des mines et des foréts par 
pays de contrôle. Elle examine également le 
degré de concentration des firmes les plus 
importantes. Lea estimations des dCpenses en 
immobilisations et reparations pour 1986. alnsi 
que les données comparatives pour 1985 et 1984, 
sont total isées par branches d'activlté, 
provinces et grandes regions métropolitalnes 
et regroupées par pays de coritrôle do la 
firme.(1) Les trois secteurs représentent 27% 
du total des dépenses en Immoblllsations de 
$85.9 milliards prévues pour l'ensemble de 
1 'économie canadienrie en 1986. El le utl 1 iso 
les statistiques les plus récentes parues dans 
Investissements privés et publics au Canada, 
Perspective 1986 (no 61-205 au catalogue). 

La Section de l'lntégration et de l'analyse 
des mlcrodorinées d'erltreprises(2) a publlé 
conjoiritement avec d'autres divisions do 
Statistique Canada plusleurs series statisti-
ques selon le pays de contr6le.(3) Ces rCsul-
tats peuvent différer de ceux ci'autres series 
basées sur les compagrlies ou les entreprises. 
Un établissement est la plus petite unite 
capable de declarer certalris postes d'explol- 
tatlon. Il s'agit normalement et assez fréque-
ment d'une uslne, et une société peut en 
posséder plusleurs. Le contrôle do toute 
usine pout normalement être établi en retra-
çârit la propriété de La compagrile jusqu'ã La 
soclété mere ultlme.(4) 

La definition statistique du contrôle se 
base généralemerit sur la propriété de 50% ou 
plus des droits de vote. Toutefois, dans un

This report presents two sets of tabulations 
The first examines capital and repair 
expenditures by country of control and major 
industry group (two-digit level of the 1970 
Standard Industrial Classification) for 
forestry. mining(6) and manufacturing (see 
Tables 1, 3 and 5). The second set of 
tabulations (Tables 2, 4 and 6) distributes 
these three sectors by province and country 
of control.(7) 

The tabulations in this publication were 
prepared jointly by the Capital Expenditures 
Section of the Science, Technology and 
Capital Stock Division and the Business 
Microdata Integration and Analysis Section of 
the International and Financial Economics 
Division of Statistics Canada(8).

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In manufacturing, firms intend to increase 
capital spending by 17% ($1,884 million to 
$12,887 million) in 1986. 	WhIle high, this 
is less than the 24% ($2,116 million) 
increase from 1984 to 1985. Both foreign and 
Canadian controlled firms expect to increase 
their capital expenditures In 1986 in roughly 
equal measures of 18% and 16%, respectIvely, 
The spending increase planned by foreign 
controlled firms is wholly concentrated in 
Ontario's transportation equipment industry. 
Projected capital investment increases by 
Canadian controlled firms, however, are 
spread over several IndustrIes - most notably 
in paper and allied Industries and the 
primary metal industry. 

Mnc 	'ms pnciect a 8 -: ac'clna acwn $8C 
niiiiionto$8.BGOmillion) incapital 
spending in 1986 after 8% and 3% Increases in 
1985 and 1984, respectively. U.S. controlled 
firms project a 7% incirease In 1986, versus a 
10% increase a year earlier, while other 
foreign controlled firms expect to cut 
spending by 3% In 1986 after large increases 
In spending in the two previous years. 
Canadian controlled firms, classified to 
mining. indicate the largest decline In 
spending in 1986, down 15%. 

Manufacturing 

Firms in three industries(2) project signi-
ficant capital spending increases of over

Analyse des dépenses en ininobilisations par 
pays de contrôle 

D'aprés los résultats de l'enquête sur los 
intentions d'investissement(l) de 1986, le 
total des dépenses en Immobilisations au 
Canada devrait augmenter de 5% par rapport 
a 1985 pour atteindre $85,852 millions. 
Cette publication s'attache aux secteurs de 
la fabrication, des mines et des foréts, 
qui interviennent ensemble pour 27% do Ce 
total. La croissance des investissements 
dans ces secteurs pris ensemble devrait 
selon los projections correspondre a la 
progression globale prévue de 5%, 
considérablement inférieure a celle de 15% 
enregistrée l'anriée pricédente. 

