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Introduction

The main objective of this study is to present
estimates of capital and repair expenditures for
the manufacturing, mining and forestry sectors
by country of control. Capital expenditure and
repair estimates for 1987 together with
comparative data for 1986 and 1985 are
tabulated by industry, province and major
metropolitan area and crossclassified by the
country of control of the firm.1 The three sectors
covered in this report account for 22% of total
capital spending of $99.4 billion forecast for the
entire Canadian economy for 1987. It is based on
the most recent set of statistics published in
Private and Public Investment in Canada,
Intentions 1987 (Catalogue No. 61-205).

The Business Microdata Integration and
Analysis Section? has jointly published with other
Statistics Canada divisions several estab-
lishment-based statistical series by country of
control.3 These results might differ from those of
other series based on companies or enterprises.
An establishment is the smallest unit capable of
reporting selected production data items. It is
frequently a plant or factory, of which a single
corporation may own several. The control of any
plant can normally only be established by tracing
the ownership of its company back to the
ultimate parent corporation.4

The statistical definition of control is
generally based on the ownership of 50% or
more of the voting rights. However, in a limited
number of cases, control can exist on the basis of
less than 50% of the voting rights.5

Introduction

Le but principal de cette étude est de présenter
des estimations des dépenses en immaobilisations et
en réparations des secteurs de la fabrication, des
mines et des foréts par pays de controle. Elle
examine également le degré de concentration des
firmes les plus importantes. Les estimations des
dépenses en immobilisations et réparations pour
1987, ainsi que les données comparatives pour 1986
et 1985, sont totalisées par branches d’activité,
provinces et grandes régions métropolitaines et
regroupées par pays de controle de la firme'. Les
trois secteurs représentent 22% du total des
dépenses en immobilisations de $99.4 milliards
prévues pour |'ensemble de ['économie canadienne
en 1987. Elle utilise les statistiques les plus récentes
parues dans Investissements privés et publics au
Canada, Perspective 1987 (nc 61-205 au catalogue).

La section de l'intégration et de ['analyse des
microdonnées d’entreprises? a publié conjointe-
ment avec d'autres divisions de Statistique Canada
plusieurs séries statistiques selon le pays de
controle3. Ces résultats peuvent différer de ceux
d'autres séries basées sur les compagnies ou les
entreprises. Un établissement est la plus petite
unité capable de déclarer certains postes
d’exploitation. Il s'agit normalement et assez
fréquement d’'une usine, et une société peut en
posséder plusieurs. Le contrdle de toute usine peut
normalement étre établi en retragant la propriété
de la compagnie jusqu’a la société mére ultimed.

La définition statistique du contrdle se base
généralement sur la propriété de 50% ou plus des
droits de vote. Toutefois, dans un nombre limité de
cas, il peut y avoir contréle avec moins de 50%5.

This report presents two sets of tabulations.
The first examines capital and repair
expenditures by country of control and major
industry group (two-digit level of the 1970
Standard Industrial Classification) for forestry,
mining® and manufacturing (see Tables 1, 3 and
5). The second set of tabulations (Tables 2, 4 and
6) distributes these three sectors by province and
country of control.”

Some changes have been made to the
tabular material presented in this report. A de-
emphasis on the degree of concentration of
spending by the largest firms has led to the
exclusion of three text tables summarizing
various aspects of concentration of a regional
dimension. Table 6 has been expanded and now
summarizes the provinces by manufacturing
industry group (where practicable) and a two-
way country of contral factor (total foreign and
Canadian). Formerly this table was structured at
the manufacturing sector level by province and a
three-way country of control factor (United
States, other foreign, Canadian). Text Table Ili
further analyzes the capital expenditures in
metropolitan areas by type of expenditure.

