• There were 57,500 new in-scope small 
businesses representing an 8.4% increase 
over 1983 figures. 

• Three industries, namely Mining, Manufac-
turing and Real Estate accounted for 
approximately 77% of this increase. 

• The Mining Industry had the largest 
percentage increase in revenues over 1983 
figures. Revenues increased 25% from $1.3 
billion to $1.6 billion in 1984. In absolute 
terms the Business and Personal Services 
Industry had the largest rise in revenues of 
$4.1 billion, increasing from $22.4 billion in 
1983 to $26.5 billion in 1984. 

• The Business and Personal Services Industry 
had the largest absolute income generated in 
1984. Income generated was $11.0 billion, up 
34% from the 1983 figure of $8.0 billion. 
Income generated is the total of depreciation, 
wages and profits. 

While every industry realized increases in 
average profits over 1983 figures, the Real 
Estate and Insurance Agent Industry 
recorded the greatest increase in 1984, up 
119% over 1983 figures. Average profits went 
from $11,200 in 1983 to $25,000 in 1984. This 
industry also realized the highest rate of 
return on revenues of nearly 16%. 

• While average wages increased some 15% for 
in-scope small business over 1983 figures, the 
Transportation Industry recorded the highest 
increase in average wages of nearly 20% over 
1983 figures. 

• The Manufacturing Industry had the highest 
ratio of wages to revenues of over 28% while 
the Retail Trade Industry had the lowest 
ratio of wages to revenue at nearly 12%.

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Introduction 

This report is Statistics Canada's second 
release 1  of this type pertaining to small business 
in Canada. The Small Business Office of the 
Department of Regional Industrial Expansion 
previously released reports 2  on the topic using 
aggregate data supplied by Statistics Canada. 
The reference periods for these reports were: 
1974, 1976, 1978 and 1980. While the current 
report is not identical to its predecessors, every 
attempt has been made to preserve the continuity 
between the Small Business Office series and the 
current series. 

The data contained in this report are derived 
frm taxation returns, both incorporated and 
unincorporated, submitted to Revenue Canada 
Taxation for the taxation years 1982, 1983 and 
1984. This report does not present an official 
definition of what constitutes a small business. 

Data pertaining to corporate entities are 
drawn from a stratified sample of corporate 
taxation returns. Unincorporated sole proprie-
torships and partnerships are derived from a 
statistical sample of individual taxation returns. 
A corporate tax return typically consists of a T-2 
form and a set of financial statements and 
supporting schedules. Data in this report are 
derived from the T-2 form, the balance sheet and 
income statement. An individual income tax 
return which reports self-employment income 
typically consists of a T-1 (General) form and a 
set of financial statements and supporting 
schedules. Data pertaining to unincorporated 
self-employment income in this report are 
derived from the T-1 form, the balance sheet and 
income statements.

Scope 

For the purpose of this report, the following 
types of firms which are not generally small 
businesses have been excluded: 1) banks and 
other deposit-accepting institutions; 2) credit 
agencies such as consumer loan companies, sales 
linance companies, etc.; 3) insurance carriers; 4) 
investment and holding companies, and 5) non-
profit corporations. For the most part, firms in 
the foregoing categories function as incorporated 
businesses. 

Tables in this report exclude business opera-
tions reporting less than $10,000 gross income. 
Tables also exclude all farm operations, fishing 
operations, professionals and self-employed com-
mission salespersons. The foregoing categories 
are currently not included in the Statistics 
Canada taxation sample. 

While small business is the primary topic of 
this report, certain data presented cover all 
business sizes. Size groups are presented in the 
tabulations so that readers may apply their own 
industry and region criteria for the purpose of 
firm size. However, for the sake of ease the text 
refers to firms with less than $2,000,000 sales as 
"small". Readers should note that size classes are 
in current dollars. No attempt has been made to 
adjust for inflation. 

Champ d'observation 

Aux fins de Ia présente publication, les genres 
d'entreprise suivants, qui generalement ne sont pas 
des petites entreprises, ont été exclus: 1) banques et 
autres établissements acceptant des dépôts; 2) 
organismes de credit tels que les sociétés de prêt a Ia 
consommation, de financement des ventes, etc.; 3) 
assureurs; 4) sociétés de placement et de portefeuille;

Changes from Previous Publications 
in this Series 

This current publication presents revised 
historical tables (where necessary), for 1982 and 
1983 to reflect changes made to our 1984 data as 
follows: 

(1) In this publication, all businesses whether 
incorporated or unincorporated with gross 
revenues of less than $10,000 have been 
excluded from the data in the tables. In the 
past, the tables included data of incorporated 
businesses with gross revenues of less than 
$10,000. 



