This publication is Statistics Canada's third 
release 1  of this series pertaining to small business in 
Canada. The Small Business Office of Industry, 
Science and Technology Canada previously released 
reports2  on the topic using aggregate data supplied by 
Statistics Canada. The reference periods for these 
reports were: 1974, 1976, 1978 and 1980. While the 
current publication is not identical to previous reports, 
every attempt has been made to preserve the 
continuity between the Small Business Office series 
and the current series. 

The data contained in this publication are derived 
from taxation returns, submitted by incorporated and 
unincorporated businesses to Revenue Canada, 
Taxation for the years 1984. 1985 and 1986. The 
statistics were compiled for the businesses reporting 
sales of between $10,000 and $5,000,000. The choice 
of this particular size range was largely driven by 
operational considerations and does not represent an 
official definition of what constitutes a small business. 
Furthermore, size groups are presented in the 
tabulations contained in this report so that readers 
may apply their own industry criteria for the purpose of 
business size3. 

Data pertaining to corporate entities are drawn 
from a stratified sample of corporate taxation returns 
which typically Consist of a 12 form, a set of financial 
statements (balance sheet and income statement) and 
supporting schedules. Data pertaining to 
unincorporated sole proprietorships and partnerships 
are derived from a statistical sample of individual 
taxation returns. An individual income tax return which 
reports self-employment income typically consists of 
a 11 (General) form, a set of financial statements (such 
as the balance sheet and income statement) and 
supporting schedules.

A list of industries 
with corresponding standard industrial classification 
codes covered in this publication is presented in 
Annex A. 

The industry groups selected for publication ai 
those comprising a high proportion of smaller 
businesses. Thus, a number of sectors which do not 
generally represent a high proportion of smaller 
businesses are not covered, such as: 1) banks and 
other deposit-accepting institutions; 2) credit 
agencies such as consumer loan companies, sales 
finance companies, etc.; 3) insurance carriers; 4) 
investment and holding companies, and 5) non-profit 
corporations.

Errors may occur in almost every phase of a 
statistical operation. It should be noted that tax 
derived data are subject to bookkeeping 
inconsistencies and respondent errors. Furthermore, 
the process of data capture, classification, edit and 
imputation is subject to potential errors and should 
also be recognized as a contributing source of data 
limitations. 

However, errors are minimized through the use of 
quality assurance programs which are applied to all 
aspects of the tabulation system. In addition, data are 
further reviewed by subject matter analysts before 
release.

Business Size 

This publication profiles businesses with less than

apply their own industry criteria and size definition 
appropriate to their application. 

Industrial Classification 

The industry classification used in this report is 
based on the 1980 Standard Industrial Classification. 
As a result, statistics for particular industries may differ 
from earlier reports and studies published by Statistics 
Canada which were based on the 1960 or 1970 
industry classification. For example, in this report Real 
Estate Development is classified under the industry 
division Construction, while it is included in the 
Finance, Insurance and Real Estate industry division in 
the publication entitled Corporate Financial Statistics 
(Catalogue No. 61-207). A detailed description of the 
industrial coding structure may be found in publication 
Standard Industrial Classification 1960, 1970 and 1980 
(Catalogue No. 12-501E).

Source documents for data in this report are the 
financial statements filed by businesses with Revenue 
Canada, Taxation, consequently the statistical unit for 
purposes of this report is the business.

This caveat is more applicable to 
larger corporations. As a result, detailed industry 
comparisons cannot be made between data based on 
the business and data based on other types of 
statistical units such as location-activity, establish-
ment or enterprise. 

Revenue 

The term revenue in this report includes all 
revenues resulting from the operation of the business 
entity and investment and other types of income. 
Revenues therefore consist of sales of products and 
services; rental income (real estate and other than real 
estate); commissions; bond, mortgage, bank and other 
interest income; dividends; other income such as 
royalties, and others. 

Profits 

Profit (loss) is pro-tax and represents the diffe-
rence between revenue and expense (excluding 
income taxes, logging and mining taxes and energy 
taxes). 

Assets 

This figure represents the not book value of all 
assets, tangible or intangible, long-term or short-
term; consist of current, fixed and other assets. 

Liabilities 

The amount shown as liabilities represents the 
total of current and non-current financial obligations 
of the business as well as deferrals. 

Equity 

Equity represents the ownership vested in the 
business and is the result of the following equation: 
ASSETS - LIABILITIES = EQUITY. 

Wages and salaries 

Wage and salary data represent the total amount 
paid to all employees of the business including fees, 
bonuses and commissions. 

Depreciation 

This item represents the proportion of the book 
value of tangible fixed assets charged to current year 
for book purposes including any amortization of 
leasehold improvements (for smaller businesses this 
item may be the Capital Cost Allowance claimed). 



Other Expenses 

This item Consists of all expenses reported other 
than wages and salaries and depreciation. It should 
be noted that this category also includes goods and 
materials purchased for resale and/or further 
processing.
