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Preliminary estimates for October 1981 of 
Restaurants Caterers and Taverns were $773.1 
millions, showing a decrease of less than 
1% of the revised September '81 tota1s of 

775.5 millions. During October, independent 
operators controlled 74% of total receipts 
while the remaining 26% were reported by 
chain operators. 

Provincial receipts showed very little 
change in October in both dollar values and 
percentage share of the total when compared 
with revised September figures. Ontario and 
fluebec continued to he responsible for 39% 
and 25% respectively of total receipts with 
British Columbia maintaining its share of 
14%, followed by Alberta with 11%. 

The spread of receipts across the five 
kinds-of-business was virtually unchanged 
from the previous month and was as Follows:-
Licensed restaurants 45%, IJnlicensed restau-
rants 26%, Take-outs 13%, Caterers nearly 
10% and Taverns just over 7%. 

Lee estimations provisoires des recettes des 
restaurants, traiteurs et tavernes pour octobre 
1981 s'étahlissaient a $773.1 millions, soit me 
baisse de moms d'un pour cent cur le total 
révlsé de $775.5 millions atteirtt en septeithre 
1981. Au cours d'octobre, les exploitants indd-
pendants ont figure pour 74% des recettes to-
tales, tandis que les 26% restants etaient decla-
res par lee restaurants A succursales. 

Comparées aux chiffres révisés de septentre, 
les recettes provinciales d'octobre ont marque 
trés peu de chanqement en valeur monétaire et en 
pourcentage dii total. L'Ontario et le Oudbec sont 
encore intervenus pour 39% et 25% respectivement 
des recettes totales, la Colombie-Britannique 
conservant sa part de 14%, suivie de l'Alberta 
avec 11%. 

La repartition des recettes entre 1e8 cinq 
genres de cotanerce n'a presgue pas variC par rap-
port au mole precedent. En voici lee chiffres: 
restaurants avec licence, 45%: restaurants sans 
licence, 26%: repas Al emporter, 13%: traiteurs, 
presque 10% et tavernes, un peu plus de 7%.
