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Total Restaurant, Caterer and Tavern 
receipts were estimated to be $785.9 mil-
lions, or 8% lower than the revised estimate 
f $854.0 millions reported for August 1981. 
his represents the second consecutive month 
n which receipts decreased after reaching a 
nigh of $879.8 millions published for July 
1981, reflecting the impact of seasonality 
ithin this industry sector. During Septem-

ber, independent operators contro1led 74% of 
the total receipts, while the balance(26%) 
were reported by chain groups. 

Decreased receipts were reported for all 
provinces and Territories ranging from a 
high of 38.4% in Prince Edward Island to a 
low of 3.2% in Alberta. Oecreases for the 
remaining Provinces and Territories were: 
Quebec 6.7%; Ontario and Manitoba 7.1%; 
Saskatchewan 8.0%; British Columbia 11.9%; 
Nova Scotia 12.7%; Yukon 12.8%; Northwest 
Territories and New Brunswick 13.6% and 
Newfoundland 14.7%. 

Caterers were the only Kind of Business 
showing an increase in receipts from August 
($69.3 millions) to September ($74.8 mil-
lions), representing an increase of 8.0%. 
The decreases for the remaining Kinds of 
Business from August to September, 1981 
were: Licenced Restaurants 7.4%; I.kilicenced 
Restaurants 10.7%; Take-outs 14.9% and 
Taverns 5.5%.

Ii 
s'aqit du deuxième moia consécutif au cours du-
quel les recettes ont baissé, après avoir atteint 
un plafond de $879.8 millions en juillet 1981, ce 
qui reflète l'incidence de la saisonnalité dana 
ce secteur industriel. En septembre, lea exploi-
tants indépendants ant figure pour 74% des 
recettes totales, tandis que le reste (26%) était 
déclaré par les restaurants h succursales. 

On a signalé, pour tous lea provinces et lea 
territoires, isie baisse des recettes variant de 
38.4% l'!le-du-Prince-Edouard h 3.2% en 
Alberta. Dana les autres provinces et territoires 
lea baisses étaient de 6.7% su Québec, de 7.1% en 
Ontario et mi Manitoba, de 8.0% en Saskatchewan, 
de 11.9% en Colombie-Britannique, de 12.7% en 
Nouvelle-cosse, de 12.8% au Yukon, de 13.6% dana 
les Territoires du Nord-ouest et au Nouveau-
Brunswick et de 14.7% Terre-Neuve.
