Receipts for October 19113 were $852.9 million or 
3.5% above the October 1982 total of $1323.8 million. 

Increased sales, ranging from 34.8% in Northwest 
Territories, 19.8% in Prince Edward Island, 9.9% in 
Quebec and 1.1% in Ontario, were reported in all but 
three provinces. Alberta (-0.3%), Saskatchewan 
(-2.6%) and Newfoundland (-3.7%) all indicated sales 
in October 1983 below those of a year ago. 

In comparison with last month's receipts, October's 
rtgures showed a drop of 5.8% with only Manitoba 
+5.5%) and Saskatchewan (+1.8%) showing higher reve-
tues. Last year the decline was 2.1% at the Canada 
level but several provinces showed higher sales in 
October 1982 compared to September 1982. 

Accusulated receipts to date are $8.5 billion or 
5.5% greater than for the swan period last year. With 
the exception of Alberta (-0.7%) and the Yukon 
(-26.3%) all provinces and the Northwest Territories 
showed increased revenues for this period. Prince 
Edward Island lead the Atlantic provinces (13.7%), 
while a year ago for a similar period the change over 
previous year was -0.3%. While Quebec levels were 
-2.0% this time last year, this year sales are up 9.6% 
to date. In Ontario the situation is reversed. Last 
year showed a 10.1% increase while this year sales are 
up by only 3.6%. Alberta was showing revenues of 
+13.3% in 1982 but in 1983 they have dropped 0.7% 
below those of last year. British Columbia with a 
-6.0% this time last year now has accumulated sales 
9.4% above those of 1982. 

Chains accounted for nearly 23% of total sales for 
October. Of this 23%, ($194.1 million), 26.0% was 
generated from licensed restaurants, 35.8% from 
unlicensed restaurants, and 12.6% from take-outs, 
24.4% from caterers and 1.0% from taverns. 

Chain receipts as a percentage of each provinces' 
total receipts showed that Manitoba still leads with 
over 30% of that province's sales coming from chain 
operations, or $1 of every $3. In Ontario, Alberta 
and 8ritiah Columbia, the relationship is about $1 of 
eeery $4 and in Quebec it Is approsimately $1 of every 
$6.50.
