Receipts for Nssesber 1983 were $803.0 million or 4.8% above 
the November 1982 total of $766.2 million. 

Across the country, only Newfoundland (- 7.0%) and New Bruns-
wick (- 8.9%) railed to report increased revenues over those of 
last year. The highest increases were reported by the Northwest 
Territories (61.2%) and the Yukon (30,1%) while Alberta (2.7%) and 
Ontario (2.1%) showed the lowest gains.
