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RESTAURANT, CATERER AND TAVERN STATISTICS 

FEBRUARY 1983 

Preliminary receipts for February 1983 were $719.4 
million or 9.1% over the total of $659.7 million for 
rebruary 1982. 

Only the Yukon (- 46.21) failed to report increased 
venues which ranged elsewhere from 36.4% in the 

\orthwest Territories to 2.8% in Alberta. 

Chain operations accounted for 25% of total sales 
otnpared to 26,5% a year ago. Of the $179.5 million 

reported by chains this month, licensed and unlicensed 
restaurants were responsible for 29.9% and 30.2% 
respectively, Take-outs for 12.5%, Caterers For 26.5% 
and Taverns for 1.0%. 

Receipts of unlicensed restaurants indicated an 
18.8% increase over those of February 1982. Similarly 
licensed restaurants receipts were up 8.7% and those 
of taverns rose 12.2%. Take-outs were only 0.2% higher 
while Caterers showed a decline in revenues of 5.7%. 

The February estimates were 3% higher than those of 
last month while a year ajo the February figures were 
1.9% lower than those of January. This year, both the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories reported increased 
sales in February of 70.8% and 11% respectively over 
those of last month followed by Quebec at 5.9%. Only 
in three provinces, New Brunswick (- 5.6%), Prince 
Edward Island (- 0.6%) and Nova Scotia (- 0.2%) were 
the February totals lower than those of the preceding 
month. 

Accumulated sales to date showed a 5.7% increase 
over the same period in 1982.

Le montant provisoire des recettes pour février 1983 a 
atteint $719.4 millions, en hausse de 9. 1% par rapport aux 
recettes totalism de février 1982 ($659.7 millions). 

Les recettes ant augmenté partout sauf an Yukon (- 46.2%), 
les hausses s'êchelonnant de 36.4% dana lea lerritoires dii 
Nord-Ouest a 2.8% on Alberta. 

Les établissementa A siccursales ont Figure pour 25% des 
ventes totales, comparativeiavnt N 26.5% un an plus tot. Des 
$179.3 millions déclarés par les établissmnents A stecursales 
Ce tiOlS-C, les restaurants aver et sans permis ont figure 
pour 29.9% et 30.2% respectivement, lea restaurants servant 
des repas N emporter, pour 12.5%, lea traiteurs, pour 26.5%, 
et lea tavernes, pour 1.13%. 

Les recettes des restaurants sans permis ont progressé de 
18.8% par rapport N février 1982. Par ailleurs, lea recettes 
des restaurants aver permis ant qrimpA de 8.7% at relies des 
tavernes, de 12.2%. Les restaurants servant des repas N empor-
ter n'ont augmenté leurs recettes qua de 0.2%, pendant quo 
lea traiteurs voyaient lea leurs baisser de 5.7%.
