A year age in March 1982, sales at the Canada level were 2.3% 
above those of March 1981 with Alberta at 14.1%, leading those 
provinces wiuclrt reported increases while several provnces and both 
the Territories reported decreased revenues. 

Accumulated receipts for the first quarter of 1983 showed an 
8.6% increase over those for the sate period of 1982, while a sim-
ilar comparison between 1982 and 1981 showed an increase of less 
than 1%. Test Table I below indicates the provincial and terri-
torial comparisons for the maine periods.
