FYeceipts for July 1983 were $973.9 million, an in-
crease of 6.3% over the July 1982 figure of $916.2 
mill ion. 

Most provinces and the Northwest Territories

By kind of business, unlicensed restaurant receipts 
rose by 15.4% with increases being reported by all 
provinces and the Yukon with the esception of Prince 
Edward Island and the Nerthwest Territories. Licensed 
restaursnts which account for nearly 45% of total re-
ceipts, showed only a 3.9% gain at the Canada level 
but Ontario (- 0.1%), Manitoba (- 0.5%), Alberta 
(- 6.5%) and New Brunswick (- 17.3%) diminished the 
effect of the gains made by Quebec (15.9%), British 
Columbia (8.9%) and the other Atlantic provinces. Tdoe 
Outs were up only 2.8% with the 11.9% increase in 
Ontario being offset by decreases in most of the other 
pros mccv. 

Tavern receipts increased by 9.5% but Caterers were 
down 9.9%, only Prince Edward Island, Saskatchewan and 
British Columbia indicating gains over last year. 

The chains shore of the market seemo to be dimi-
nishing. Two years cia, at this time, chains were 
responsible for 24.7% of total sales, a year ago their 
share was 23.3% while this July, it has dropped to 
21.8%. 

Accumulated sales to date showed a 5.8% rise over 
those for the some period last year. Alberta (- 0.4%) 
is the only province and the Yukon (- 35.0%) the only 
territory, to report decreased revenues over this 
seven month period.
