Chain operations reported total receipts of $223.5 
million, an increase of 5.1% over July 1983 while the 
receipts of independents roes to $790.0 million or 
4.3% above July of a year ac. 

The chains share of the market was Lip slightly over 
July 1983. At that time, chaina reported receipts of 
$212.7 million or 21.9% of total receipts. In July 
1984, the chains receipts rose to $223.5 million re-
preaenting 22.1% of total Restaurant, Caterers and 
Tavern receipta. 

Accumulated receipts for the first seven months of 
1984 were reported at $6,128.5 million or 6.5% higher 
than the $5,756.2 million estimated for the sante 
period in 1983. Receipts of taverns and unlicensed 
restaurant increased by 9.7% and 9.1% respectively 
while take-out operations showed an 8.5% increase. 
Licensed restaurants sales roae by 4.5% with caterers 
reporting the lowest percentage change at 1.4. 
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Provincially, acci.snulated sales to July 1984 in-
creased by 11.2% for Manitoba and 10.3% for Quebec 
over the 1983 levels. All other provinces reported 
increases ranging between 3.1% and 8.4% with the 
exception of Newfoundland which receipts 9.5% below 
the 1983 level. Acciinulated. sales for the Yukon and 
Northwest Territories were 30.1id 110.41m above 
1983, respectively. t

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During March 1994, according to a pre-
scribed procedure 1  Statistics Canada rotated 
10% of the sanpie of independent food serv-
ing establishments of the Restaurant, 
Caterer and Tavern Survey. Approximately 170 
businesses were selected for rotation out of 
the sanpie and replaced by a similar number 
by province and kind of business. 

As a part of the continuing Quality 
Control prograii, an analysis of the rotation 
procedures identified computer application 
irregularities. As a result estimates for 
the twelve months of 1984 were re-tabulated 
and the revised data are presented by prov-
ince in TABLE A which follows.
