Total receipts of establistssents in Canada in Octo-
ber 19R5 were estimated at $1,004.8 million, up 9.9% 
from the revised estimate of $914.2 million for Octo-
ber 1984, 

The salea of independents were 9.3% hioher than in 

S  the ssee month a year earlier, while chains posted a 
10.1% advance. Licensed restaurants showed the largest 
increase, 14.4%, followed by trilicensed restaurants at 
8.7%, take-outs at 8.2% and taverns at 7.7%. Only 
raterers' sales were down relative to October 1984 
(-4. 1% ). 

Sales growth since October of last year were 
strongest in Quebec and Alberta (both 14.9%). All 
other provinces except Newfoundland (-5.2%) also 
posted qains, ranoing from 0.8% in Prince Edward 
Island to 9.2% in Ontario. The year-to-year chmnqes in 
the Northwest Territories and the Yukon were 5.1% and 
-13,9% respectively. 

Total receipts for Canada fell 2.8% between Septem-
ber and October 1985, the second straight monthly 
decline since the peak recorded in August ($1,147.2 
million). Sales of food and beverages consisned outside 
the home are subject to seasonal variation. Historical 
statistics show that since 1981, restaurant, caterer 
and tavern receipts have bottomed out in January or 
February and peaked in kily or August. 

Total receipts for January to October 1985 were 
$9,813.8 million, up 9.2% from the total reported for 
the first ten montha of 1984.
