Restaurants, caterers and tavern receipts for 
November 1985 were estimated at $960.4 million, up 
6.6% From the $900.6 million recorded a year earlier. 
The year-over-year increase in October 1985 was 10.2%. 

Ontario posted the isroest 12-month advance, as 
r''Sipt$ rose by 9.1%. Ontario was followed by Alberta 
•ih an 8.0% increase, Nova Scotia (7.0%), British 

kasbia (6.2%), Manitoba (5.1%) and Quebec (4.7%). 
reeprovinces showed declines durina this period, 
ludina Newfoundland (-4.0%), Prince Edward Island 

t.6%), New Brunswick (-1.1%), as well as the Yukon 
rritory at -5.8%. 

Receipts of licensed restaurants increased by 13.8% 
in Canada over the sase period last year with strong 
gains shown in the provinces of Newfoundland (23.8%), 
British Colisahia (20.2%), Ontario (18.7%) and Alberta 
(17.2%). More moderate increases were reported in 
other types of businesses in Canada, nanely take-out 
restaurants (3.3%), unlicensed restauranta (2.9%) and 
taverns (0.2%). Caterers seles, on the other hand, 
fell (-6.6%) for the third straight month. 

Chain operations reported total receipts of $215.2 
million, an increase of 7.0% over November 1984 while 
the receipts of independents roae to $745.2 million 
(6.5%). The chains' share of total receipts were 22.4% 
in November 1985 ccinpared to 22.3% in November of last 
year. 

Between October and November 1985, receipts were 
down at both the provincial and the national level 
(-4.64'), a trend that affected independents (-4.9%) 
and chains (-3.8%) alike. Cumulative receipts for 
January to November 1985 were $10,776.5 million, up 
9.0% from the total reported for the first 11 months 
of 1984.
