Preliminary receipts for July 1985 were $1,125.8 
million, an increase of 10.0% over the July 1984 total 
of $1,023.2 million. 

Only Newfoundland (-10.8%) failed to show an in-
crease over thesales For July 1984, with Ontario 
'14.6%), the Northwest Territories (13.9%) and Quebec 
0.5%) showinq the stronqest gains and New Brunswick 

1%) showing the smallest increase. 

eceipts For licenced restaurants were reported at 
1.7 millionor 13.4% above the total reported for 

Ii1y 1984. Caterers increased by 10.4% followed by 
take-outs (8.5%), taverns (7.9%) and unlicenced res-
taurants (6.3%). 

Chain operations reported total receipts of $241.8 
million for July 1985, an increase of 8.7% over the 
sase month last year, while the independents rose to 
$884.0 million or 10.4% above July or last year. The 
chain share of the market was up slightly over last 
year. At that time, chains reported $222.3 million or 
21.7% of total receipts. In July 1985, the chains re-
ceipts which were $241.8 million representing 21.5% of 
total restaurants, caterers and taverns receipts. 

Accumulated receipts for the first seven months of 
1985 were reported at $6,631.2 million or 9.2% shove 
the same period of 1984. Strongest gains were re-
gistered in the provinces of Manitoba (13.9%), Ontario 
(11.1%) and fluehec (9.5%). Other provinces showina in-
creases included Alberta (7.4%), New Brunswick (7.3%), 
British Columbia (7.2%), Nova Scotia (6.2%), Saskat-
chewaui (4.5%) and Prince Edward Island (3.8%). The 
Yukon recorded an increase of 5.9%. Only the Northwest 
Territories (-5.6%) and the province of Newfoundland 
(-7.9%) reported receipts For the first seven months 
of this year below those reported for the same period 
last year.

$1,125.8 millions en juillet 1985, one augmentation de 10.0% 
par rapport so total do mois correspondent de lannée précé-
dente ($1,023.2 millions). 

Seule Terre-Neuve (-10.8%) a affiché one baisse per rapport 
juillet 1984. L'Ontario (14.6%), lea territoires do Nord-

fluest (13.9%) et le Québec (9.5%) ont enreqistré lea plus for-
tes augmentations, et le Nouveau-Brunswick (1.1%), la plus 
faible. 

Lea recettes des restaurants avec persia s'élevaient 
$501.7 millions, soit 13.4% de plus gus le total de juillet 
1984. Lea recettes des traiteurs ont augmenté de 10.4%, celles 
des établissements préparant des repas b emporter, de 8.5%, 
celles des tavernes, de 7.9% et celles des restaurants sans 
persia, de 63%. 

En juillet 1985, les recettes des entreprises b établisse-
ments multiples se sont établies h $241.8 millions, soit one 
hausse de 8.7% par rapport au mois correspondent de I année 
précédente, tandis que celles des établissements indépeiidants 
atteignaient $884.0 millions, soit one croissarice de 10.4% par 
rapport è juillet 1984. La part du marché des établissements 
multiples a légèrement monte. En juillet 1984, leurs recettes 
Ctaient de $222.3 millions, soit 21.7% des recettes totales; 
en 1985, ces établissements ant affiché des recettes de $241.8 
millions, soit 21.5% des recettes totaIes des restaurants, 
traiteurs et tavernes. 

S'établissant b $6,631.2 millions, les recettes totales 
des sept premiers mois de lannée constituent one augmenta-
tion de 9.2% par rapport Ia période correapundante de 1984. 
Lea plus fortes hausses ant éIé enregistrées so Manitoba 
(13.9%), en Ontario (11.1%) et so Québec (9.5%). Des augmen-
tations ont également été signalées en Alberta (7.4%), so 
Nouveau-Brunswick (7.3%), en Colombie-Britannique (7.2%), en 
Nouvelle-1cosse (6.2%), en Saskatchewan (4.5%) et a l'Ile-du-
Prince-douard (3.8%). Au Yukon, Ia croissance a Clé de 5.9%.
