Receipts for licenced restaurants totalled $519.1 
million, 14.5% higher than a year earlier. Caterers 
posted a 10.6% increase in receipts, while take-out 
restaurants recorded a year-over-year rise of 9.4%. 
Taverns and ,j-,licensed restaurants followed the sane 
trend, with increases of 9.1% and 4.9% respectively. 

Chains' receipts stond at $240.3 million in August 
1985, a gain of 10.3% from the sane month last year. 
The receipts of independents, which had the larger 
share of the market, were $905.9 million, also gu 
10.3%. 

Total receipts for January to August 1985 were 
$7,774.2 million, a 9.3% increase over the correspond-
ing period in 1984. The national growth rate of 9.3% 
was surpassed by Ouebec with 9.5%, Ontario with 11.3%, 
and Manitoba with 13.0%. Only the Northwest Territo-
ries (-1.9%) and Newfoundland (-7.7%) posted declines 
in relation to the first eight months of last year.
