Restaurant, 	Caterer and Tavern receipts 	for 
November, 1986 totalled $1,044.1 million, up 8.2% from 
the $965.3 million reported a year earlier. 

The province of Saskatchewan and the Yukon 
ritory showed the largest gain over November 1985 
+17.0% and +17.3% respectively, followed by the 

wincesof Nova Scotia at 11.9% and both New 
inswick and British Colunia at 11.3%. Receipts for 
uitoba were reported at +1.0% above the smee period 
last year while Alberta recorded a decrease of 0.9% 

)'Lween the two reporting periods. 

At the Canada level, receipts for licenced restau-
rants totalled $464.0 million, representing 44.4% of 
the total market share. Unlicenced restaurants at 
$292.9 represented 28.1% and the remaining $287.1 
million or 27.5% of the total receipts were shared by 
take-outs (11.4%), caterers (8.7%) and taverns (7.5%). 

Caterers showed the largest percentage increase for 
the same period last year at 20.5%. Take-out restau-
rants increased by 14.4%, followed by unlicenced 
restaurants (12.2%), licenced restaurants (3.7%) and 
finally taverns at 0.4%. 

Chains receipts stood at $239.0 million in 
November 1986 a gain of 10.6% over the amne month last 
year. The receipts for independents, which had the 
larger market share, were $805.2 million, up by 7.5%. 

Accumulated receipts for the first eleven months of 
1986 totalled $11,885.6 million, an increase of 10.2% 
for the sane period of last year. Increases were 
recorded in all provinces as well as the Yukon 
Territory, while the Northwest Territories decreased 
by -4.5%.

Lea recettes des restaurants, traiteurs et tavernes en 
novembre 1986 ont totalisé $1,044.1 millions, soit une augmen-
tation de 8.2% par rapport h $965.3 millions Un an plut tôt. 

La province do Is Saskatchewan et le territoire du Yukon 
affichent lea gains lea plus considérablea cofrpsrativement 
novembre 1985, soit 17.0% et 17.3% respectivement; viennent 
ensuite Is NouvelIe-cosse (11.9%), puis Ic Nouveau-Brunswick 
et Ia Colombie-Britannique (11.3%). Le Manitoba a enregistré 
des recettes de 1.0% sup6rieures b celles do Is période 
correspondante de lan dernier, Landis que lAlberta affiche 
une baisse de 0.9% entre lea deux périodes observées. 

A Jéchelle du Canada, lea recettes pour lea restaurants 
avec licence se sont fleves b $464.0 millions, cc gui repr-
sente 44.4% de Is part totale du marché.
