RESTAURANT, CATERER AND TAVERN STATISTICS 

FEBRUARY 1986 

In February 1986, it is estimated that receipts of 
restaurants, caterers and taverns in Canada anounted 
to $887.4 million. This represents an increase of 
11.5% over the sane month last year. 

Revenues for the current month are 0.3% less than 
January 1986. This is the second consecutive month- 
drop but is not shared equally by all regions. The 

jkon(35.9%), the Northwest Territories (8.9%), 
j.jebec (3.3%), New Brunswick (2.0%) and Prince Edward 

Land (0.7%), all posted gains over the earlier 
ntha totals. The remaining provinces all recorded 

declines - Alberta (-3.3%), British Coltinhia (-2.9%), 
Newfoundland (-2.7%), Saskatchewan (-2.1%), Nova 
Scotia (-0.8%), Ontario (-0.6%) and Manitoba (-0.3%). 

Chain operations reported receipts of $196.0 mil-
lion for the month up 3.3% over the month earlier, 
independents reported $691.4 million for a decline of 
1.0%. Receipts of the chains in February were 28.3% of 
total compared to 30.0% a year ago. 

Receipts for licensed restaurants were up 18.3% 
from a year ego with major advances in British 
Col,jiihia (33.2%), Newfoundland (27.5%), lesser changes 
were observed for Ontario (12.9%), Yukon (12.2%), 
Alberta (11.6%), New Brunswick (7.8%), Nova Scotia 
(5.3%). While declines occurred in the Northwest 
Territories (-13.5%), Manitoba (-9.8%). 

The year-to-year increase in Ontario receipts was 
the highest anongst all regions at 15.4%, Alberta 
posted an increase of 12.5%, Quebec (9.8%), British 
Columbia (9.5%), Yukon (8.7%), Manitoba (7.9%), 
NewfnijndInd (7.6%), New Brunswick (7.2%), Nova Scotia 
(4.8%), Prince Edward Island (1.5%), Saskatchewan 
(1.3%), while Northwest Territories recorded a decline 
of 39.8%.

Pour février 1986, lea recettes des restaurants, treiteurs 
et taver,es au Canada as sont chiffrées, melon lea estimations 
effectuées, $887.4 millions, anit une hausse de 11.5% par 
rapport mu nivesu affiché en février 1985. 

Comparativement aux recettes enregistreea en janvier 1986, 
il s'est ptoduit une diminution de 0.3%. Ii saqit din is deux-
ime baisse consecutive, mais elle na toutefois pea touchée 
toutes les regions du pays. En elfet, des hausses ont été 
observées au Yukon (35.9%), dans lea Territoires du Nord-.Ouest 
(8.9%), mu Québec (3.3%), au Nouveau-Brunswick (2.0%) et 
l'1le-du-Prince-douard (0.7%). Per contre, une chute a etC 
signalee en Alberta (-3.3%), en Colomhie-Britannioue (-2,9%), 

Terre-Neuve (-2.7%), en Saskatchewan (-2.1%), en Nouvelle-
Ecoase (-0.8%), en Ontario (-0.6%) et mu Manitoba (-0.3%). 

Les Ctahlissements faisant partie dune chalne ont affiché 
des recettes de $196.0 millions, en hausse din 3.3% par rapport 
mu nivesu enreqiatrC he mois prCcédent, taridis qua celles des 
étahhisseinents indCpendsnta ont atteint $691.4 millions, en 
baisse de 1.0%. Pour Is mois observe, lea recettes des étah-
lissements Faisant partie d 1 une chalne représentent 28.3% des 
recettes totsias, pourcentaqe qui atteignait 30.0% il y a un 
an. 

D'une snnCe N l'autre, lea recettes des restaurants dCten-
teurs de permis ont prnqresse de 18.3%, les aimentations 
principahes se produisant en Colombie- Britannique (33.2%) et 
a Terre-Neuve (27.5%). Dautres hausses mains importantes ant 
été observCes en Ontario (12.9%), mu Yukon (12.2%), en Alberta 
(11.6%), mu Nouveau-Brunswick (7.8%) et en Nnuveile-Icosse 
(5.3%). Par contra, une chute a etC affichCe dans les 
Territoires du Nord-Ouest (-13.5%) et au Manitoba (-9.8%). 

Parmi toutes les regions, cest lOntario ceji a enreoistré 
laugmentation La plus irnportante dune année h lautre, soit 
15.4%. Ella eat suivie din lAlberta (12.5%), du Québec  
de Is Colombie-Britannique (9.5%), du Yukon (8.7%), du 
Manitoba (7.8%), de Terre-Mauve (7.6%), du Nouveau-Brunswick 
(7.2%), de Is Mouve1le-cosse (4.8%), de l'le-du-Prince-
douard (1.5%) et de Is Saskatchewan (1.3%).
