Preliminary receipts for May 1986 were estimated at 
$1,145.8 million, an increase of 11.9% over the 
revised May 1985 total of $1,023.9 million. 

' 	The provinces of British Coltisbia and Newfoundland 
owed the largest percentage increases at 21.2% and 

7.8% respectively, followed by Northwest Territories 
15.3%), Ontario (12.5%), Alberta (12.0%), New 
runswick (10.5%) and Nova Scotia at (10.0%). 

Decreases were reported by the Yukon (-6.2%) and 
Prince Edward Island (-0.9%). 

Increased receipts were ahown for each of the five 
kinds of businesses, ranging from 14.2% for licensed 
restaurants to 3.1% for caterers. Unlicensed 
restaurants and taverne increaeed by 12.3% and 12.0% 
respectively while take-outs rose by 7.8%. 

Independent food-serving operations reported total 
receipts of $909.6 million, an increase of 13.0% over 
May 1985 while the receipts of chains rose to $236.2 
million (7.8%). The chain's share of total receipts 
were 20.6% in May 1986 compared to 21.4% in May of 
last year. 

A comparison of eccianulated sales for the first 
five months of 1986 and the same period in 1985 showed 
a 10.8% increase at the Canada level. The largest 
provincial increase was recorded by Ontario (13.9%) 
followed by British Coliisbia (13.0%), Newfoundland 
(10.7%) and Alberta (10.3%). The only territories and 
province failing to report any growth for this five 
month period were the Northwest Territories (-19.0%) 
and Prince Edward Island (-1.2%).
