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RESTAURANT, CATERER AND TAVERN STATISTICS 

JULY 1986 

Receipts of Restaurants, Caterers and Taverns were 
dimated at $1,249.8 million for July 1986, repre-
-rting an increase of 11.3% over the $1,122.5 million 
i)orted for the sane month of 1985. 

Increased revenues were shown for all provinces and 
territories ranging from highs of (22.9%) in Newfound-
land, (14.4%) in British Columbia and (13.0%) in 
Ontario to Iowa of (0.6%) in the Yukon and (5.1%) for 
Nova Scotia. 

At the national levels, receipts of licensed res-
taurants and taverns rose by 14.9% and 12.6% respec-
tively. Increases were also recorded for unlicensed 
restaurants (9.9%) and take-outs (4.7%). While 
caterers reported a 5.6% increase nationally, de-
creases were noted for the provinces of Nova Scotia 
(-16.0%), Saskatchewan (-19.4%), Alberta (-9.8%) and 
British Columbia (-0.2%) as well as the Yukon at 
(-20.2%). 

Accumulated receipts for the first seven months of 
1986 were reported at $7,350.1 million or 10.9% higher 
than the $6,628.0 million estimated for the sane 
period in 1985. Receipts of licensed restaurants and 
t<e-out operations increased by 14.1% and 10.5% 
respectively while unlicensed restaurants showed a 
9.5% increase. Taverns sales rose by 7.4% with 
caterers reporting the lowest percentage change at 
1 .5%.

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During March 1984, according to a pre-
scribed procedure, Statistics Canada rotated 
10% of the siiple of independent food serv-
ing establishments of the Restaurant, 
Caterer and Tavern Survey. Approximately 170 
businesses were selected for rotation out of 
the saiple and replaced by a similar number 
by province and kind of business. 

As a part of the continuing Quality 
Control progr3m, an analysis of the rotation 
procedures identified computer application 
irregularities. As a result estimates for 
the twelve months of 1984 were re-tabulated 
and the revised data are presented by prov-
ince in TABLE A which follows.
