Accumulated receipts to date show an 8.9% increase over 
those of last year for a similar period. The percentage increase 
was largest in Saskatchewan (15.6%). followed by Prince 
Edward Island (14.7%). Ontario (11.2%), New Brunswick 
(10.6%), Nova Scotia (9.5%) and Quebec (9.1%). Increases were 
least in Yukon (6.7%). Newfoundland (6.4%), British Columbia 
(4.8%), Manitoba (3.9%), Alberta (3.7%) and the Northwest 
Territories at 1.8%. 

Take-out restaurants and Licensed Restaurants showed 
the largest increase over 1986 with 19.7% and 12.9% 
respectively. Both unlicensed restaurants and caterers recorded 
an increase of 12.4% while the increase for taverns was 9.4% 
over the November 1986 estimates.
