This report presents statistics on the Canadian 
new farm implement and equipment market referring to 
the calendar or business year of 1973. 

Reporting Procedure 

Information was collected from manufacturers and 
importers active in the farm implement and equipment 
field. Roth manufacturers and importers reported sales 
to Canadian end-users wherever possible; otherwise, 
"shipments" figures to distributors or dealers were ac-
cepted in their place. The provincial breakdown of 
sales was made according to the dealer location or, in 
the case of direct sales to end-users, according to the 
buyers t  residence. Export sales were excluded. 

Valuation 

All dollar sales are valued at dealers' buying 
price before deduction of dealers' cash discounts, vol-
ume or performance bonuses and value of trade-ins. 

Attachments 

The value of attachments sold with a machine is 
c1uded with the value of the machine, unless the 

. 	i:i,ichment appears as a separate item in the report. 
I ichments sold separately from machines and not iden-
i iied under separate headings are included in the "All 

r" item of the respective commodity group in Table 
The value of repair parts sold is shown in a provin-

cial breakdown in Table 2. Data on repair parts repre-
sent sales to dealers: not to end-users. 

Secrecy 

To meet the secrecy requirements of the Statis-
tics Act, and to safeguard the interests of individual 
respondents, certain items are not shown. In some ca-
ses, additional items are also omitted to prevent dis-
closure by deducting all the remaining items from the 
total of the respective line or column. Roth types of 
undisclosed items are identified with an "x" sign. 

Summary of Results 

Sales in Canada of farm implements, equipment, 
attachements and repair parts increased by 34.17. to 
$681.2 million during 1973 as compared with the 1972 
total of $508.2 million. The value of repair parts, 
included in this total, was $87.9 in 1972 and $107.3 
million in 1973, an increase of 22,1'!, between the 
two years.
