Information was collected from manufac-
turers and importers active In the farm im-
plement and equipment field. Both manufac- 
turers and Importers reported sales to 
Canadian end-users wherever possible; other-
wise, "shipments" figures to distributors 
or dealers were accepted in their place. 
The provincial breakdown of sales was made 
according to the dealer location or, In the 
case of direct sales to end-users, according 
to the buyers' residence. Export sales were 
excluded. 

Data Quality 

This survey Is a complete coverage 
survey of the farm implement and equipment 
Industry and therefore is not subject to 
sampling error. Of the 281 known firms 
active in the industry, 15 were estimated 
representing 0.6% of the 1976 total sales 
(including repair parts) of $1,288,797,000.
