DEFINITIONS 

An cstublishment is classed as an 
hotel and included in this survey only if it 
fits into one of the following categories: 

Full-year Hotels, Licensed 

Establishments with six or more hotel 
type rooms accessible from the interior pro-
viding lodging or lodging and meals for 
transient guests and licensed to sell beer, 
wine or liquor. Services such as room ser-
vice, dining room, banquet and convention 
facilities, lobby, adjoining parking lot and/ 
or underground garage are usually provided. 
Establishments designated as motor hotels as 
distinguished from motels usually come into 
this classification. To be considered a 
full year hotel, an establishment must be 
operated for at least ten months in the year. 

Full-year Hotels, Non-licensed 

Establishments having the qualifica-
tions mentioned above, but which do not sell 
Icoholic beverages. 

Seasonal Hotels, Licensed 

Establishments with six or more rooms 
providing lodging or lodging and meals for 
transient guests, licensed to sell beer, wine 
or liquor and open less than ten months of 
the year. Generally, the establishment must 
have six or more hotel type rooms in the main 
lodge. An exception is made in the case of 
resort hotels where sleeping accommodation 
is provided in the form of cabins or cottages 
but a central dining room, administration and 
entertainment facilities are provided in the 
main lodge. 

Seasonal hotels include such busi-
nesses as resort hotels, hunting or fishing 
lodges, ski lodges or chalets, and dude 
ranches.

This report covers the year 1967 and 
summarizes the results of the nineteenth 
consecutive annual survey of hotels in Can-
ada.

This section presents under the head-
ing "Principal statistics" the basic data 
collected from all hotels. 

Section II 

This section shows selected expense 
items supplied by medium-sized hotels (11 
to 75 rooms inclusively), expressed as per-
centages of total receipts.

(1) The report includes only thse estab-
lishments that meet the definitions of 
hotels appearing on the preceding page, 
and does not include tourist camps, 
motels, cabins or other types of tourist 
accornmoda t ion. 

(2) The expense ratios in Sections II and III 
are not directly comparable to those for 
years prior to 1956. In the case of 
Section II, beginning with 1956, all large 
hotels (100 rooms or more; 76 or more 
starting in 1965) and all hotels with 
10 rooms or less were excluded from this 
section of the survey.

Le nombre d'hre1s dont on sait qu'ils ont été exploités 
en 1967 a dtd de 4,621 alors gull était de 4,685 en 1966. Ces 
hte1s coinptaient 154,679 chambres pour 106,202 lits aimples 
et 107,540 lits doubles. En 1967, lea recettes totales s'éle-
vaient 1 $888,227,000 contre $790,543,000 en 1966, soit une 
augmentation de 12.47,. La vente de bilre, de yin et de spin-
tueux représentalt 45.67 de I'ensemble des recettes, suivie 
par is location de chambres (25.8%), les repas (22.1%) et lea 
revenus d'autres sources (6.57). Lea taux de 1967 font rca-
sortir de leglres augmentations en cc gui concerns is part des 
recettea globsles représentée par is location de chambres 
(24.07. en 1966), et par is vente de repas (21.37, en 1966), alors 
que Is part prise par Is vente de bilre, de yin et de spiritu-
eux a diminué par rapport su faux de 47.7% enregistre en 1966. 
Les effectifs employés dana l'hl'tellerie en 1967 se composaient 
de 77,922 personnes, dont 62,287 horases et 35,635 feimnes. Les 
rémunérations versées en 1967 atteignaient $225,528,000, cc gui 
représente une augmentation de 13.97, par rapport au montant de 
$198,035,000 enregiatre en 1966. 

Lea ameliorations apportées su questionnaire ont permis 
d'obtenir uric plus grande precision dans le classement des 
entreprises ddclarantes de l'enqulte sur l'hôtellerie. La 
variation nette subie par "lunivers" des hitels de 1966 1 1967 
r'est traduite par uric diminution de 64 hotels. Cette diminu-
tion provenait aurtout de l'élimination de certsins hOtels gui 
avaient éte inclus en 1966, mais gui ne répondaient plus aux 
definitions édlctées pour 1967, 1 savoir: les logis pour tou-
ristes, motels, cabines, tavernes, restaurants, hOtels dont 
les services sont surtout réservés 1 des pensionnaires perma-
nents et I des entreprises dautre type. Les hOtels qui, au 
cours de lannée, ont Cté fermés, ont modifiC Ia nature de lout 
exploitation, ont été détruits par le feu, etc. ant également 
été exclus. Par contre, Ic total pour 1967 comprend tous lea 
hOtels neufa dont l'existence est connue. ouverts en cours 
d'année et répondant aux definitions. 

Sur les 4,621 hOtels en 1967, il y avait 3,872 hOtels 
autoriséa (I vendre des boissons alcooliques) ouverts toute 
l'année, et leura recettes se chiffraient I $849,736,000. Lea 
donndes respectives en 1966 avaient ete de 3,865 hOtels ayant 
des recettes au montant de $750,920,000. En 1967, it existait 
307 hOtels non autorisés ouverts touts l'annde, pour des recet-
tes de $13,965,000 contre 327 hOtels ci $13,518,000 l'année 
précédente. Las hotels autorisds saisonniers étaient au nom-
bre de 168 (166 en 1966), leurs recettes étant de $16,986,000 
($17,590,000 en 1966), alors que 274 Ctablissements non auto-
rises saisonniers avaient des recettes de $7,539,000 contre 
327 en 1966, pour des recettes de $8,515,000. 

