Seasonal hotels include such busi-
nesses as resort hotels, hunting or fishing 
lodges, ski lodges or chalets, and dude 
ranches.

This report covers the year 1968 and 
summarizes the results of the twentieth 
consecutive annual survey of hotels in Can-
ada.

(2) The expense ratios in Sections II and III 
are not directly comparable to those for 
years prior to 1956. In the case of 
Section II, beginning with 1956, all large 
hotels (100 rooms or more; 76 or more 
starting in 1965) and all hotels with 
10 rooms or less were excluded from this 
section of the survey.

SECTION I 

Statistiques principales 

Le nombre des hOtels dont on sait qu'ils Ctaient exploi-
tés en 1968 au Canada est de 4,769, soil 148 de plus qu'en 1967 
(4,621). Ces hotels totalisaient 158,124 chambres renfermant 
104,462 Ills simples et 114,326 lits doubles. En 1968, les 
recettes totales s'élevaient a $956,219,000 contra $888,227,000 
en 1967, soit une augmentation de 7.7 p.  100. La vente de Is 
bière, du yin at des spiritueux représentait 46.4 p.  100 de 
I'ensemble des recettes; venaient ensuite Is location des cham-
bras (25.1 p.  100), las rapes (21.8 p.  100) et las recettes 
provenant d'autres sources (6.7 p.  100). Les chiffres compa-
ratifs en 1967 étaient de 45.6 p.  100 pour Is vente de Is 
bière, du yin at des spiritueux, 25.8 p.  100 pour is location 
des chambres, 22.1 p.  100 pour lea repas et 6.5 p.  100 pour 
las recettes provenant d'autres sources. 

La moyenne des effectifs des hOtels dtait en 1968 de 
79,140, dont 42,243 hozines et 36,897 femmes. Lea salaires et 
traitements verses A ces employda ont totalisé $246,552,000; 
soil 9.3 p.  100 de plus que lea $225,528,000 de 1967. 

L'augmentation (148) du nombre d'hOtels exploités dont 
il est question dans le premier alinda eat une variation nette; 
elle traduit l'addition de nouvelles entreprises A l'univers 
des hOtels at la soustraction d'autres par suite de faillites, 
d'incendie, de fermetures d'entreprises pour cause de ddcès, 
ou autres. Cette evolution de l'univers observe rdsulte des 
efforts continuels au Eureau fidfral de Is statistique, pour 
garder a jour Is lisle des hotels de chaque province et tenir 
compte des changements dana la aecteur hoteilier. Cette pu-
blication comprend tous les nouveaux hOtels dont nous savons 
qu'ils ont ouvert leurs portes en 1968 et qui répondent aux 
definitions. (Un des principaux facteurs qul 001 influence 
le nombre d'hOtels observes eat l'addition de 150 hOtels dans 
is province de Québec; cela fail suite a is mise au point des 
hates d'hOtels par l'organisme provincial responsable. Dana 
Coutes les autres provinces, lea changements survenus entre 
1967 et 1968 dana le nombre d'hotels exploités ont été beau-
coup moindres - voir le Tableau 2.) 

Sur las 4,769 hOtels dont on sait qu'ils étaient exploi-
tés au Canada en 1968, 4,007 étaient des etablissements auto-
rises (pour Ia yenta de boisaona alcooliques) ouverts toute 
l'année, et leurs recettes ont atteint $911,880,000. En 1967, 
ce nombre était de 3,872 et lea recettes avaient atteint 
$849,736,000. En 1968, il y avail 337 hOtels non autorisés 
ouverts toute l'année, ayant des recettes de $17,749,000 con-
tra 307 hOtels et $13,965,000 l'année précédente. Las hOtels 
autoriaés saisonniers étaient au nombre de 168 (168 en 1967) 
laura recettes étant de $18,998,000 ($16,986,000 en 1967) 
alors que 257 établissements non autoriséa aaisonniers avaient 
des recettes de $7,592,000 contre 274 en 1967, et des recettes 
de $7,539,000. 

