Introduction 

The non-residential general building contracting 
industry, covered in this publication, consists of all 
business establishments specializing in the construc-
tion of other than residential buildings. Data provided 
deal with total outputs of these operations, the major 
proportion of which is non-residential construction, 
classified to the four subgroups of industrial, commer-
cial, institutional and other non-residential struc-
tures. Minor portions of output include other con-
struction such as residential building or heavy 
engineering. The construction output distribution of 
the industry is represented in Figure I. 

La présente publication porte sur l'industrie des entrepri-
ses generales en construction non-domiciliaire, dont l'univers 
englohe tous les établissements spécialisés dans Ia construc-
tion d'immeuhles non résidentiels. Les chitfres présentés ont 
trait a la valeur globale des operations, dont la plus grande 
partie sont liées ala construction non residentielle (bãtiments 
industriels, commerciaux, institutionnels et autres hâtiments 
non résidentiels). Une certaine partie des operations concer-
nent d'autres travaux de construction tels que Ia construction 
residentielle et les gros travaux de genie. La figure I donne La 
repartition de La valeur des travaux en cause.

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The industrial, commercial, institutional and other 
non-residential building activity of the non-
residential industry, listed in this report, does not by 
any means represent all non-residential building pro-
duced in the country. Substantial portions are pro-
duced by: other segments of the construction industry 
such as residential builders and prime trades; owner 
builders who retain possession for rental purposes and 
for that reason are classified to the real estate rental 
industry and; other industries who do some construc-
tion for own account or on contract but whose major 
revenue derives from other activities such as manu-
facturing and utilities. 

Total non-residential activity estimates are pro-
vided in the Statistics Canada publication Construc-
tion in Canada. (Catalogue 64-201). Data from this 
annual are provided in Text Tables I to IV of the 
present publication. The non-residential, total activ-
ity volume for 1980 is provided in rFext  Table IV, as 
follows: 

Industrial $3,005 million, Commercial $5,912 million, 
Institutional $2,157 million and other Non-residential 
Construction $1,594 million. 

Out of the total construction volume of $48,327 
million for 1980, the total of these four structure 
groups, or $12,668 million can be seen to be substan-
tially more than the $5,829 million volume estimate 
for non-residential construction in this publication 

La construction de bátiments industriels, commerciaux. 
institutionnels et d'autres bàtiments non residentiels realise& 
par les entreprises du secteur considéré est loin d'engloher 
l'ensemble des travaux non résidentiels exécutés au pays. Urn 
partie importante est faite par: d'autres éléments de l'indus-
trie de Ia construction tels que les entrepreneurs en construc-
tion résidentielle et les sous-traitants; de propriétaires-
constructeurs qui conservent leur immeuble afin de le louer et 
qui sont donc classes dans l'industrie de Ia location immobi-
here; et d'autres entreprises qui réalisent des travaux de 
construction a contrat ou pour leur propre compte, mais dont 
ha majeure partie des recettes proviennent d'autres activités, 
comme la fabrication et les services publics. 

Les estimations relatives a l'ensemble des travaux non 
résidentiels figurent dans la publication de Statistique 
Canada intitulée La construction au Canada (n°  64-201 au 
catalogue). C'est de cette publication annuelle que sont tires 
les tableaux explicatifs I a IV du present bulletin. Le tableau 
explicatif IV ventile comme suit Ia vaheur de l'ensemble des 
travaux non résidentiels en 1980:

(;eneral Review 

Users of the data are cautioned that Tables 1, 2 and 
3 report operating statistics in the sense that revenue 
and costs are adjusted for change in work in progress 
to represent value of construction put in place. The 
financial statistics in Tables 4 and 5 are based on 
income statement and balance sheet information as 
reported. Revenues are not adjusted and do not repre-
sent work put in place due to the fact that not all 
billings are recognized as revenue within the current 
year. 

