• 	Imports amounted to $30.4 billion for the third quarter 
of 1988, an increase of 9.4% over the third quarter of 
1987. Year-to-date imports totaled $99.1 billion, up 
16.4% compared with last year. 

Imports of most major commodity groupings increased 
over the third quarter of 1987, except for crude 
petroleum (chapter 27) and motor vehicle parts (chapter 
84), which were down 26% and 1% respectively. 
Importations of aircraft (chapter 88) increased 43% 
while iron and steel (chapters 72 and 73) were up over 
40%. Imports of other equipment and tools were up by 
23%, as was industrial machinery (chapter 84), up 21% 
over the same period last year. Communications 
equipment (chapter 85) also showed significant 
increases over the third quarter of 1987, up by 21%. 

On a year-to.date basis, Ontario leads in imports by 
Province of Clearance with $62.3 billion (62.9%), 
followed by Quebec with $17.2 billion (17.3%), British 
Columbia with $9.6 billion 9.7%) and Alberta with $2.9 
billion (2.9%). Imports of motor vehicles (chapter 87) 
lead the way in Ontario, British Columbia and Nova 
Scotia while in Quebec, Alberta, Manitoba and 
Saskatchewan imports motor vehicle parts and 
industrial machinery (chapter 84) were most important. 
Newfoundland and New Brunswick both imported more 
crude petroleum (chapter 27) than any other commodity 
accounting for 74% and 49% respectively of total 
imports for these provinces.

• 	Imports from our major trading partners maintained 
their traditional levels on a year to date basis. Imports 
from the fo]lowing five countries accounted for 81.4°k 
($80.8 billion) of year.to-date imports: United States, 
65.7% ($65.2 billion): Japan. 7.0% ($6.9 billion); United 
Kingdom, 3.6% ($3.6 billion); West Germany, 2.9% 
($2.9 billion); France, 2.2% 1$2.2 billion). 

• 	Three countries accounted for 95.2% of motor vehicle 
imports (chapter 87) in the third quarter of 1988. These 
were the United States with 8 1.7%, japan with 10.4% 
and West Germany with 3.1%. Imports of motor 
vehicles accounted for 30.0% of total imports from 
Japan, 25.0% of imports from the United States and 
22.1% of imports from West Germany. 

• 	The commodities which contributed the most to the 
total imports from Canada's five major trading partners 
were motor vehicles and parts, electronic computers 
telecommunications and electrical equipment, 
industrial machinery and aircraft except for the United 
Kingdom where crude petroleum (chapter 27) 
dominated with 35.0%($375 millionof total imports.

I 	Introduction 	 I 	Introduction 

The objective is to provide a general overview of the 
Canadian International Merchandise Trade Statistical 
Program with special reference to the concepts and 
definitions. The text is intended for the general user 
and readability is emphasized. More technical details 
can be obtained from the International Trade Division 
upon request. 

II Conceptual Framework 

Objectives and Coverage: The primary objective 
of the Canadian International Merchandise Trade 
Statistical Program is to measure the change in 
the stock of material resources of the country 
resulting from the movement of merchandise into 
or out of Canada. Information on imports and 
exports are inputs into the System of National 
Accounts, particularly in the Balance of Payments 
and Gross Domestic Product and are used in the 
formulation of trade and budgetary policies. 
Governments, importers, exporters, manufac-
turers and shipping companies use trade statistics 
to: 

• monitor import penetration and export per-
formance 

• monitor commodity price and volume changes 

• examine transport implications. 

2. Trade Statistics - Customs Basis/Balance of 
Payments Basis: Merchandise trade statistics 
are reported and presented on two different basis: 
Customs basis and Balance of Payments basis 
B.O.P.). 

