• imports amounted to $34.0 billion for the first quarter of 
1989, a decrease of 4.3% over the first quarter of 1988. 

• The above decrease was primarily due to significant 
declines in imports of Vehicles (Chapter 87), Aircraft 
(chapter 88), Motor vehicle parts (chapter 84) and 
Precious metals (chapter 71) over the first quarter of 
1988. Imports of inorganic chemicals (chapter 28) and 
Crude petroleum (chapter 27) were up 50.7% and 1.0% 
respectively over the same period last year. 

On a quarterly basis, Ontario led in imports by Province 
of Clearance with $20.8 billion, followed by Quebec with 
$6.2 billion, British Columbia with $3.2 billion and 
Alberta with $0.9 billion. Imports of Motor vehicles 
(chapter 87) led the way in Ontario, British Columbia, 
Saskatchewan and Prince Edward Island, while in 
Quebec, Alberta, and Manitoba imports of Motor vehicle 
parts (chapter 84) were most important. Newfoundland, 
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia imported more Crude 
petroleum (chapter 27) than any other commodity 
accounting for 72.9%, 45.1% and 31.7% respectively of 
total imports for these provinces.

Imports from Canada's major trading partners, except 
France, maintained their traditional levels during the 
first quarter of 1989. Imports from the following five 
countries accounted for 8 1.0% ($27.4 billion) of the first 
quarter, 1989 imports: United States, 66.2% ($22.4 
billion); Japan, 6.7 ($2.3 billion); United Kingdom, 3.6% 
($1.2 billion); West Germany, 2.7% ($0.9 billion); and 
South Korea, 1.8% ($0.6 billion).

I Introduction 

The objective is to provide a general overview of the 
Canadian International Merchandise Trade Statistical 
Program with special reference to the concepts and 
definitions. The text is intended for the general user 
and readability is emphasized. More technical details 
can be obtained from the International Trade Division 
upon request. 

U Conceptual Framework 

Objectives and Coverage: The primary objective 
of the Canadian International Merchandise Trade 
Statistical Program is to measure the change in the 
stock of material resources of the country resulting 
from the movement of merchandise into or out of 
Canada. Information on imports and exports are 
inputs into the System of National Accounts, 
particularly in the Balance of Payments and Gross 
Domestic Product and are used in the formulation 
of trade and budgetary policies. Governments, 
importers, exporters, manufacturers and shipping 
companies use trade statistics to: 

• monitor import penetration and export per-
formance 

• monitor commodity price and volume changes 

• examine transport implications. 

Trade Statistics - Customs Basis/Balance of 
Payments Basis: Merchandise trade statistics are 
reported and presented on two different basis: 
Customs basis and Balance of Payments basis 
(B.O.P.). 

Canada's international merchandise trade 
statistics are derived almost exclusively from 
administrative records of Revenue Canada, 
Customs and Excise. When goods are imported into 
or exported from Canada, declarations must be 
filed with Customs giving such information as 
description and value of the goods, origin and port 
of clearance of commodities and the mode of 
transport. Most of this information is required for 
the purposes of Customs administration. Statistics 
developed from administrative records of Customs 
are commonly referred to as Customs based trade 
statistics. 

Customs based information is adjusted to conform 
with the National Accounts concepts and defini-
tions. The adjustments to derive Balance of 
Payments based trade data include trade defini-
tion, valuation and timing related adjustments. 
The principal difference between the two trade 
concepts is that Customs based merchandise trade

Exports are, in principle, valued or recorded at the 
values declared on export documents which usually 
reflect the transaction value, i.e. actual selling 
price, or in case of non-arm's length transaction, 
the transfer price used for company accounting 
purposes. Most Canadian exports to overseas 
countries are valued at F.O.B. port of exit including 
domestic freight charges to that point but net of 
discounts and allowances. Canadian exports to the 
U.S.A. are valued F.O.B. place of lading net of 
freight charges, discounts and allowances. 

5. Commodity Classification: Both export and 
import statistics are classified and published 
according to the Harmonized Commodity Descrip. 
tion and Coding System (Harmonized System or 
US.). 

The Harmonized System used in this publication is 
an international commodity classification (six 
digit) developed under the auspices of the Customs 
Cooperation Council. It was extended to ten digits 
for imports to serve as the basis for Customs tariffs 
and international trade statistics. For export 
purposes the international six digit "root" was 
extended to eight digits. Canada adopted this 
system to replace the "Customs Tariff Schedule", as 
well as the "Canadian International Trade 
Classification" (CITC) and the "Export Commodity 
Classification" (XCC). 

