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LABOUR FORCE ANNUAL AVERAGES 1991 

The purpose of this annual publication is to 
provide users of Labour Force Survey data with a 
Convenient source for annual averages estimates. 
The first section presents an overview of the 
employment changes in the Service sector during 
the period 1976 to 1991. It Contains a brief 
description of major developments as well as eight 
tables giving sixteen years of annual averages. 

Part B, contains annual averages for all 37 tables 
presented in The Labour Force, a monthly 
publication (Catalogue 71-0()l), for the year 1991. 
It also presents annual average estimates of some 
provincial breakdowns not published monthly 
(Tables 8A, 9A, IOA, 14A, 15A, 22A) as well as 
more detailed sub-provincial estimates (Tahlc 36 to 
41). Because of the difference in the attachment 
to the labour force of students during the school 
year and the summer months, Tables 6 and 6A 
present, respectively, average estimates of the 
activity of full-time students for the eight-month 
period September to April, and the four-month 
period May to August. Finally, this section 
presents new statistics in Table 24A consisting of 
the average number of days lost per worker per 
year. 

The last section, Part C, provides some 
methodological notes and definitions of concepts 
used by the Labour Force Survey.

La partie B, reproduit les 37 tableaux de Ia publication 
mensuelle La population active (n° 71-001 au 
catalogue) mais souS forme de moyennes annuelles dc 
1991. Elle offre aussi les estimations des moyenncs 
annuelles ventiles par province (tableaux 8A, 9A, 
bA, 14A, 15A ct 22A) ainsi quc des ventilations infra-
provinciales (tableaux 36 a 41) qui ne soft pas 
contenucs dans Ia publication mensuelle. Puisquc Ia 
participation au marché du travail des ëtudiants vane 
au cours de l'anne scolaire et au cours de l'té, Ics 
tableaux 6 et 6A présentent rcspectivement des 
moyennes de 8 et 4 mois soit de septcmhre a avril Ct 
de mai a aot sur l'activité des 6tudiants a plein temps. 
Enfin, cettc section offrc unc nouvcllc statistiquc dans 
Ic tableau 24A sur Ic nombre moycn de journcs de 
travail perducs par anne par travailleur. 

La dernièrc section, partie C, donne aux lecteurs les 
definitions de concepts utilisCs par I'EPA ainsi quc des 
renscignemen ts met hodologiqucs.

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The Service Sector from 1976 to 1991 

Since the beginning of the century, the number of 
people working has grown more rapidly in the 
service sector than in the goods producing sector. 
While about one person out of three was employed 
in the service producing sector in 1911, more than 
two out of three were in that sector in 1991 (see 
chart). The Labour Force Survey allows 
examination of the most recent phase of the 
expansion of the service sector. Over the years 
1976 to 1991, employment in the service sector 
increased by 2.8 million to 8.9 million while 
employment in the goods producing sector 
remained at 3.4 million. The increase in the 
number of people working in services was 
accompanied by a change in the composition of the 
workforcc due mainly to an increased participation 
of women aged 25 and older combined with an 
increased proportion of youth working part time. 
Overall employment growth during this period 
(30%) surpassed the 24% growth in the working 
age population (ie. those aged 15 and older). The 
growth of self employed and multiple job holders 
outpaced total employment growth.

L'augmentation du nomhrc de personnes occupes 
s'accompagnc d'unc modification de Ia composition de 
la population active due principalcment a unc plus 
grande activitd chex les femmes dc 25 ans et plus et 
d'une hausse du taux d'emploi a temps particl chex Ics 
jeuncs. La croissancc dc l'cmploi au Canada (+30%) 
dépasse Ia croissance de Ia population (+24%) age de 
15 ans et plus. Le nomhrc de travailleurs 
independants et de personnes cumulant plus d'un 
emploi augmentent plus fortcmcnt que l'cmploi en 
général.

At the end of the period, all thirteen of the 
detailed industry groups within the service sector 
incrcascd their employment. Five of these detailed 
groups, shown in the figure below, had increases of 
more than 200,000 people representing 69% of the 
employment growth in the service sector.

Below, we present some highlights which describe 
and contrast the labour market composition for 
these five industries. 

The tables following this text present the national 
and provincial distributions of employment in the 
service sector classified by age, sex, type of employ-
ment and category of worker. The national dis-
tribution also shows the number of persons with 
two or more jobs and the multiple job holder rate 
in each industry.

