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LABOUR FORCE ANNUAL AVERAGES 1993 

This publication provides annual average estimates 
based on the Labour Force Survey. It contains in 
Part A an article featuring trends of occupations 
since 1976, the first year of revised Labour Force 
Survey. Accompanying the text are charts, six tables 
of time series and a table of alphabetic indicators of 
the percent standard deviation for the 1993 period. 
Detailed occupational data have been coded only 
since 1982 (see table 6, part A). 

Part B provides annual averages for all 37 tables 
contained in the monthly The Labour Force 
(catalogue 71-001) for 1993. In addition, this section 
contains provincial distributions of a number of 
estimates published on a monthly basis only for 
Canada. These include provincial estimates of 
employment for detailed industries, as well as 
estimates of unemployment, hours worked, and 
average days lost for major industry and occupational 
groups. Also included are provincial estimates of 
labour force characteristics by family composition. 
Finally, the section contains more detail than is 
provided monthly for sub-provincial areas. 

Readers familiar with Labour Force Survey 
publications will notice that some data are expressed 
in hundreds and estimates less than 4,000 are 
released. This change is in response to a continuing 
demand from users for more detail in annual average 
estimates. The main benefit of increased precision is 
a decrease in rounding error, which occurs when 
calculations are made on rounded estimates. Since 
the relative importance of the error increases as the 
size of the estimate decreases, increased precision 
will be most advantageous for users of provincial 
estimates and estimates of detailed characteristics. 

MOYENNES ANNUELLES DE LA 
POPULATION ACTIVE 1993 

Cette publication présente des estimations des 
moyennes annuelles tirées de l'enquête sur Ia 
population active. La section A comprend un article 
traitant des tendances scIon lea professions depuis 
1976, premiere annde de l'enquete révisée. Le texte 
de l'article s'accompagne de graphiques, de six 
tableaux d'estimations de moyennes annuelles 
chronologiques et d'un tableau montrant Ia 
designation littérale de l'ecart-type exprime en 
pourcentage. Lea données dCtailltes selon Ia 
profession n'ont été codées que depuis 1982 (voir Ic 
tableau 6 de la section A). 

La section B reproduit les moyennes annuelles pour 
lea 37 tableaux contenus dans Ia publication 
mensuelle La population active (numdro de catalogue 
71-001) pour 1993. Cette section renferme en plus 
Ia repartition par province d'un certain nombre 
d'estimations publiées mensuellement seulement pour 
le Canada, entre autres les estimations par province 
de l'emploi pour des activitds économiques ddtaillCes, 
de même que des estimations sur Ic chômage, les 
heures travaillées et Ia moyenne des jours perdus 
pour lea grands groupes d'activitC Cconomique et de 
profession. On y trouve aussi des estimations 
provinciales des caractCristiques de Ia population 
active scion Ia composition familiale. Enfin, cette 
section contient plus de details qu'on en fournit tous 
lea mois pour lea regions infraprovinciales. 

Las lecteurs qui connaissent bien les publications 
relatives a I'Enquête sur Ia population active 
remarqueront que certaines données sont exprimCes 
en centaines et qu'on diffuse les estimations de moms 
de 4 000. Ce changement a etC apportd a Ia suite 
d'une demande persistante des usagers pour plus de 
dCtails dans les estimations des moyennes annuelles. 
La principal avantage de l'augmentation de Ia 
precision eat une diminution des erreurs d'arron-
dissement qui se produisent lorsque les calculs soft 
faits d'après des estimations arrondies. Comme 
l'importance relative de l'erreur augmente it mesure 
que diminue la taille d'une estimation, cette precision 
accrue sera très utile pour les utilisatcurs des 
estimations provinciales et des estimations des 
caractCristiques détaillées.

The reason for releasing estimates of less than 4,000 
is based on the fact that averages of twelve monthly 
observations are subject to less sampling error than 
single monthly observations. A variable release 
criterion based on the sampling rate at the provincial 
level has been applied. These release criteria are as 
follows:

TRENDS IN EMPLOYMENT BY OCCUPATION 

Between 1976 and 1993, employment in white collar 
occupations increased by 3 million, from 5.9 million 
to 8.9 million workers. In contrast, employment in 
blue collar occupations was little changed at 3.5 
million. During that period, total employment 
increased by 31 %, led by a strong growth among 
adult women (adult women accounted for 78% of the 
increase) while youth employment declined and 
employment among adult men increased by 23%. 
Nearly all the increase was in the service producing 
industries and part-time employment doubled during 
this period. 

