The education of adults in society has 
always been an important aspect of the Cana-
dian educational system. In the early years, 
because of demand, emphasis was on manpower 
retraining programs and other programs direct-
ly related to the economic progress of the 
country. However, it is now quite apparent 
that adult learning needs have changed and 
the demand for programs at present is based 
as much on social and cultural needs as on 
vocational and economic needs. Consequently, 
the courses now offered range from academic 
subjects to leadership training, from work 
skills to creative expression, and from home 
and family life to world affairs. 

This demand for programs has resulted 
in a spectacular growth in the number of par- 
ticipants and in the number of agencies of I er-
ing these programs. Recognizing that this 
demand can only increase in a world character-
ized by rapid technological change, a knowl-
edge explosion and increasing leisure time, 
some attempt to coordinate policies and to 
establish priorities by institutions and gov-
ernments alike will be required. 

This annual publication, one in a four-
part series, deals specifically with the con-
tinuing education programs of Canadian Univer-
sities. The report illustrates the general 
trends with respect to course enrolments and 
course selection, participation rates and the 
cost to the public for this type of training. 

The surveys on these activities are 
conducted in the Vocational-Continuing 
Education Section by Mr. Morris Ewanchuk, 
with technical support provided by Ms. M.L. 
Potts, Mr. Robert Poisson and Miss Francine 
Beaudoin. We would like to express our 
appreciation to these people and to the 
participating institutions. 

L'éducation des adultes a toujours constitué 
l'un des aspects importants du système d'enseigne-
inent au Canada. Lea premieres années, en raison de 
la demande, on a accordé plus d'importance aux pro-
grammes de recyclage de la main-d'oeuvre ainsi qu'à 
d'autres programmes directement lies au progrès é-
conomique du pays. Mais on observe maintenant une 
evolution au niveau de la demande: celle-ci s'o-
riente a present autant vers lea besoins soclaux 
et culturels que vera des exigences professionnel-
lea et ëconomiques. Par consequent, is gamme des 
cours offerts s'etent maintentant des matières 
d'enseignement general aux cours de formation des 
chefs, des travaux manuels A l'expression artisti-
que et de la formation familiale et ménagère sux 
affaires internationales. 

Cette demande s'est traduite par une augmen-
tation impressionnante du nombre de participants 
et du nombre d'organismes offrant des programmes 
d'éducation pernanente. Etant donne que cette de-
mande ne peut que continuer a s'accroltre dana un 
monde qui se caracterise par le progrès technique 
rapide, par une explosion du savoir et par l'aug-
mentation du temps consacré aux loisirs, les eta- 
blissements d'enseignement et les diverses adminis-
trations publiques devront donc s'efforcer de coor-
donner leurs lignes de conduite et d'etablir des 
priorités.

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LNTRODUCTIOI1 

Cette publication annuelle expose dane queue mesure lea 
universit4s canadiennes participent a l'éducation permanente 
et sont responsables do Is popularité toujours croissante des 
cours sans credits. 

Par suite de l'assouplissement des conditions d'admission 
pour lee étudiants plus gs qui retournent aux etudes et vu 
is disponibilitC de cours du jour sans crCdits en plus des cours 
du soir traditionnels, les possibilités de s'instruire se sont 
considérableiaent accrues pour l'étudiant adulte. Au cours de 
l'année scolaire 1974-75, par exemple, plus de 10,500 cours 
magistraux sans credits ont 6t6 offerts. Ces activités, qui 
comprennent des séminnires ou des ateliers d'une journCe, des 
fins de semaine en residence et des cours du jour ou du soir 
d'une durée do dix a 20 semaines. donnent une We des princi-
pawt genres de programmes offerts aux adultes. 

