A thorough dis-
cussion of the problems of imputation may be found in
the 1971-72 publication ''Citizenship of Teachers in De-
gree-granting Institutions” (Catalogue 81-244).

In all tables the countries are grouped into the
following seven categories: Canada, United States,
United Kingdom, Other Commonwealth, France and Belgfum,
Other Europe and Other.

NOTES OF CAUTION

When analysing the data presented in this publi-
cation the following points should be kept in mind:

1. Visiting staff are shown in the category "Other"
rather than in the appropriate rank or field of
teaching in order to minimize any distortion which
they might cause.

2. In tables where a breakdown by field or discipline
is given the category "Other" includes visitors,
those staff for whom no discipline was given as
well as those staff whose principal subject taught
was indicated as "Faculty administration'. 1In
1972-73 the number of staff reported in the last
category was 225, a figure which declined, because
of a change in definfition, to 83 in 1973-74 and
to 46 in 1974-75. Thus year to year comparisons
for the category "Other' are not valid.

3. Tables 4, 5 and 6 show the citizenship distribution
for those teachers appointed to an institution in
the survey year. The definition includes the hiring
of people to fill not only new positions, but also
vacancies created by resignations, retirements,
deaths, etc. Thus the number of appointments does
not, and should not, equal the net increase in full-
time teachers from one year to the next.

4. In 1974~75 no information on citizenship was given
for about 257 of the teachers in the Western prov-
inces. Thus one should use caution in drawing con-
clusions regarding the citizenship profile of this
region.

5. It should be noted in tables showing country of
highest degree that, in some cases, the highest
degree 1s also the first degree.

ANALYSIS OF DATA

1. Highlights

Overall, the percentage of Canadians increased
from 65.17 in 1972-73 to 67.5Z in 1974-75. The fol~
lowing table shows the percentage of Canadian citizens
by region for the vears 1971-72 to 1974-75.

All regions showed some increase in the percen-
tage of teachers with Canadian citizenship, with the
largest increase occurring in the Western provinces.
This increase may be at leact partially due to the de-
creage from 4,549 in 1971-72 to 2,506 in 1974-75 in
the number of total staff for whom no citizenship
information was reported.

The universities in Quebec had the highest pro-~
portion of Canadian citizens (76Z% in 74~75) while those
of the Western provinces had the lowest (617 in 1974~

ANALYSE DES DONNEES

1. Points saillants

En génédral, le pourcentage des Canadiens s'est accru,
pour passer de 65.1 Z en 1972-73 3 67.5 7 en 1974-75. Le ta-
bleau suivant donne le pourcentage de citoyens canadiens par
région pour les années 1971-72 a 1974-75.

Toutes les régions ont affiché une certaine augmentation
du pourcentage des enseignants de citoyenneté canadienne, la
plus forte hausse ayant été enregistrée dans les provinces de
1'0uest. Cette augmentation peut &tre partiellement due & la
baisse du rombre total d'enseignants dont la nationalité n'a
pas été indiquée (qui est passé de 4,549 en 1971-72 & 2,506 en
1974-75).

Les universités québécoises présentalent la plus forte
proportion de citoyens canadiens (76 Z en 1974-75), alors que
celles des provinces de 1'Ouest accusaient le plus faible pour-
centage (61 7 en 1974-75).

2. Rank

The rank below assistant professor showed the
largest increase in the proportion of Canadians,
going from 69Z in 1972-73 to 74Z in 1974-75. However
the total number of staff in this rank, as well as the
number of teachers at this level holding Canadian
citizenship, declined over this period as a result of
the limited growth which occurred in the universities
at that time. The proportion of full professors
holding Canadian citizenship remained the same, about
73%, while the proportions in the ranks of associate
and assistant professor increased slightly to 657 in
1974-175.

The category "With senior administrative duties"
includes deans, vice-deans, associate deans, department
heads, coordinators and chairmen. The proportion of
Canadian citizens in this group was relatively constant
over the three year period at 787.

3. Field and Discipline

As shown in Table B, in 1Y74-75 the largest pro-
portions of Canadians were in the fields of Education
and Health Professions and Occupations while the lowest
was in Fine and Applied Arts. The fields of Humani-
ties, Social Sciences, Agriculture and Biological
Sciences and Mathematics and Physical Sciences have
shown slight but steady increases in the proportion
of Canadian teachers.

Table 7 which presents citizenship by discipline
shows that there were wide variations from one disci-
pline to another within the same field. For example,
in 1974~75 within the field of Social Sciences only
447 of the staff teaching archaeology and anthropology
were Canadian while 81% of the teachers in social work
held Canadian citizenship. Similarly, in the field of
Humanities, the proportions of Canadians varied from
427 (Spanish) to 807 (mass media studies).

As shown in Table C the proportion of teachers
holding Canadian citizenship who were appointed in the
survey year increased from 587 in 1971-72 to 657 in
1973-74 and then declined to 62% in 1974-75. This de-
crease at first appears inconsistent with the overall
increase in Canadian citizenship which occurred. How-
wver, this anomaly can be explained by the fact that
many landed immigrants became Canadian citizens during
this period. These staff do not appear in the tables
for new appointments as they probably remained teach-
ing at the same institution, but they are included in
the figures for all staff.

Most new appointments occurred in the ranks of
assistant professor and the rank below assistant pro-
fessor. However the proportion of Canadian citizens
appointed to these two ranks differs considerably. In
1974-75 over 707 of the appointments made to the rank
below assistant professor were Canadians whereas less
than 607 of those appointed at the level of assistant
profBssor hald Coomdisn citizasshmis.

An analysis by field shows that in 1974-75 the
proportion of Canadians who received their first
degree in Canada varied from 777 in Fine and Applied
Arts to 917 in the field of Education. Seventy-six
per cent of Canadians in Health Professions and Occu~
pations obtained their highest degree in Canada while
only 517 of the teachers in Fine and Applied Arts did.

For non-Canadians, the proportion of those ob-
taining their first degree in Canada varied from 37
in Fine and Applied Arts to 8% in Health Professions
and Occupations. With respect to highest degree, the
greatest proportion of staff receiving degrees from
Canadian universities was in the field of Health Pro-
fessions and Occupations (20%) and the lowest was in
Fine and Applied Arts (47).
