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Museums in Canada
For some years the Education Branch of the Dominion Bureau of Statistics
has prepared a periodical report on Libraries in Canada, snd the view has been
expressed by persons prominent in museum work that a similar review in their field
would be of very considerable value. One museum authority, for instance, says:
"In my opinion the suggestion that the Education Branch make a periodical review
of Ganadian museums and galleries is a most important one and I hope it will be
carried out. We are, I feel, on the verge of great educational developments and
I believe that the public museum (including the art gallery) has before it today
an opportunity for educational service which, if accepted, will revolutionize its
position in the community and the functions of its staff. The museum, like the
public library, is a natural focal point for adult education .......".

During 1937 a questionnaire was drafted to serve as the basis of a revort,
and in the latter part of the year it was sent to a list of institutions correspond-
ing in the main to those appearing in the "Directory of Museums and Art Galleries in
Canada", which was compiled by Sir Henry A. Miers and Mr. S. F. Markham, and pub-
lished by The Museums Association (of Great Britain) in 1932, through the generosity
of the Carnegie Corporation of New York. Several more recently-founded collections
were also reached and a number of smaller collections not included in the survey af
1932, with the object of making the record of museum materials as complete as
possible.

A Directory of Museums

Many of the collections concerning which a record was obtained are small
and comparatively inactive -- some, in fact, can hardly be called museums -- but it
was thought that there would be a certain value in having the record of museum
materials and centres of interest as complete as possible, and the full list,
deseribing the nature of the contents of each, insofar as this was ascertained, is
published herewith as Part II. Notice of any omissions will be welcomed with a view
to including them in any later revision of the list.

To facilitale use of the list by persone interested in specialized fields
of museum work, it is divided into four sections: (1) Ar+ Galleries; (2) Inter-
national Collections of archaeological;, ethnological and other exhibits illustrative
of 1ife in other countries; (%) Canadian Historical Collections, including materials
relating to the native races of Canada; (4) Natural Science and Other Collestiors,
such as botanical, geological, zoological, industrial, ete. The lists are not by
any means mutuslly exclusive, and cross references are numerous.

Museums with Full-Time Staff

Information from museums with full time staff was, on the whole, mare
complete than from those dependent on voluntary or part-time workers, and it is
accordingly possible to present for them the additional tabular data’belowa There
are only about three dozen in this class and a third of these have the full-tins
of only one person. The total number of full time workers does not appear to ém

greatly in excess of 200, including those concerned with archives. While a con-

siderable a t of £131 AT R T . Sl . : ,
e amoun’t oi uselful work is undoubbeily bf;ug June oy part-time and voluntarv
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workers, the task of sustained museum effort in Canada can probably be said to rest
in the main with this comparatively small group.

A column is included in the accompanying statement to show the amount of
floor space that the museums have at their disposal, and another to indicate the
average daily number of visitors the year round. At the rate of admissions recorded
it would take about ten years for the Canadian population to visit a2 museum of any
kind with a permanent staff, but many of the recorded admissions are of the same
people being counted more than once, so that a very substantial proportion of the
population must not enter a museum as often as once in ten years. Location, of
course, is an important factor. It can be seen from the statement that, apart from
those in national parks, there are only a dozen places with museums in the full-time
group, and distances between these are in some cases long.

Financial Support

Expenditure on the musesums with permanent staffs (including archives and
grt gaileries as well as museums in the narrower sense) seems to have been somewhere
beiween $800,000 and $900,000 in the year preceding their report. (In a few cases,
notably the National Museum on account of its administration as part of the Bureau
of Geology and Topography, it is hardly possible to say accurately how much expen-
diture should be attributed to & museum, and accordingly only the general proportions
of the total figure can be known). Roughly one-half of the total seems to be pro-
vided by the Dominion Govermment, one-quarter by the OUntario Government, one-tenth
by ike other eight Provinces combined, one-tenth by associations or endowments, and
smaller amounis by cities; non-provinciel universities and commercial establishments.

iarry «f the museums inciwded In the longer list say that they have made
ne expenditure at all in the year, and the average for most of the others is not
above $100, so it is probably safe to say that the total annual museum expenditure
in Canada (again including art galleries and archives) is considerably less than
a million dollars.

