For some years, there has been a growing demand 
on the part of manufacturers, their associations and 
various levels of government for additional origin-
destination information on shipments of commodities 
manufactured in Canada. This report is an attempt to 
fill this gap for certain selected "Plastic Basic 
Shapes and Forms'. It is one of three reports which 
analyse the results of the "Interprovincial and 
Foreign Shipments Survey" conducted by the Manufac-
toring and Primary Industries Division of the Dominion 
ureau of Statistics in co-operation with various pro_ 

vincial agencies. The other two reports cover "Office, 
Household and Special Purpose Furniture" and "Structural 
nd Architectural Metal Products". 

The report covers the year 1967 and respondents 
were asked to distribute the shipments values reported 
to DBS on their 1967 Census of Manufactures schedules 
according to the destination requested by the buyer. 
It is emphasized that these are first, not necessar-
ily final, destinations. In order to keep the burden 
of response to a reasonable level, only items of major 
importance were selected and only those respondents 
having shipments valued in excess of $100,000 were 
surveyed. As a result, the survey does not cover the 
complete universes of commodities nor of respondents. 

However, the data in the tables do represent a 
high proportion of the total universe. Of the 107 
establishments surveyed, 99 (93L) responded, accounting 
for nearly 987, of shipments of the surveyed establish-
ments and over 88% of shipments by all manufacturers 
of these coninodities reporting to the Census of 
Manufactures.

La 
present bulletin se propose de combler cette lacune pour 
certaines "formes de base en plastique" choisies. Il a'agit 
ici de l'un des trois bulletins oh soot analyses lea résultata 
de l'"enquete aur lea expeditions interprovincislea et h 18-
tranger", menée par Is Division des industries msnufacturières 
et primaires do Bureau fCddral de la statistique, en coopers-
tion avec divers services provinciaux. Las deux autres bulle-
tins portent sur len "charpentes metalliques de construction 
et d'architecture" et las "meubles de bureau, de matson at 
pour fins spéciales". 

La bulletin porte sur l'annde 1967, et on avalt demandé 
sux enquètés de rdpartir la valeur des expeditions qu'iis 
avaient ddclarée au B.F.S. dana leur questionnaire du recen-
sement des manufactures pour 1967 selon Ia destination mdi-
qude par l'acheteur. Ii s'agit bien ici des destinations 
premieres, qui ne soot pas forcdment las mêmes qua lea des-
tinations finales. Afin de maintenir La fardeau impose par 
les rdponses a un niveau raisonnable, on avait uniquemeot 
choisi las articles lea plus importants at lenquBte na été 
menée qu'aupres des entreprises dont Is valeur des expeditions 
dépasse $100,000. En consequence, 1'enqu8te nest exhaustive 
ni pour lea marchandises, ni pour lea enquetés. 

Cependant, lea donnéea numériques des tableaux représen-
tent one grande partie de lunivers total. Sur un total de 
107 établissements enquêtés, 99 (93%) ont répondu, représentant 
près de 98% des expeditions totales des Ctablissements enque-
tés et plus de 88% des expeditions de tous lea fabricants de 
ces marchandises qui ont participé au recenaement des manu-
factures.
