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Introduction 

This is one of three reports in the third series 
I surveys of origin-destination information on ship-
lots of certain Canadian manufactured cotanodities. 

It analyses the results of the "Interprovincial and 
Ireign Shipments" survey of "Selected Chemical Prod- 
ta", conducted by Statistics Canada in co-operation 

ith various provincial agencies. The other two re-
ports cover "Wooden Sash and Doors and Other Selected 
Millwork" and "Business Forms, Greeting Cards and 
Labels". 

The report covers the year 1969 and respondents 
were asked to distribute the shipments values reported 
to Statistics Canada on their 1969 Census of Manufac-
tures schedules according to the destination requested 
by the buyer. It is emphasized that these are 
not necessarily final, destinations. In order to keep 
the burden of response to a reasonable level, only 
items of major importance were selected and only those 
respondents having shipments valued in excess of 
$100,000 were surveyed. As a result, the survey does 
not cover the complete universes of comodities nor of 
respondents. 

In 1969, there were 72 establishments producing 
one or more of the chemical products surveyed. Only 
61 were considered to be producing to an extent large 
enough to warrant surveying. All 61 respondents re-
turned completed questionnaires and accounted for over 
99 7. of the total possible universe, leaving less than 
one per cent unaccounted for by the 11 companies not 
surveyed.

Afin de maintenir Ic fardeau impose per lea rdponaes 
a Un niveau raisonnable, on a uniquement choisi lea articles 
lea plus importanta, at lenqu6te a's eté mende qu'auprea des 
entreprises dont Is valeur des livraieons dCpasse $100,000. En 
consequence, l'enquCte n'est exhaustive ni pour lea marchandi-
sea, Di pour lea enquBtes.
