Sin, 

I have the honour to present herewith the Report of the Postal Census of 
Manufactures taken in. the year 1016, for the calendar year 1915, the preliminary 
results of which were published in a bulletin dated December 31, 1916. The 
Census was taken under Section 19 of the Census and Statistics Act, Chap. 68, 
R.S.C., on a schedule approved by the Governor in Council on the eighth day of 
December, 1915, and mailed to manufacturers throughout the Dominion in the 
closing week of 1915. 

Construction operations and hand trades, as well as establishments con-
ducted under the factory system, were included, and a record was obtained from 
every concern known to he in operation, irrespective of number of employees, 
whose value of output was $2,500 or over, except that in the case of flour and 
grist mills, butter and cheese factories, fish preserving factories, sawmills, brick 
and tile yards, lime kilns, and electric light plants, no minitnuin was placed on 
value of output. The inquiry covered capital, number and wages of employees, 
clays worked, and the class and value of raw materials and finished product. 
Altogether the activities of 21,306 establishments were covered, compared with 
19,218 in the Census of 1911, and 15, 796 in the Postal Census of 1906. 

The organization of the inquiry and the compilation of the returns were 
under the supervision of Mr. J. C. Macpherson.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY. 

The Postal Census of the manufactures of Canada, taken in 1916, for the 
calendar year 1915, shows a general expansion since previous Censuses. 

The number of establishments in operation in 1915 was 21,306, representing 
an invested capital of $1,994,103,272, employing 52,683 persons on salaries and 
462,20() persons on wages, and producing goods to the value of 1 ,407,137,140, 
from raw materials valued at $802,135,862. 

The prilicipal statistics of 1915 coinparec.l with those of 1905, showing the 
increases which have taken place in the manufacturing industry during the past 
decade are as follows:-

The above statistics cover all establishments, irrespective of the number of 
employees. The ('ensus of Manufactures of 1911 was restricted to establish-
mnent.s employing five hands and upwards, with certain exceptions, such as flour 
anti grist, mills, butter and cheese factories, brick and tile yards, lime kilmis, 
electric light plants, etc. (.'omuparative figures for 1915 and 1910 on the basis of

The decrease in the number of establisiiiiients in operation in 1915 as 
compared with 1910 is chiefly a reflection of the falling off in construction enter-
prises which occurred in 1913 and was continued after the outbreak of the war. 
The number of sawmills and shingle mills in operation decreased from 3,499 in

1910 to 1,887 in 1915. Sash and door and planing mills decreased from 859 to 
661, boat and canoe building establishments decreased from 126 to 83, and brick 
and tile yards from 399 to 230. The number of sinail flour and grist, mills, 
which are associated with sawmilling, fell from 1,141 to 644. Other decreases 
were in manufactures of agricultural implements, from 77 to 56, and in woolen 
mills from 87 to 52.

It will be seen that more than one quarter of the total value of manufactured 
products is contributed by the  food producing industries, of which the chief are 
flour and grist mills, slaughtering and meat packing establishments, butter and 
cheese factories, manufactures of bread, biscuits and confectionery, and sugar 
refineries. In all these establishments very substantial gains have taken place 
in the past five years. The textiles group stands second in importance, whilst 
timber and lumber manufacturing and the iron and steel groups follow in order.

Ontario occUpies first place as an industrial province in 1915 with a greater 
and more diversifiNi list of manufactures than that of any other province. 
Quebec stands second, British Columbia third, Manitoba fourth, with Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick, Alberta, Saskatchewan and Prince Edward Island 
following in the order named. The only change in rank ('Onipared with 1911 
is that Saskatchewan and Prince Edward Island have changed places. 

The general trend of manufacturing since 1910 in the several provinces 
may be studied in the next following table which shows for each pi'ovnice for 
the census years 1910 and 1915, respectively, (a) the number of different kinds 
of industries, (b) the total number of inanufactui'ing establishments and (c) the 
value of production. The decrease in the number of estahlishincnts in New 
Bnmswick and Nova Scotia is due to the comparative inactivity in the loot-
bering trade already remarked, in which 568 fewer mills were operating in 1915 
than in 1910.

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ANALYSIS ACCORDING TO SIzR OF INDIVIDUAL INDUSTRIES. 

