Le present document de référence présente des indices révisés du produit intérieur 
reel par industrie d'origine (y compris certains agrégats spéciaux de données applicabies 
aux industries étudiées, tel l'indice de Ia production industrielle), en fonction de i'année 
1961 utilisée comme base de pondération et de référence. Ii présente aussi des niveaux 
de production scion le dernier recensement annuel et quinquennal, la pondération finale des 
industries pour 1961, une désaisonnalisation redressée, de nouveaux indicateurs mensuels 
et une méthodologie révise. 

Le present rapport met it jour le système des indices du produit intérieur reel, publiés 
dans le document hors série, numéro de catalogue 61-506, et renferme des tableaux an-
nuals, trimestriels, et mensuels qui présentent des données sur un grand nombre d'indus-
tries ou groupes de celies-ci pour La période qui s'étend de 1961 a 1969. Les Tableaux 
2 et 3 exposent les indices mensuels, récemment mis a point, du produit intérieur reel. 
Les indices trimestriels continuent d'y figurer pour le bénéfice des utilisateurs.

Au Canada, les comptes nationaux ont fail 
l'objet depuis la fin de la Seconde Guerre mondiale 
de toute une série de publications portant sur leurs 
éléments constitutifs. Its ont connu une telle évolu-
tion qu'on peut maintenant los qualifier de "Système 
de comptabilité nationale''. Aux fins d'identiuica-
tion, toutes les publications qui font partie du sys-
tème (elles contiennent des tableaux statistiques, 
l'explication des cadres théoriques et l'explication 
des sources et des méthodes) porteront désormais 
le titre général de "Système de comptabilité na-
tionale". 

Le système de comptabilité nationale du Canada 
se divise en plusieurs categories de comptes. Les 
comptes annuels et trimestriels de revenu et de dé-
penses (puhliés dans les bulletins dont le numéro 
de catalogue commence par 13) ont constitué le 
premier ensemble de statistiques a être connu sous 
le titre de "Comptes nationaux" (Comptes na-
tionaux, revenus et dépenses). Les données sur la 
balance des paiements internationaux (numéros de 
catalogue cornrnençant par 67) font également partie, 
ou5 leur forme sommaire, du système de comptabi-

i '  mLtionale; dies ont même existé avant les 
de revenu et de dépenses. 

I 	nomenclature, sensiblement augmentée, 
i.-tries et de biens et services figure dans les 

tableaux d'intrants et extrants (input-output) do 
système (numéros de catalogue commonçant par 15). 
Les indices du produit intérieur reel par industrie 
(compris dans les publications dont les numéros de 
catalogue commencent par 61) mesurent, on "dollars 
constants", l'apport de chaque branche d'activité 
au produit intérieur brut au coQt des facteurs. Un 
rapport est établi entre intrants et extrants dans les 
etudes de productivité (publications dont les flume-
ros de catalogue commencent par 14). 

L'établissement sert d'unité de base de la pro-
duction industrielle tant dans les tableaux "input-
output" que dans les indices du produit intérieur 
reel. Les comptes de flux financiers (publications  

dont les numéros de catalogue commencent par 13) 
mesurent les operations financières. Los categories 
de prêteurs et d'instruments financiers forment les 
éléments de base de ces statistiques et Ia personne 
morale est le point de depart du classement des 
agents économiques. En outre, le système a été 
concu de facon a pouvoir incorporer les comptos de 
bilans (qui prennent pour objet le patrimoine) bisque 
les données s'y rapportant seront suffisaniment 
développCes. 

Le système de comptabilité nationale constitue 
un ensemble conceptuelbement intégrC dans lequel 
les diverses categories de comptes peuvent Otre 
considérées comme dos sous-systèmes Ctroitement 
lies entre eux. Au stade actuel de développement, 
on ne pout faire de comparaison directe entre los 
éléments bases sur l'étabiissement et ceux qui sont 
bases sur l'entité légale que Iorsque les donnCes 
sont groupées dans des categories très générales. 
Toutefois, le Bureau fCdéral de Ia statistique pour-
suit ses recherches sur les relations entre l'entre-
prise, la société et l'établissement. Ii sera peut-
être possible un jour do reclasser les donnCes 
fondées, par exemple, sur l'établissement de manière 
a les faire correspondre aux données établies d'apres 
Ia société ou l'entreprise. 

Dans ses grandes lignes, le système de comp-
tabilité nationale du Canada est ëtroitement relié a 
la norme internationale exposèe clans Ia publication 
des Nations Unies A System of National AcCounts 
(Etudes méthodologiques, SCrie F, No  2, Rev. 3, 
Bureau de statistique, DCpartement des affaires 
économiques et sociales, Nations Unies. New York, 
1968). Le Bureau fédéral de la statistique publiera 
plus tard un document définissant le Système do 
cornptabilité nationale du Canada. Ce document 
exposera los grands principes du système. Los cx-
plications théoriques plus détaillées, les tableaux 
statistiques, l'explication des sources et des me-
thodes paraTtront dans los diverses publications 
courantes ou hors sCrie portant sur los élOments dii 
système.

