INTRODUCTION 

Le but (IC cot article est de presenter aux utili-
sateurs do 1'E['A des mesures sCparCes de l'iripact 
numCriquc des diverses coinposautes de in rCvis ion 
de l'enquto sur la population active. Cette 
revision do l'enqute sur la population active a 
perinis d' introduire sirnultanCrnent un certain nom-
bre de modifications et d'amCliorations: 

(1) Nouvelle base pour les projections do ju-
lation 

CluiqUe mois, l'information obteiiue des 
mCnages de 1'6chaatiliori est pondCrCc a des 
projections de population qui souL effectuCes 
do façon sCparëe. (On ëtablit chaque niois 
des projections de populatIon pour 20 groupes 
d'ge/sexe pour chacune des provinces). Pour 
faire ces projections on so sort de diverses 
sources d'information (naissances, dCcs, 
immigration, etc.) et des erreurs scat plus 
susceptibls do so produire a nsurc que l'on 
s'éioigne des recensements dCcennaux ou quin-
quc&lnaux qui serveut de base. Les projections 
do population do 1'enqute précdente Ctaicnt 
bacCes sur le recenseinent dc 191, tandis qua 
l'cnquHte rvisc utilise des chiffrrs do 
po!)u1.ation qut son I: bases sur i.e reconsenwnt 
do 1971. 

Suite au recensement quinquennal do 196, 
l'enqute de juin 1966 a etC pondCrCe do 
nouveau cette fois aux estimations de popu-
.lation basCes sur Ia recensement do 1966. 
Toutefois, on s'est aperçu qua las differences 
relatives Ctaient trop petites rour justifier 
u:ie revision chronologicue. C' est pourquoi 
los enqutes ont continue a tre pondCrCes 
sur los projectiors do population basCes sur 
le recense,aent do 1961. Los projections do 
population utilisCes danE l'enqutc prCcCdente 
auraicnt rorsalement d. 3tre rCvisCes ds 
la parution des donnCcs do recensement do 
1971. A cc moment cependant, uzie revision 
grande Cchelle de 1'enqute s'.'r Ia population 
active était en marche et pour Cviter deu 
rvisions chronologiques dams on laps do temps 
relativement court, on a dCcidC de retarder 
l'incroduction des chiffres rvisds de popu-
lation jusqu'a janvier 1976. 

Un article dormant Ia description des mCthodes 
employees pour calculer les esciiatIons de 
population de l'enquête mensuelle sur la popu- 
lation active est disponible et sara envoyC 
sur demande. Cot article dCcrit aussi las 
rnt1,odes dont on s'est servi pour reviser les 
estimations chroiologiques do population pour 
so conformer aux donnCcs do recensernent de 1971. 
Do plus, l'article comprend une description de 
etfets do ces revisions. 

The jtruc ut this paper is to provide users 
of LFS data with ceparate measures of the 
numerical impact of several componenta of the 
revlsicis of the Labour Force Survey. The 
revision of the Labour Force Survey involved 
the simultaneous introduction of a number of 
changes and irnrovements: 

(1) Bcrnchmarking of the 	ulatioQpro- 
ject ions 

Each month the information derived from 
the households in the samplt is weighted 
up to independently produced population 
totals. (There are 20 age-sex Dopu-
lation totals produced for each province 
each month). These data are produced 
ulng information from a variety of 
sources (births, deaths, immigration, 
etc.) and are subject to a certain 
degree of error as they move from the 
decennial or quinquennial Censuses on 
which they are based (benchmarked). 
The former survey's population pro- 
ections were last beiichmarked using 

r- ho 1961 Census data while the revised 
. 

	

	-u:vey 'ise.s population data based on 
the 1911. Census. 

Foliol/ing the 1966 quinquennial Census, 
the June 1966 LFS was reweiglited to 
population estimates based on the 1966 
Census count. however when the rela-
tive differunces in the revised esti-
mates were examined, they were considered 
tou small to warrant an historical 
revision. Therefore the surveys con-
tinued to be weighted on populatton 
project1ons based on the 1961 Census 
Population Count. In the normal course 
of events, the population projections 
used in the former survey weuld have been 
rebeochniarked as soon as the 1971 Census 
population data became available. How-
ever by that time the fu.1.1 scale revision 
of the LFS was underway, and in order to 
avoid two historical revisions in a rela- 
tively short period, it was decided to 
post;)onc the introduction of the revised 
population figures until January 1976.

