Bulletin No. 11, which is the iirst of a series relating to nation­
alities, deals with the birth places of the people. 

I t also gives the number of French-speaking Canadians in each 
province of the Dominion. Comparisons are made between the 
Census of 1881 and that of 1891, for the purpose of showing the 
changes which have taken place during ten years. 

For the Census of 1891 we took the birth places of the people, 
the birth places of the fathers and of the mothers. The " -origins " 
as taken in the Census of 1871 and 1881, are omitted in the Census 
of 1891. I t w.as thought that the division into native Canadians 
and Canadians not native was more suitable to our present status 
than the former division according to the races from which we 
originally sprung. 

The two great sub-divisions, from a Census stand-point, are, 1st, 
those born within the country and 2nd, those who have not that 
honour. The first are known as Canadians by birth ; the second 
as Canadians by adoption. 

The first are sub-divided into\ [a) French-speaking Canadians 
and [b) all others. This sub-division is made because it is the 
great fact of Canada's population that it is bi-lingual, and accurate 
statements respecting this great fact are necessary for many 
practical purposes. 

The second great fact is that Canada has, as a component part of 
its population, a non-native element. Of what is that element com­
posed '? To answer that question, the non-native element is sub­
divided into, ( a ) those born in the different portions of the Empire 
of which Canada is p a r t ; [b) foreign-born. 



In addition to these great facts we have procured the data from 
which to learn the movement of population within Canada from 
one province to the other. 

From the data secured relative to birth places of individuals and 
their fathers and mothers we procure import.ant facts respecting 
intermarriages of persons born in different provinces, intermar­
riages of foreigners and natives, of French-speaking Canadians 
with English-speaking, &c., tending to show the extent to which 
assimilation has been carried on by the free volition of the people 
moving over a large area of country. These points will form the 
subject of a future bulletin. 

The present bulletin deals with the 4,800,511 persons enumei--
ated in the Census of 1891, for the several provinces and the 
provisional districts of the North-West, not including the 32,168 
persons, partly estimated as the population in the unorganized 
territories. For purposes of comparison the population of the 
unorganized territories in 1881 is excluded, so that the totfil figures 
dealt with are 4,800,511 for 1891, and 4,293,879 for 1881. 

The number of Canada's population born within the Dominion, 
according to the Census of 1891, was 4,155,014, and according to 
the Census of 1881 it was 3,685,545, showing an increase of 
469,469. The population dealt with in this Bulletin shows an 
increase of 506,632 in the ten years. The remainder, which is 
37,163, constitutes the foreign born as given in the Census of 1891, 
Of this increase of 506,632, 92-6 per cent., is credited to the 
increase in the number born within Canada, and 7 -4 to the num­
ber of persons whose birth places were outside of Canada. 

Taking the four original provinces of the Confederation of 
Canada, we find, that in 1891 the total increase over 1881 was 
430,455. As the decrease in the foreign born was 31,518, the 
increase in the native born was 461,973. For the same four pro­
vinces the total increase in population in 1881 over 1871 was 
558,299. The decrease in the foreign born was 19,458, showing 
that the increase in the number born in Canada was /'77,757.

I t will thus be seen that the native born element has not increased 
in 1891, compared with 1881, as fast as in 1881; compared with 
1871, the difference being as above indicated. 

The decrease in the rate is due to the movement of population 
to the other provinces of the Dominion, to the change in the mode 
of taking the census, and to other causes which have operated to a 
certain degree to reduce the rate of increase. 

The component parts of the population of the Dominion are 
shown in the following Table; giving the number of each Nation­
ality according to birth places in every 10,000 habitants.

Le bulletin N O 11, qui est le premier d'une serie se rapportant 
aux nationalites, traite des lieux de naissance de la population. 

Ce bulletin donne aussi le nombre de Canadiens-Fran9ais dans 
chaque province du Canada. Des comparaisons sont faites entre 
les recensements de 1881 et 1891,' dans le but de demontrer les 
changements qui ont eu lieu durant les dix derniSres annees. 

Pour le recensement de 1891, nous avons pris le lieu de naissance 
de chaque individu, le lieu de naissance du pere et le lieu de nais­
sance de la inSre. Les "na t iona l i t e s" telles que prises d.ans les 
recensements de 1871 et 1881 ont etc mises de cote dans le recen­
sement de 1891. 