Dans le secteur de la fabrication, les 
firmes prévoient augmenter les dépenses en 
immobil isat ions de 17%. ou $1,884 mill ions, 
pour les porter a $12,887 millions en 
1986. Bien qu'élevée. cette progression est 
inférieure a celle de 24% ($2,116 millions) 
observée entre 1984 et 1985. Tarit les 
firmes sous contrôle étranger que celles sous 
contrôle canadien s'atterident a accroitre 
leurs depenses en immobilisations en 1986 
dans une proportion a peu près Identique 
(18% et 16% respectivement). L'augmentatiori 
des dépenses prévue par les firmes sous 
contrôle etranger touche uniquement Ia vente 
du materiel de transport en Ontario. Par 
contre, les augmentations prévues des 
dépenses en immobilisations des firmes sous 
contrôle canadieri se répartissent sur 
plusieurs branches d'activlté, en 
particuller celles du papier et produits 
connexes et de la premiere transformation 
aes métaux. 

Les fir'mes miniéres prévoient une baisse do 
8% des dépenses en immobilisations en 1986, 
qui diminuent de $808 millions pour tomber 
a $9.860 millions, après avoir augmenté de 
8% et de 3% respectivemant en 1985 et 1984. 
Les firmes sous coritrôle américain 
prévoient une augmentation de 7% en 1986, 
comparativement a 10% en 1985, tandis que 
los autres entreprises sous contrôle 
étranger s'attendent a une reduction des 
dépenses de 3% en 1986. après les fortes 
augmentations des deux années précédentes. 
Los firmes Sous contrôle canadien, classées 
dans le secteur des mines, accusent la plus 
forte baisse (-15%) des dépenses en 1986. 

Fabrication

Analysis of Capital Expenditures by Country 
of Control 

Total Capital expenditures in Canada as 
• 	"eported in the 1986 intentions survey(1), 

are expected to increase by 5% from 1985 to 
85,852 million. The focus of this report is 
rie manufacturing, mining and forestry 

sectors which together account for 27% of 
thiS total spending. Investment growth In 
these sectors collectively is projected to be 
in line with the overall increase of 5% which 
is down considerably from the 15% increase 
registered the previous year.

apending in 1986. This single industry 
accounts for 55% of the total increase for 
all manufacturing industries. Foreign 
controlled firms wholly account for the 
increase as was the situation in 1985. The 
vast majority (92%) of this additional 
spending is Intended for Ontario. 

In paper and allied industries, capital 
spending is projected to increase by $281 
million (+13%) to $2,402 million in 1986. 
Spending increases by Canadian controlled 
firms of $386 million more than offset 
projected cuts by foreign firms of $105 
million in the industry. Quebec is the main 
recipient of the additional spending by 
Canadian controlled firms while Ontario Is 
the leading province where spending plans by 
foreign firms have been reduced. 

U.S. controlled firms are the main impetus 
behind a planned $122 million advance in the 
chemical Industry to stand at $1.085 million. 
' reduction of $54 million by other foreign 
oontrol led firms is largely countered by a 
$50 million increase by Canadian controlled 
'irms. Regionally, the entire advance In the 
oriemical industry is expected to take place 
in two provinces - B.C. by mainly Canadian 
controlled firms and Quebec by U.S. control-
led firms. 

Although firms In the primary metal Industry 
project only a $23 million or 1% increase In 
spending In 1986, following a $503 million or 
41% increase a year earlier, there are 
important differences in plans by both 
foreign and Canadian controlled firms. 
Canadian controlled firms plan a $329 million 
or 36% increase in spending in 1986, mostly 
in Ontario. 	This is largely offset by 
foreign controlled firms who intend to 
decrease investment by $306 million or 38% in 
1986, mainly in the province of Quebec. 