The tabulations in this publication were
prepared jointly by the Capital Expenditures
Section of the Science, Technology and Capital
Stock Division and the Business Microdata
Integration and Analysis Section of the Structural
Analysis Division of Statistics Canada.8

Le
premier présente les dépenses en immoabilisations
et réparations par pays de contréle et groupes
d'industries (niveau & deux chiffres de la
Classification des activités économiques de 1970)
pour les foréts, les minest et la fabrication (voir
tableaux 1, 3 et 5). Le deuxiegme ensemble de
tableaux (tableaux 2, 4 et 6) répartit ces trois
secteurs par province et pays de contréle’.

Des modifications ont été apportées aux
tableaux présentés dans cette publication. Comme
on met moins |’accent sur le degré de concentration
des dépenses parmi les grande entreprises, on a
supprimé trois tableaux explicatifs résumant les
divers aspects de la concentration au niveau
régional. Le tableau 6 a été élargi de maniére a
englober les données pour les provinces, selon le
groupe d’industries manufacturiéres (dans la
mesure du possible) et le pays de contréle a deux
éléments (total, pays étrangers et Canada).
L’ancien tableau était présenté pour |'ensemble du
secteur manufacturier, selon la province et le pays
de contrdle A trois éléments (Etats-Unis, autres pays
étrangers, Canada). Le tableau explicatif Ill illustre
de facon plus détaillée les dépenses en immobili-
sations dans les régions métropolitaines, selon le
genre de dépense.

Analysis of Capital Expenditures
by Country of Control

Capitai expenditures in Canada for 1987, as
reported in the intentions survey,! are forecast
at $99.4 billion, a 3.8% increase in current dollar
terms over preliminary estimates for 1986. The
focus of this report is the manufacturing, mining
and forestry sectors which together account for
22% of this spending. Collectively investment in
these sectors is projected to be somewhat flat,
up 1%.

On a sectoral basis however, investment
plans show significantly different patterns. In
manufacturing, forecast spending is 8. 7% ahead
to $15,119 million. This follows two years of
much larger gains of 21% and 30%.
Domestically controlled firms whose investment
rose 13.4% to $8,104 million are largely behind
the overall advance. U.S. controlled firms intend
to invest $5,084 million, up 6.2% while firms
controlled in other foreign countries plan a
spending decrease of 2.2% to stand at $1,931
millionin 1987.

By contrast, investment in mining (including
crude petroleum and natural gas) has fallen for
the second consecutive year. Planned spending
in 1987 is set at $6,131 million, a decrease of
14.5%. Just two years earlier in 1985 the actual
capital expenditures for mining were $10,905
million, some $4,774 million greater than the
1987 forecast. Firms in all three country of
control groups plan contractions to their
spending levels in 1987. Planned reductions by
Canadian controlled firms are having the
greatest impact. Their 1987 expenditures of
$3,440 million are only one)half of their level in
1985. Firms controlled in the United States will
spend $2,076 million which is 31.5% less than
their 1985 actual expenditures. Firms controlled
in foreign countries outside the U.S. have
reduced spending by 35% over the two year
period to stand at $615 million in 1987.

Analyse des dépenses en immobili-

sations selan says 42 contrafe

D aprés les résuitats de i'enguéte sur les inten-
tions d'investissement’, les dépenses en immobi-
lisations au Canada pour 1987 devraient s'établir &
$99.4 milliards, soit une augmentation de 3.8% en
dollars courants par rapport aux estimations
provisoires pour 1986. Cette publications s'attache
aux secteurs de la fabrication, des mines et des
foréts, qui interviennent ensemble pour 22% de ce
total. Le niveau des investissements dans ces
secteurs pris ensemble devrait rester & peu prés le
méme, progressant de 1%.