(2) Table 3 of this publication shows selected 
operating results and balance sheet items by 
size and industry of combined incorporated 
and unincorporated businesses. In the past, 
this data was shown separately for incorpo-
rated and unincorporated businesses. 

(3) Data in respect of incorporated businesses for 
1982 and 1983 was derived from the universe 
of taxation records filed with Revenue 
Canada Taxation, and for 1984 data, from a 
stratified sample of incorporated businesses 
drawn from Revenue Canada Taxation's 
bank of corporate files. 

(4) The industry classification used in this and 
the previous report is the 1980 Standard 
Industrial Classification. 

Source of Data 

(A) Incorporated Businesses 

Data in respect of incorporated businesses for 
the years 1982 and 1983 are derived from the 
complete universe of taxation returns 
submitted to Revenue Canada, Taxation. A 
cross-sectional sample of incorporated tax 
returns based on sales ranges and region of 
filing, was used for the 1984 data presented 
in this publication. The Income Tax Act 
requires corporations to file tax returns 
within six months of their fiscal period end. 
Thus, the time frame for the 1984 tax year for 
example, refers to fiscal period ends between 
January 1, 1984 and December 31, 1984. 
Therefore, the data for 1984 may include 
some income earned during the calendar year 
1983 for those corporations whose fiscal 
period end do not conform to the calendar 
year-end. In the most extreme case, firms 
with a January 1 fiscal period end may have 
up to one year less a day of 1983 data. 

(B) Unincorporated businesses 

Data pertaining to unincorporated business 
were collected as follows:

Un échantillon 
transversal des declarations d'impôt des sociCtés 
produit en fonction des tranches de vente et de Ia 
region de declaration a été utilisé pour les 
données de 1984 présentées dans cette 
publication.

Because unincorporated income tax returns 
are filed on an individual basis, weighted sample 
estimates were adjusted to account for partner-
ships. Thus, even though two or more partners 
from a partnership may have been selected in the 
sample, records have been adjusted so that the 
firm or partnership is included once only. 

The Income Tax Act requires that indi-
viduals file a tax return by April 30 of the year 
immediately following the calendar year in 
which the fiscal period ends. Data may be 
included for a fiscal period which does not 
correspond to the calendar year. Thus, 
unincorporated firm data may also include 
results from previous calendar years.

Definitions 	 Dé fin itio ns 

Firm Size 

Firms with less than $2,000,000 of gross 
annual revenue are herein referred to as small 
for the sake of convenience in writing style. 
Readers are free to use the size ranges presented 
in the statistical tabulations to establish size 
definition which are appropriate to their 
application. 

Industrial Classification 

The industry classification used in this report 
is the 1980 Standard Industrial Classification. 
As a result statistics for particular industries 
may differ from earlier reports and studies 
published in other Divisions of Statistics Canada 
which were based on the 1960 or 1970 industry 
classification. For example, in the current report 
the industry division, Construction, includes 
Real Estate Development, however this industry 
is grouped in the Finance Insurance and Real 
Estate Division in the publication Corporate 
Financial Statistics, Catalogue No. 61-207. A 
detailed description of the industrial coding 
structure may be found in publication 12-501E 
Standard Industrial Classification 1960, 1970 
and 1980. 

Source documents for data in this report are 
the financial statements filed by firms with 
Revenue Canada, Taxation, therefore the statis-
tical unit for purposes of this report is the firm. 
That means that the firm is classified in its 
entirety to a single industry even though it may 
be engaged in more than one industrial activity. 
This caveat is more applicable to larger cor-
porations. As a result, detailed industry 
comparisons cannot be made between data based 
on the firm and data based on other types of 
statistical units such as location-activity, esta-
blishment or enterprise.

The term revenue in this report includes all 
revenues resulting from the operation of the 
business entity and investment and other types 
of income as follows:

Comme les documents de base a partir desquels 
sont receuillies les données figurant ici sont les états 
financiers fournis a Revenue Canada-Impot par les 
entreprises, c'est donc l'entreprise qui a été retenue 
comme unite statistique. Cela signifie que l'entre-
prise est classée dans une seule branche d'activitC 
même si elle oeuvre dans plus d'un domaine de 
l'activité économique.