La ventilation des recettes hOtellires d'aprls lea chain-
bres figure au Tableau 6. Lea hOtels comportant de 11 I 25 
chambres ant continue I Itre lea plus nombreux. Leur nombre 
s'établiasait 1 1,983 en 1967, pour des recettes déclarées de 
$171,627,000 su lieu de 2,033 en 1966, pour des recettes d'un 
montant de $163,065,000. La groups suivant était constitué 
par lea hOtels coynportant de 26 1 50 chambres, au nombre de 
1,044 en 1967, pour des recettes de $187,476,000 au lieu de 
1,062 en 1966, pour des recettes de $181,951,000. Les taux 
d'occupation des chambres pour tous lea hOtels compontant en 
mains 11 chambres uigurent au Tableau 8. Ces pourcentages ne 
sauraient ltre compares I ceux gui avaient ete établis avant 
1956, du fait gue Ion incluait autrefois lea hOtels de 10 
chambrea ou moms. En 1967, le faux valable pour l'ensemble 
du Canada Ctait de 55% alors qu'en 1966 it avait été de 577. 
La faux d'occupation des chambrea seat accru en raison directs 
de l'accroissement de la taille des hOtels, variant de 417 pour 
les hOtels de 11 1 25 chambres, it 677 pour los hOtels syant 201 
chanibres ou plus.

hotels known to be operating in 
Canada in 1967 totalled 4,621 as compared with 4,685 
in 1966. These hotels contained 154,679 rooms with 
106,202 single beds and 107,540 double beds. Total re-
ceipts for 1967 amounted to $888,227,000 and increase 
of 12.4% over the 1966 receipts ($790,543,000). 
The sale of beer, wine and liquor accounted for 45.6% 
of total receipts, followed by room rentals (25.87), 
meals (22.1%) and other sources (6.5%). The 1967 per-
centages show slight increases in the proportion of 
total receipts accounted for by room rentals (24.0" 
in 1966) and sales of meals (21.3 in 1966), while 
the proportion of total receipts accounted for by the 
sale of beer, wine and liquor In 1967 declined when 
compared to the 1966 percentage of 47 77. 	Employment 
in hotels was made up of 77,922 persona during 1967, in-
cluding 42,287 male and 35,635 female employees. Sala-
ries and wages paid during 1967 amounted to $225,528,000, 
an increase of 13.9% over the 1966 figure of 
$198,035,000. 

With impro,ements in the reporting form it has 
been possible to be more precise in the classification 
of businesses reporting to the hotel survey. The net 
change in the hotel "universe" between 1967 and 1966 
was a decrease of 64 hotels. This decline was due prin-
cipally to the elimination of certain hotels which 
were included in 1966 but which failed to meet the de-
finition requirements for 1967 tourist homes, motels, 
cabins, taverns, restaurants, hotels mainly catering 
to permanent guests and other types of businesses. 
Hotels which closed during the year, changed the nature 
of their operation, were destroyed by fires, etc., were 
also excluded. Aowever, the 1967 total includes all 
known new hotels which opened during this period and 
.'hich met definitional requirements. 

Of the 4,621 hotels known to be in operation In 
Canada during 1967, the number of full-year licensed 
hotels (licensed to sell alcoholic beverages) totalled 
3,872 and their receipts amounted to $849,736,000. In 
1966, the total was 3,865 with receipts of $750,920,000. 
There were 307 full-year non-licensed hotels with re-
ceipts of $13,965,000 in 1967, compared with 327 hotels 
and receipts of $13,518,000 during the previous year. 
Seasonal licensed hotels numbered 168 (166 in 1966) 
with receipts of $16,986,000 ($17,590,000 in 1966), and 
274 operated as seasonal non-licensed with receipts if 
$7,539,000 as against 327 in 1966 with receipts of 
$8,515,000. 

The distribution of hotel receipts by room Cate-
gories is shown in Table 6. Hotels with between Il - 
25 rooms continued to be the most numerous. These 
numbered 1,983 in 1967 reporting receipts of $171,627,000 
compared with 2,033 in 1966 with receipts of $163,065,000. 
This group was followed by hotels with 26 - 50 rooms of 
which there were 1,044 in 1967 with receipts of  
$187,476,000 as against 1,062 in 1966 with receipts 
totalling $181,951,000. Percentages of room occupancy 
for all hotels having 11 or more rooms will be found 
in Table 8. These percentages are not comparable to 
those calculated prior to 1956 due to the inclusion in 
former years of hotels in the 10 rooms or less category. 
For 1967, the national average was 557. (577, in 1966). 
The room occupancy rate increased as the size of hotels 
increased, going from 41% for hotels within the 11 - 
25 rooms group size to 6717 for those in the 201 or more 
rooms group Size. 

Throughout this report, room receipts include sam-
'le rooms and public space rentals. Receipts from all 
.'t.her sources include non-operative revenue such as corn-
c.rcial rentals, leased concessions, interest on invest-
,nts, etc. These and other statistics are given in 
reater detail in the tables that follow.

Table 11 shows salaries and wages, cost of goode sold, cost of 
light, heat and power, and repairs and maintenance expressed as per-
centages of total receipts for incorporated and anincorporeted hotels. 
Thene percentages are based on the reporto of a panel of hotel, with 
between II and 75 rooms inclusive and do not represent total coverage 
of hotels in this category. The only item of expense obtained for 
all hotels is that of salaries and wages shown in Section I of this 
report. 

The reader is again reminded that the ratio, contained in the 
following table are not comparable to thos, of years prior to 1956 
because of the exclusion since then of all hotels in the 10 rooms or 
les. and 100 or more categories (76 or more since 1965). 

The two major expense item are cost of goods and salaries 
and wages. Except in the case of the latter, all the percentages 
for unincorporated hotels are generally higher than for incorporated 
hotels.

Departmental and General Expense Ratios 

This section presents data relating to receipts and operating 
expenses and is restricted to incorporated hotels with 76 rooms or 
more which ware open for the entire year and able to supply the de 
tailed statistics requented.