La ventilation des recettes hOtellières d'apres le nom-
bre de chainbres figure au Tableau 6. Lea hOtels de Ii A 25 
chambres soot demeurCs lea plus nombreux. Leur nonibre s'éta-
blisaait a 2,033 en 1968, at leurs recettes declarées, 
$188,671,000 contra 1,983 et des recettes d'un montant de 
$171,627,000 en 1967. La groupe suivant était ceiui des ho-
tels de 10 chambres ou moms, qui ont declare des recettes de 
$52,421,000. Las taux d'occupation des chambres pour bus lea 
hOtels d'au moms 11 chambrea figurent au Tableau B. Ces 
pourcentages ne sauraient etre compares A ceux qui 001 été 
etablis avant 1956, du fail qu'ils englobeient autrefois lea 
hOtels de 10 chambres ou moms. En 1968, le taux moyen pour 
l'ensemble du Canada était de 53 p.  100, conipsrativement a 
55 p.  100 en 1967.

Principal Statistics 

c number of hotel8 known to be operating in 
sI. luring 1968 totalled 4,769, an increase of 148 

ths total of 4,621 reported for 1967. These 
hotels contained 158,124 rooms with 104,462 single beds 
and 114,326 double beds. Total receipts for 1968 
amounted to $956,219,000 - 7.7 per cent higher than the 
reported 1967 receipts of $888,227,000. The sale of 
beer, wine and liquor accounted for 46.4 per cent of 
total receipts, followed by room rentals (25.1 per 
cent), meals (21.8 per cent), and other sources (6.7 
per cent). Comparable figures in 1967 were 45.6 per 
cent for sales of beer, wine and liquor, 25.8 per cent 
for room rentals, 22.1 per cent for meals, and 6.5 per 
cent accounted for by other sources. 

Fanployinent in hotels averaged 79,140 during 1968 
and included 42,243 males and 36,897 females. Salaries 
and wages paid to these employees totalled $246,552,000, 
an increase of 9.3 per cent over the 1967 figure of 
$225,528,000. 

The increase of 148 in the number of known ho-
tels, which was referred to in the above paragraph, 
was a "net" change, reflecting the addition of new 
firms to the hotel "universe" and the deletion of 
others through business failure, fire, the closing of 
a business due to death, etc. Changes in the universe 
occur as a result of continuing efforts on the part of 
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics to maintain an up-
to-the-moment listing of hotels in each province, and 
to keep track of the various changes taking place 
within the hotel aector. All known new hotels which 
opened during 1968 and which met definitional require-
ments were included in this publication. (A major 
influence on the number of operating hotels was the 
addition of 150 hotels in the province of Quebec, which 
resulted from the updating of hotel lists by the re-
sponsible provincial agency. In all other provinces, 
the changes between 1967 and 1968 in the number of 
known hotels were considerably less drastic - as re-
ported in Table 2.) 

Of the 4,769 hotels known to be in operation in 
Canada during 1968, the number of full-year licensed 
hotels (licensed to sell alcoholic beverages) totalled 
4,007 and their receipts amounted to $911,880,000. In 
1967 the total was 3,872 hotels with receipts of 
$849,736,000. There were 337 full-year non-licensed 
hotels with receipts of $17,749,000 in 1968, compared 
to 307 hotels and receipts of $13,965,000 during the 
previous year. Seasonal licensed hotels numbered 168 
(168 in 1967) with receipts of $18,998,000 ($16,986,000 
in 1967) and 257 operated as seasonal non-licensed 
with receipts of $7,592,000 as against 274 in 1967 with 
receipts of $7,539,000. 

The distribution of hotel receipts by room cate-
gories is shown in Table 6. Hotels with between 11-25 
rooms continued to be the most numerous. These num-
bered 2,033 in 1968 reporting receipts of $188,671,000 
compared to 1,983 in 1967 with receipts of $171,627,000. 
This group was followed by hotels with ten rooms or 
less reporting receipts of $52,421,000. Percentages 
of room occupancy for all hotels having 11 or more 
rooms can be found in Table 8. These percentages are 
not comparable to those calculated prior to 1956 due 
to the inclusion in former years of hotels in the 10 
rooms or less category. For 1968 the national average 
was 53 per cent which represents a decrease from 
the 55 per cent reported for 1967. As for previous 
years, the room occupancy rate increased as the size 
of hotels increased, going from 39 per cent for hotels 
within the 11-25 rooms group size to 64 per cent for 
those in the 201 or more rooms group size. 

Throughout this report, room receipts include 
sample rooms and public space rentals. Receipts from 
all other sources include non-operating revenue such 
as coninercial rentals, leased concessions, interest 
on investment, etc. These and other statistics are 
given in greater detail in the tables that follow.