Census results for 1980 indicate that the non- 
idential general building contracting industry per-

t)rmed $6,374 million worth of construction and an 
t(lditional $97 million worth of other activities, 
unounting to a total gross revenue of $6,471 million. 
I ncluded in this amount is a volume of $3,533 million 

work sub-contracted out to trade contractors, leav-
ing a volume of work done by own labour force of 
$2,938 million, with a wage content of $806 million. 
Incidence of subcontracting is high due to scale and 
complexity of projects. 

The non-residential general building contracting 
industry services two distinguishable major markets. 
These are the market for industrial and commercial 
building and the market for institutional, or social 
type construction. In the former, demand is generated 
mainly by the private sector. It is by far the larger 
market with an activity of $10.5 billion in 1980 of 
which the industry covered a share of $4.6 billion or 
44 . The latter satisfies mainly a public sector de-
mand and is much smaller, with a size of $2.2 billion 
in 1980. Here the industry's market share was $1.2 
billion or 55. The remaining market share as men-
tioned, is produced by construction and other indus-
tries, whose main revenue does not derive from non-
residential construction. 

Table 1 provides industry characteristics by prov-
ince and by size groups. The data by size group can be 
used for performance appraisal by firms in the indus-
rv and form a basis for economic analysis regarding 
ttilittI Ct 	It 	111t1 	 ii 	)lallt. 

Revue général 

Les utilisateurs sont priés de noter que les tableaux 1, 2 et 
3 présentent la statistique de l'exploitation en ce sens que les 
recettes et les coQts tiennent compte des travaux en cours afin 
de traduire la valeur des travaux exécutés. Par contre, les 
statistiques flnancières des tableaux 4 et 5 sont fondées sur 
les chiffres tires tels quels de l'état des résultats et du bilan. 
Les recettes ne sont pas rajustées; elles ne sont pas liées au 
travaux exécutés, car les comptes-clients ne sont pas tous 
considérés comme des recettes de l'année en cours. 

D'après le recensement de 1980, l'industrie des entreprises 
generales en construction non-domiciliaire ont exécuté des 
travaux de construction d'une valeur de $6,374 millions; les 
autres recettes se sont chiffrées a $97 millions, ce qui donne 
des recettes brutes totales de $6,471 millions. De ce chiffres, 
$3,533 ont été consacrés a la sous-traitance; par consequent, 
les entreprises ont exécuté elles-mèmes des travaux d'une 
valeur de $2,938 millions, dont $806 millions sont imputables 
aux coQts de main-d'oeuvre. Le fort taux de sous-traitance est 
dUt a Ia grandeur et a Ia complexite des travaux a executer. 

Dans le secteur non résidentiel, l'industrie des entreprises 
generales en construction non-domiciliaire desservent deux 
grands marches distincts - celui des bãtiments industriels et 
commerciaux et celui des bâtiments institutionnels ou so-
ciaux. La demande du premier marché provient surtout du 
secteur privé. Ii s'agit du marché le plus important, et de loin: 
l'industrie a exécuté 44 (soit $4.6 milliards) des travaux de 
$10.5 milliards réalisés en 1980. En revanche, le deuxième 
grand marché répond principalement a la demande du sec-
teur public; de taille beaucoup plus petite, ce marché a 
totalisé une valeur de $2.2 milliard en 1980, Ia part de 
l'industrie s'étant élevée a $1.2 milliard (ou 55). Le reste du 
marché est desservi par des entreprises de construction et 
autres, dont la plus grande partie des recettes ne proviennent 
pas de la construction non résidentielle. 

Le tableau 1 présente les caractéristiques de I'industrie par 
province et par tranche de taille. Les données selon la tranche 
de taille peuvent servir a évaluer le rendement des entreprises 
appartenant a l'industrie et a analyser Ia concentration et 
1{tendiie dt iperat ioll.