Canada's international merchandise trade 
statistics are derived almost exclusively from 
administrative records of Revenue Canada. 
Customs and Excise. When goods are imported 
into or exported from Canada, declarations must 
be filed with Customs giving such information as 
description and value of the goods, origin and port 
of clearance of commodities and the mode of 
transport. Most of this information is required for 
the purposes of Customs administration. Statistics 
developed from administrative records of Customs 
are commonly referred to as Customs based trade 
statistics. 

Customs based information is adjusted to conform 
with the National Accounts concepts and defini-
tions. The adjustments to derive Balance of 
Payments based trade data include trade defini-
tion, valuation and timing related adjustments. 
The principal difference between the two trade 
concepts is that Customs based merchandise trade

2. Statistiques sur le commerce établies sur one base 
douanière et en fonction de Is balance des paie-
ments: Les statistiques sur le commerce des marchan-
dises sont etablies et presentees sur deux bases 
différentes: Is base douanière et la balance des paiements 
(B.D.P.). 

Les statistiques sur le commerce international des 
marchandises du Canada sont tirées presqu'entièrement 
des dossiers administratifs de Revenu Canada, Douanes 
et Accise. Lorsque des marchandises sont importées au 
Canada ou en sont exportees, elles doivent être declarées 
aux douanes et l'importateur ou l'exportateur doit donner 
des renseignements sur Is designation et Is valeur des 
marchandises, leur origine et le bureau de dedouanement 
ainsi que aur le mode de transport. La plupart de ces 
renseignements sont requis par l'administration des 
douanes.

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statistics cover the physical movement of goods as 
they are reflected on Customs documents, whereas 
Balance of Payments adjusted data are intended to 
cover all economic transactions between residents 
and non residents, which involve merchandise 
trade. This section describes the concepts and 
processes pertaining to the Customs based trade 
statistics only. 

3. System of Trade: Canadian trade statistics are 
compiled according to the "General" system of 
trade as defined by the United Nations Statistical 
Office. Under this system, imports include all 
goods which have crossed Canada's territorial 
boundary, whether for immediate consumption in 
Canada or stored in bonded Customs warehouses. 
Domestic exports include goods grown, extracted 
or manufactured in Canada, including goods of 
foreign origin which have been materially trans. 
formed in Canada. Re-exports are exports of goods 
of foreign origin which have not been materially 
transformed in Canada, including foreign goods 
withdrawn for export from bonded Customs 
warehouses. Total exports are the sum of Domestic 
exports and Re.exports. Thus the general trade 
system, in principle, presents all goods entering 
the country (imports) and all goods leaving the 
country exports. It differs from the "Special" 
system of trade in the treatment of imported goods 
into Custems bonded warehouses. Under the 
"Special" system, these goods are counted only if 
and when they are withdrawn from customs 
warehouses for home consumption, and they are 
not counted in export statistics unless they have 
first cleared Customs. 

Conceptually, under the "General" system, the 
statistical frontier coincides with the geographical 
boundary, while under the "Special" system, it 
coincides with the Customs boundary. 

Valuation: For Customs purposes, imports are 
recorded at values established according to the 
provisions of the Customs Act, which, since 
January 1, 1985, reflects valuation methods based 
on the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade 
GATT) Valuation Code System. It generally re-

quires the value for duty of imported goods be 
equivalent to the transaction value or the price 
actually paid or payable provided that a number of 
conditions are met. One of the important condi-
tions is that the buyer and seller must be 
independent of each other. If the conditions are not 
met, practical rules are used to determine the 
Customs value. In order ofprecedence these are: 

• valuation by reference to the transaction value 
of identical goods; 

• valuation by reference to the transaction value 
of similar goods; 

• the deductive method of valuation; 
• the computed method of valuation; and 
• the residual method of valuation. 

To determine the transaction value of imported 
goods all transportation and associated costs 
arising in respect of the goods being appraised 
prior to and at the place of direct shipment to 
Canada are to be added to the price of the goods. 
Therefore, Canadian imports are valued F.O.B.