The Harmonized System is based on a fundamental 
principle - that goods are classified by what they 
are and not according to their stage of fabrication, 
use, made in Canada status or any other such 
criteria. 

The Harmonized System nomenclature is logically 
structured by economic activity or component 
material. For example, animals and animal pro. 
ducts are found in one section; machinery and 
mechanical appliances which are grouped by 
function are found in another. 

The nomenclature is divided into 21 Sections, 
which in general, group goods produced in the same 
sector of the economy. For example: Section IV, 
"Prepared Foodstuffs; Beverages, Spirits and 
Vinegar; Tobacco and Manufactured Tobacco 
Substitutes" (i.e. agricultural products) and Section 
VI "Products of the Chemical or Allied Industries" 
etc. (i.e. chemical products, etc.). 

Each Section is comprised of one or more Chapters 
with the entire nomenclature being composed of 97 
Chapters (Chapter 77 is reserved for possible future 
use). The Chapters of Sections 1 to XV (except 
Section XII) are grouped by Biological Genus 
(Section I, Chapters 1 - 5 Live Animals, Animal 
products, Fish, Dairy Produce etc.) or by the 
Component Material from which articles are 
wholly or mainly made (e.g. Section VIII contains 
Chapter 41 - Raw Hides and Skins; Chapters 42 
Articles of Leather, etc.).

5. Classification des marchandises: Les statistiques sur 
Ies exportations et lea importations sont classees et 
publiees d'après le Système harrnonisé de designation et 
de codification des marchandises (Système harmonise ou 
SH). 

Le Système harmonisé utilisé dans Ia présente 
publication s'inspire de Ia classification internationale de 
marchandises (code nuinérique A. six chiffres) misc au 
point sous lea auspices du Conseil de cooperation 
douanière. Le nombre des chiffres a été ports a dix pour 
lea importations afin que cette classification puisse servir 
de base aux tarifs douaniers et aux statistiques interna 
tionales. Pour ce qui eat des export.ations, Ia "racine" 
internationale de six chiffres a eté portée a huit chiffres. 
Le Canada a adopts ce système pour remplacer les hates 
du Tarif des douanes, de méme que La Nomenclature 
canadienne pour Is commerce international des mar-
chandises (NCCI) et la Classification des marchandises 
d'exportation (C ME). 

Le Système harmonisé repose sur le principa fondamental 
selon lequel lea produits soot classes d'après leur nature et 
non d'apres l'étape de leur fabrication, leur utilisation, 
leur qualite de produits faits au Canada, ou tout autre 
critére analogue. 

La nomenclature du Système harmonisé est logiquement 
structurée selon l'activité economique ou Ia matière 
composante. Ainsi, lea animaux et lea produits d'origine 
animale se trouvent dana une section; les machines et les 
appareils mécaniques, qui sent groupés par fonction, se 
trouvent dana use autre. 

La nomenclature est divisee en 21 sections qui 
regroupent, en general, lea marchandises produites dana 
le méme secteur de l'économie. Par exemple: Ia section 
IV, "Produits des industries alimentaires; boissons, 
liquidea alcooliques et vinaigre; tabac et succédanés du 
tabac fabriques" (c.-á.d. lea produits agricoles) et la 
section VI, "Produits des industries chimiques ou des 
industries connexes", etc. (c.-é. d. lea prodiuts chimiques, 
etc.). 

Chaque section comprend un ou plusieurs chapitres, et 
l'ensemble de La nomenclature compte 97 chapitres (le 
chapitre 77 étt réservé pour une utilisation future).

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In Sections I to XV (except Section XID the groups 
of products formed according to their basic material 
are structured or divided in two ways: 

Horizontal - For the groups of products formed 
according to their basic material there is no 
apparent hierarchical order (e.g. Chapter 39 - 
"Plastics and Articles Thereof"; Chapter 44 - 
"Wood and Articles of Wood"); i.e. there is no 
discernable reason that Plastic should precede 
wood. 

Vertical - For those chapters in which goods are 
grouped by raw material there is, however, a 
vertical structure in which articles are often 
classified according to their degree of processing. 
For example, Chapter 44 contains items such as 
rough wood, wood roughly squared, and some 
wooden finished products such as wooden 
tableware. 