Highlights 

Health and Social Services 

This industry comprises activities such as health 
services for patients in and out of institutions, 
child day-care, doctors' offices, medical laboratory 
services and all social welfare services. Employ-
ment grew 693,000 in 1976 to 1,205,(XX) in 1991, an 
increase of 512,000 (+74 1/1e). This industry repre-
sented 7% of the total employed in 1976 and 10% 
in 1991. Women 25 years and older comprised 
more than 70% of workers in this industry in 1991. 
The percentage of full-time workers was greater 
than in Retail Trade or Food and Accommodation 
hut less than in Service to Business Management 
or Finance, Insurance and Real Estate. More 
highlights of the employment growth in this indus-
try over the period follow:

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- In Health and Social Services, the percentage of 
people working less than 30 hours per week 
(part-time workers) increased from 15% in 
1976 to 24% in 1991. In the overall economy, 
this proportion increased from 11% to 16%. 

- A very high percentage of adult women work in 
this industry and their proportion increased 
over the period from 56% to 71% as the result 
of an increase of 310,000 in full time employ-
ment and of 155,000 in part-time employment. 

This industry has a high percentage of paid 
workers (over 9 persons out of 10 work for an 
employer). The increase in paid workers over 
the period was concentrated in the private 
sector; private paid workers increased by 
393,000 while workers paid directly by a govern-
ment agency grew by 68,000. During this period, 
the self-employed rose by 52,000. 

- In 1991, the percentage of workers in Health 
and Welfare varied from 9% to 11% across 
provinces. 

Services To Busincss Management 

This industry comprises such activities as manage-
ment consulting, employment agencies and person-
nel suppliers, offices of architects, engineers and 
lawyers, accounting, advertising, computer services, 
security and investigation services and collection 
agencies. Employment grew from 297,000 in 1976 
to 711,000 in 1991, an increase of 415,000 
(+140%). Its share of total employment went 
from 3% in 1976 to 6% in 1991. Men aged 25 
years and older held more than half of the jobs in 
this industry and the share of the full time posi-
tions was very high. Highlights of the employment 
growth of this industry group over the period 
follow: 

The proportion of people who worked 30 hours 
or more per week (full-time) remained higher 
than that for the workforce in general. It 
declined from 91% in 1976 to 88% in 1991 
compared to the overall change from 89% to 
84%. 

- The increase in employment was most rapid for 
adult women. Their proportion rose from 25% 
to 37%. At both points in time, over 80% of 
the adult females in Services to Business Man-
agement worked full-time.

Ics hureaux d'archi-
tectes, d'avocats et d'ingdnieurs, les services dc comp-
tabilitC, de puhlicité, d'informatique, de sdcuritd et 
d'cnquétes et les agences de recouvrement, etc. Passant 
de 297,000 en 1976 a 711,000 en 1991, cettc branche 
d'activité montrc un croissance de 415,000, soil 140%. 
Le pourcentage de ccs travailleurs dans l'économie 
passe de 3% en 1976 a 6% en 1991. En 1991, les 
hommes dc 25 ans Ct plus composent plus de Ia moitid 
des personncs oceupCcs dans ccttc branche et la 
proportion des travailleurs a temps plein y est des plus 
Clcvéc.

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In 1991, Ontario and British Columbia were the 
two provinces having the highest percentage of 
their employment in Services to Business 
Management. 

- Ontario's share of employment in Services to 
Business Management was 44% in 1991, which 
is larger than the province's 39% share of total 
employment in Canada.

Food and Accommodation 

This industry comprises employment in restaurants 
and other establishments serving meals, hotels, 
motels, bars, taverns and night clubs, summer 
camps, camping grounds, outfitters, etc. 
Employment grew from 409,000 in 1976 to 766,000 
in 1991, an increase of 357,(XX) (+ 87%). Its share 
of total employment changed from 4% in 1976 to 
6% in 1991. Youth represented more than 43% of 
this industry in 1991. This is the only industry that 
had an increase in the proportion of youth 
employment. Part-time employment was more 
prevalent in Food and Accommodation than in any 
other large industry group. Further highlights of 
the employment growth in this industry over the 
period follow:

Retail Trade 

This industry includes retailing in food, beverage 
and drugs, clothing, shoe, furniture and other 
stores, automobile dealerships, service stations and 
other motor vehicule services and non-store retail 
industries such as door to door retailing, etc. 
Employment grew from 1,203,000 in 1976 to 
1,607,000 in 1991, an increase of 404,000 (+34%). 
This industry represented 13% of total 
employment in both 1976 and 1991. In 1991, 
youths, adult men and women shared the number 
of jobs in Retail Trade almost equally. However, 
the majority of youths (55%) and one in every 
three women worked part time while only 5% 
percent of adult men did so. Further highlights of 
the employment growth in this industry over the 
period follow:

This industry includes activities such as chartered 
banks, trust and credit card companies, credit 
unions, stock and commodity brokers, insurance 
and real estate agencies, etc. Employment grew 
from 496,000 in 1976 to 760,0(X) in 1991, an 
increase of 264,000 (+53%). Highlights for this 
industry follow:

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In 1976, men aged 25 and over represented 
of the total employment in Finance, Insurance 
and Real Estate, followed by adult women at 
34% and youth at 30%. In 1991, the share of 
employment held by adult women in this sector 
had grown to 51%, with the share held by men 
holding at 36% and that for youth dropping to 
13%. 

Part-time employment in Finance, Insurance 
and Real Estate totalled almost 100,0(X) with 
adult women holding two-thirds of these jobs 
(63% unchanged from 1976). 

Slightly less than 4% of persons whose main job 
is in Finance, Insurance and Real Estate also 
worked at another job in 1991, up from 2% in 
1976. On average in the service industry, the 
multiple job holder rate was 5.1 in 1991, 
conipared to 2.2 in 1976.

Conclusion 

The highlights reveal some of the characteristics of 
the employment in the service sector from 1976 to 
1991. The most noted were the increased presence 
of adult women, the changing type of employment 
of youth, the growth of multiple job holders and of 
self employment in the industries that contributed 
the most to the overall increase in employment in 
the service producing sector. The following tables 
allow the user to analyse these trends in greater 
depth than has been attempted in this brief text 
and to explore other aspects of employment 
changes in the period 1976 to 1991.

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Note on the historical consistency of the data 

This article has dealt mainly with the employment 
situation in service-producing industries from 1976 
to 1991. The Iirst chart, however, covering the 
period 1911 to 1991 uses the most consistent series 
available from the Census and the Labour Force 
Survey to construct the goods-producing and 
service- prod uci ng industries. Two separate 
industry classifications were used for the detailed 
industry breakdown over the period 1976 to 1991. 
Periodically, classifications arc brought up to date 
to reflect industrial and technological development. 
The 1980 Standard Industrial Classification was 
adopted by the Labour Force Survey in January 
1984, and has served to code industry data ever 
since. Data prior to 1984 were coded according to 
the 1970 Standard Industry Classification. A 
reconciliation exercise based on a sub-sample of 
the December 1983 Labour Force Survey revealed 
that, in percentage terms, the conversion had the 
greatest net impact on the following four 
industries: construction (a net increase of 2.4%); 
services to business management (a net decrease of 
3.5%); miscelllaneous services (a net increase of 
5.0%); and amusement and recreation services (a 
net decrease of 8.5%). The statistical impact of 
these modifications to the industry classification, 
does not prevent or seriously impact on the 
examination of the general trends in the service 
sector in this article. Users who wish to explore 
more details of the impact of industrial 
classification changes should consult the 1980 SIC 
manual, Statistics Canada publication catalogue 
number 12-501E.

The Labour Force Swvcy 

The statistics contained in this report are based on information ob-
tained through a sample survey of households. Interviews are earned out 
in about 62,000 representative households across the country (excluding 
the Yukon and Northwest Territories), involving some 115.000 
respondents. 

The Labour Force Survey, started in November 1945, was taken at 
quarterly intervals until November 1952. It has been earned out 
monthly since then. Beginning in January 1976, following more than 3 
years of development, substantial revisions to the Labour Force Survey 
were introduced. Details of these changes are available on request from 
the Labour Force Survey Suh-l)ivision, Statistics Canada, Ottawa, 
K1A 0T6. 