Section A 

TENDANCE DE L'EMPLOI SELON LA 
PROFESSION 

Entre 1976 et 1993, l'emploi chez lea cols blancs 
augmentait de 3 millions, passant de 5,9 millions a 
8,9 millions de travailleurs. Par contre, l'emploi 
chez lea cols bleus restait presque inchangé a 3,5 
millions. Pendant cette periode, le nombre total de 
persozmes ayant un emploi s'est accru de 31 %, 
entralné par tine forte croissance parmi les femmes 
adultes (lea femmes adultes comptent pour 78 % de 
cette croissance), pendant que l'emploi chez les 
jeunes déclinait et que l'emploi chez les hommes 
adultes augmentait de 23 %. Presque toute Ia 
croissance était concentrée dans lea industries des 
services alors que l'emploi a temps partiel doublait 
durant cette période.

Among white collar workers, the managerial and 
administrative occupation group increased by 163% 
(4-  1,037,900) from 1976 to 1993 (see "Note on the 
consistency of the time series" at the end of this 
article). This increase accounted for 35.7% of the 
total increase in employment. 

Direction et administration, et professions libérales 

Parmi les professions cols blancs, les postes de 
direction et d'administration affichent une croissance 
de 163 % de 1976 a 1993 (+1037 900) (Voir ala 
fin de Ia partie A "Note sur l'uniformité des données 
chronologiques"). Cette augmentation compte pour 
35,7 % de 1' accroissement total de l'emploi. 

The second fastest growing occupational group is the 
professional category which increased by 63% 
(+909,300) from 1976 to 1993. It contributed 
31.3 % of the total increase in employment. Among 
this occupational category, all but one group 
(occupations related to religious organizations) 
showed strong growth. The data on detailed 
occupations available since 1982 show that the fastest 
growing occupation among professionals from 1982 
to 1993 was the mathematician, statistician and 
systems analyst group. 

Le deuxième grand groupe des professions affichant 
Ia plus forte croissance est celui des professions 
libérales. Ce groupe compte une main d'oeuvre de 
63 % (+909 300) plus élevde en 1993 qu'en 1976. 
Les professions libérales ont contnbué pour 31,3 % 
de la croissance de l'emploi. Sauf pour Ic clergE, Ia 
croissance a été forte pour toutes les composantes des 
professions liberates. Si on examine les groupes 
professionnels plus détaillés dont les données sont 
dispombles depuis 1982, c'est dans Ic sous-groupe 
des mathématiciens, statisticiens et analystes de 
système que l'on retrouve Ia plus forte croissance de 
l'emploi parmi les professions libérales pendant Ia 
période de 1982 a 1993. 
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Other white collar 

The third fastest growing occupational group is the 
service occupations which increased by 48% 
(4-557,000) from 1976 to 1993. It accounted for 
19.2% of the total increase in employment. Since 
1982, the detailed occupation group related to food, 
beverage and accommodation increased by 125,000, 
accounting for 52.2% of the total service occupations 
growth. 

Other white collar occupations (clerical and sales) 
showed more moderate increases, contributing 9.5% 
and 6.4% respectively to total employment growth 
between 1976 and 1993. 

The following section describes briefly how the main 
demographic groups were affected by occupational 
changes. 

Autres cols blancs 

Le troisième grand groupe des professions affichant 
Ia plus forte croissance est le groupe des services qui 
a augmenté de 48 % (+557 000) de 1976 a 1993. 
Ce groupe a contribué pour 19,2 % de Ia croissance 
totale de l'emploi. Depuis 1982, le sous-groupe plus 
détaillé des services de preparation d'aliments et de 
boissons et service de logement a contribué, avec une 
augmentation de 125 000, pour 52,2 % de la 
croissance de l'emploi du groupe des services. 