Les tableaux chronologiques et les graphiques de cette 
publication montrent l'accueii favorable réservé aux cours d'C-
ducation permanente et leur popularité croissante. Un examen 
des chiffres révèie un accroissement important des inscriptions, 
presque uniquement attribuable aux cours sans credits. Par con-
tre, lea effectifs awc etudes a teinpa partiel avec credits (y 
conipris is session d'CtC) sont domeurCs relativement stables. 
Toutefoim, c'est lorsqu'on Is compare aux effectifs C temps 
plein que Is popularite de l'éducation permanents est le plus 
manifeate. En 1974-75, lea effectifs des programmes A temps 
partiel avec et sans credits ont atteint 527,000 contre 339,000 
C temps plein, soit one difference d'environ 55 Z. 

On peut avancer un certain nonibre de faits pour expliquer 
l'expansion des programmes d'Cducation permanente. Parnii ceux-
ci, citons Is disponibilité et Is diversité des cours, i'insis-
tance sur l'épanouissement personnel et l'acquisition do con-
naissances en dehors du cadre regulier des etudes C temps p1cm 
et l'accrotssement génCralisé du temps conaacré aux loisirs dana 
Is société canadienne. 

Autres publications connexes 

Loraque cette enquate a êté misc sur pied en 1970, eiie 
visait C répondre aux demandes de renseignements sur les cours 
dispenses aux adultes.

Champ de l'enguéte et restrictions

d'études et le genre de coors ou d'activité. 

Lea effectifs des coors a temps psniei avec credits pour 
Is session d'hiver 1974-75 ci is session d'été 1974 sont pré-
sentés sous forme soimnaire seulement (voir lea tableaux 1, 2 
et 3), les données sur lee cours avec credits ne se prrant pas 
toutes C Is presentation utilisCe pour les renseignements sur 
les coors sans credits. 

This annual publication reveals the degree of in-
volvement of Canadian universities in the continuing 
education function and the ever increasing popularity 
of non-credit courses. 

With the general relaxation of entrance require-
ments for returning mature students, and the availabil-
ity of non-credit day courses in addition to the tra-
ditional evening classes, the learning opportunities for 
the adult student have increased significantly. During 
the 1974-75 academic year. for example, more than 10,500 
formal non-credit courses were offered. These activi-
ties. which include day-long seminars or workshops, re-
sidential week-ends and ten- to 10-week day or evening 
classes, describe the major types of adult programming 
available. 

The acceptance and growing popularity of continu-
ing education courses is further illustrated by the 
time-series tables and graphs in this publication. An 
examination of the figures reveals a substantial in-
crease in registrations which is almost wholly accounted 
for by non-credit courses. Enrolment growth in part-
time degree studies (summer session included) on the 
other hand, has remained relatively stable. The popu-
larity of continuing education is most obvious, however, 
when compared to the full-time enrolment. In 1974-75, 
the part-time credit and non-credit enrolment reached 
527,000 compared with the 339,000 students in full-time 
attendance, a difference of 552. 

A number of factors could be advanced for the 
growth in continuing education programs. Among them 
would be the availability and variety of courses, an 
emphasis on personal growth and learning outside the 
regular full-time pattern, and the general increase in 
leisure time in Canadian society. 

Related Publications 

This survey was originally introduced in 1970 in 
an attempt to satisfy some of the demand for information 
on adult education. Prior to that time, information had 
been somewhat sporadic with an annual series, Survey of 
Adult Education, (Catalogue 81-207) being produced from 
1959 through 1965. In addition, three special studies 
were conducted Participants in Further Education in 
Canadg, 1961 (Catalogue 81-522), organizedTrain ing  
Four Industry Crop, 1965 (Catalogue 81-539) and 
Training in Industry, 1969-70 (Catalogue 81-555). 

At present, in addition to this report the annual 
publications ContinuingEducation - CoU8 	(Catalogue 
81-248) and Continuing Fducation - ElemeilLary-Secondary  
(Catalogue 81-224) provide data on courses offered at 
the college and elementary-secondary levels respective-
ly. A new annual publication Continuing Education - 
Participation in Programs of Educational Institutions 
(Catalogue 81-253) reviews the programs offered by the 
publicly supported institutions indicating enrolment 
trends, participation rates and course popularity. 