JOn a per capita basis the expenditure on museums is eight or nine cents,
as compared with about eighteen cents for public libraries (not including university
and Government libraries). It is also of interest to compare the eight or nine cents
for museums with the $2.77 per capita (not including amusement taxes) spent for
motion pictures, = another variety of visual education and entertainment.
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Extension Activities

A record of attendance at the larger museums was given in the foregoing
statement. This, however, comes short of indicating the total number of people
coming into direct contact with their activities. Extension lectures, loans of
exhibits, etc., reach a broader public. They are in some cases directed especially
toward the schools. Provisgions of this kind were recently reviewed in a bulletin
of the Education Branch entitled "Assistance to Schools from Museums and Art
Galleries",X and will not be described here again. There follows, however, a
gsynopsis of extension activities directed toward the general population, as reported
by the individual museums. Those loaning exhibits and the number of loans (not
including those to schools and colleges) are listed first. The size of the average
loan may differ considerably as between museums, and it would probably be misleading
to add them in a total.

Other extension activities are reported as hereunder:

Fort Anne Historical Museum - The Honorary Superintendent frequently gives lectures
illustrated by lantern slides.

Owen's Museum of Fine Arts, Mount Allison University - Monthly lectures to public.
Carnegie grant of photographs and reproduction of pictures used for lectures in
galleries and adjoining towns in New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

Miramichi Natural History Museum - Illustrated lectures weekly during January to May.
Historical and archeological excursions.

New Brunswick Museum - Four all-Canada broadcasts from the museum and three from the
local station in 1937. Numerous lectures to clubs and churches.

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Musée d'Art Chinois - Exhibitions have been held in and around Quebec City. The
curator sometimes gives talks over the radio. Lectures illustrated with lantern
slides have also been conducted.

Chateau de Ramezay, Montreal - Monthly lectures and participation in radis pro
grammes occasionally,

Telephone Museum, Montreal. - Photographs, slides and motion pictures available to
employees and responsible associations.

Lundy's Lane Historical Society, Niagara Falls - Lantern slides of local history
loaned to churches, etc.

National Gallery of Canada - Public lectures are given in Ottawa and throughout the
Dominion by European as well as Canadian lecturers. Radio broadcasts are given in
conjunction with such lectures whenever suitable arrangements can be made. There
were 39 lectures and 6 broadcasts in 1936. Programmes of music are arranged from
time to time in the gallery. Original works of art, reproductions and photographs
of paintings, drawings, prints and about 9,000 lantern slides with lectures written
by leading authorities on art are loaned (free except for transportation and insur-
ance) to any museum, gallery, art society, university or school in Canada having
the necessary facilities for making full and proper use of such loans.

Public Archives of Canada - Lantern slides on historical subjects are available

an loan to lecturers.

National Museum of Canada-Radiu broadcasts are given from time to time. Programme
of' free educational lectures is arranged annually, illustrated by films and lantern
slides. Lectures for school children on Saturday mornings and for adults on Wed-
nesday evenings, Motion picture films and lantern slides are lent free to educa-
tional organizations. Photographs of museum exhibits sre sent to museums and to
scientific and other publications, periodicsls and newspapers.

Art Gallery of Toronto - A varied and extensive programme including lectures,
broadcasts, loan exhibitions, slides. Details are described in the Annual Report
of the Gallery.

Royal Ontario Museum -- Public lectures on Tuesday afternhoon cduring the fall and
winter months. The curator of the Museum of Archaeology reports that a very large
number of public lectures, the majority of which are illustrated by lantern slides,
are given by members of the steff and that a considerable number of lectures are
given by radio. The Museum of Zoology loans some lantern slides.

Manitoba Museum - A museum representative visited some 35 towns, from January 1 to
June 20 lecturing on Museums and Art. The lectures illustrated by museum exhibits
were made possible by the Carnegie Foundation. Requests were received from 64 other
communities desirous of arranging a visit of the museum representative. The
Winnipeg Art Gallery co operates in the lecture programme.

University of Manitoba - The curator has given nature talks on the radio every
Thursday for the past 15 years. About a dozen extension lectures are given during
the winter,

Provincial Museum of Natural Eistory, Hegina - Thirty to forty lecturds are givan

each year. All lectures are illustrated by iilms or laniern slides.

Regina College - O5ix public lectures were given in the college last winter.

Lectures are illustrated with lantern slides, ochotographs and prints. Travelling
exhibitions are arranged for various centres in the province.