(a) Measured by Value of Producf. 
An interesting analysis of the manufacturing inclustiy is obtained by 

grouping together establishments having a similar value of output. Table III 
classifies the various industries in eight groups of this character, namely: those 
having an output of, (1), under $25,000; (2), $25,000 but under $50,000; (3), 
$50,000 but under $100,000; (4), $100,000 but under $200,000; (5), $200,000 
but under $500,000; (6), $500,000 but under $1,000,000; (7), $1,000,000 but 
under $5,000,000; and (8), over $5,000,000. For each of these groups (a) the 
number of establishments is shown, (b) their total production, and (c) the 
average production per establishment. Totals for the Dominion and each of 
the provinces are given. 

The group of establishments having a production of under $25,000 
constituted 76.57 per cent of the total number; those of $25,000 but tinder 
$50,000, 8.36 per cent; those of $50,000 but under $100,000, 6.02 per cent; 
those of $100,000 but under $200,000, 3.81 per cent; those of $200,000 but 
under $500,000, 2.90 per cent; those of $500,000 but under $1,000,000, 1.32 
per cent; those of $1,000,000 but under $5,000,000, 0.90 per cent; and those of 
$5,000,000 and over, 0. 12 per cent. 

A general review of the groups shows that in those having a production 
under $200,000, the average output per establishment decreased 22.36 per cent; 
:n the group $200,000 hut under $500,000 an increase of 2,33 per cent was 
shown; in the group $500,000 but under $1,000,000, the increase was 3.03 per 
cent; in the group $1,000,000 but under $5,000,000 the increase was 9.60 per 
cent ; and in the group of $5,000,000 and over, the increase was 10.69 per cent. 
An average increase of 5.88 per cent is upon the whole shown in 1915 compared 
with 1910. The following statement illustrates these and other features:

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Cost of Materials.—The cost of materials rose from $601,509,018 in 1910 to 
$802,135,682 in 1915. 

No attempt has been ma(le to analyse finally the value added in the process 
of manufactures. 

NUMBER OF ESTABLISHMENTS. 

The total number of establishments from which a record was obtained in 
1916 was 21,306, compared with 15,796 in the Postal Census of 1906. Table IV 
shows the number of establishments in each industry in each province of the 
Dominion. The number of estal)Iisllments having five hands and over in 
operation in 1915 was 15,593, compared with 19,218 in 1910. The causes for 
this variation have been already noted. 

CAPiTAL. 

In the term " capital " were included in this inquiry, (a) value of land, 
buildings and fixtures, (b) machinery and tools, (c) materials and stocks in hand, 
and (d) cash, trading and operating accounts and bills receivable. Table VI 
gives detailed information by industries and provinces under each of these 
headings. 

In total capital the.re has been an increase of $746,520,663 or about GO per 
cent in the past five years. The fifteen principal headings under which the 
increase has taken place are respectively: ehctric light and power, 8138,000,000; 
sme1'ting, $97,000,000; paper mills, $63,000,000; cars and car works, $38,000,000; 
iron and steel mills, $38,000,000; car repair shops, $28,000,000; cement mills, 
$26,000,000; electrical apparatus, $20,000,000; wood pulp, chemical and 
mechanical, $17,000,000; slaughtering and meat packing, 817,000,000; foundries, 
$15,000,000; flour and grist mills, $14,000,000; agricultural implements, 
$14,000,000; sugar refining, $11,000,000; automobiles, $9,000,000; or a total 
of $545,000,000, for these fifteen industries, leaving about $200,000,000 of the 
total increase to be apportioned among the remaining industi'ies of the 
Dominion. 

The average, capital investment per establishment, was $64,917 in 1910 and 
$93,593 in 1915, a gain of 44 per cent.

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EMPLOYEES ON SALARIES AND WAGES. 

lable No. VII contains an extended statement, by jn(lustries, for Canada 
and for each province, of the number of employees on salaries and wages on 
I)ecember 15. 1015, or the nearest pay day, (exclusive of piece workers in the 
case of employees on wages), and of the total amounts paid out in salaries and in 
wages respectively. Table VIII shows the number of employees by months in 
the several industries. 

Employees on Salaries.-1lle number of officers and employees on salaries 
was 52,683 on I)ecember 15, 1915, as against an average of 44,077 in 1910, an 
increase of 8,606 or 19.5 per cent in the past five years, while the amount paid 
out in salaries increased by $16,528,578 in the same period. The average 
earnings of all salarie(l persons, male and female, was $1,144.74 in 1915 as against 
$993.25 in 1910, a gain of $151.49 per employee, or a little more than 15 per cent. 