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DESCRIPTION DES RIVISIONS APPORTEES AU PRODUIT INTERIEUR REEL 

On trouvera dans le present rapport des estima-
r:i:ions révisées du produit intérieur reel (P.I.R.) 

ir industrie, par année, par trimestre et par mois, 
pour les années 1961-1969. Le nouvel indice 
mensuel du P.I.R. (qui comprend l'indice mensuel 
de la production industrielle) y apparaft pour la 
premiere lois pour les années 1961 a 1969. Saul 
dans le cas de modifications mentionées au present 
rapport, les concepts et Ia méthodologie générale 
sont identiques a ceux qui sont indiqués dans les 
ouvrages de référence antérieurs'. La C.T.I. de 
1960 2  qui avait été introcluite pour la premiere lois 
dans le dernier document de référence, continue 
d'être appliquée dans le present cas. 

Les grands traitsde Ia revision sont: l'adoption

Le Tableau 5 du rapport donne la repartition 
finale par industrie du produit intérieur brut au 
coat des facteurs pour l'année 1961, exprimée en 
dollars et en pourcentages. Le Tableau 6 présente 
les taux de croissance moyens des groupes d'in-
dustries et d'agrégats spéciaux pour des périodes 
choisies au cours des années 1960. 

Une nouvelle description des concepts, des 
méthodes et de la provenance des données utilisées 
dans le produit intérieur reel sera publiée (lans un 
document de réfCrence distinct. On ne prévoit aucune 
autre revision importante des indices du P.I.R. 
avant que le système n'adopte 1971 comme base de 
pondération et de référence. 

Pondération révisée des industries en fonction de 
1961 

Ii a fallu estimer provisoirement la pondération 
des industries en fonction de 1961 sur laquelle 
étaient fondés les indices du produit intérieur reel 
par industrie déjà publiés dans le document portant 
le numéro 61-506 au catalogue du B.F.S. La réparti-
lion corrigée, par iridustrie, du produit intérieur 
brut au coOt des facteurs qui est exposée au Tableau 
5 incorpore leschangements statistiques et descrip-
tifs disponibles par suite d'une revision chronolo-
gique complete des comptes nationaux des revenus 
ci des dépenses et du tableau final dintrants et 
extrants (input—output). La pondération finale de 
1961 des industries n'a Pu être établie qu'après 
une concordance détaillée de tous les groupements 
du système de comptabilité nationale. 

Les revisions apportées aux estimations du 
produit intérieur brut au coOt des facteurs n'ont pas 
sensiblement modifié la repartition par industrie du 
produit intérieur brut pour 1961 au niveau des divi-
sions. Dans la majorité des cas, ii y avait au plus 
une marge de 2 p. 100 entre les pondérations finales 
et provisoires. Lécart le plus remarquable se situait 
au niveau de l'administration publique et defense 
nationale cC une modification apportée a Ia défini-
lion a beaucoup affecté le niveau des estimations. 

Tout au cours de la revision des estimations 
provisoires du P.1.B., on a dO puiser a méme un 
éventail de sources de données, tels les dossiers 
du fisc, les rapports des sociétés, les etudes sur 
les résultats d'exploitation, afin de pouvoir estimer 
l'excédent d'exploitation des établissements. Cette 
méthode s'est imposée principalement en raison de 
la pénurie de données sur l'apport des services 
achetés et utilisés par établissement. 11 convient 
également de rappeler qu'au niveau d'une classe 
d'industrie a 4 chiffres de la C.T.I., ii a été néces-
saire a maintes reprises de répartir le P.I.B. selon 
lavaleur ajoutCe telle que déterminCe par le recense-
men t. 
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Les changements conceptuels introduits et 
• 	dcrits au document de référence 61-506 (y  compris 

Hs estimations provisoires du P.I.B. pour 1961) ont 
nu compte des modifications ci-après: 
Conformément au traitement conceptuel propose 
par le système de comptabilité nationale des 
Nations Unies, la definition de la "formation 
brute du capital fixe du gouvernement" fait 
maintenant abstraction des dépenses pour la 
defense. Dans le système canadien de comptabilité 
nationale, toutes les dépenses pour la defense 
sous forme d'immobilisations sont maintenant 
imputées aux dépenses courantes du gouvernement 
en biens et services. En consequence, la déprécia-
tion de ces éléments d'actif n'est plus visée clans 
les estimations. Cette modification apportée a 
la definition est, en grande partie, responsable 
de la reduction de la pondération dans l'admi-
nistration fédérale en comparaison de l'estimatjon 
préliminaire. 

2. Certaines modifications aux redressements divers 
des estimations ont été incorporées aux estima-
tions finales des pondérations des industries. 