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(.) 	aisinthe lower age limit frois 14 to 
1 5 years 

The previous LFS provided estimates for 
vrsons age 14 and over. The revised 
aurvey published estimates on the othar 
hand are based on persons 15 years of 
age and over. The raising of the age 
limit to 15 was based on essentially 
two considerations: one, the school 
leaving age in all provinces has been 
raised since the lower age limit was 
established in 1945 and two, the lower 
age limit for labour torce sLatistic 
used in the Census and recommended by 
iternational statistical agencies Is 
15. 

Although the revised survey published 
estimates are based on persons 15 years 
of age and over, data are in fact col-
lected for the 14 years old and these 
data are available on request. 

(3) Updating of the sple frame 

The samp1 frame from which the former 
LFS samples were drawn was designed 
using 1961 Census data while the frame 
or the PLE'S was based on the 1971 
nsus data. 

A publication describing the sample 
frame and other methodolegical aspects 
of the revised survey is availabLe on 
request. A sjmilar publication for the 
former survey, Methodology - Canadian 
Labour Force Survey ,  has been available 
for some time (Statistics Canada, Cata-
loguc No. 71-504). 

(4) Modifications to the qs tionnaire 

The questionnaire used in the revised 
survey differs significantly from that 
used in the former LFS. It contains 
substantially more information and uses 
a direct style of questioning as opposed 
to general questions employed by the 
former survey. Details of the changes 
to the questionnaire can be obtained by 
contacting the Labour Force Survey Divi-
sion of Statistics Canada.

(4) ModifIcations au questionnaire 

Le questionnaire dont on so sert dans l'enqute 
rCvlsCe est passablement different do celui 
utilisC dans l'ancienne EPA. Ii renterme 
beaucoup plus de rer.seignements et le style 
des questions est direct contraireu.ent aux 
questions gCnCrales de 1'enqute préctdente. 
On peut obtenir en dCtail les changements 
apportes au questionnaire en s'adrnssant a in 
Division de l'enquCte sur la population active 
de Statistique Canada. 

(5) Revision of labour force definitions 

Through the application of the additional 
. aforriaLton collected on the new survey, 

St.ttlstics Canada has revisod the opera-
iJonal definitions used to classify the 
1opulation into the employed, the une"t-
ployed and those not in the labour force. 

(5) Rvision des definitions de la population

ot lie five components of the survey revision 
described above, the statistical effects of 
the first two can be uniquel.y identified, 
while only the combined effect of the other 
three components can be obtained. 

DESCRIPTION AND INTERPRETATION OF TABI.FS 
AND CHARTS 

The following tables and charts show the 
statistical impact of individual steps in the 
revision of the survey as well as the toial 
changes which have been brought about by the 
introduction of the revised survey. All of 
the data displayed in these cables and charts 
were derived from the twelve months of 1975 
when the two SurVcyS were run in parallel. 
The tables and charts have been divided into 
two main groups. 

Group I aaalyaes the ditinguLshab1.e com-
ponents of the differences betweeii the stati-
stics I)uhtxsLied f tori the former survey during 
1975 and the couespoadirtg estimates from the 
revised survey with a view to uidurstanding 
Je composition oc the total change. This 
group c.nsists of Tablos 1 to 4. 

Tables 1 and 2 show the esti.iates derived 
from the former survey at the various stages 
of the rcvision process as well is the revised 
survey d;tta. Table 1 contains data at the 
Canada level while Table 2 shows the same 
information (except for the disaggregation 
by age and sex) for the provinces. Tables 
3 and 4 correspoLd to Tables 1 and 2 except 
thar. they show the ariciunetic differences 
of the estimates given in Tables 1 and 2. 

The interpretation of 'tablea 1 and 2 is very 
straightforward. In the interpretation of 
Tables 3 and 4, the following points should 
be noted;

Section B of Group II contains monthly dif-
ferences for a variety of labour force vari-
ables. In all cases they are based ott dif-
ferences between the former survey (adjusted 
for population and age) and the revised sur-
vey. Tables 6 to 9 and Charts 6 to 10 relate 
to employment and unemployment while Tables 10 
and ii and Charts Ii to 16 refer to partici-
pation and unemployment rates. 

The levels of employncnt and unemployment used 
in preparing Charts 8 to 10 were rounded to 
thuusnd, while the differences shown in 
Tables 6 to 8 were caLculated from unrounded 
estimates.