On a pense que la division de la population en Canadiens ne.s au 
Canada et en Canadiens nes a I'etranger, etait plus approprlee a 
notre situation actuelle comme nation que ne I'etait I'ancienne divi­
sion donnant les races desquelles nous sommes originairement sortis. 

Les deux grandes subdivisions au point de vue du recensement 
sont, 1°, ceux qui sont nes au Canada et, 2°, ceux qui n'ont pas 
cet honneur. Les premiers sont connus comme Canadiens de nais­
sance et les seconds comme Canadiens d'adoption. Les premiers 
sont sub-divises en '(a) Canadiens parlant le franyais et (6) autres 
Canadiens. Cette subdivision a ete ctablieafin de reconnaitre I'im-
portanoe du fait que la populaiion du Canada est divisee en deux 
groupes distincts, I'un parlant le fran9ais, et I'autre I'anglais et 
autres langues, et que des reuseignements exacts se rapportant a 
ce fait sont necessaires pour des fins pnatiques. 
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Le second grand fait est que le Canada possSde comme partie 
constituante de sa population, un Element " n o n natif." De quoi se 
compose cet element ? Pour repondre a cette question, I'element 
" non natif" est subdivise en (a) ceux qui sont nes dans les diffe-
rentes parties de I'Empire Britannique dont le Canada fait partie, • 
[b) ceux qui sont nes dans des pays etrangers. 

En sus de ces fails importants nous avons obtenu les donnc^es au 
moyeu desquelles nous pouvons connaitre le mouvemeut de la po­
pulation dans le Canada, d'une province a I'autre. 

Des donnees obtenues relativement aux lieux de naissance de.s' 
p6res et des m6res, on pent se procurer des fails importants con-
cernant les mariages entre pereonnes nees dans differentes pro 
vinces, comme aussi les inariiiges entre personnes nees a I'etranger 
et celles nees au Canada, et les mariages entre Camadiens-Fran^ais 
et Canadiens-Anglais, etc. Le lout allant a montrer jusqu'fl quel 
point I'assimilation des differentes races du Canada s'est operee par 
la volonte libre des individiis, dans un pays aussi vasle que le 
notre. Ces details formeront bientot le sujet d'un nouveau bulletin. 

Le present bulletin ne trailent que des 4,800,511 personnes enu-
inerees dans le recensement de 1891, pour les differentes provinces 
et les districts provisoires du Nord-Ouest, sans compter les 32,168 
personnes formant la population des lerritoires non-organi.ses 
d'.'iprfes I'estimalion qui en a ete faite. Pour des fins de compa-
raisou la population des lerritoires non-organises pour 1881 a aussi 
ete exclue ; ce qui reduit le chiffre total de la population pour 
1881 a 4,293,879. 

D'apr6s le recensement de 1891, le nombre de personnes nees en 
Canada s'elevait a 4,155,014, et, d'apr6s celui de 1881,a 3,685,545, 
soil une augnientation de 469,469. Les chiffres de la population, 
tels qu'elablis dans ce bulletin, montrent une augmentation de 
506,632 pour la derni^re decade. La balance des 469,469 qui 
s'(51eve a 37,163 constitue le nombre de personnes nees a I'etranger. 

De ce chiffre, 506,632,92 - 6 pour 100 sont de naissance c.anadienne 
et 7-4 pour 100 de naissance etraiig^re. 

En prenant les quatre premieres provinces de la Confederation 
Canadienne, on voit que Fauginentation de 1891 sur 1881 est de 
430,455. Comme la diminution-du nombre de personnes nees a 
re t ranger s'el6ve a 31,518, rauginentation du nombre de personnes 
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nees au Canada s'elSve a 461,973. Pour les quatre memes pro­
vinces, I'augmentation totale de la population de 1881 sur 1871 
6tait de 558,299 ; I'augmentation du nombre de personnes nees a 
I'etranger ,etait de 19,458, porlant ainsi le chiffre lotal-des per­
sonnes nees au Canada a 577,757.

Cette diminution est due au mouvement de la population dans 

les autres provinces du Canada, ainsi qii'au changement qu'on a 

apporte a la prise du dernier recensement, et autres causes qui ont 

pu contribuer a un certain degre a diminuer le taux d'augmentation.