Capital outlays in manufacturing establish-
rierits located In 15 major metropolitan 
centres across Canada account for 49% ($6311 
million) of the planned 1986 spendng for 

dépenses en immobilisations do plus do $100 
millions en 1986. Ce sont les branches du 
materiel de transport (+$1,045 millions), du 
papier et produits connexe5 (+$28I millions) 
et des produits chimiques (+$122 millions). 

.e5 firmes de la branche du materiel de 
transport prévolent une augmentation de 
$1,045 millions, ou 71%. des dépenses en 
1986. Cette branche d'activité a elle 
seule représente 55% de l'augmentation 
totale pour lensemble du secteur de La 
fabrication, Les firmes sous contrôle 
étranger interviennent pour l intégraHté 
de l'augmentatIon. comme en 1985. La grande 
majorité de cette augmentation des dépenses 
(92%) est destinée a l'Ontarlo. 

Dans la branche du papier et prodults 
connexes, les dépenses en immobilisations 
devraient selon los projections augmenter de 
$281 millions (+13%) pour atteindre $2,402 
millions en 1986. L'augmentatlon des 
dépenses des firmes sous contrôle canadlen 
(+$386 millions) neutralise los coupures 
prévues de $105 millions par les firmes 
étrangéres dans cette branche d'activlté. 
C'est le Québec qul bénéficie le plus de 
l'augnientation des dépenses des flrmes sous 
contrôle canadien, tandis que c'est 
lOntario qui vient en tête pour les 
réduct ions des projets do dépenses par los 
f I rmes étrangéres. 

Les firmes sous contrôle american sont la 
cause principale do l'augmentation prévue de 
$122 millions do la branche des produits 
ci-limiques, pour un total de $1,085 
millions. Une baisse de $54 millions des 
dépenses des autres firmes sous contrôle 
etranger est neutral isée dans une large 
mesure par une augmentation de $50 millions 
de la part des firmes sous contrôle 
canadien. Par region, l'intégralité do 
1 augmentat ion des dépenses en 
immobilisations dans Ia branche des produits 
chimiques devrait se répartir entre deux 
provinces: la Colombie-Britannique, pour 
les firmes sous contrôle canadlen 
principalement, et le Québec, pour los 
firmes sous contrôle américairi. 

Bien que los firmes de la branche de la 
premiere transformation des métaux no 
prévoient qu'une augmentation de $23 
millions (+1%) des clépenses en 1986, alors 
que l'année précédente, ces dernières 
avaient augmente do $503 millions, ou 41%, 
11 existe des differences importantes dens 
les projets des firrnes sous contréle 
étrarlger et de celles sous contrôle 
canadien. Ces derniéres prévoient une 
augmentation de $329 millions, ou 36%, des 
dépenses en 1986, principalement en 
Ontario. Cette augmentation est neutralisée 
daris une large mesure par les projets des 
firmes sous contréle étranger, qul 
prévoient rédulr'e les Investissements de 
$306 millions, ou 38%, en 1986, princl-
palement dans la province de Québec. 

Les dépenses en inirnobllisatfons des établis-

total manufacturing compared to 43% in both 
1984 and 1985. The proportion of capital 
spending by Canadian controlled firms in 
major metropolitan areas remains steady with 
expenditures accounting for 36%, 36% and 38% 
in 1984 to 1986, respectively, of total 
capital spending in manufacturing. On the 
other hand, the proportion of capital 
spending by foreign controlled firms in major 
metropolitan areas have risen sharply over 
the past three years from 49% of total 
manufacturing spending by foreign controlled 
firms In 1984. to 50% In 1985 and 60% in 
1986. The major part of the increase in 
foreign controlled metropolitan based capital 
spending Is expected to occur in the Toronto 
area where planned spending will increase by 
80% from 1985 to 1986 ($1,067 million) 
compared to a 61% ($503 million) increase 
from 1984 to 1985. The distribution of total 
manufacturing spending shows Toronto 
increasing its share to 24% In 1986 from 19% 
in 1985 and 15% in 1984. 