Toutefois, sur le plan sectoriel, les projets
d'investissements présentent des schémas trés
différents. Ainsi, dans le secteur de la fabrication,
les entreprises prévoient d’augmenter les dépenses
de 8.7% pour les porter & $15,119 millions. Cette
hausse est de loin inférieure aux progressions de
21% et de 30% enregistrées les deux années précé-
dentes. L'avance globale est en grande partie
attribuable aux entreprises sous contréle canadien,
dont les investissements ont grimpé de 13.4% pour
atteindre $8,104 millions. Les entrepriss sous
contrdle américain envisagent d'investir $5,084
millions, soit une progression de 6.2%, tandis que
les autres entreprises sous contréle étranger
s'attendent a une réduction des dépenses de 2.2%,
lesquelles devraient s'établir & $1,931 millions en
1987.

Par contre, les investissements dans le secteur
des mines (y compris le pétrole brut et le gas
naturel) ont diminué pour la deuxiéme année de
suite. Les dépenses prévues pour 1987 s'établissent
4 $6,131 millions, soit un fléchissement de 14 5% _ A
peine deux années auparavant, en 1985, les
dépenses réelles en immobilisations pour le secteur
des mines se sont élevées 3 $10,905 millions, soit
$4,774 millions de plus que les prévisions pour
1987. Les entreprises dans les trois groupes de pays
de contrble envisagent de restreindre leurs
dépenses en 1987. Les réeductions prévues par les
entreprises sous contrdle canadien sont les plus
importantes. En effet, les dépenses de ces derniéres
pour 1987 ne représentent que $3,440 millions, soit
seulement la moitié du niveau enregistré en 1985.
Les entreprises sous controle américain dépense-
ront $2,076 millions, soit 31.5% de moins qu‘en
1985. Au cours de cette période de deux ans, les
autres entreprises sous contréle étranger ont réduit
de 35% leurs dépenses, qui s'établiront & $615
millions en 1987.

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While planned investment in all mining
industry groups has fallen in 1987, the most
dramatic reduction is forecast for the petroleum
and natural gas industry. Expected spending in
1987 at $4,388 million is $1,000 million (18.6%)
fess than the 1986 level. This follows an even
more extreme drop of $3,217 million (37%) in
1986. In 1987, investment plans by Canadian
controlled firms fell by $818 million (28.5%) to
$2,047 million, while all foreign controlled firms
were off by $183 million (7%) to $2,340 million.
Comparative reductions in 1986 for the two
control groups were respectively $2,381 million
(45%) and $837 million (25%).

Hardest hit on a regional basis in petroleum
exploration in 1987 were the Yukon and NW.T.
(-$442 million, -77%), Newfoundland (-$177
million, -48%), Nova Scotia (-$158 million, -67%),
and Alberta (-$156 million, -4%). Expenditure
reductions by domestically controlled firms were
responsible for reductions in the two Atlantic
provinces while both control groups had an
impact in the Yukon/N.W.T. but principally
domestic firms.

Within manufacturing, the 8. 7% growth was
shared by several industry groups while some are
forecasting spending contractions. By far the
most important advance is forecast for the paper
industry, up $567 million to $2,731 million. Firms
controlled by both domestic and foreign
countries plan to register important increases
averaging 26%. One-half of this increase is
planned for British Columbia by mainly
domestically controlied firms. In petroleum
refining, capital expenditures are projected to
increase by $158 million (37%) to $589 million.
The advance is concentrated in Saskatchewan by
domestically controlled firms.

All three country of control groups project a
$164 million (27%) increase in the electrical
products industry. Most of the increase is
planned provincially for Ontario, up $133 million
to $524 million. A number of other industries
with proposed spending advances exceeding
$100 million include: primary metals (+ $166
million), the food and beverage industry (+ $143
million), the wood industry ( +$131 million), and
machinery (+$124 million).