Equity represents the ownership vested in 
the business and is the difference between assets 
and liabilities. 

Wages and salaries 

Wage and salary data represent the total 
amount paid to all employees of the firm 
including fees, bonuses and commission.

Of the above 938,800 businesses, a further 
161,800 have been excluded from this study 
because their revenues were less than $10,000. 
The remaining number of 777,100 in-scope 
businesses have been categorized by size of 
revenue; small businesses (firms with revenues 
between $10,000 and $2 million) accounted for 
743,400 or 96.7% of this total while medium-sized 
firms (having revenues between $2 million and 
$20 million and being 30,400 in number) 
accounted for 3.9% and large firms (3,400 
businesses with revenues of over $20 million) 
accounted for 0.4% of the number of in-scope 
businesses under observation. 

In 1984, there were 743,400 small businesses 
operating in Canada which were within the scope 
of this study. This represents an increase of 8.4% 
over the 1983 number of small businesses of

685,800. However, this increase was not evenly 
distributed among all industries. The Mining 
Industry realized an increase of 30.6% (5,743 in 
1984; 4,396 in 1983) the Forestry Industry saw a 
decline of 3% (12,189 in 1984; 12,643 in 1983) 
while growth in the Construction Industry was 
negligible, registering an increase of only 0.4% 
(137,377 in 1984; 136,846 in 1983). 

Figure 2 indicates the changes in the number 
of firms that took place between 1983 and 1984 
within industry groups for all businesses and 
also for small business.

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During 1984, some industries went through 
dramatic changes which are more noticeable at 
the provincial level. Figure 3 highlights 
provincial changes that took place in 1984 in 
selected industries. 

While small business in terms of numbers 
accounted for 96.7% of all in scope businesses in 
Canada in 1984, their contribution to total 
revenue was only 18.7% down slightly from their 
18.8% contribution in 1983. 

The following text table shows the percen-
tage of revenue contributions to total revenues 
for 1983 and 1984 by size of business.

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Operating Results and Balance Sheet Items 

In 1984, pre-tax profits of in-scope businesses 
of all sizes increased 50.4% over 1983 increasing 
from $34 billion to $51.2 billion. Pre-tax profits 
were up 98% in 1984 over the 1982 figure of $25.8 
billion. For in-scope small business, 1984 pre-tax 
profits increased 42.6% over 1983 increasing from 
$6.7 billion to $9.7 billion and up 58% over the 
1982 figure of $6.1 billion. The percentage 
increase over 1982 are noticeably different 
between all and small businesses because, in 
1982, small businesses had a higher rate of 
return on revenues than medium and large 
businesses. For in-scope large businesses, pre-
tax profits rose 51.5% in 1984 from $23.9 billion in 
1983 to $36.2 billion in 1984. 

Figure 5 shows the percentage changes in 
1984 over 1983 data for revenues, wages, pre-tax 
profits, assets, liabilities and equity for all 
businesses and small businesses. 

For in-scope businesses of all sizes, the debt 
to equity ratio stood at 1.9:1 in 1984 down slightly 
from the 1983 ratio of 2.01 This ratio measures 
the amount of debt acquired, compared to equity 
holdings. Therefore for every dollar or equity 
held in 1984, businesses on average owed $1.90. 
For in-scope small businesses in 1984, this debt 
equity ratio stood at 2.6:1 which was the same 
figure for 1983. As in 1983, the Mining Industry 
recorded the lowest debt equity ratio of 0.65:1 in 
1984, while the Real Estate Operators and 
Insurance Agency Industry recorded the highest 
debtiequity ratio of 4.4:1. 

While on the average all in-scope businesses 
paid out 13.3% of revenues in wages in 1984, the 
equivalent figure for small businesses was 19.8%. 

Total wages for all in-scope businesses in 
1984 rose 16.5% over 1983 figure, from $89.3 
billion in 1983 to $104.4 billion in 1984. For in-
scope small businesses, total wages rose 24.5% 
from $23.3 billion in 1983 to $29 billion in 1984. 
Total wages rose for in-scope large businesses 
rose 12.7% in 1984 from $45.6 billion in 1983 to 
$51.4 billion in 1984.

Ii y a un écart considerable dans le taux 
d'augmentation par rapport a 1982 entre l'ensemble 
des entreprises et les petites entreprises du fait que, 
en 1982, les petites entreprises affichaient un taux 
plus élevé de rendement des recettes que les 
moyennes et les grandes entreprises.