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The largest 122 firms produce 57' of total output, 
the largest 557 produce 86 and the largest 893 
produce 93. With a 100 firm concentration ratio 
probably running at around 53 the industry com-
pares favourably in terms of competitiveness with 
other industries, such as manufacturing. Considera-
tion of profit to revenue and profit to assets ratios at 
the total Canada level (as in Table 5) would indicate 
a plant size of between 750,000 and 1 million dollars 
to have an optimum scale in this industry. 

The proportion of subcontract costs progressively 
increases over increasing size groups offsetting most 
other costs, which show a decreasing trend. The in-
creasing subcontract costs also cause profits to de-
crease over increasing size groups on a gross of sub-
contracts revenue basis. 

Les 122 plus grandes entreprises réalisent 57 de l'ensem 
ble des travaux, les 557 plus grandes en exécutent 86. et le 
893 plus importantes, 93. Le coefficient de concentration 
des 100 principales entreprises s'établit probablement a 
environ 53 ; aussi l'industrie est-elle aussi concurrentielle 
que d'autres, dont celle de Ia fabrication. Suivant le rapport 
des bénéfices aux recettes et celui des bénéfices a l'avoir au 
niveau national (tableau 5), l'étendue optimale des opéra-
tions dans cette industrie vane entre 750,000 et 1 million de 
dollars. 

La proportion des coüts de la soustraitance augmente a 
mesure qu'augmente la taille des recettes et ainsi compense 
pour la diminution de Ia majorite des autres coüts. L'augmen-
tatiori des coQts de Ia soustraitance occasionne aussi une 
diminution des bénéfices comparée aux recettes brutes in-
cluant les coCits de la soustraitance.

Productivity over the size groups does not vary 
significantly. This, together with the large number of 
operators, indicates the absence of major returns to 
scale; expansion of output is to a large extent obtained 
by an increase in the number of firms. Machinery and 
equipment purchases may not give a clear picture of 
substitution of capital investment for labour due to a 
high incidence of equipment rental. It should be noted 
that size groups are based on current dollars. This 
causes an artificial movement toward the larger size 
groups over time. 

La productivité ne vane pas beaucoup d'une tranche de 
taille a l'autre, et le nombre d'exploitants est élevé: il n'existe 
aucun rendement d'echelle sensible. L'accroissement de la 
production depend, dans une large mesure, de l'augmentation 
du nombre d'entreprises. Les achats de machines et d'equipe-
ment ne donnent peut-être pas une bonne idée de la mesure 
dans laquelle les immobilisations remplacent Ia main-
d'oeuvre, car la location de machines et d'equipement est 
monnaie courante. II convient de noter que les tranches de 
taille sont etablies en dollars courants, ce qui provoque a Ia 
longue un déplacement artificiel vers les tranches 
supérieures. 
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lahle 2 groups establishments by their special-
ii;ot ion in either new or repair construction. Although 
olatively few firms specialize in repair construction 
I he inputs give an interesting profile on this type of 
work. Repair firms have a relatively higher labour 
content and subcontract out relatively less. In cover-
age terms, specialization in repair is not very strong. 
Repair firms only do 13 of all repair work done by 
this industry. 

In Table 3 firms are grouped by percentage ranges 
of specialization in construction types. The special-
ization in this case is expressed as the percentage of 
major type of construction to total construction per-
formed. Specialization by the individual firm, over 
time may not be very consistent, but, again, the 
interest of the table lies in the characteristics of the 
higher specialization ranges. Firms specializing in 
institutional construction have a higher average size 
and subcontract content due to the nature of projects 
undertaken. 

Tables 4 and 5 present financial characteristics 
based on a sample of firms reporting both income 
statement and balance sheet information. While only 
some of the more commonly used financial ratios are 
listed in Table 5, the basic data for deriving additional 
ratios are available from Table 4. It may be pointed 
toit that the profit to revenue ratio is based on gross 
rivenue, whereas for some analysis a net revenue basis 
revenue minus sub-contracts) is more relevant. Profit 

To assets ratios for the industry may seem relatively 
high because of low inventories, low investment in 
jlant, and leasing. Similarly, equity ratios may be 
inflated and show variations over time due to financ-
ing through credit and carry over of deficits.