Evaluation: Aux fins des douanes, les importations sont 
presentées selon les valeurs etablies conformément aux 
dispositions de la Loi sur lea douanes qul, depuis le 19r 
janvier 1985, prévoit l'application de methodes d'evalu-
ation fondées sur le Code d'évaluation de l'Accord general 
sur les tarifs donaniers et le commerce (GATT). En 
general, Ia valeur imposable des marchandises importées 
doit correspondre a Ia valeur transactionnelte ou all prix 
réellement payé ou payable, sous certaines conditions.

Exports are, in principle, valued or recorded at the 
values declared on export documents which 
usually reflect the transaction value, i.e. actual 
selling price, or in case of non-arm's length 
transaction, the transfer price used for company 
accounting purposes. Most Canadian exports to 
overseas countries are valued at F.O.B. port of exit 
including domestic freight charges to that point 
but net of discounts and allowances. Canadian 
exports to the U.S.A. are valued F.O.B. place of 
lading net of freight charges, discounts and 
allowances. 

5. Commodity Classification: Both export and 
import statistics are classified and published 
according to the Harmonized Commodity Descrip-
tion and Coding System (Harmonized System or 
H.S.). 

The Harmonized System used in this publication is 
an international commodity classification (six-
digit) developed under the auspices of the Customs 
Cooperation Council. It was extended to ten digits 
for imports to serve as the basis for Customs tariffs 
and international trade statistics. For export 
purposes the international six digit "root" was 
extended to eight digits. Canada adopted this 
system to replace the "Customs Tariff Schedule", 
as well as the "Canadian International Trade 
Classification" (CITC) and the "Export Commodity 
Classification" (XCC). 

The Harmonized System is based on a funda-
mental principle - that goods are classified by 
what they are and not according to their stage of 
fabrication, use, made in Canada status or any 
other such criteria. 

The Harmonized System nomenclature is logically 
structured by economic activity or component 
material. For example, animals and animal pro-
ducts are found in one section; machinery and 
mechanical appliances which are grouped by 
function are found in another. 

The nomenclature is divided into 21 Sections, 
which in general, group goods produced in the 
same sector of the economy. For example: Section 
IV, "Prepared Foodstuffs; Beverages. Spirits and 
Vinegar; Tobacco and Manufactured Tobacco 
Substitutes" (i.e. agricultural products) and 
Section VI "Products of the Chemical or Allied 
Industries" etc. (i.e. chemical products, etc.). 

Each Section is comprised of one or more Chapters 
with the entire nomenclature being composed of 97 
Chapters (Chapter 77 is reserved for possible 
future use). The Chapters of Sections 1 to XV 
(except Section XII) are grouped by Biological 
Genus (Section I, Chapters 1 - 5 Live Animals. 
Animal products, Fish, Dairy Produce etc.) or by 
the Component Material from which articles are 
wholly or mainly made (e.g. Section VIII contains 
Chapter 41 - Raw Hides and Skins; Chapters 42 
Articles of Leather, etc.).

5. Classification des marchandises: Les statistiques sur 
les exportations et les importations sont classées et 
publiées d'après le Système harmonisé de designation et 
de codification des marchandises (Système harmonise ou 
SH). 

Le Système harmonisé utilisé dans Ia presente 
publication s'inspire de la classification internationale de 
marchandises (code numerique a six chiffres) mise au 
point sous lea auspices du Conseil de cooperation 
douaniere. Le nombre des chiffres a étè porte a dix pour 
lea importations afin que cette classification puisse servir 
de base aux tarifs douaniers et aux statistiques interna-
tionales. Pour ce qui est des exportations, Ia "racine" 
internationale de six chiffres a ete portee a huit chiffres. 
Le Canada a adopté ce système pour remplacer les listes 
du Tarif des douanes, de même que Ia Nomenclature 
canadienne pour le commerce international des mar-
chandises (NCCI) et Ia Classification des marchandises 
d'exportation (CME). 