Articles may also be classified according to the use 
of function. This classification (i.e. by function) 
mainly occurs in Section XII and Sections XVI - 
XXI. For example, Section XVII contains: 

Chapter 86 - Railway Locomotives, etc. 
Chapter 87 - Vehicles other than Railway, 

etc. 

Chapter 88 - Aircraft, etc. 
Chapter 89 - Ships,etc 

In order to illustrate the hierarchical structure of 
the H.S. the following example is given: 

06 - Chapter 
Live trees and other plants; bulbs, roots and the 
like; cut flowers and ornamental foliage; 

06.01 - Heading 
Bulbs, tubers, tuberous roots, corms, crowns and 
rhyzomes, dormant, in growth or in flower; 
chicory plants and roots other than roots of 
heading no. 12.12; 

0601.10 - Subheading 
Bulbs, tubers, tuberous roots, corms, crowns and 
rhizomes, dormant; 

0601.10.11 - Tariff item 
Bulbs of the genus narcissus; 

0601.10.11.10 - Statistical annotation 
Daffodil. 

6. Statistical Period: The reference period is the 
calendar month and the calendar year. The closing 
of the statistical month for imports is defined 
according to the last calendar day of the month, 
based as closely as practicable, on the date of 
clearance from Customs. 

The closing of the statistical month for exports is 
also defined according to the last calendar day of 
the month. Those export documents which are 
received too late for incorporation in the current 
month are assigned to the month the transaction 
took place. If a monthly summary report from a 
high volume exporter is not received on time, the 
data are imputed for the current month, and 
revised with the trade value in the following 
statistical month.

6. Période statistique: La période de reference eat le mois 
et l'année civils. Pour lea importations, Ia fin du mois 
statistique correspond au dernier jour du mois civil pour 
lequel il est possible d'obtenir des donnees sur le de-
douanement. 

Pour les exportations, la fin du mois statistique 
correspond aussi au dernier jour du mois civil. Lea 
documents d'exportation qui parviennent trop tard pour 
que l'on puisse les intégrer au mois en cours sont affect,és 
au mois oi Ia transaction a eu lieu. Si le rapport 
sommaire mensuel d'un gros exportateur ne parvient pas 
a temps, ces donnees sont imputees au mois en cows, puis 
rajustées au cows du mois statistique suivant en fonction 
des valeursobservées. 



Trade data for electricity, exports of both crude 
petroleum and natural gas, and imports of crude 
petroleum from the United States are collected too 
late for inclusion in current month statistics; 
therefore trade values for the current month are 
imputed on the basis of previous month's data and 
revised with the true value in the following 
statistical month. 

Country Classification: The country classifica-
tion employed by the International Trade Division 
of Statistics Canada is designed for purposes of 
economic geography and does not necessarily 
reflect the views or intentions of the Government of 
Canada on international issues of recognition, 
sovereignty or jurisdiction. The country classi-
fications used and their associated codes resemble 
those developed by the International Organization 
for Standardization (ISO) and adopted by most of 
the trading countries, for Customs purposes. 

A classification of countries with a statement of 
territorial limits used for statistical purposes is 
shown in the January and December issues of the 
publications "Exports by Commodity" (catalogue 
65.004) and "Imports by Commodity" (catalogue 
65-007), and in the annual publications "Exports, 
Merchandise Trade" (catalogue 65-202) and 
"Imports, Merchandise Trade" (catalogue 65-203). 

8. Trading Partner Attribution (country of 
origin/destination): Exports are attributed to the 
country which is the last known destination of the 
goods at the time of export. 

Imports are attributed to their country of origin, 
that is, the country in which the goods were grown, 
extracted or manufactured, in accordance with the 
rules of origin specified by Revenue Canada, 
Customs and Excise. Prior to 1988, most imports 
were attributed to the country of export/ 
consignment with the exception of imports from 
Central and South America. 

Import statistics according to U.S. state are not 
applicable to "Country of Origin" but are based 
solely on where the commodity clears U.S. 
Customs. This may not necessarily be the "State" 
where the commodity was grown, extracted or 
manufactured. Export statistics by U.S. state are 
based on the last known destination of the 
commodities at the time of export. The term N/A 
"not applicable" refers to commodities originating 
in the United States but shipped to Canada from a 
country other than the United States. 

9. Principal Trading Areas: The "principal trading 
areas" are country groupings defined as follows:

12. Cadre juridique: Lea statistiques canadiennes sur le 
commerce de marchandises sont tirées d'élements qui 
figurent dans lea dossiers administratifs de Revenu 
Canada, Douanes et Accise, et qui ont Lite obtenus en 
vertu do Ia Loi sur los douanes.