The sample used in the Labour Force Survey has been designed to 
represent all persons in the population 15 years of age and over residing 
in the provinces of Canada, with the exception of the following: persons 
living on Indian reserves, full-time members of the armed forces and 
people living in institutions (for example, inmates of penal institutions 
and patients in hospitals or nursing homes who have resided in the 
institution for more than 6 months). 

Monthly estimates of employment, unemployment and persons not in 
the labour force refer to the specific week covered by the survey each 
month, normally the week containing the 15th day. 

Preparation of a new methodology report to replace Publication 
71-526 McI hodologv of the Canadian Labour Force Survey is scheduled 
for completion in 1991. tlntil that time, a technical report which briefly 
highlights the major changes in the survey design is available on request. 
For further information on the redesigned sample, contact Social Survey 
Methods Division, Statistics Canada, Ottawa. KIA 0T6. 

Collecting the Data 

Data collection is carried out during the week following the reference 
week. Statistics Canada interviewers contact each of the households in 
the sample through personal and/or telephone interviews to obtain the 
information needed to produce the labour force data. As mentioned 
earlier, there are approximately 62,000 households interviewed each 
month. Once a household is selected, it remains in the sample for a 
period of six months. The questionnaire used in the survey is 
reproduced at the back of this publication. Each interviewer contacts 
approximately 65 designated dwellings (the individual assignment size 
varies by type of area) and conducts a personal interview in all dwellings 
where interviews are being conducted for the first time. In most areas, 
provided the respondent agrees, subsequent interviews may be conducted 
by telephone, an interview technique which has been shown to have no 
discernable impact on the data and which offers significant savings in 
time and cost. 

Availability of Data 

This publication contains only a limited selection of data produced 
from the Labour Force Survey. Additional data may be obtained by 
special request or by the purchase of micro data tapes. Tables may also 
be made available on personal computer diskettes from the Labour 
Force Survey Suh.1)ivision. A detailed version for some tables in this 
publication is available on microfiche in each of Statistics Canada's 
reference centres listed on the inside cover of this report. Some of the 
series in this publication are available on CANSIM.

The unemployment 
rate for a particular group (age, sex, marital status, etc.) is the number 
unemployed in that group expressed as a percentage of the labour force 
for that group. 

Participation Rate 

The participation rate represents the labour force expressed as a 
percentage of the population 15 years of age and over. The participa-
tion rate for a particular group (age, sex, marital status, etc.) is the 
labour force in that group expressed as a percentage of the population 
for that group. 

Employment/Population Ratio 

The employment/population ratio represents the number of persons 
employed expressed as a percentage of the population 15 years of age 
and over. The employment/population ratio for a particular group (age, 
sex, marital status, etc.) is the number employed in that group expressed 
as a percentage of the population for that group. 

Industry and Occupation 

The Labour Force Survey provides information about the occupation 
and industry attachment of persons employed, and unemployed and not 
in the labour force who have held a job in the past live years. Since 
1984, these statistics have been based on the 1980 Standard Occupa-
tional Classification and the 1980 Standard Industrial Classification. 
Prior to 1984, the 1971 Occupation Classification Manual and the 1970 
Standard Industrial Clasailication were used. 

Family Status 

A family is defined as "a group of two or more persons who are living 
together in the same dwelling and who are related by blood, marriage or 
adoption". A person living alone or who is related to no one else in the 
dwelling where he/she lives is classified as an "unattached individual". 
The head of a family is determined by the respondent's perception of 
headship and as such is solely a statistical device which has no economic 
connotation. (A more detailed description of the derivation of family 
data is available on request.) 

Rounding 

Estimates published by the Labour Force Survey are rounded to the 
nearest thousand but all derived values (totals, averages, rates, ratios ... ) 
are calculated from unrounded figures. Therefore, the sum of individual 
rounded items may not equal the total. Estimates rounded to hundreds 
are available on request.

Reliability of Data 

Sampling Error 

The estimates in this report are based on a sample of households. 
Somewhat different figures might have been obtained if a complete 
ccFius had been taken using the same questionnaires, interviewers, 
supervisors, processing methods, etc. as those actually used in the 
I ibur Force Survey. This difference is catted the sampling error of the 
estimates. 

The sampling error (expressed as a percent of the estimate it refers 
to) is not the same for all estimates; of two estimates, the larger one will 
likely have a smaller percent sampling error and of two estimates of the 
same size the one referring to a characteristic more evenly distributed 
throughout the population will tend to have a smaller percent sampling 
variability. Also, estimates relating to age and sex are usually more 
reliable than other estimates of comparable size. 