Les autres grands groupes classás comme cols blancs, 
le travail de bureau et les ventes, ont eu une 
croissance plus modeste de l'emploi contribuant 
respectivement pour 9,5 % et 6,4 % de Ia croissance 
totale de l'emploi entre 1976 et 1993. 

La partie suivante décrit hnèvement comment les 
principaux groupes demographiques ont été affectés 
par les changements dans Ia distribution des groupes 
de professions.

In 1993, there were twice as many adult women in 
white collar occupations as in 1976. They 
represented in 1993 nearly half (47.5%) of all white 
collar workers, up from 34.6% in 1976. In 1993, 
13 % of blue collar workers were adult women, up 
from 10% in 1976. 

The two largest components of increase in the white 
collar occupations among adult women were in the 
other professional occupations (+ 661,800) and in the 
managerial and administrative category (+546,900). 
In 1993, adult women accounted for 50.6% of all 
employment in other professional occupations, 
compared to 36.5% in 1976. Adult women in 
managerial and administrative occupation represented 
39.3% of all persons in 1993, up from 17.6% in 
1976. A large component of adult women continue 
to work in clerical occupations (1,275,600) 
representing 27.2% of all adult working women in 
1993, down from 32.1% in 1976. 

Between 1976 and 1993, adult women working full-
time increased by 1,712,800, those working part-time 
grew by 548,000. This resulted in an increased of 
the percentage of women working part-time to 21.9% 
in 1993, up from 19.8% in 1976. The increase in 
part-time employment among adult women was 
concentrated among three occupational categories: 
other professional, clerical and service occupations. 
The estimate of adult women working part-time in the 
other professional group was up 164,200, increasing 
the percentage of adult women working part-time in 
this group from 19.2% in 1976 to 22.3% in 1993. 
Part-time employment in clerical occupations was up 
139,100, and the percentage was up from 18.0% to 
21.9%. In service occupations, the increase in part-
time was 124,400 which brought the percentage up 
from 26.7% in 1976 to 32.7% in 1993. 

Youths 

In 1993, one out four employed persons aged 15 to 
24 worked in service occupations, mainly in food and 
beverage preparation and related lodging and 
accommodation occupations. Another quarter of 
employed youths worked in blue collar occupations. 
Most of the remaining employed youths were in 
clerical, sales or other professional occupations. 

.Les femmes adultes 

En 1993, il y avait deux fois plus de femmes adultes 
dans les professions de cols hlancs compares a 1976. 
Celles-ci représentaient près de Ia moitié des emplois 
cols blancs (47,5 %) contre 34,6 % en 1976. En 
1993, 13 % des emplois cols bleus étaient occupCs 
par des femmes adultes, compare a io % en 1976. 

Les deux plus grandes composantes de l'accroisse-
ment dans les professions cols blancs, parmi les 
femmes adultes, étaient Ia catdgorie des professions 
libérales (+661 800) et Ia direction et administration 
(+546 900). En 1993, celles-ci occupaient 50,6 % 
de toes les emplois dans les professions libérales 
compare a 36,5 % en 1976. Les feinmes adultes re-
présentaient 39,3 % de tous les emplois dans Ia caté-
gone de direction et administration, une hausse corn-
pare au 17,6 % de 1976. II y a toujours un grand 
nombre de femmes adultes dans Ia profession de tra-
vail de bureau (1 275 600) soit 27,2 % des femmes 
adultes occupées en 1993 contre 32,1 % en 1976. 

Alors que Ic nombre de femmes adultes travaillant a 
temps plein croissait de 1 712 800 entre 1976 et 
1993, celles travaillant a temps partiel augmentaient 
de 548 000. En consequence le pourcentage de 
femmes adultes travaillant a temps partiel est passé de 
19,8 % en 1976à 21,9 % en 1993. Lacroissance de 
I'emploi a temps partiel chez les femines adultes était 
concentrée dans trois groupes de professions: les 
professions libérales, le travail de bureau et les 
services. L'estimation du nombre de femmes adultes 
travaillant a temps partiel dans des professions 
libérales était en hausse de 164 200, cc qui faisait 
passer le pourcentage de femmes adultes dans cc 
groupe professionnel travaillant a temps partiel de

... L.es jeunes 

En 1993, un jeune occupé sur quatre avait un poste 
dans les services, principalement dans Ia preparation 
des aliments et boissons et dans les services de 
logement. Un autrejeune occupé sur quatre avait un 
emploi de col bleu, alors que la majorité des autres 
jeunes avait un travail de bureau, un travail dans Ia 
vente ou occupait une profession libérale. 
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Between 1976 and 1993, the drop in employment 
among youths (their employment declined slightly 
more than their population) was concentrated among 
the blue collar and the clerical group. Youth 
employment in sales remained at about the same level 
in 1993 as in 1976 while the number employed in 
service occupations grew by 146,100 (+42%). 