Scope and Lim1tation 

The purpose of this report is to provide a statis-
tical overview of continuing education programs offered 
by the universities for the period of July 1, 1974 
through June 30, 1975. It provides enrolment data by 
province and by institution, classified by field of 
study and by type of course or activity. 

Part-time credit enroimenta, winter session 1974-
75 and summer session 1974 are presented in summary only 
(see Tables 1, 2 and 3) as not all credit course data 
were available in the format used to collect non-credit 
course information. 
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A new survey designed to collect intersession and 
summer school data in a similar format to non-credit 
programs was implemented for the 1975 summer session. 
The course enrolments and other statistics are presented 
in Tables 13 and 14. In order to maintain an historical 
enrolment series, these data were not incorporated into 
the summary tables with the other parr-time credit en-
rolments and are not reflected in the national totals 
for the 1974-75 academic year. 

Information on non-formal non-credit activities, 
that is, those continuing education courses or activi-
ties where registration was not required and which did 
not involve sustained instruction, is presented in Table 
10 only. The other detailed tables (Tables 13 and 14 
excepted) pertain to the formal non-credit programs. 

For the year under review, 53 universities in-
cluding their constituent or affiliated colleges re-
ported non-credit programs. In addition, the Banff 
Continuing Education Centre Banff, Alberta, has been 
included in this report since their program is similar 
to that of the universities and includes the Advanced 
Management Program jointly sponsored by the Universities 
of Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and British Columbia. 
All institutions that responded to the survey are listed 
in Tables 11 and 12. 

The reader should note that several previously 
published figures were revised in this report in order 
to update preliminary data or to reflect a minor reclas-
sification of courses. These figures are noted with an 

Another change In this edition is the deletion of 
the table which provided enrolment data by specific ex-
tension diploma program and by specific professional 
association diploma program. This information can be 
obtained by contacting the Education, Science and Cul-
ture Division of Statistics Canada. 

CLASSIFICATION AND DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this report "Continuing Educa-
tion' is defined as a process through which out-of-
school adults undertake learning activities with the 
intent of effecting chan3es, skills and attitudes to 
meet personal, occupational or community needs. An in-
dividual can participate in these learning activities 
as a part-time student in the regular credit programs 
of an institution or as a participant in a non-credit 
program. With no widely accepted classification scheme 
available to identify the variety of courses and special 
activities that are part of non-credit programs, the 
following system has been developed to provide some 
basis for further statistical interpretation and analy-
ses.

Definitions 

Credit program - Is comprised of courses which can 
be applied toward a degree, diploma or certificate of 
the institution. 

Non-credit program - Is comprised of formal and 
non-formal courses which cannot be applied toward a de-
gree, diploma or certificate of the institution. 

Formal courses - Are structured units of study 
which involve formal instruction (i.e., a systematic 
presentation of information) as part of an organized 
effort to provide a learning experience for the partic-
ipants. 

Noi-formal courses - Are those activities for 
which student registration is not required but where 
attendance or participation for a scheduled period of 
time is necessary. This would include conferences, 
field trips, public lectures and the various visual and 
performing arts functions. 

Professional development courses - Are courses 
designed for up-dating skills or knowledge and/or for 
acquiring new skills and theory in a specific profession 
or vocation. These courses may be applied toward a 
university extension certificate/diploma, a certificate/ 
diploma awarded by a professional association or similar 
organization, or they may not lead to any diploma/cer-
tificate. 

General interest courses - Are personal enrich-
ment courses of interest to the general community. 

Course - A subject of study offered by an educa-
tional institution to a class of one or more students. 
If a given subject is offered to more than one class 
of students, it is counted as a course each time it is 
offered. 

Individual-method or correspondence courses in one 
subject are counted as one course regardless of the 
number of participants. 

Course-hour - One hour of instruction for one 
course. For individual-method or correspondence 
courses, 60 hours of instruction was assigned to each 
course unless other information was provided.