University of Saskatchewan, Picture Gallery - The University aims to co-operate with
the National Gallery in its programme of bringing to Canada prominent speakers in
Art and art education. Members of the Faculty of Art speak at various points in the
province when requested. The University plans to assemble a collection of the works
of Saskatchewan artists and to circulate these in the province during 1937-38.
Edmonton Museum of Arts - Lectures on History of Art and other Art subjects,
illustrated by lantern slides, are given once a week during the season. Classes
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in self-expression and art appreciation are offered for adults.

Museum of Northern British Columbia - Daily lectures are given during the tourist
season. Several radio broadcasts were given in 1936,

Vancouver Art Ggllery - Public lectures are given monthly during the fall and winter.
Reproductions are loaned.

Vancouver City Museum - Weekly illustrated lectures are offered to the public during
the winter. The Museum also sponsors weekly radio broadcasts.

Provincial Library and Archives, Victoria - Has a lantern slide collection of some
2,000 slides and three reels of 18 mm. motion picture on the history of British Columbia,
made in 19%6.

Provincial Museum of Natural History and Ethnology, Victoria - Public lectures and
radio broadcasts were carried on for two years but discontinued owing to lack of funds.
Lectures illustrated by motion pictures and lantern slides are given from time to time
in schools and for societies in Victoria and vicinity.

Mineral Museum, Department of Mines, Victoria - Loans numerous lantern slides and

Relationships between Museums

The loans of exhibits, recorded above, seem in very few cases to have been
between museums, except in the case of those from the National Gallery. The museums
were asked how many exhibits they borrowed in a year and from what sources they
obtained them. A considerable number reported loans from private collectors, but
except for the art galleries not more than half a dozen mentioned making use of
material from another Canadian museum. Even the smallest seem to carry on as quite
self-contained units.

With a view to finding out whether the museums felt a need for a means of
increasing relationships with one another, the following question was asked of them:
"Do you consider that a Museums Association, for facilitating co-operation between
Canadian museums, and between the museums of this and other countries, would be of
advantage to the work of your institution?" Affirmative replies numbered 79,
negative replies 21, while about 50 expressed no opinion. In the case of many of
those answering affirmatively the chief advantage seen in an organized means of
associating was in the possibility of it making exchanges easier. "Yes" was
supplemented by such commenls as, "Would facilitate the exchange of specimens",
"For exchanges particularly", "Especially in the matter of arranging and exchanging
exhibitions". Comments of this kind came from the smaller, rather than the larger,
maseums s

One of the largest institutions commented as follows: "All exchange of
idess and intercourse, of the kind that an association should make possible, could
not fail to bring about more effective operation of museums and galleries in
general." Canadian distances, however, are seen by others as a serious or insuper-
able obstacle. One says: "Our geography makes a Canadian lluseums Association an
impossibility, as the museum workers could not pay the fares. Close connection
with the American Museuns Association is desirable and answers the requirements".
A considerable number say that they hold membership in either the British or
American Association. The situation in fact appears very much the same as in the
field of libraries where similar difficulties have thus far prevented the estab-
lishment of an active Canadian national association, although prominent librarians
are convinced of its desirability and have worked for its establishment.
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Another possible means of exchanging experience, or perhaps rather of
putting to use in the smaller museums the experience gained in some of the larger,
would be the conductingof courses for museunm workers in one or some of the larger
institutions. Concerning this possibility the following question was asked: "Do
you consider that attendance at a short course in museum administration, held at
a large museum, would be of value to the staff of your museum?" Affirmative
answers to this question number 63, negative answers 31, while some 50-odd were
non--commi ttal.

Several of the affirmative answers were from persons who had attended the
bilingual short course in museum technique at McGill University in 1933, and who
mentioned having found it helpful. Some of the larger museums indicated that they
would be willing to train museum workers who came to them. Among those who
expressed a desire for such training, however, several mentioned the difficulty
of cost, saying that museum work was not sufficiently remunerative to make it
possible for them to spend part of their income on attending a course away from
home. Some expressed the opinion that a tour would be of more value to them than
a course, A few report tours: e.g. "I arranged to have the assistant biologist
visit leading museums in Canada and the United States this last spring. It has
been of great benefit to this department."