Employees on Wages.—The number of persons employed on wages, including 
piece workers insi(le and outside, was 462,200 on December 15, 1915, or nearest 
pay day. The average (including piece workers) for each month in the year was 
4 13,39.1. In previous censuses the information asked for under this heading was 
less detailed, the manufacturer being asked to state the total number of em-
ployees during the year, whereas in 1915, the number on the pay roll in each 
month of the year was obtained. It is thought that the earlier method tended 
to increase somewhat the number of employees recorded, as nianufadurers in 
industries like butter and cheese making, fruit canning, sawmilling, fish pre-
serving, brick and tile yards, etc., which vary considerably in activity with the 
season, tended to make their returns for the period of full activity. The number 
thus returned in 101Owas 471,126. Comparing this with the return for December 
15, 1915, a decrease of 8,926 is shown, and a still larger decrease when the coin-
parison is with the average for the whole year 1915. It would be more a('curate 
however, for the reason above stated, to compare the figures for 1910 with those 
of the months of nmaximum activity in 1915. 

The table below contains an analysis of the variation in the numbers of 
employees as on December 15, 1915, and in the month of highest employment. 
r1ile  statement indicates that in these industries alone 44,303 employees would 
be added to the 462.20() of December 15 above noted. A final calculation of 
this kind, including all the industries, shows that 56,793 employees would have 
to be added to the 462,200 to make the results comparable with those of 1910. 
The result indicates a total increase of 48,067 in the number of employees be-
tween 1910 and 1915. The column giving the figures for 1010 in the following 
enables the effect on the number of employees of the decline in the lumbering, 
l)riek, and food )reserving iiidustries to be conveniently noted. A more general 
review of this character however will he found in Table VIII.

Soiaries and Wages.-The trend of salaries and wage payments since 
1900 is shown in the next following table. The wages bill ilWl'eased in the past 
five years by $32,227,509, the totals being $229,456,210 in 1915 and $197,228,700 
in 1910. This increase is no doubt due iii a measure to the ilicreaSe in the nutiibei' 
of employees and in the general activity of industry, but is also to he accounted 
for in part by a rise in wages and also to the eiiiployrnent of a larger pro-
portion of expert labour in establishments engaged in the manufacture of war 
materials.

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CLASSIFICATION OF WAGE EARNEII. 

An attempt was made at the present Census, for the first time in Canada, 
to secure a classification of wage-earners according to the amount of weekly 
wages that they individually receive. Each manufacturer was asked to state 
the number of workers on the pay roll on December 15, 1915, (or nearest pay 
(lay) receiving under $4, $4 but under $5, $5 but under $6, $6 but under $7, 
$7 but under $8, $8 but under $9, $9 but under $10, $10 but under $12, $12 
but under $15, $15 but under $20, $20 but under $25, and $25 and over. A 
further classification under each of these headings was into employees under 16 
years of age and those 16 years old and over, male and female. Not all estab-
lishments were able to supply information sufficiently detailed for compilation, 
but some 14,887 concerns, employing altogether 394,597 wage-earners did so. 

A summary for these industries is given below. It will he seen that the 
largest single group of employees in the case of males consists of those receiving 
between $12 iuid $15 a week, whilst in the case of females, the largest group 
consists of those receiving between $6 and $7.

OUTSIDE PIECE-WORKERS. 

The number of outside piece workers, male and female, and the amounts 
paid out to each by industries, is shown in Table X, which also covers working 
time. Altogether 12,082 males and 5,631 females were paid by this method 
Their aggregate earnings were $3,875,212. 
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WORKING TIME. 

The number of clays worked full time and part time and the number of 
days in which each plant was idle were asked for on the schedule., as well as the 
number of hours worked per shift and per week. The results are compiled and 
analyzed in Table X. In the case of gas and electric light and heating establish-
ments, 365 (lays a year are worked, but in other industries the maximum full 
time is 304 days. On an average each manufacturing establishment in Canada 
worked full time 222 days, worked part time 19 days and was idle 64 working 
days. The statistics for each industry are given in the table. 

The average shift consists of 9.2  hours and the average time worked per 
week 55.2 hours. 

MANUFACTURES IN CITIES, TOWNS AND VILLAGES OF 1,500 POPULATION AND 
OVER. 

Table XI shows the manufactures in all cities, towns and villages throughout 
Canada having a population of 1,500 and over. The figures given are for 1900, 
1905, 1910 and 1915, so that it is possible in each case to trace the progress that 
has occurred since the i)eginning of the century. The localities are grouped 
in two sections, (1) those of 5,000 population and over, and (2), those of over 
1,500 population hut less than 5,000. 