Le relèvement de traitements et de salaires a 
été le changement statistique d'importance qui a 
touché pratiquement toutes les industries. Les nou-
velles estimations provenaient d'une comparaison 
entre les series existantes sur Ia rémunération  

de la main-d'oeuvre établies au B.P.S. de même 
qu'au ministère du Revenu national (M.R.N.) et Un 
tableau des salaires et des traitements établi par 
le ministère du Revenu national au moment de l'en-
tree en vigueur du Régime de pensions du Canada. 
L'enquête du M.R.N. s'irispirait des registres des 
employeurs a l'Cgard du revenu des employés selon 
les inscriptions portées au feuillet "T-4". De 
plus, l'étude indiquait que le Bureau avait utilisé 
un champ d'observation trop restreint dans le cas 
des estimations de certains éléments de Ia rémunéra-
tion de la main-d'oeuvre tels les allocations im-
posables, ainsi que les salaires et les traitements 
des admjnistrateurs. En outre on a pu apporter des 
corrections pour compenser le champ d'observation 
trop restreint utilisé dans le cas de certaines in-
dustries tel le commerce. 

Les revisions statistiques apportées au surplus 
d'exploitation procèdent en partie du raffinement des 
méthodes d'estimations provisoires a Ia lurnière 
d'études spéciales effectuées en vue Ic l'éstablis-
sement des tableaux finals d'intrants-extrants. 
D'autres changements réflètent des revisions aux 
données originales comme le rajustement ascendant 
apporté aux estimations du commerce afin de com-
penser Ia portëe trop restreinte du recensement de 
1961, ou l'incorporation des nouvelles sources de 
donnécs a mesure qu'elles étaient disponibles.

Mesures du produit intéricur reel, 1961 -1969 

Les indices annuels par industrie, pour les 
rnnées 1960, figurant au Tableau 1, sont fondés 
tltièrement sur les données finales du recense-

nent ou des enquêtes annuelles des années 1961 
:L 1967, et en partie sur des données provisoires 
annuelles pour les deux dernières années. Ii est 
a noter que les indices publiés antérieurement  

s'inspiraient des renseignements provisoires visant 
cette période. Ainsi, la période entière se trouve 
touchée par les changements statistiques attribués 
a l'incorporation des mesures annuelles finales. Le 
degré de revision vane d'une industrie a l'autre, 
tout comme d'une année a l'autre, bien que presque 
toutes les industries soient touchées, les revisions 
dans le commerce et l'industrie manufacturière 
étant les plus importantes.

Le changement statistique majeur dans le 
secteur des industries productrices de services 
consiste en l'incorporation des niveaux de recense-
ment pour 1966 du commerce et de plusieurs des 
industries qui font partie du groupe des services 
sociaux, commerciaux, industriels et personnels. 
Les tendances qui se dégagent d'une cornparaison 
entre les résultats des recensements de 1961 et de 
1966 pour ces industries ont été surimposés aux 
indicateurs annuels existants, ce qui a produit des 
modifications considérables au niveau de Ia produc-
tion de certaines industries telle que celle du com-
merce en gros. D'autres revisions d'importance ont 
été apportées a la provenance des données pour les 
industries oii la rémunération de la main-d'oeuvre 
est employee comme indicateur. Des modifications 
aux données sur les traitements et les salaires ont 
influé sur toute Ia pêriode et se sont révélées 
particulièrement importantes dans les industries 
suivantes: finance, assurance et immeuble, et cer-
tames composantes des services personnels. En 
plus de ces modifications, les méthodes ant été 
améliorées, de nouvelles méthodes de deflation ont 
été adoptées pour certaines industries (administra-
tion locale, publicité) et divers indicateurs ont etC 
incorporés dans certains des cas øü de nouvelles 
enquêtes ont été entreprises au cours de la période, 
ou encore, là oi des enquêtes en cobrs ont été 
abandonnées.

Au chapitre des industries productrices de 
2 S, un changement conceptuel important apporté 
té l'inclusion, dans les mesures de production, 

a toutes les activités des établissements manu-
acturiers, miniers et forestiers, domaines oè la 

mesure de production était jusaue là fondée sur 
l'activité principale. Dans le domaine de l'industrie 
manufacturière, tout au moths, une telle facon de 
procéder a eu un effet positif sur les mesures a 
compter de 1966, ce qui a provoqué une revision 
a la hausse, a compter de 1967, dans I'industrie du 
materiel de transport et dans l'industrie des produits 
métalliques. On y a également incorporé un certain 
nom bre d' ameliorations méthodologiques, par 
exemple, l'usage plus répandu des "indices de 
prix de vente dans l'industrie" dans la deflation 
des valeurs en prix courants.

Les utilisateurs Se sou- 
viendront que les indices mensuels du P.I.R.,

En outre, de nom- 
breuses ameliorations aux méthodes statistiques 
ont été adoptées, telles l'adjustement pour le 
nombre de jours de commerce (jours de travail) qui 
fait partie de la variante X-11 de Ia méthode II de 
désaisonnalisation du Bureau of the Census des 
E.-U. Cette m6thode 4  permet de rectifier les series 
chronologicjues en fonction de la preuve formelle 
présentée par les donnCes elles-mêmes, et elle 
s'est révélée particulièrement utile dans le cas des 
series du commerce.