Other cities, besides Toronto, where firms 
intend to increase their capital spending by 
over $100 million include Hamilton ($302 
mill ion) and Vancouver ($128 million). These 
increases are predominately due to higher 
forecasted capital spending by Canadian 
controlled firms up 89% and 137% for Hamilton 
and Vancouver, respectively. The sudden 
ncrease in capital spending in Vancouver 

firms follows a slight decline of 1% a year 
earlier. Firms in Hamilton continue to show 
strong capital spending from a $225 million 
or 82% increase from 1984 to 1985. Manufac-
turing firms in Edmonton, which experienced a 
drastic decline in capital spending of $122 
million or 43% in 1984 to 1985, are showing 
signs of recovery with a $22 million planned 
increase or 14% in 1986. This increase is 
due entirely to projected increases by 
foreign controlled firms. 

Mi n I ng 

As noted earlier, this report is based on the 
most recent Set of statistics published in 
Private and Public Investment in Canada, 
Intentions 1986 (Catalogue 61-205). The 
survey underlying these projections of 
capital spending for 1986 was taken in the 
latter part of 1965. Since the survey, the 
world price of oil has gone into steep 
decline. It is prudent therefore to use 
caution when analyzing capital Investment 
intentions especially for the crude petroleum 
and natural gas industry.

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Capital spending projected by firms In the 
metal mining industry is expected to decline 
by $205 million or 15% In 1986 after a 2% 
increase In 1985. Most of the proposed 
decline in 1986 is accounted for by Canadian 
controlled firms who Intend to decrease 
spending by $131 million (15%) in 1986 after 
a 2% decrease In 1985. Metal mining firms 
located in Nova Scotia account for one-half 
of this planned decline in 1986 and as a 
consequence now represent a very small 
portion of the total for this industry. 
Ontario metal mining firms account for over 
40% of total projected spending in metal 
mines in 1986 after contracting 11% over the 
year. 

Non-metal mining firms plan to reduce capital 
spending by $207 million or 26% in 1986 
following a $419 million or 34% decrease in 
the previous year. Canadian controlled firms 
plan to cut $176 million (29%) In 1986 after 
a $242 million drop In 1985. On the other 
hand, foreign controlled firms intend to 
decrease spending by $31 million (15%) in 
1986 after a $177 million (46%) decrease a 
year earlier. Coal firms located in B.C. 
account for slightly over 40% of the expected 
decrease in capital spending in 1986 after 
accounting for close to 50% of the decrease 
in 1985. Both Canadian and foreign control-
led firms located in B.C. plan spending 
reduct Ions, 

Measures of Concentration 

In preparing estimates of capital and repair 
expenditures by country of control, it was 
necessary to identify the enterprise affi-
liation of each establishment. As an 
extension of this exercise, tabulations were 
constructed detailing the degree to which 
capital expenditures are concentrated in the 
leading investing firms. As well, counts of 
foreign and Canadian controlled firms among 
the leading four and eight firms are tabu-
lated in Text Tables III, IV and V. These 
concentration measures provide information on 
the degree of investment diversity in area or 
industry. These same techniques are used to 
describe firm behaviour In many other 
published series. To interpret the following 
results, It is Important to note that the 
staging or timing of capital projects could 
change the ranking of firms and the concen-
tration levels of the industries, provinces 
and metropolitan areas.

Les firmes de la branche des 
mines métalliques de 1 'Ontario interviennent 
pour plus de 40% du total des dépenses 
prévues dans les mines métalliques en 1986, 
aprés une baisse de 11% au cours de 
1 'année. 

Les firmes de la branche des mines non 
métalliques prévoient réduire les dépenses 
en immobilisationS de $207 millions. ou 26%, 
en 1986, aprés une baisse de $419 millions, 
ou 34%, l'année précédente. Les firmes sous 
contrôle canadien prevalent réduire leurs 
dépenses de $176 millions (-29%) en 1986. 
après une reduction de $242 millions en 
1985. Par contre, les firmes sous contrôle 
etranger prévoient réduire leurs dépenses de 
$31 millions (-15%) en 1986, aprés une 
reduction de $177 millions (-46%) l'anriée 
précédente. Les mines de charbon de 
Colombie-Britannique représentent un peu 
plus de 40% de la baisse attendue des 
dépenses en immobilisations en 1986, alors 
que cette proportion était de près de 50% 
en 1985.