Tous les groupes de |'industrie miniére preé-
voient de diminuer leurs investissements en 1987, la
plus forte baisse étant enregistrée pour le secteur
du pétrole et du gaz naturel. Les dépenses prévues
en 1987 ($4,388 millions) représentent un fléchisse-
ment de 18.6% ($1,000 millions) par rapport a
1986. Ce recul fait suite a8 un repli encore plus
important de 37% ($3,217 millions) en 1986. En
1987, lesprojets d'investissements des entreprises
sous controle canadien ont diminué de $818
millions (28.5%) pour s'établir a $2,047 millions,
tandis que ceux des entreprises sous contréle
étranger ont fléchi de $183 millions (7%) pour se
fixer & $2,340 millions. Les réductions comparatives
observées en 1986 pour les deux groupes de
contrdle ont été respectivement de $2,381 millions
(45%) et de $837 millions (25%).

Les régions les plus touchées pour ce qui est de
la prospection du pétrole en 1986 ont été le Yukon
et les Territoires du Nord-Ouest ($442 millions,
-77%), Terre-Neuve (-$177 millions, -48%), la
Nouvelle-Ecosse (-$158 millions, -67%) et I'Alberta
(-$156 millions, -4%). Les reculs observés dans les
deux provinces de |’Atlantique sont imputables a
une diminution des dépenses des entreprises sous
controle canadien, tandis que ceux enregistrés au
Yukon et dans les Territoires du Nord-Ouest sont
das 3 un fléchissement des dépenses des deux
groupes de contréle, mais surtout des entreprises
canadiennes.

Dans le secteur de la fabrication, la croissance
de 8.7% était répartie entre plusieurs groupes
d‘industries, tandis que certains envisagent de
réduire leurs dépenses. C'est dans le secteur du
papier que |'on prévoit la plus forte augmentation
des dépenses, qui progresseront de $567 millions
pour s'établir 3 $2,731 millions. Les entreprises sous
controle canadien et ceux sous contrdle étranger
prévoient d'importants accroissements, représen-
tant en moyenne 26%. La moitié de cette hausse
est prévue pour la Colombie-Britannique, surtout
par des entreprises sous contréle canadien. Dans le
secteur de la raffinerie du pétrole, les dépenses en
immobilisations devraient augmenter de $158
millions (37%) pour s'établir a8 $589 millions. Cette
avance est surtout prévue en Saskatchewan par des
entreprises sous controle canadien.

Les trois groupes de pays de contrdle envisa-
gent un accroissement de $164 millions (27%) dans
le secteur des produits électriques. Cette hausse est
en grande partie prévue pour |'Ontario, dont les
dépenses devraient augmenter de $133 millions
pour s'établir 8 $524 millions. Voici certains des
secteurs dont les hausses prévues dépassent $100
millions: métaux primaires (+$166 millions),
aliments et boissons ( + $143 millions), bois (+$131
millions) et machines ( + $124 millions).

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Of the few industries projecting spending
decreases, the largest is in the metal fabricating
industry. The forecast of a $552 million
expenditure for that industry is down by $237
million (30%) from the previous year. Nearly all
of this reduction is planned by Canadian
controlled firms in Ontario.

In the 15 major metropolitan areas there is
planned manufacturing capital expenditure
growth of 5.3%, a slightly slower pace than
manufacturing as a whole. Projected spending is
rising $351 million to $6,920 million in the 15
metropolitan areas. This is 46% of the spending
for total manufacturing. There were two
important increases of over $100 million.
Investment in Vancouver is forecast to increase
by $141 million (58%) to $383 million and almost
entirely by domestically controlied firms. A
projected spending advance for Montreal of
$215 million (21%) brings the level of investment
there to $1,227 million. The two control groups
spending is roughly equivalent for Montreal as is
their expected increase for 1987,

The largest absolute reduction in spending is
planned in Toronto which is down $236 million
(7%) to $2,946 million. This follows a major
spending expansion in 1986 of $1,123 million for
that city.

There is a contrast in the projected
expenditure changes for the two principal
Alberta cities. Plans by Canadian controlled firms
are the main impetus behind a $63 million
advance (48%) in Edmonton to stand at $191
million. Conversely, an estimated reduction of
$50 million (39%) lowers the 1987 forecast for
the city of Calgary to $79 million.