The data presented in this publication represents 
only a selected portion of total 1980 statistical infor-
mation available on the non-residential general build-
ing contracting industry.

Le tableau 2 regroupe les établissements selon qu'ils se 
spécialisent dans Ia construction neuve ou dans les répara-
tions. Bien qu'un nombre assez restreint d'entreprises se 
specialisent dans les reparations, les entrées tracent un profil 
intéressant de ce type de travaux. Les entreprises de répara-
tion ont davantage recours a Ia main-d'oeuvre, tandis que Ia 
sous-traitance leur est relativement peu importante. La 
spécialisation dans les reparations représente une petite 
partie du champ d'observation: les entreprises de reparation 
n'exécutent que 13'( de tous les travaux de reparation du 
secteur non residentiel. 

Au tableau 3, les entreprises sont regroupées selon le degre 
de spécialisation par genre de construction. Aux fins du 
tableau, Ia spécialisation est exprimée sous forme de pourcen-
tage du genre principal de construction par rapport a l'en-
semble des travaux exécutés. Une entreprise donnée peut 
changer sa spécialisation avec le temps, mais l'intérét du 
tableau provient des caracteristiques des proportions supé-
rieures de specialisation. Les entreprises spécialisées dans les 
bãtiments institutionnels ont, a cause de la nature des tra-
vaux a executer, une taille moyenne plus forte et elles font 
davantage appel a Ia sous-traitance. 

Les tableaux 4 et 5 présentent des caractéristiques finan-
cières établies a partir des donnees déclarees par un échantil-
Ion d'entreprises sur leur bilan et sur leur état des résultats. 
Bien que le tableau 5 ne donne que les ratios financiers les 
plus utilisés, les donnees essentielles au calcul de ratios 
supplémentaires figurent au tableau 4. Il convient de noter 
que le rapport des bénéfices aux recettes est fondé sur les 
recettes brutes, tandis que les recettes nettes (les recettes 
moms Ia valeur de la sous-traitance) conviennent mieux a 
certaines analyses. Le rapport des bénéfices a l'avoir peut 
sembler relativement élevé pour l'ensemble de l'industrie a 
cause du faible niveau des stocks, des immobilisations et de 
la location. Par ailleurs, le rapport de l'avoir net peut être 
gonfle et évoluer dans le temps en raison du recours au credit 
et du report des deficits. 

Renseignements supplémentaires 

Les données de Ia présente publication ne représentent 
qu'une partie de l'ensemble des statistiques de 1980 sur 
l'industrie des entreprises generales en construction non-
domiciliaire. Dans les limites permises par la Loi sur Ia 
statistique, Ies utilisateurs peuvent obtenir sur demande des 
ventilations, des statistiques et des definitions supplementai-
res.

Warehouses, refrigerated stor-
age buildings, grain elevators, hotels, clubs, restau-
rants, cafeterias, motels, office buildings, retail and 
wholesale stores, shopping centres, garages, service 
stations, theatres, arenas, amusement and recrea-
tional buildings, laundries etc.. 

Institutional buildings. Educational buildings (schools, 
universities, etc.), churches and other religious build-
ings, hospitals, sanatoria, clinics, first aid stations, 
homes for the aged, penitentiaries, jails, etc.. 

Other non-residential buildings. Farm buildings (exclud-
ing dwellings), broadcasting, radio and television, 
relay and booster stations, airplane hangars, passen-
ger terminals (bus, boat, air and other), armouries, 
barracks, drill halls, bunkhouses, dormitories, camp 
cookeries, bush depots, camps, laboratories, etc.. 

For purposes of the survey, the classification of 
buildings is based on their ultimate use.