Le Système harmonisé repose sur le principe fondamental 
selon lequel les produits sont classes d'apres leur nature 
et non d'après l'étape de leur fabrication, leur utilisation, 
leur qualite de produits faith au Canada, ou tout autre 
critere analogue. 

La nomenclature du Système harmonisé est logiquement 
structurée selon l'activité economique ou Ia matière 
composante. Ainsi, les animaux et les produits d'origine 
animale se trouvent dana une section; les machines et lea 
appareils mecaniques, qui sont groupes par fonction, se 
trouvent dans une autre. 

La nomenclature est divisee en 21 sections qui 
regroupent, en general, les marchandises produites dana 
le rnême secteur de l'économie. Par exemple: Ia section 
IV, "Produits des industries alimentaires; boissons, 
liquides alcooliques et vinaigre; tabac et succedanés du 
tabac fabriques" (c.-á-d. les produits agricoles) et Ia 
section VI, "Produits des industries chimiques ou des 
industries connexes", etc. (c.-á- d. les produits chimiques, 
etc.). 

Chaque section comprend un ou plusieurs chapitres, et 
l'ensemble de is nomenclature compte 97 chapitres (le 
chapitre 77 étant réservé pour une utilisation future). 
Lea chapitres des sections 1 a XV (saufceux de Ia section 
XID sont regroupés selon le règne biologique (section 1, 
chapitres I a 5, Animaux vivants, viandes et abats 
comestibles, poissons, produits de laiterie, etc.) ou selon Ia 
matière composante a partir de laquelle l'ensemble ou 
une grande partie des articles sont fabriques (p. ex.: Ia 
section VIII renferme le chapitre 41 - Peaux et cuirs, et 
le chapitre 42 Ouvrages en cuir, etc.). 
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In Sections I to XV iexcept Section XII) the groups 
of products formed according to their basic 
material are structured or divided in two ways: 

Horizontal - For the groups of products formed 
according to their basic material there is no 
apparent hierarchical order (e.g. Chapter 39 - 
"Plastics and Articles ThereoP; Chapter 44 - 
"Wood and Articles of Wood"); i.e. there is no 
discernable reason that Plastic should precede 
wood. 

Vertical - For those chapters in which goods are 
grouped by raw material there is, however, a 
vertical structure in which articles are often 
classified according to their degree of processing. 
For example, Chapter 44 contains items such as 
rough wood, wood roughly squared, and some 
wooden finished products such as wooden 
tableware. 

Articles may also be classified according to the use 
of function. This classification I i.e. by function) 
mainly occurs in Section XII and Sections XVI - 
XXI. For example, Section XVII contains: 

Chapter86 - Railway Locomotives, etc. 
Chapter 87 - Vehicles other than Railway, 

etc. 

Chapter 88 - Aircraft, etc. 
Chapter 89 - Ships, etc. 

In order to illustrate the hierarchical structure of 
the H.S. the following example is given: 

06 - Chapter 
Live trees and other plants; bulbs, roots and the 
like; cut flowers and ornamental foliage; 

06.01 - Heading 
Bulbs, tubers, tuberous roots, corms, crowns 
and rhyzomes, dormant, in growth or in flower; 
chicory plants and roots other than roots of 
heading no. 12.12; 

0601.10 - Subheading 
Bulbs, tubers, tuberous roots. corms, crowns 
and rhizomes, dormant; 

0601.10.11 - Tariff item 
Bulbs of the genus narcissus; 

0601.10.11.10 - Statistical annotation 
Daffodil. 

6. Statistical Period: The reference period is the 
calendar month and the calendar year. The closing 
of the statistical month for imports is defined 
according to the last calendar day of the month, 
based as closely as practicable, on the date of 
clearance from Customs. 

The closing of the statistical month for exports is 
also defined according to the last calendar day of 
the month. Those export documents which are 
received too late for incorporation in the current 
month are assigned to the month the transaction 
took place. If a monthly summary report from a 
high volume exporter is not received on time, the 
data are imputed for the current month, and 
revised with the trade value in the following 
statistical month.