States, Japan and Canada are also members of 
O.E.C.D. - the Organization for Economic Coop-
eration and Development.) 

Other countries: This group includes all 
countries and territories other than the United 
States, Japan, E.E.C.'86 and Other O,E.C.D.'86. 

10. Province of Origin/Clearance: Prior to April 
1984, export statistics were presented by province 
of lading, indicating the province in which the 
goods were last laden aboard a carrier for export. 
Since April 1984, for most commodities, trade data 
are presented by province of origin which 
represents the province in which the goods were 
grown, extracted or manufactured. 

Import statistics by province of clearance indicate 
the province in which the goods were cleared by 
Customs either for immediate consumption or for 
entry into a bonded Customs warehouse. This may 
not always coincide with the province in which the 
goods are consumed. 

11. Mode of Transport: This information, not always 
provided on the export documents, is sometimes 
imputed/estimated on the basis of other informa-
tion such as the name of the exporting carrier. For 
exports, mode of transport information represents 
the mode of transport by which the international 
boundary is crossed. This may be different from the 
mode of transport within Canada. 

For imports the mode of transport information 
represents the last mode of transport by which the 
cargo was transported to the port of clearance in 
Canada and is derived from the cargo control 
documents of customs. This may not be the mode of 
transport by which the cargo arrived at the 
Canadian port of entry in the case of inland 
clearance, and thus, this may lead to some 
underestimation of Canadian imports by the 
marine and air transport modes. 

12. Legal Framework: International merchandise 
trade statistics are derived from information 
contained on administrative records collected by 
Revenue Canada, Customs & Excise, under the 
Customs Act. Copies of these documents (or in-
formation therefrom) are sent to Statistics Canada 
in accordance with Section 25 of the Statistics Act. 
It follows that the disclosure of trade statistics is 
governed by both the Customs Act and the 
Statistics Act and is subject to the provisions of 
Section 17.(2)(a) of the latter.

1. Seasonal Adjustments: Both export and import 
statistics show large monthly fluctuations. In order 
to isolate turning points or trends in the basic data, 
it is necessary to eliminate this effect of seasonal 
movement.

A key to these 
abbreviations appears in the publications "Exports 
by Commodity" (catalogue 65004), "Imports by 
Commodity" (catalogue 65007), "Exports by 
Country" (catalogue 65-003), "Imports by Country" 
(catalogue 65-006), "Exports, Merchandise Trade" 
(catalogue 65-202) and "Imports, Merchandise 
Trade" (catalogue 65-203). 

In order to ascertain the exact content of a 
particular HS number, reference must be made to 
either the "Customs Tariff" (catalogue RV55-
211988E available from the Canadian Government

Canada). 

Quantities: Units of measure are available from 
the "Canadian Export Classification" (catalogue 
12-578E), the "Customs Tariff" (catalogue R.V55-
2/1988E) and from the publications "Exports by 
Commodity" (catalogue 65-004), 'Imports by 
Commodity" (catalogue 65-007), "Exports, Mer-
chandise Trade" (catalogue 65-202) and "Imports, 
Merchandise Trade" (catalogue 65.203). A de-
finition of each unit of measure is provided at the 
beginning of these publications and "numbers" 
refer to complete (or substantially complete) units 
exported or imported, excluding parts. Measures of 
weight and volume generally exclude any 
packaging required for shipment. Units of 
measures used are those of the International 
Standardization Organization (ISO). 

4, Values: Trade statistics are generally presented in 
thousands of dollars. However, all totals and their 
components (e.g. countries) are calculated from full 
dollar figures and "truncated" independently in 
order to obtain the highest degree of accuracy for 
each cell. Consequently, the "truncated" totals 
may not equal the sum of their components. 

Aggregation of Small Value Countries: The 
concept of aggregating small value countries at the 
commodity/country level has been adopted for the 
monthly publications "Exports by Commodity" 
(catalogue 65-004 . Table 3) and 'Imports by 
Commodity" (catalogue 65-007 Table 3). All 
countries averaging less than $25,000 (Exports) 
and $25,000 (Imports) per month on a cumulative 
year-to-date basis are grouped together and shown 
as "Other Countries" at the end of the list of 
countries for each commodity. Therefore, the 
omission of a country name does not necessarily 
mean there is no trade for that country. Complete 
commodity/country data regardless of size is 
available on microfiche from the International 
Trade Division.