Noo-samplin Error 

Errors which are not related to sampling may occur at almost every 
phase of a survey operation. Interviewers may misunderstand instruc-
tions, respondents may make errors in answering questions, the answers 
may be incorrectly entered on the questionnaires and errors may be in-
troduced in the processing and tabulation of the data. All of these 
errors are called non-sampling errors. Some of the non-sampling errors 
will usually balance out over a large number of observations but 
systematically occuring errors will contribute to biases. Non-sampling 
errors can be reduced by careful design of questionnaires. intensive 
training and supervision of interviewers and a thorough control of the 
processing operation. In general, the more personal and more subjec-
tive inquiries are subject to larger errors. Also, data referring to persons 
with less stable labour force status will have relatively larger non-
sampling errors.

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(a) Quality Contm 

Every effort is made to reduce the occurance of non-sampling errors 
in the survey. In addition to the design, training and supervision noted 
above, the survey uses recognized quality control procedures at every 
step of the data collection and processing phases to monitor the quality 
of the data. These controls include an Interviewer Observation program 
and a Reinterview program dealing with such aspects as interviewer 
performance and respondent induced errors, a Data Capture Quality 
program which maintains capture errors below a predetermined 
acceptable ceiling, coding and editing quality checks, and a regular on-
going review of all survey processing functions. 

(b) Survey Rospotc 

One major source of non-sampling error is the effect of non-response 
on survey results. Non-response is made up of two components: item 
non-response, and total non-response. Several methods are used to 
compensate for item non-response, such as deriving a suitable response 
based on other information collected in the survey, using data obtained 
from the respondent during a previous interview, or choosing a response 
from a respondent with similar demographic and socio-economic 
characteristics. Total non-response is handled by either using 
information from a previous interview or by weighting the results to 
compensate for the missing data. 

The non-response rate for the Labour Force Survey is among the 
lowest in the world for a survey of this type. In 1990, the rate averaged 
less than 6%. 

Weighting 

The monthly estimates from which the annual averages are derived, 
are weighted to independently derived population estimates produced 
each month by province, age, and sex. These estimates are shown in a 
number of tables in this report and are subject to revision after each 
Census. The weighting process lakes into account non-response, growth 
in sample size and changes in the distribution of dwellings within 
provinces. For further information about the weighting process, contact 
Labour Force Survey Sub-Division, Statistics Canada. KIA O16. 

tiidicators of Standard Deviation 

The sampling error, as described above, is not known. However, a 
measure called the standard deviation, can be estimated from the sam-
ple data. The standard deviation of an estimate is a statistical measure 
of the variability in the estimate of a characteristic which could be 
expected if repeated samples of the same type were used to derive these 
estimates; hence, it is a measure of sampling error. It also partially 
reflects the effect of non-sampling error, but does not reflect any 
systematic biases in the data. The chances are about 68 out of 100 that 
the difference between a sample estimate and the corresponding census 
figure would be less than one standard deviation. The chances are about 
95 out of 100 that the difference would be less than twice the standard 
deviation and about 99 out of 100 that it would be less than two and one 
half times as large. 

Alphabetic symbols of standard deviation are used in this publication 
to give an indication of the reliability of the estimates and are based on 
a 12-month average of the percent standard deviations in the previous 
calendar year. 

The letter "A" indicates that the estimate is very reliable; the letter "B" 
indicates that the data is reliable but to a somewhat lesser degree than 
the "A" category; and so on. Generally, published estimates are in the 
categories "A" to "F"' and should be considered reliable enough for most 
purposes. Some data with a higher variability (in the "0" and "H" 
categories) are reliable enough for some purposes, however they should 
be used with great caution. Therefore, in any subsequent use, specific 
reference should be made to the high sampling variability of data in the 
"0" and "H" categories.

For example, an estimate of 3,000.0(X) persons in the labour 
force between the ages 0115 to 24 would have an alphabetic indicator 
of"B". Hence, the standard deviation for this estimate lies in the range 
from 18,000 to 30,tK)0. There is a 68% chance that the true value of the 
estimate will be in the range from 2,970,000 to 3,030,000 and a 95% 
chance that it will (all between 2,940,000 and 3,060,000 persons.