One major change in the employment situation of 
young persons has been the shift toward part-time 
work. While full-time employment among youths 
declined by 806,200 between 1976 and 1993, part-
time employment increased by 357,400. The 
percentage of employed youths working less than 30 
hours per week, increased from 20.5% in 1976 to 
43.6% in 1993. Almost half of the growth among 
part-time employment was in service occupations 
(+ 141,800). Part-time employment increased among 
young clerical workers (+69,300) and sales 
occupations (+65,700). 

Adult men 

In 1993, 44% of employed adult men were in blue 
collar occupations. From 1976 to 1993, blue collar 
employment among adult men was almost unchanged 
while their employment in the white collar 
occupations increased by 38% (+884,600). 
Employment growth for adult men was concentrated 
among three occupations: managerial (+450,600), 
other professionals (+ 304,400) and service 
occupations (+ 102,500). During the same period, 
employment among adult men in clerical and sales 
occupations was stable. 

Other highlights by industry and class of worker 

The percentage of persons employed in managerial 
and administrative occupations increased in all eight 
major industry groups. Finance, insurance and real 
estate had the highest percentage of persons employed 
in managerial and administrative occupations at 
28.3%, up from 19.6% in 1976. Public 
administration was next with 25.2% in 1993, up from 
16.6% in 1976. On the other hand, the percentage of 
clerical workers in finance, insurance and real estate 
declined from 46.5% in 1976 to 34.8% in 1993. For 
public administration, the percentage of clerical 
workers declined from 30.4% in 1976 to 25.4% in 
1993. 

De 1976 a 1993, la baisse du nombre de jeunes ãgés 
de 15 a 24 ass ayant un emploi (Ia baisse du nombre 
dejeuries ayant un emploi a été légèrement plus forte 
que Ia baisse du nombre de personnes dans ce groupe 
d'âge) dtait concentréc chez les cots bleus et les 
travailleurs de bureau. En 1993, le nombre dejeunes 
ayant un emploi dans Ia vente tftait presque le même 
qu'en 1976, alors qu'il a augmenté de 146 100 
(+42 %) dans lea services. 

Un des changements importants dans Ia situation de 
l'emploi chez lea jeunes eat Ic déplacement vera le 
travail a temps partiel. Alors que l'emploi a temps 
plein baissait de 806 200 entre 1976 et 1993, I'emploi 
a temps partiel augmentait de 357 400. Le 
pourcentage de jeunes occupés, travaillant moms de 
30 heures par semaine, eat passé de 20,5 % en 1976 
a 43,6 % en 1993. Presque Ia moitié de Ia 
croissance de l'emploi a temps partiel était dans les 
professions de services (+ 141 800). On constate 
aussi une augmentation de l'emploi a temps partiel 
dans Ic travail de bureau (+69 300), et dans Ia vente 
(+65 700). 

Las hommes adultes 

En 1993, 44 % des hommes adultes occupaient une 
profession de cots bleus. Dc 1976 a 1993, le nombre 
des emplois cols bleus chez les hommes adultes 
restait presque inchangé pendant que les emplois cols 
blancs augmentaient de 38 % (+ 884600). L'emploi 
a surtout augmenté dans Ia profession de directeur et 
administrateur (+450 600) et dans lea professions 
libdrales (+304 400) et les services (+ 102 500). 
Pour Ia même periode, l'emploi chez les hommes 
adultes dans lea professions de travail de bureau et 
dans lea ventes restait stable. 