Information on the continuing education programs 
of unlversitiea is based on survey documents(l) either 
submitted as a consolidated report by departments of 
extension/continuing education or as individual reports 
from the departments concerned. 

Similar to the 1973-74 edition of this publica-
tion, all non-credit course registrations have been 
classified into two major groups: formal non-credit 
courses (including correspondence study); and special 
or non-formal courses. 

Data Conversion 

Course registration data reported for the univer-
sity non-credit progr.lms do not represent individual 
students as some participants may have enrolled in two 
or more courses in the same institution in the given 
year. The part-time credit course enrolment, on the 
other hand, reelects the actual unduplicated student 
enrolment. To reconcile these data, a conversion 
factor was applied to both sets of enrolment figures. 

Lea données sur lea programmes d'éducation permanente dea 
urtiversités sont fondées aur des questionnaires d'enquete(l) 
remplis salt collectivement par lea départements de l'extension 
ou de l'éducation permanents, soit individuellement par cheque 
dCpartement concerné.

Il convient de souligner que le total des frais de scola-
rite ne constitue pas le revenu des établissements en cause, 
car certains cours ou classes sont achetés par l'industrie at 
des ministéres, et l'on utilise un chiffre arbitraire pour lea 
effectifs afin de determiner le coat d'achat.

A ratio of foor course registrations to equal 
three students was used to reduce the course registra-
tions to represent individual students. Similarly, 
the credit course student enrolment was adjusted to 
represent course registrations using a student to 
course enrolment ratio of three to four. 

Tables 1, 2 and 3 thus contain both actual and 
estimated student or course registration data. The 
remaining tables present unadjusted non-credit course 
registrations and other related information. 

Statistics 

Throughout this publication, the following Sta-
tistical techniques are used to present the data: 
registration-hour, continuing education unit (CEU), 
total fees, fee per course-hour, fee per CEU, par-
ticipation rate, and participation index. 

Registration-hour - One individual who is regis-
tered for one hour of instruction. For any course or 
program, the product of registrants and course duration 
equals the registration-hours for that course. The 
summation of all registration hours for courses in one 
province gives the total registration hours for the 
province. 

Continuing education unit (CEU) - One unit of 
this measure represents 250 registration hours of non--
credit instruction. 

CEO - 250 registration-hours 

The 250 course hour constant is based on the ex-
pectation that a regular (credit course) student would 
be enrolled in four or five core subjects of approxi-
mately 50 hours duration. This measure can be used to 
draw general comparisons between non-credit course 
enrolment and full-time enrolment in basic core sub-
jects. 

Total fees - The basic tuition fee for each 
course is defined as the cost to each registrant to 
obtain instruction in the program. Respondents were 
instructed to exclude indirect costs to the student 
such as accommodation, meals, course materials and/or 
student fees. 

Total fees were then calculated by multiplying 
the number of registrants by the tuition fee for each 
course and summing for all courses. 

It should be noted that total fees cannot be 
interpreted as income to the institutions concerned as 
some courses or places are purchased by industry and 
government departments using an arbitrary enrolment 
figure to determine the coat to the purchaser. The 
actual enrolment may vary from the original estimates 
thereby causing a discrepancy in the calculations for 
this publication. In addition, some students such as 
dependents of employees, handicapped or retired indi-
viduals may be admitted free or with reduced tuition 
fees depending on institutional policy. Total fees for 
this report must therefore be interpreted as the cost 
to the public for this type of education had all stu-
dents been regular individual fee-payers. 

Information on tuition fees was not available 
for 8% of the courses reported. In the interest of 
providing total fees for all courses, they were assigned 
a course fee equal to the average fee per course as 
calculated from the courses with fees reported in the 
province concerned. 

Fee per course-hour - Tuition cost to the stu-
dent for one hour of Instruction. For each course, the 
tuition fee is divided by the length of course in hours 
to give the fee per course-hour. 



Fee per CELl - Tuition cost to the student for 
250 hours of instruction. (Pee per course-hour multi-
plied by 250). 