Concluding Note

It is possible that this publication may in a small way do something
toward meeting the need that is felt for contact between individual museums, by
providing a list of addresses, some indication of the contents of each, and a
few notes on special activities. If so, its preparation will probably have been
worth while. It does not pretend to be in any sense an exhaustive survey of
museums, but rather the result of a first attempt at bringing together information
of the kind by questionnaire, a method that has very definite limitations for a
project of this kind. The compilers will welcome any expression of opinion from
museum workers concerning its usefulness, and, if the latter consider the experi-
ment worth repetition, they will welcome any suggestions for its improvement.

La branche de 1'Education du Bureau Fidéral de la Statistique a préparé pen-
dant quelques années un rapport périodigue sur les bibliothéques au Canada et des per-
sonnes tres en vue en muséologie ont exprimé 1'opinion qu'une revue similaire dans
leur domaine serait d'une trés grande valeur. Voici, par exemple, ce que dit un admi-
nistrateur de musée: "A mon avis, la proposition que la branche de 1'Education fasse
une revue périodique des musdes et des galeries du Canada est tres importante et
j'espére qu'elle sera mise & exdcution. Nous sommes, & mon point de vue, & la veille
de grands développements éducationnels et je crois que le musée public (y compris la
galerie des beaux-arts) a ajourd'hui 1‘occasion de rendre des services éducationnels
qui, s’ils sont agréés, révolutionneront sa position et les fonctions de son personnel
dans la communauté. Le musée, comme la bibliotheque publique, est un foyer naturel
pour 1'éducation des adultes.......". |

En 1937 un questionnaire a 3té préparé pour servir de base & un rapport et,
la dernidre partie de l'annde, il a été envoyé a une liste d’institutions correspon-
dant pour la plupart & celles qui paraissent dans le "Rdpertoire des musdes et gale-
ries des beaux-arts au Canada", compilé par Sir Henry A, Miers et M. S, F. Markham et
publié par The Museums Association (de Grande-Bretagne) en 1932, gréce & la gdnirositd
de la Corporation Carnegie de New-York. On a dgalement rép3ré plusieurs collections
formées plus ricemment et un certain nombre de collections plus petites non comprises
dang le relevé de 1922, dans le but de faire aussi complet que possible le dossier du
contenu des musées.,

Répertoire des musdes

Plusieurs des collections au sujet desquelles on a obtenu un rapport sont
petites et comparativement inactives -- en effet, quelques-unes peuvent difficilement
etre appeldes des musées — mais on a pensé qu' un dossier aussi complet que possible
du contenu des musées et des centres d'intéret aurait une certaine valeur. La liste
compléte décrivant la nature du contenu de chaque musde, dans la mesure ou elle est
stablie, est publiée comme Partie II. Tout avis d‘omission sera regu avec plaisir,
dans le but de combler les lacunes dans toute autre revision de la liste.

Pour faciliter 1’emploi de la liste aux personnes intéressdes dans les
sp3cialités de la muséologie, elle est divisée en quatre sections: (1) galeries des
beaux-arts; (2) collections internationales d'archéologie, d'ethnologie et autres,
illustrant la vie des autres pays; (3) collections d‘histoire du Canada, comprenant
des objets relatifs aux races .indigénes du Canada; (4) collections de sciences natu-
relles et autres, telles que botaniques,; géologiques, zoologiques; industrielles,
etc. Les listes ne s'excluent nullement et les références recoupées sont nombreuses.

Musées ayant un personnel a temps entier

Les renseignements provenant des musées ayant un personnel & temps entier
ont $té, dans l'ensemble, plus complets que ceux envoyés par des musées dirigés par
des travailleurs bénévoles ou A temps partiel; en conséquence, il est possible de
présenter pour eux les donndes tabulaires additionnelles ci dessous. Il n'y en a en-
viron que trois douzaines dans cette catigorie et un tiers de ceux-ci n‘ont qu‘une
seule personne a temps entier. Le nombre total de travailleurs i temps entier ne
semblent pas grandement surpasser les 200, y compris les archivistes. Bien qu'une
somme considérable de travail soit, & n’en pas douter, exdcuté par des travailleurs
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volontaires et & temps partiel, on peut probablement dire que la téche de 1l'effort
soutenu des musées au Canada repose surtout sur ce groupe comparativement faible.