It will be seen that the most rapid growth, not only absolutely but rela-
tively has occurred in the larger centres of population. The ten most important 
manufacturing centres in Canada, according to value of product in 1915, with 
comparative figures for 1910 and 1900 are as follows:-

COMPARATIVE STATISTICS FOR 1910 AND 1915. 

Table XII was compiled with the object of facilitating comparisons as 
between the Censuses of 1910 and 1915. The Census for 1910, as alread y  
explained, was limited to industries employing five hands or over, with certain 
exceptions, whereas the Census for 1915 included all ehtahlishments, irrespective 
of the number of employees. In Table XII the statistics for 1915 are for such 
establishments only as have five hands or over, so that they are on the same 
basis as those for 1910. Exact colnparisons can accordingly he macic for any 
group of industries as between the two years.

For a proper understanding of terms used in the tables of manufactures 
and elsewhere throughout this report, the following glossary has been prepared: 

Abrasive goods. Includes wheels made of carborundum, corundum and emery.

Axes and tools. Includes forks, machine knives, shovels and spades. 
All other industries. This tenn is used to indicate all establishments of which less than 

three of their kind have been reported, but whose several kinds and reSl)CCtivC nuni- 
bers are given in Appendix B pp :—, for the provinces and the Dominion. 

Baking 1)oWd(r and flavouring extracts. Includes also essences and perfumes. 
Boots and shoes. Under this head is included footwear of all descriptions, whether of 

leather, rubber, felt or cloth. 
Boxes, wooden. Includes also packing cases, cheese boxes and butter packages. 
Brass castings. Includes brass finishings and brass fittings. 
Bread, biscuits and confectionery. Includes the baking of biscuits, bread, cakes, pastry 

and the manufacture of candies and confections of all kinds. 
Capital. Includes buildings, land, machinery and motive power, tools, implements and 

working capital. 
Cardboard. includes cards and paper board. 
Carriage and wagon materials, includes axles, bent goods, carriage tops, hubs, spokes, 

springs, SUpJ)hCS and trimmings and wheels. 
Cars and ear works. Irfeludes rol.ling stock for railways. 
Clothing, women's, custom. Includes dress and mantle making, millinery and repairing. 
Clothing, women's, factory. Includes costumes, shirt waists, skirts, skirt-binding, white-

wear and wrappers. 
Coffees and spices. Includes chicory. 
Coffins and caskets. Includes undertakers' supplies. 
Cost of materials. Except where otherwise specified in the tables of manufactures, this 

term includes the value of all materials whether in the raw or partly manufactured 
state. 

Drugs. Includes chemicals and glycerine. 
Electrical apparatus and supplies. Includes electric motors. 
Ixplosives. Includes blasting powder, duain, dynamite, gunpowder, nitro-glycerme, 

etc. 
Fish, preserved. Includes the canning, drying, salting and otherwise curing of fish of all 

kinds. 
Flouring and grist mill products. Includes cereal goods, cornmeal and oatmeal. 
Foundry and machine shop produts. Includes furnaces, heaters, iron pipe, machuiery 

of all kinds, radiators and stoves. 
Fruit and vegetable canning. Includes preserved fruits. 
Furnishing goods, men's. Includes muon 's collars, shirts, suspenders and ties. 
Gas mnaclunes. Includes acetylene gas generators and meters. 
Ilairwork. Includes hair cloth and hair goods. 
Harness and saddlery. Includes trunks and valises. 
Interior decorations. This term is used to denote the interior fittings used in banks and 

offices; also stair-building and other decorative designs and constructions. 
Iron and steel products. Includes bolts and nuts, forgings, hinges, nails and tacks, rivets 

and spikes and rolling mill products. 
Lead bar and pipe. Imicludes sheet lead and shot. 
Log products . All products of the log such as laths, lumber, pulpwood, shngles, 

staves and spool wood. 
Lumber products. Includes the products of planing mills and sash, door, and blind fac-

tories and excelsior. 
Mats and rugs. Includes matting. 
Mechanical power. This term indicates the various kinds of power used to move_the 

machinery and other accessory aids for promoting the interests of the establishment, 
with their total of actual horse powr, whether owned, leased or rented. 

Musial instruments. Includes band instruments. 
Musical instrument materials. Includes piano actions, supplies and strings.