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The relative importance of the top four and 
the top eight firms is Illustrated at the 
industry group level for the years 1984-1986 
in Text Table III. The top eight firms in 
each of the three mining groups account for a 

ighted average of 56% of total capital 
coending in mining in 1986. This indication 
of concentration In the mining sector 
compares to 55% in 1985 and for 59% recorded 
in 1984. The top four firms in each of the 
three mining groups in 1986 account for a 
weighted average of 37% of total capital 
spending in mining. This measure of concen-
tration has been decreasing over the past 
three years With 43% in 1984 and 37% in 1985. 
While mining industry groups, on a weighted 
average basis, have become less concentrated 
over the past three years, the manufacturing 
Industry groups have steadily become more 
concentrated. Plans of the top four firms In 
19 Out of 20 major manufacturing groups (the 
tobacco products industry is not measured) 
account for a weighted average of 53% of 
total capital spending. This concentration 
measure has increased from 42% in both 1984 
and 1985. 

Concentration ratios of capital investment 
ritentions in manufacturing are calculated by 

novince and region for the leading four and 
el2ht firms in Text Table IV. Concentration 
evels of planned capital spending has 
ncreased steadily in Quebec. Ontario and 
skatcheWan from 1984 to 1986. Newfoundland 

continues to have the highest level of 
concentrated spending by its top four firms. 
In the mining sector (Text Table IV). the 
Prairie region Is the only region to exper-
ience a steady increase in the concen-
tration level of capital spending by its top 
four and top eight firms from 1984 to 1986. 

A weighted average of the top four firms 
spending in 15 major metropolitan areas (Text 
Table V) has risen from 41% in 1984 to 61% in 
1986. Cities that have experienced major 
spending increases in the 1984-86 period have 
also become more concentrated by the top 
firms. For example, the top four firms in 
Toronto account for 63% in manufacturing 
spending intentions In 1986 versus only 25% 
in 1984. Capital investment in the city has 
more than doubled to $3,063 million. The top 
four firms in Vancouver now account for 49% 
compared to 32% in 1984. Total spending in 
Vancouver has risen by $127 million to stand 
at $318 million over this period.

Les niveaux de concentration des pro)et5 de 
dépenses an irrimobilisations ont augmenté de 
façorl soutenue au Québec. an Ontario at an 
Saskatchewan entre 1984 at 1986. Terre-
Neuve conserve toujours le niveau le plus 
élevé de concentration pour lea dépenses de 
cea qatre premieres firmes. Dana le 
secteur des mines (tableau explicatif IV), 
la region des Prairies est la seule a 
enregistrer une augmentation soutenue du 
niveau de concentration des dépenses an 
immobilisations de ses quatre premieres at 
huit premieres firnies entre 1984 at 1986. 

La moyenne pondérée des quatre premieres 
firmes investissant dans les 15 princi-
pales regions métropolitaines (tableau 
explicatif v) eat passée de 41% an 
1984 a 61% an 1986. Lea villes qul ont 
enregistré des augmentations appréciables 
des dépenses an immobilisations entre 1984 
at 1986 enreglstrent également une concen-
tration accrue des firmes principales. 
Ainsi. lea quatre premieres firmes de 
Toronto représentent 63% des intentions 
dinvestissements du secteur de la 
fabrication an 1986, comparativement a 25% 
seulement an 1984.

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CONCEPTS AND METHODOLOGY 

Each establishment In the annual Censuses of 
Logging. Mines and Manufactures has been 
given a country of control designation based 
on the country of control of the enterprise 
of which it forms a part. An enterprise is a 
collection of one or more commonly controlled 
legal entitles each of which may comprise one 
or more plants or establishments. The 
country of control of the enterprise is 
identified by tracing the inter-company 
ownership links to the country of residence 
of the ultimate parent or owner of the enter-
prise( 1). 