Parmi les quelques secteurs qui envisagent de
diminuer leurs dépenses, c'est celui de la
fabrication des métaux qui prévoit la plus forte
baisse. Les dépenses prévues pour ce secteur ($522
millions) représentent une baisse de $237 millions
(30%) par rapport a I'année précédente. Presque
toute cette réduction est prévue par les entreprises
sous contréle canadien en Ontario.

Dans les 15 grandes régions métropolitaines, on
prévoit un accroissement de 5.3% des dépenses en
immobilisations dans les industries manufactu-
riéres, soit une augmentation inférieure a celle
enregistrée pour l'ensemble du secteur. Les
dépenses devraient augmenter de $351 millions
pour s'établir & $6,920 millions dans les 15 régions
métropolitaines, ce qui représente 46% des dé-
penses pour I'ensemble du secteur. On a enregistré
deux hausses importantes de plus de $100 millions.
Les investissements a Cancouver devraient pro-
gresser de $141 millions (58%) pour atteindre $383
millions, les accroissements étant presque entiére-
ment enregistrés par les entreprises sous controle
canadien. La hausse des dépenses de $215 millions
(21%) prévue pour Montréal devrait amener le
niveau des investissements a $1,227 millions. Les
dépenses des deux groupes de contrdle sont a peu
prés équivalentes pour Montréal; il en va de méme
de leur augmentation prévue pour 1987.

En termes absolus, la réduction la plus forte est
prévue a Toronto, ou les dépenses devraient baisser
de $236 millions (7%) pour s'établir a $2,946
millions. Ce recul suit une forte expansion de
$1,123 millions enregistrée en 1986 pour cette ville.

Les dépenses prévues varient de facon opposée
pour les deux principales villes de I’Alberta. A
Edmonton, les dépenses devraient augmenter de
$63 millions (48%) pour s'établir & $191 millions, la
hausse étant essentiellement attribuable aux
entreprises sous contréle canadien. Par contre, a
Calgary, les dépenses devraient diminuer de $50
millions (39%) pour se fixer 3 $79 millions en 1987.

Concepts and Methodology

Each establishment in the annual Censuses of
togging, Mines and Manufactures has been
given a country of control designation based on
the country of control of the enterprise of which
it forms a part. An enterprise is a collection of
one or more commonly controlled legal entities
each of which may comprise one or more plants
or establishments. The country of control of the
enterprise is identified by tracing the inter-
company ownership links to the country of
residence of the ultimate parent or owner of the
enterprise.!

The main source of information on enter-
prise structure and country of control was the
1985 Inter-corporate ownership database. It was
last published for 1984 and was entitled Inter-
corporate Ownership (Catalogue No. 61-517).
This was supplemented by other sources of
which a complete list is given in Structural
Aspects of Domestic and Foreign Control in the
Manufacturing, Mining and Forestry Industries,
1970-1972, page 15 (Catalogue No. 31-523). One
additional source used was the Investment
Canada decisions on acquisitions and new
investments. These sources cover major changes
that have occurred up to the end of 1986. The
1987 forecast capital expenditures are based
primarily on the 1986 ownership structure but
also take into account major known ownership
transactions that occur in the early part of 1987
up to when processing comes to a close. Data on
capital expenditures are allocated to the last
enterprise and country of control recorded in
each of the respective years. Where control
changes have occurred, this may result in some
minor misallocation where capital and repair
expenditures took place earlier in the year when
the establishment was under different control.

The forestry, mining and manufacturing
portion of the capital expenditures survey
consists of an industry sample, taken from the
annual Censuses of Logging, Mines and Manu-
factures which includes all major establishments.
In addition, large new projects under construc-
tion and not yet in production are also surveyed.