Trade data for electricity, exports of both crude 
petroleum and natural gas, and imports of crude 
petroleum from the United States are collected too 
late for inclusion in current month statistics 
therefore trade values for the current month are 
imputed on the basis of previous month's data and 
revised with the true value in the following 
statistical month. 

Country Classification: The country classifica-
tion employed by the International Trade Division 
of Statistics Canada is designed for purposes of 
economic geography and does not necessarily 
reflect the views or intentions ofthe Government of 
Canada on international issues of recognition, 
sovereignty or jurisdiction. The country classi-
fications used and their associated codes resemble 
those developed by the International Organization 
for Standardization (ISO) and adopted by most of 
the trading countries, for Customs purposes. 

A classification of countries with a statement of 
territorial limits used for statistical purposes is 
shown in the January and December issues of the 
publications "Exports by Commodity" (catalogue 
65.004) and "Imports by Commodity" (catalogue 
65-007), and in the annual publications "Exports, 
Merchandise Trade" (catalogue 65-202) and 
"Imports, Merchandise Trade" (catalogue 65-203). 

8. Trading Partner Attribution (country of 
originldestination): Exports are attributed to the 
country which is the last known destination of the 
goods at the time of export. 

Imports are attributed to their country of origin, 
that is, the country in which the goods were grown, 
extracted or manufactured, in accordance with the 
rules of origin specified by Revenue Canada, 
Customs and Excise. Prior to 1988, most imports 
were attributed to the country of export/ 
consignment with the exception of imports from 
Central and South America. 

9. Principal Trading Areas: The "principal trading 
areas" are country groupings defined as follows:

Consequently, the 
"truncated" totals may not equal the sum of their 
components. 

5. Aggregation of Small Value Countries: The 
concept of aggregating small value countries at the 
commodity/country level has been adopted for the 
monthly publications "Exports by Commodity" 
(catalogue 65-004 - Table 3) and "Imports by 
Commodity" (catalogue 65-007 - Table 3). All 
countries averaging less than $25,000 (Exports) 
and $25,000 (Imports) per month on a cumulative 
year-to-date basis are grouped together and shown 
as "Other Countries" at the end of the list of 
countries for each commodity. Therefore, the 
omission of a country name does not necessarily 
mean there is no trade for that country. Complete 
commodity/country data regardless of size is 
available on microfiche from the International 
Trade Division.

7. Indexes of Price and Volume: Price and volume 
indexes are published in the "Preliminary State-
rnent of Canadian International Trade" catalogue 
65-001P) and in the "Summary of Canadian 
International Trade" (catalogue 65-001) Paasche 
price indexes which are current-weighted are 
calculated from price relatives based on 1981 = 
100. The weights reflect trade values for the 
month, quarter or year to which the index refers 
and hence change from period to period. The 
Laspeyres volume index is derived by dividing a 
value index by the corresponding Paasche price 
index and is, therefore, weighted with fixed 1981 
price weights. 

The price indicators selected are either commodity 
unit values calculated directly from the trade 
statistics or insofar as end products are concerned 
price indexes obtained from other Canadian or 
foreign sources. 

Current and fixed weighted export and import 
price and volume indexes on a Balance of 
Payments Basis presented in Part I of the 
"Summary of Canadian International Trade" 
(catalogue 65-001) are also available on CANSIM 
in matrices 3633 to 3638. Comparable Customs 
based current and fixed weighted price indexes for 
the United States are available on CANSIM in 
matrices 3639 to 3642. In addition, these matrices 
contain the "All Country" group and United States 
indexes in terms of the 10 Sections of the 
"Standard International Trade Classification" 
(SITC). 

An explanation of the methodology used to 
construct the indexes is contained in a reference 
paper entitled "The 1971-based Price and Volume 
Indexes of Canada's External Trade", published in 
December 1976 as a supplement to the publication 
(catalogue 65-001).