Autres faits saillants salon Ia branche d'activité et 
Ia classe de travailleur 

La pourcentage de directeurs et administrateurs a 
augmenté dans lea huit groupes majeurs des branches 
d'activité. La branche d'activité des finances, 
assurances et affaires immobilières montre Ic plus 
fort pourcentage de directeurs et d'administrateurs. 
soit 28,3 %, en hausse compare a 19,6 % en 1976. 
L'administration publique est deuxième avec un 
pourcentage de 25,2 %, en hausse dIe aussi compare 
a 16,6 % en 1976. Par contre, Ic pourcentage de 
travailleurs de bureau dans Ia branche d'activitC des 
finances, assurances et affaires i,nmobilières baissait, 
passant de 46,5 % en 1976 134,8 % en 1993. Pour 
l'administration publique, ce pourcentage baissait de 
30,4 % en 1976 a 25,4 % en 1993. 
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Self-employment has been growing for a number of 
years at a faster rate than total employment. In 
1993, self-employment accounted for 15.4% of total 
employment compared to 11.1% in 1976. Between 
1976 and 1993, self-employment increased by 
864,300, of which 392,100 were owners of an 
incorporated business and 472,200 had a business 
which was not incorporated. More than half of the 
increase among self-employed with an incorporated 
business were either managerial and administrative, 
or professional workers while, among the self-
employed with no incorporated business, the two 
same occupational groups accounted for 36.8% of the 
growth. 

Summary 

The above highlights indicate large shifts in the 
occupational structure of employment over the period 
1976 to 1993. Mainly, there was a stagnation in 
employment for the blue collar occupations while new 
jobs were created among the white collar 
occupations. Second, among white collar occupations, 
the managerial and administrative occupations had the 
fastest growth rate. At the end of the period, 
managerial and administrative occupations had 
increased their share of employment in all major 
industry groups. In 1993, part-time employment in 
the service occupations had become the largest 
component of youth employment accounting for 15% 
of youth employment compared to 6.4% in 1976. 
Adult women have made some inroads in blue collar 
occupations but their employment gains were largely 
in the white collar occupations, most noticeably in the 
managerial and professional category. Occupational 
shifts among adult men were more moderate than 
adult women and youths.

L'emploi chez les travailleurs indépendants s'est 
accru a un rythme supérieur a celui de la croissance 
de l'emploi total. En 1993, les travailleurs 
indépendants comptaient pour 15,4 % du total de 
l'emploi compare a 11,1 % en 1976. Entre 1976 et 
1993, le nombre de travailleurs indépendants s'est 
accru de 864 300, dont 392 100 avaient une 
entreprise constituée et 472 200 une entreprise non-
constituée. Plus de Ia moitié de Ia croissance parmi 
les travailleurs indépendants avec une entreprise 
constituée était soit dans Ia profession de directeur et 
administrateur, ou profession libérale. Chea les 
travailleurs independants avec une entreprise non-
constituée, les directeurs, administrateurs et 
professionnels comptaient pour 36,8 % de Ia 
croissance des emplois. 

Sommaire 

Les faits saillants présentés montrent que Ia 
repartition des professions s'est considérablement 
modifiée au cours de Ia pCriode de 1976 a 1992. 
Principalement, on remarque qu'il y a eu stagnation 
de l'emploi chez lea cols bleus alors que les nouveaux 
emplois sont créés dans les professions cols blancs. 
Parmi ces derniers, c'est Ia profession de direction et 
d'administration qui se distingue nettement des autres 
professions par une croissance nettement plus forte. 
A Ia fin de Ia pdriode observCe, les directeurs et 
administrateurs ont accru leur part parmi les profes-
sions dans tous les groupes majeurs des branches 
d'activité. En 1993, l'emploi a temps partiel dans Ia 
profession des services est devenu Ia plus grande 
composante de l'emploi chez les jeunes, comptant 
pour 15 % de leurs emploi total, compare a 6,4 % en 
1976. Lea femmes adultes ont fait des progrès chez 
des cols bleus, mais leur progression eat surtout con-
centrée dans les professions des cols blancs, princi-
palement dans Ia direction et les professions libérales. 
Lea changements dans Ia distribution des professions 
ont été moms prononcés chez les hommes adultes que 
chez lea femmes adultes et chez lea jeunes.