Participation rate - To provide some measure of 
participation by the general public in part-time credit 
and non-credit courses, the number of participants has 
been related to the population 15 years of age and over 
who are not in full-time attendance at an educational 
institution. In interpreting the data on participation 
rates presented in Table 1, it must be remembered that 
the data pertain only to registrants in university 
courses. This is important when considering registra-
tions in non-credit courses, since similar programs 
offered by colleges, school boards and private and 
public agencies may have a considerable effect on the 
size of programs offered by the universities. To per -
mit analysis of Community involvement in continuing 
education programs at all educational institutions, a 
review of the total" statistics for school boards, 
conanunity colleges and universities is presented in the 
new publication Continuin& Education - Participation in 
Programs of Educational Institutions (Catalogue 81-253) 

For the years 1971-72 through 1974-75, general 
population estimates were supplied by the Demographic 
and Soclil Characteristics Section, Census Field, 
Statistics Canada, based on the population data ob-
tained from the Census of Canada, June 1971. A constant 
was applied to determine the out-of-school population. 

Participation index - This measure is used to 
express the relative change in participation over a 
given period of time had the base population remained 
constant. In constructing the series, the number of 
atudents registered for continuing education programs 
in 1970-71 has been gelected as the base and assigned 
a value of 100. For each succeeding year, the relative 
increase or decrease in participation is expressed as 
per cents or as hundredths. 

For example, if the number of people participating 
increases in 1971-72 compared to 1970-71 but the popula-
ion of the province increases as well, such that the 

proportion participating remains the same, the partici-
pation index will remain the same, e.g., 100, indi-
cating that there has been no relative increase or 
decrease in participation.

REVIEW OF STATLSTiC; 

For the year under review, the number of students 
enrolled in continuing education courses, credit and 
formal non-credit courses, at Canadian universities 
reached a high of 527,000. This represented an in-
crease of 8% over the number reported in 1973-74 and 
302 over the number enrolled in 1970-71. These stu-
dents outnumbered the 339,000 full-time students 
studying in Canadian universities in the fall of 1974 
by 55%. 

The growth in university level part-time studies 
since 1970 can primarily be attributed to the popular-
ity of non-credit programs. The enrolment in non-
credit courses has increased by approximately 100,000 
students, or 302 during this period. By comparison, 
the enrolment in part-time credit courses (regular and 
summer session combined) increased by only 8%. 

The part-time regular session enrolment in uni-
versity credit courses reached 165,000 in 1974-75, an 
increase of 7% from the previous year. The enrolment 
in the summer school program was also up. More than 
137,000 were enrolled in the 1974 summer session, an 
increase of approximately 8%. 

Registrations in formal non-credit programs in-
creased from 275,000 in 1973-74 to 299,000 in 1974-75. 
The greatest percentage increase occurred in New 
Brunswick (23%), followed by Ontario (202), Manitoba 
(20%), British Columbia (11%), Nova Scotia (11%), 
Alberta (8%) and Newfoundland (2%). Saskatchewan and 
Quebec experienced decreases of 15% and 72 respective-
ly. Prince Edward Island had a slight decrease of 12. 

In 1974-75, the universities offered more than 
10,500 formal non-credit courses which accounted for 
more than 335,000 hours of instruction at a cost of 
approximately $18 million. On the average partici-
pants paid $61 per non-credit course. 

Participation Rates 

Participation in formal non-credit courses at 
universities in 1974-75 varied from a high of 42.4 
persona per 1,000 population of Alberta to 1.9 persons 
in Prince Edward Island. British Columbia was second 
ugliest with 19.8 persons per 1,000 population. For 
the two largest provinces, Ontario and Quebec, the 
participation rates were 14.3 and 93 respectively. 
The national rate was 15.5 persons per 1,000 popula-
tion, an increase of 0.9 persons from the previous 
vuIr. 

The credit courses experienced a similar increase 
in participation of 0.9 persons for the year. The 
rLe of 20.7 for 1974-75 however was still below that 
ru,istered in 1970-71.