Dang 1'état suivant il y a une colonne indiquant la superficie que les
musées ont a leur disposition et une autre montrant le nombre quotidien moyen de visi-
teurs durant 1'année. Au taux d'admissions enregistrées il faudrait environ dix ans
pour que toute la population canadienne visit&t un musée quelconque ayant un personnel
permanent° mais plusieurs des adm1331ons représentent les mémes personnes qui ont été
comptées plus d'une fois, de sorte qu’une partie trés substantielle de la population
ne doit pas entrer dans un musée plus d'une fois en dix ans. Il va sans dire que la
localité est un facteur important. L’état sulvant permet de constater que, & part les
musées situés dans les parcs nationaux, il n'y a qu'une douzaine d'endroits ou les
musées font partie du groupe avec personnel & temps continu et que les distances entre
ces musdes sont grandes en quelques cas.

Soutien financier

Les dépenses pour les musées ayant un personnel permanent (y compris les
archives, les galeries des beaux--arts et les musées au sens moins large) semblent
avoir éts entre $800,000 et §900,000 1°année précédant leur rapport. Dans quelques
¢as, notamment le Musée National, par le fait qu'il est administré comme partie du
Bureau de Géologie et Topographie, il n'est presque pas possible de dire exactement
quelles dépenses doivent etre attribudes & un musée et, en consdquence, seules les
proportions générales du chiffre total peuvent étre connues. A peu prés la moitié
du total semble etre fournie par le gouvernement fédéral; le quart, par le gouverne-
ment d°Ontario; le dixiéme, par les huit autres provinces ensemble; un autre dixiéme,
par les associations et les dotations; de plus faibles montants, par les cités, les
universités non provinciales et les établissements commerciaux.

Plusieurs des musées compris dans la longue liste disent qu'ils nfont pas
fait de dépenses du tout pendant 1'année, et la moyenne pour la plupart des autres
ne dépasse pas $100; ainsi, il est probablement sur de dire que les dépenses annu-
elles totales pour les musées au Canada (encore une fois, y compris les galeries des
beaux-arts et les archives) sont bien inférieures & un million de dollars,
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Les dépenses pour les musdes, par tete, sont de huit i neuf cents, 3 rappro-
cher d'environ dix-huit cents pour les biblioth&éques publiques (& 1l'exclusion des bi-
bliothéques des universités et des gouvernements). Il est 4galement intiressant de
comparer les huit ou neuf cents dépensés pour les musées avec les $3.77, par tete,
(taxes d'amusement non comprises) dépensés pour le cinéma -- autre varidté d'éducation
et de récrdation visuelles.

Activitds extra-murales

L'état précédent donne le relevé de la friquentation des grands musdes.
Toutefois, ce relevé est loin d'indiquer le nombre total de personnes venant en con-
tact direct avec leurs activités. Les conférences extra-murales, les préts d'objets
en montre, etc. atteignent un plus grand public. En plusieurs cas ils sont spéciale-
ment faits aux écoles. Les dispositions de cette nature ont rdcemment $té passées en
revue dans un bulletin de la branche de 1'Education, intitulé "Musdées et galeries des
beaux-arts auxiliaires de 1l'école",X elles ne seront pas décrites de nouveau ici. Ce-
pendant, voici un synopsis des activitds extra-murales dirigées vers le public en
géndral, ainsi que le déclare chaque musde. Ces préts d'objets en montre et le nombre
de préts (& 1'exclusion de ceux qui sont faits aux écoles et colldges) sont consignds
les premiers. L'importance du pret moyen peut différer considérablement entre les
musées et leur addition pourrait probablement induire en erreur.

Les relations entre les muséec

Les prets d'oufets en montre, dont i1 est fait mention ci-dessus, semblent
dans trés peu de cas avoir été faits entre les musées, a 1'exception des prets de la
Galerie Nationale. Les musédes ont &té priés de dire le nombre d‘objets en montre
empruntds pendant une année et la source ou ils les avaient obtenus., Un nombre consi-
dérable déclare les avoir empruntés de collectionneurs privés; mais, a 1'exception
des galeries des beaux-arts, pas plus de six rapportent avoir fait usage d'objets
provenant d’'un autre musée canadien. Meme les plus petites semblent etre tout & fait
complétes.