The main source of information on enterprise 
structure and country of control was Inter-
corporate Ownership, 1984 (Catalogue No. 61-
517). This was supplemented by other sources 
of which a complete list is given in Struc-
tural Aspects of Domestic and Foreign Control 
in the Manufacturing, Mining, and Forestry 
Industries, 1970-1972, page 15 (Catalogue No. 
31-523). One additional source used was the 
Investment Canada decisions on acquisitions 
and new investments. These sources cover 
major changes that have occurred up to the 
end of 1985. The 1986 forecast capital 
expenditures are based mainly on the 1985 
ownership structure but also take into 
account major known changes that occur in the 
early part of the 1986 year up to when 
processing comes to a close. Data on capital 
expenditures are allocated to the last 
enterprise and country of control recorded in 
each of the respective years. Where control 
changes have occurred, this may result In 
some minor mis-allocation where capital and 
repair expenditures took place earlier In the 
year when the establishment was under 
different control

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The forestry, mining and manufacturing 
portion of the capital expenditures survey 
consists of an industry sample, taken from 
the annual Censuses of Logging. Mines and 
Manufactures which includes all major 
establishments. In addition, large new 
projects under construction and not yet in 
production are also surveyed. Data collected 
from the sample are then adjusted to arrive 
at estimates for the industry as a whole. 
The industry-level adjustments which are 
usually relatively small represent capital 
expenditures for those small unsurveyed and 
non-reporting establishments Which are mainly 
Canadian controlled and thus all ascribed to 
the latter. The internal establishment 
identification numbering system used within 
these industries by both surveys permitted 
the enterprise and country of control 
designations to be transferred from the 
Censuses to matching establishments in the 
Survey of Capital Expenditures for the major 
part of the total 

It is believed that the estimating procedures 
for non-reporting establishments do not 
introduce any great margin of error into the 
total. 	Estimates for individual industries, 
regions, or by country of control of the 
investor firm are subject to greater error 
than total figures for Canada. Survey 
coverage as a percentage of the final 
published estimates by industry are as 
follows: 93% for manufacturing, 98% for 
mining, and 93% for forestry. For furtner 
detail on survey coverage reference Table 26 of 
Private and Public Investment in Canada, 
Intentions 1986 (Catalogue No. 61-205).

Capital expenditures include the cost of the 
new machinery and equipment, plants, 
buildings, engineering and other cons-
truction, as well as certain capitalized 
repair costs which are expected to lengthen 
the life of the assets involved. Capital 
items charged to operating expenses (CICOE) 
is an adjustment made to the machinery and 
equipment component of new capital expendi- 
tures of the manufacturing industry only. In 
the past, CICOE was allocated only provin-
cially in Table 6. Beginning with the 1986 
report the adjustment for CICOE has been 
allocated at the two-digit manufacturing 
industry group level (Table 5). This change 
standardizes the treatment of this item over 
the various tables and text tables appearing 
in the report. 

Non-capitalized repair expenditures are those 
which maintain the operating efficiency of 
the existing capital stock, yet exclude 
routine maintenance costs(2).

CoWarability with the United States Data 

•he present report differs in several ways 
from statistics published by the United 
States Department of Commerce on capital 
xperiditures in Canada by majority-owned 

foreign affiliates of United States 
companies.(3) First, the enterprise and 
country of control designations in this 
report, even though determined at the level 
of the owning enterprise, are assigned to the 
individual establishments comprising the 
enterprise and serve as the tabulating units. 
The United States tabulations are based on 
company-level data and most of the largest 
companies being surveyed are multi-establish-
ment and frequently multi-industry. Hence, 
industry statistics based on establishment 
data are more homogeneous and more precise 
than those based on company data. (They also 
have the advantage that they can be further 
subdivided geographically, since establish-
ments unlike multi-plant companies are 
located at a single physical location.) 
Secondly, the comparability of industry 
statistics Is restricted by the different 
Industrial classifications used in both 
countries. 	Finally, the definition of 
capital expenditures differs In that the 
United States statistics include expenditures 
for land as well as the acquisition of 
existing real property, plant and equipment. 

In additlor. data on repair expendtures are 
not published in the United States report but 
are available in the present one.