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Concepts et méthodologie

On a attribué & chaque établissement relevé
dans les recensements annuels de |'abattage, des
mines et des manufactures un pays de controle, qui
est celui de I'entreprise & laquelle appartient
I'établissement. Une entreprise se compose de
toutes les personnes morales soumises a un
controle commun; une personne morale peut
compter plusieurs établissements. Le pays de
controle de |'entreprise est obtenu en retragant ses
liens de parenté au pays de résidence de la derniére
société mere (ou propriétaire) de 'entreprise’.

La base de données de 1985 sur les liens de
parenté entre corporations a constitué la principale
source d'information sur la structure et le pays de
contrdle des entreprises. Les données ont été
publiées la derniére fois en 1984 dans |a publication
intitulée Liens de parenté entre corporations (n°
61-517 au catalogue). On a aussi fait appel a
d‘autres sources, dont la liste compléte figure a la
page 15 de Les aspects structuraux du controle
national et étranger dans les industries manu-
facturiéres, miniéres et forestiéres, 1970-1972 (n°
31-523 au catalogue). On s'est également servi des
décisions rendues par |'Investissement Canada en
matiére d’acquisitions et de nouveaux investisse-
ments. Ensemble, ces sources font état des modifi-
cations importantes apportées jusqu’'a la fin de
1986. Les prévisions des dépenses en immobili-
sations pour 1987 se fondent principalement sur la
structure des liens de parenté de 1986. Cependant,
elles tiennent également compte des principaux
changements dans les liens de parenté connus qui
sont survenus depuis le début de 1987 jusqu’a la fin
du traitement des données. Les dépenses en
immobilisations sont attribuées a la derniére
entreprise et au dernier pays de contréle
enreqgistrés pour chacune des années en cause.
L'attribution du pays de controle peut ne pas étre
tout A fait conforme a la réalité si le contrdle a
changé de main et que les immobilisations et les
répartitions ont eu lieu au cours de la méme année,
mais avant les changements.

Data collected from the sample are then
adjusted to arrive at estimates for the industry as
a whole. The industry level adjustments which
are usually relatively small represent capital
expenditures for those small unsurveyed and
non-reporting establishments which are mainly
Canadian controlled and thus all ascribed to the
latter. The internal establishment identification
numbering system used within these industries
by both surveys permitted the enterprise and
country of control designations to be transferred
from the Censuses to matching establishments in
the Survey of Capital Expenditures for the major
part of the total.

It is believed that the estimating procedures
for non-reporting establishments do not
introduce any great margin of error into the
total. Estimates for individual industries, regions,
or by country of control of the investor firm are
subject to greater error than total figures for
Canada. Survey coverage as a percentage of the
final published estimates by industry are as
follows: 94% for manufacturing,2 99 9% for
mining, and 93.4% for forestry. For further detail
on survey coverage reference Table 26 of Private
and Public Investment in Canada, Intentions
1987 (Catalogue No. 61-205).

Capital expenditures include the cost of the
new machinery and equipment, plants,
buildings, engineering and other construction,
as well as certain capitalized repair costs which
are expected to lengthen the life of the assets
involved. Capital items charged to operating
expenses (CICOE) is an adjustment made to the
machinery and equipment component of new
capital expenditures of the manufacturing
industry only.

Non-capitalized repair expenditures are
those which maintain the operating efficiency of
the existing capital stock, yet exclude routine
maintenance costs.3

Les
ajustements apportés au niveau de i‘industrie sont
habituellement peu importants; comme ils portent
sur les immobilisations des petits établissements
non recensés et non déclarants qui sont surtout
contrdlés au Canada, c'est & ce pays qu'ils sont
imputés. Grace au systéme interne d'identification
des établissements, commun aux deux enquétes en
ce qui a trait & ces industries on a pu, dans la
plupart des cas, faire passer les désignations des
entreprises et des pays de contréle du recensement
aux établissements correspondants de I‘enquéte sur
les dépenses en immobilisations.