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Note on the consistency of the time series 

This article deals with the employment situation by 
occupation from 1976 to 1993. While all the data 
used in this article were from the Labour Force 
Survey, two separate occupational classifications were 
in use during this period. Periodically, classifications 
are brought up to date to reflect industrial and 
technological development. Up to December 1983, 
LFS data were coded according to the 1970 Standard 
Occupation Classification, after that date, they were 
coded according to the 1980 Standard Occupation 
Classification. The changes between the 1970 and 
1980 occupation classification systems are mainly 
related to the managerial occupations. Persons 
performing managerial functions in the agriculture, 
retail trade, accommodation, food and beverages and 
insurances industries who are paid workers are 
classified as manager in the 1980 occupation 
classification. Previously, they were coded to 
occupations such as farmers, sales, service, etc.. 
Changes in other occupations were very minor. The 
impact of the changes in occupational classifications 
on the management and administrative occupations is 
small in relation to the large growth observed in these 
occupations over the period under study. 

Note sur l'uniformité des données chronologiques 

Cet article présente Ia situation de l'emploi selon Ia 
profession pour Ia période de 1976 a 1993. Même si 
toutes les données utilises sont de l'Enquête sur Ia 
population active, deux classifications ont servi au 
codage des professions pour ceue période. Ceci 
provient du fait que les classifications subissent 
pdriodiquement des modifications pour refléter les 
changements dans Ia structure économique et 
technologique de Ia production des biens et services. 
Jusqu'à décembre 1983, les données de I'EPA ont été 
codées scIon Ia classification type des professions de 
1970 alors qu'apres cette date, elles Ic furent selon Ia 
classification de 1980. Les changements apportés 
visent surtout les personnes qui s'acquittent de 
fonctions de gestion ou d'administration. Les 
personnes qui occupent de tels postes dans les 
secteurs de l'agriculture, du commerce de detail, de 
l'hebergement, de Ia restauration et des assurances, 
en qualité de travailleurs rémunérés sont classées 
comme directeurs dans Ia Classification type des 
professions de 1980. Auparavant, elles étaient 
classées scIon leurs professions tel que fermier, 
commerce, service, etc. Les changements apportés 
aux autres groupes de professions sont minimes. Les 
repercussions statistiques du changement de Ia 
classification des professions sur Ia catégorie de 
directeurs et administrateurs eat minime compare a Ia 
forte croissance de cette profession observée au cours 
de Ia période étudiée.

The Labour Force Suiwy 

The statistics contained in this report are based on information ob-
tained through a sample survey of households. Interviews are carried Out 
in about 59,000 representative households across the country (excluding 
the Yukon and Northwest Territories), involving some 106,000 
respondents. 

The Labour Force Survey, started in November 1945, was taken at 
quarterly intervals until November 1952. It has been earned out monthly 
since then. Beginning in January 1976, following more than 3 years of 
development, substantial revisions to the Labour Force Survey were 
introduced. Details of these changes are available on request from the 
Labour Force Survey Sub-Division, Statistics Canada, Ottawa, KIA 0T6. 

The sample used in the Labour Force Survey has been designed to 
represent all persons in the population 15 years of age and over residing 
in the provinces of Canada, with the exception of the following: persons 
living on Indian reserves, full-time members of the armed forces and 
people living in institutions (for example, inmates of penal institutions 
and patients in hospitals or nursing homes who have resided in the 
institution for more than 6 months). 

Monthly estimates of employment, unemployment and persons not 
in the labour force refer to the specific week covered by the survey each 
month, normally the week containing the 15th day. 

For detailed information on the methodology of the Labour Force 
Survey, see the publication 71-526 Methodology of the Canadian Labour 
Force Suryey. 

Collecting the Data 

Data collection is cart-led out during the week following the refer-
ence weck. Statistics Canada interviewers contact each of the house. 
holds in the sample through personal and/or telephone interviews to 
obtain the information needed to produce the labour force data. As 
mentioned earlier, there are approximately 59,000 households inter-
viewed each month. Once a houschold is selected, it remains in the 
sample for a period of six months. The questionnaire used in the survey 
is reproduced at the back of this publication. Each interviewer contacts 
approximately 75 designated dwellings (the individual assignment size 
varies by type of area) and conducts a personal interview in all dwellings 
where interviews are being conducted for the first time. In most areas, 
provided the respondent agrees, subsequent interviews may be conducted 
by telephone, an interview technique which has been shown to have no 
discernahlc impact on the data and which offers significant savings in 
tune and cost. 