A 1'effet de découvrir si les musées sentaient le besoin de trouver un
moyen d‘intensifier les relations entre eux, la question suivante leur a été posée:
"Considérez vous qu'une association des musées pour faciliter la collaboration entre
les musées de ce pays el des autres pays serait avantageuse pour 1’oeuvre que pour-
suit votre institution?" Les réponses affirmatives se sont chiffrées a 79 et les
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réponses nigatives & 21, tandis que 50 n'ont pas exprimé d'opinion. Pour plusieurs
qui ont répondu affirmativement le principal avantage qu'ils voyaient dans un moyen
organisé d'association consistait dans la possibilité de rendre les échanges plus
faciles. Au "oui" Staient ajoutés des commentaires tels que "Faciliterait 1'dchange
de spécimens", "Pour les schanges en particulier", "Spécialement au point de vue de
1'organisation et des :changes d'expositions". Les commentaires de cette nature
provenaient des petits plutot que des grands musées.

L'une des plus grandes institutions fait le commentaire suivant: "Tous les
échanges de vues et relations qu'une association rendrait possibles ne manqueraient
pas de mener & bon terme 1'opération des musies et des galeries en général." Cepen-
dant, d'autres considérent les distances au Canada comme un obstacle sérieux ou in-
surmontable. Une personne dit: "Notre géographie rend impossible une association
canadienne des musées, car les musdologues ne pourraient pas défrayer 1'expédition.
La relation étroite avec 1'American Museums Association est désirable et rdpond aux
besoins". Plusieurs disent qu'ils sont membres de 1'association britannique ou sm3-
ricaine. La situation; en fait, semble beaucoup &tre la méme que dans le domaine
des bibliotheques ou des difficultés semblables ont ainsi empech3 1'3tablissement
d'une association nationale canadienne active, bien que d'éminents bibliothécaires
solent convaincus qu'elle soit désirable et qu'ils aient travailld 4 son 4tablisse-
ment,

Un autre moyen possible d'échange d'expérience, ou plutot de la mise en
usage dans les petits musées de 1l’expsrience acquise dans quelques-uns des grands,
serait de donner des cours aux muséologuesg dans 1'une ou quelques-unes des grandes
institutions. Au sujet de cette possibilité la question suivante a été faite:
"Considdrez vous que l'assistance a un bref cours sur 1'administration du musée, don-
née dans un grand musée, serait précieuse pour le personnel de votre musie?" A cette
question les réponses affirmatives ont été de 63 et les réponses négatives de 31,
tandis que 50 environ étaient neutres.

Plugieurs des réponses affirmatives venaient de personnes qui avaient as-
sisté au bref cours bilingue sur la technigue du musée 3 McGill University en 1933
et qui 1l'avaient trouvé utile. Quelques-uns des grands musées ont fait connaltre
qu'ils consentiraient & former des muséologues qui y viendraient. Parmi ceux qui
ont exprimé le désir d'une telle formmation, toutefois, plusieurs font mention de la
difficulté du cout, disant que 1la muséologie n'était pas suffisamment rémunératrice
pour leur permettre de dépenser une partie de leur revenu pour assister & un cours
loin de chez eux. Quelques-uns ont exprimé l'opinion qu'une visite leur serait plus
précieuse qu'un cours. Quelques-uns mentionnent les visites, e.g.: "J'ai pris des
mesures pour que l'assistant biologiste visite les principaux musées au Canada et
aux Etats-llnis le printemps dernier. Ce département en a bénéficié grandement."

Gongclusion

I1 est possible que cette publication puisse contribuer faiblement & faire
face au besoin que 1'on éprouve d'établir un contact entre chaque musde, en four-
nissant une liste d'adresses, quelques indications sur le contenu de chacun et quel-
quee remarques sur les activités spiciales. S'il en est ainsi, sa préparation en
aura probsblement valu la peine, Elle ne prétend etre en aucune maniére un relevéd
complet des musées, mais plutot le résultat d'une premidre tentative en vue de rdunir

i
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les renseignements de cette nature au moyen d'un questionnaire, méthode qui a des
limites trés définies pour un projet de cette sorte. Les compilateurs recevront avec
plaisir toute expression d'opinion de la part des muséologues concernant son utilité
et, sl ces derniers considerent que 1'expérience vaut la peine d'etre répétde, ils
fgront hon sccueil & toutes les suggestions propres & l'améliorer.
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