On estime que les méthodes d'estimation des
établissements non déclarants n‘introduisent pas
une grande marge d’erreur dans le total. Les
estimations pour les branches, les régions
individuelles ou selon le pays de contrdle de la
firme qui investit sont entachées d'une erreur plus
grande que les chiffres du total pour le Canada. Le
champ d'observation de I’enquéte en pourcentage
des estimations publiées finales par branche
d’activité s'établit ainsi: 94% pour la fabrication?,
99 9% pour les mines et 93.4% pour les foréts. Pour
plus de renseignements sur le champ de |'enquéte,
voir le tableau 26 de Investissements privés et
publics au Canada, perspectives 1987 (no 61-205 au
catalogue).

Les immobilisations englobent le colt des
machines et du matériel neufs, des usines, des
batiments, des travaux de génie et des autres
travaux de construction, ainsi que certaines
réparations capitalisées destinées a prolonger la vie
des biens en cause. Les immobilisations imputées
aux dépenses d'exploitation sont une correction
apportée a la composante machines et matériel des
dépenses en immobilisations neuves du secteur de
la fabrication seulement.

Les réparations non capitalisées sont celles qui
maintiennent les biens d'équipement en bon état
de fonctionnement; elles excluent toutefois les
couts d'entretien courants3.

Comparability with the United States Data

The present report differs in several ways
from statistics published by the United States
Department of Commerce on capital expendi-
tures in Canada by majority-owned foreign
affiliates of United States companies.4 First, the
enterprise and country of control designations in
this report, even though determined at the level
of the owning enterprise, are assigned to the
individual establishments comprising the enter-
prise and serve as the tabulating units. The
United States tabulations are based on company
level data and most of the largest companies
being surveyed are multi-establishment and
frequently multi-industry. Hence, industry
statistics based on establishment data are more
homogeneous and more precise than those
based on company data. (They also have the
advantage that they can be further subdivided
geographically, since establishments uniike
multi-plant companies are located at a single
physical location.) Secondly, the comparability
of industry statistics is restricted by the different
industrial classifications used in both countries.
Finally, the definition of capital expenditures
differs in that the United States statistics include
expenditures for land as well as the acquisition
ot existing real property, plant and equipment.

In addition, data on repair expenditures are
not published in the United States report but are
available in the present one.

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Comparabilité avec les données américaines

La présente publication se distingue a plusieurs
chapitres des statistiques publiées par le United
States Department of Commerce sur les immobili-
sations effectuées ou les sociétés américaines ont
une participation majoritaired. Premierement,
méme si elles sont déterminées au niveau de
I'entreprise meére, les désignations des entreprises
et des pays de contréle qui figurent dans ce bulletin
sont attribuées aux établissements qui font partie
de I'entreprise et qui servent d’'unités de calcul. Par
contre, les chiffres américains sont fondés sur des
données recueillies au niveau des sociétés et la
plupart des grandes sociétés visées par I'enquéte
comptent plusieurs établissements et exercent une
activité dans plusieurs industries. Ainsi, les
statistiques industrielles qui sont calculées & partir
des données sur les établissements sont plus
homogenes et plus précises que celles qui sont
calculées a partir des données sur les sociétés. (Eiles
comportent en outre |‘avantage de permettre une
ventilation géographique, car les établissements,
contrairement aux sociétés comptant plusieurs
usines, sont physiquement situés en un seul
endroit.) Deuxiémement, la comparabilité des
statistiques industrielles est restreinte par les
divergences entre la classification des activités
économiques utilisée dans chaque pays. Enfin, les
définitions des immobilisations ne sont pas les
mémes; les chiffres américains englobent les
dépenses au titre du terrain ainsi que l'achat de
biensimmobiliers, d'usines et de matériel existants.

De plus, les dépenses en réparations ne sont pas
publiées dans le rapport américain, alors qu’elles le
sont dans la présente publication.