Availability of Data 

This publication contains only a limited selection of data produced 
from the Labour Force Survey. Additional data may be obtained by 
special request or by the purchase of micro data tapes. Tables may also 
be made available on personal computer diskettes from the Labour Force 
Survey Sub-Division. A detailed version for some tables in this 
publication is available on microfiche in each of Statistics Canada's 
reference centres listed on the inside cover of this report. Most of the 
series in this publication are available on CANSIM.

- other reason not specified above (excluding persons on layoff

Unemployed 

Unemployed persons are these who, during the reference week: 

(a) were without work, had actively looked for work in the past foqr 
weeks (ending with reference week), and were available for work; 

(b) had not aytively looked for work in the past four weeks but had been 
on layoff and were available for work; 

(c) had not actively looked for work in the past four weeks but had a 
new job to start in four weeks or less from the reference week, and 
were available for work.

Uncmrik,','mcnt Rate 

The unemployment rate represents the number of unemployed per-
sons expressed as a percentage of the labour force. The unemployment 
rate for a particular group (age, sex, marital status, etc.) is the number 
unemployed in that group expressed as a percentage of the labour force 
for that group. 

Participation Rate 

The participation rate represents the labour force expressed as a 
percentage of the population 15 years of age and over. The participa-
tion rate for a particular group (age, sex, marital status, etc.) is the 
labour force in that group expressed as a percentage of the population 
for that group. 

Employment/Population Ratio 

The employment/population ratio represcnts the number of persons 
employed expressed as a percentage of the population 15 years of age 
and over. The employment/popu lat ion ratio for a particular group (age, 
sex, marital status, etc.) is the number employed in that group expressed 
as a percentage of the population for that group. 

Industry and Occupation 

The Labour Force Survey provides information about the occupation 
and indusiry attachment of persons employed, and unemployed and not 
in the labour force who have held a job in the past live years. Since 
1984, these statistics have been based on the 1980 Standard Occupa-
tional Classification and the 1980 Standard Industrial Classification. 
Prior to 1984, the 1971 Occupation Classification Manual and the 1970 
Standard Industrial Classification were used. 

Family Status 

A family is defined as "a group of two or more persons who are 
living together in the same dwelling and who are related by blood, 
marriage or adoption". A person living alone or who is related to no one 
cisc in the dwelling where lie/she lives is classified as an "unattached 
individual". The head of a family is determined by the respondent's 
perception of hcadship and as such is solely a statistical device which has 
no economic connotation. (A more detailed description of the derivation 
of family data is available on request.) 

Rounding 

Estimates published by the Labour Force Survey are rounded to the 
nearest thousand but all derived values (totals, averages, rates, ratios ... ) 
are calculated from unrounded figures, except for seasonally adjusted 
estimates. Therefore, the sum of individual rounded items may not equal 
the total. Unadjusted estimates rounded to hundreds are available on 
request.

The estimates in this report are based on a sample of households. 
Somewhat different figures might have been obtained if a complete 
census had been taken using the same questionnaires, interviewers, 
supervisors, processing methods, etc. as those actually used in the 
Labour Force Survey. This difference is called the sampling error of the 
estimates. 

The sampling error (expressed as a percent of the estimate it refers 
to) is not the same for all estimates; of two estimates, the larger one will 
likely have a smatter percent sampling error and of two estimates of the 
same size the one referring to a characteristic more evenly distributed 
throughout the population will tend to have a smaller percent sampling 
variability. Also, estimates relating to age and sex are usually more 
reliable than other estimates of comparable size. 

Non-samplin& Fxrn 

Errors which are not related to sampling may occur at almost every 
phase of a survey operation. Interviewers may misunderstand instruc-
tions, respondents may make errors in answering questions, the answers 
may be incorrectly entered on the questionnaires and errors may be in-
troduced in the processing and tabulation of the data. All of these 
errors are called non-sampling errors. Some of the non-sampling errors 
will usually balance out over a large number of observations but 
systematically occuring errors will contribute to biases. Non-sampling 
errors can be reduced by careful design of questionnaires, intensive 
training and supervision of interviewers and a thorough control of the 
processing operation. In general, the more personal and more subjcc-
live inquiries are sutect to larger errors. Also, data referring to persons 
with less stable labour force status will have relatively larger non-
sampling errors. 

(a) Quality Control 

Every effort is made to reduce the occurance of non-sampling errors 
in the survey. In addition to the design, training and supervision noted 
above, the survey uses recognized quality control procedures at every 
steV of the data collection and processing phases to monitor the quality 
of the data. These controls include an Interviewer Observation program 
dealing with interviewer performance, a Data Capture Quality program 
which maintains capture errors below a predetermined acceptable ceiling, 
coding and editing quality checks, and a regular on-going review of all 
survey processing functions. 

(h) Survey Response 

One major source of non-sampling error is the effect of non-response 
on survey results. Non-response is made up of two components: item 
non-response, and total non-response. Several methods are used to 
compensate for item non-response, such as deriving a suitable response 
b:.cd on other information collected in the survey, using data obtained 
from the respondent during a previous interview, or choosing a response 
from a respondent with similar demographic and socio-economic 
characteristics. lotal non-response is handled by either using 
information from a previous interview or by weighting the results to 
compensate for the missing data. 

The non-response rate for the Labour Force Survey is among the 
lowest in the world for a survey of this type. In 1993, the rate averaged 
about 5%.

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Weighting 

The data are weighted to independently derived population estimates 
produced each month by province, age, and sex. These estimates are 
shown in a number of tables in this report and are subject to revision 
after each Census. The weighting process takes into account non-
response, growth in sample size and changes in the distribution of 
dwellings within provinces. For further information about the weighting 
process, contact Labour Force Survey Sub-Division, Statistics Canada, 
Ottawa, KIA 0T6. 

Indicators of Standard I)cviation 

The sampling en-or, as described above, is not known. 1-lowever, a 
measure called the standard deviation, can be estimated from the sam-
pie data. The standard deviation of an estimate is a statistical measure 
of the variability in the estimate of a characteristic which could be 
expected if repeated samples of the same type were used to derive these 
estimates; hence, it is a measure of sampling error. It also partially 
reflects the effect of non-sampling error, but does not reflect any 
systematic biases in the data. The chances are about 68 out of 100 that 
the difference between a sample estimate and the corresponding census 
figure would be less than one standard deviation. The chances are about 
95 Out of 100 that the difference would be less than twice the standard 
deviation and about 99 Out of 100 that it would be less than two and one 
half times as large. 

Alphabetic symbols of standard deviation are used in this publication 
to give an indication of the reliability of the estimates and are based on 
a six month average of the percent standard deviations in the previous 
calendar year. 

The letter "A" indicates that the estimate is vety reliable; the letter "B" 
indicates that the data is reliable but to a somewhat lesser degree than 
the "A" category; and so on. Generally, published estimates are in the 
categories "A" to "F' and should be considered reliable enough for most 
purposes. Some data with a higher variability (in the "0" and "H" 
categories) are reliable enough for some purposes, however they should 
be used with great caution. Therefore, in any subsequent use, specific 
reference should be made to the high sampling variability of data in the 
"G" and "I-I" categories. 

The letter ".1" indicates either that the estimate has a variability of 
more than 33.3% and/or is less than 4,000. Estimates subject to sam-
pling error of this magnitude arc not published and are indicated in the 
tables by ( ... ). 

The following table shows the alphabetic categories in terms of their 
percent standard deviation. For example, a letter "13" beside an estimate 
indicates that one standard deviation is in the range 0.6% to 1.0% of the 
estimate. For example, an estimate of 3,000,000 persons in the labour 
force between the ages of 15 to 24 would have an alphabetic indicator 
of "B". I Icnce, the standard deviation for this estimate lies in the range 
from 18,000 to 30,000. 'l'hcre is a 68% chance that the true value of the 
estimate will be in the range from 2,970,000 to 3,030,000 and a 95% 
chance that it will fall between 2,940,000 and 3,060,000 persons. 

Actual percent standard deviations for specific estimates are available 
from the Labour Force Survey Sub-Division.
