La Sous-section de la coinmercialisation des 
céréales a pour objectif de recueillir des don-
nées provenant de l'tat, du secteur privé, de 
Statistique Canada et de divers pays pour établir 
des statistiques sur le !aarché des céréales mu 
Canada. Afin de fournir aux utilisateurs des ren-
seignernents chronologiques exhaustils et b jour, 
la Sous-section produit deux publications: le 
bulletin annuel sur Le commerce des grains au 
Canada et un bulletin mensuel, La revue des céré-
ales et des graines oléagineuses. 

La revue des céréales et des graines 
oléagineuses sert de source de données sur la 
conmercialisat.ion des grains aux analystes, aux 
commerçants de grains, aux exploitants agricoles 
et aux entreprises d'agro-comrnerce. [lie porte 
uniquetnent sur les principales graines oléagi-
neuses et céréales produites mu Canada: le ble, 
le ble dur, l'orge, l'avoine, le maTs, le seigle, 
le un, le canola-coiza et le soya; on y trouve 
une analyse des bilans et des données sur le com-
merce, les prix et la transformation indus-
t riplie. 

The objective of the Grain Marketing Lit 
of Statistics Canada is to aggregate data 
from various governmental, industry, intern-
al Statistics Canada, and international 
sources to provide a reference for grain 
marketing in Canada. In order to provide 
users with comprehensive historical inforina-
tion and more current information, the tkiit 
produces two publications; the Annual - 
Grain Trade of Canada and the Monthly - 
Cereals and Oilseeds Review. 

The Cereals and Dilseeds Review provides 
a current source for grain marketing data 
for analysts, grain traders and members of 
the agri-business and farm community. Its 
focus is restricted to the major grains 
produced in Canada; wheat, durisn wheat, 
barley, oats, corn, rye, flaxseed, canola-
rapeseed and soybeans, with an emphasis on 
supply-disposition analysis, trade, price 
and industrial processing data.

SITUATION REPORT - DECIMBER 1985 

Institutionally, the key event for wnrld grain 
markets during December was the passage of the 1986 
U.S. Farm Bill into law with the President's signing 
on December 22. Generally, the final version of the 
Bill had few surprises, following quite closely with 
previous House of Representative and Senate versions. 
The Key aspects of the Bill are: 

Loan rates. For wheat the 1986 initial loan rate 
(generally the world floor price) will be set at U.S. 
$3.00 per bushel (Cdn. $152.00 per tonne). However, 
the Findlay Amendment, which provides the Secretary of 
Pqriculture the discretionary power to lower loan 
rates for wheat and coarse grains up to an additional 
20%, if average farm prices fall to within 110% of the 
loan rate or U.S. exports are uncompetitive in the 
world market, could yield a loan rate as low as U.S. 
$2.40 per bushel. (Cdn. $122.00 per tonne), compared 
to the current loan rate for wheat of U.S. $3.30 per 
bushel (Cdn. $167.00 per tonne). Subsequent to 1987, 
initial loan rates will be set at 751-85% of the 
five-year average farm price excluding high and low 
years, with the rate only declining by 5% in any given 
year. However, the Secretary still has the option of 
utilizing the Findlay Anendment to lower rates an 
additional 20%. 

For corn the mechanism is the same as wheat. 	In 
this case the initial 1986 loan rate will be U.S. 
$2.40 per bushel (Cdn. $130.00 per tonne), but could 
be lowered to U.S. $1.92 per bushel (Cdn. $104.00 per 
tonne) via the Findlay Nnendrnent. The current loan 
rate for corn is U.S. $2.55 per bushel (Cdn. $138.50 
per tonne). 

For soybeans the 1985 progran is to remain as 
currently in place (U.S. $5.02 per bushel, $2.55 Cdn. 
per tonne). This is a sharp depsrture from the reduc-
tion in loan rates proposed in the Senate version of 
the Bill during Hovecnber. Loan rates for the 1986 and 
1987 crops, subject to the Secretary of Agriculture's 
discretion, may be lowered 5%. Starting with the 1988 
crop loan rates will be set via the smile mechanism as 
wheat and coarse grains. 

Additionally, for the duration of the Bill the 
Secretary has the option of implementing a marketing 
loan provision in order to lower effective loan 
prices. Lhder this mechanism the Secretary could 
allow producers to redeem their grain at levels as 
low as 70% of the initial loan rate or the world 
price, whichever is larger. For wheat in 1986 this 
could yield a loan rate as low as $U.S. 2.10 per 
bushel (Cdn. $107.00 per tonne). For corn, loan rates 
could fall as low as U.S. $1.66 per bushel (Cdn. 
$92.00 per tonne). 

Target prices. For 1986 and 1987 wheat and corn 
target prices are to be maintained at their current 
levels of U.S. $4.38 per bushel (Cdn. $222.00 per 
tonne) and U.S. $3.03 per bushel (Cdn. $165.00 per 
tonne), respectively. Prices are allowed to be 
adjusted downward by 2% in 1988, 3% in 1989 and 5% in 
1990, with minimums of U.S. $4.00 per bushel (Cdn. 
$203.00 per tonne) for wheat and U.S. $2.75 per bushel 
(Cdn. $149.00 per tonne). 	For soybeans, as in past 
Bills, target prices are not mandated. 	Deficiency 
payments, i.e. (target price - actual farm price x 
quantity of grain sold) are limited to U.S. $50,000 
per farm.

From 1988 
warda the wheat diversion must be between 20.0% and 

of base acreage if stocks are expected to be in 
'oesa of 1 billion bushels (27 Mi t). From 1987 

onwards the corn diversion must be between 12.5% and 
20.0% of base area if stocks exceed 2 billion bushels 
(51 Mi t). For 1986 the wheat progran calls for a 
minimun diversion of 17.5%, comprised of a 15% unpaid 
reduction and a 2.5% payment-in-kind reduction. The 
maximun diversion is set at 25% of the "base" wheat 
acreage. Farmers who have seeded winter wheat are 
eligible for an additional 10% diversion paid at $2.00 
per bushel. In 1987 the wheat progran requires a 
minimun diversion of 20% and a maximuli diversion of 
27.5%. For corn the 1986 progran requires a minimun 
diversion of 15% of which 2.5% will be made of "in 
kind" corn. The maximun diversion is 20%. 

In Canada, the Canadian Vieat Board announced final 
payments for the 1984-85 crop during the month. The 
realized prices of representative grades, compared 
with 1983-84 are shown in the following table.

The final realized price for 1 CPS (HY 320) was 
only 16% lower than that for the top grade of wheat. 
Given that yields of this new semi-dwarf variety have 
generally been reported to be at least 25% higher than 
traditional varieties, the potential exists for higher 
returns by growing theme wheats.

The fall in the realized price for wheat was in 
line with those experienced on world markets, as 
exemplified by the U.S., during 1984-85. Duluth 
export prices for wheat (1 [INS 14%) fell by about 8% 
(Table 21) during the year. The Canada/U.S. exchange 
rate fell by 5%, supporting Canadian prices by an

In terms of current market conditions world wheat 
prices mode some gains during December. Prices at the 
Chicago and Kansas City Boards of Trade managed to 
gain about 8 cents per bushel (Cdn. $4.00 per tonne). 
Particularly supportive of prices were the continuing 
production problems in Argentina, where many estimates 
have placed the crop at below 9 Mi t compared with 
production in excess of 13 MI t the previous year. 
Production at this level means that Argentina has over 
extended its export commitments for the current crop. 

Even though prices made some gains during the 
month, longer term prospects given the lower loon 
rates in the 1986 U.S. Farm Bill, are not favourable 
to wheat prices. Currently, these prospects are 
reflected in the large inversion in the U.S. futures 
markets, with prices expected to decline into the 
1986-87 crop. The current level of inversion suggests 
that prices will be down at least 50 cents per bushel 
in the U.S. ($25.00 per tonne in Canada). 

Coarse Grains 

Canadian Wheat Board prices for feed barley fell by 
approximately 5% during 1984-85. Comparatively in the 
U.S., prices, in terms of Canadian dollars, fell by 
nearly 12%. During December feed grain prices as 
reflected by the Winnipeg Commodity exchange generally 
fell. The largest loser was rye, experiencing a 
decline in excess of $7.00 per tonne. Barley prices 
were down about $2.50 per tonne, while oats remained 
virtually unchanged. This decline contrasted sharply 
with the situation in the U.S. where corn prices 
gained about 5 cents per bushel (Cdn. $2.75 per 
tonne). A mitigating factor in this divergence was 
the sibstantjal increase in Canadian production of 
feed grains reported by Statistics Canada on 
December 6. 

Di Iseeds 

Compared to the situation in wheat and coarse 
grains, the longer term effect of the 1986 U.S. Farm 
Bill on soybeans has been quite email, in particular 
after the significant drop in prices experienced 
during November when Senate proposals for lower 
current year loan rates were being discussed. During 
December, as it beceme increasingly clear that the 
Senate proposals would not be adopted, prices made 
nearly continuous gains, ending the month up 36 cents 
per bushel (Cdn. $18.50 per tonne). Since it is 
widely expected that soybean loan rates will not be 
reduced in the future, far month/near month futures 
price spreads are at near normal levels. The gains in 
soybean prices were supported by the continuing 
uncertain prospect for the Brazilian crop, where 
sistantiai re-seeding has taken place due to drought. 
At this time about 65% of the crop has been 
seeded/reseeded compared to 100% under normal Condi-
tions. Prospects are that production will do well to 
reach 15 Mi t compared with in excess of 17 Mi t the 
previous year. 
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The rising U.S. soybean, Soybean meal and, parti- 
ilarly soyoii markets were supportive of Canadian 
nola-rapeaeed prices. Over the month Canadian 
snoia-rapeseed futures gained $9.90 per tonne. Price 

jins were not as substantial as those experience in 
e U.S. as the prospects of much larger supplies, as 

reported by Statistics Canada, weighed on the market. 
Flaxseed prices managed more substantial gains - about 
$13.00 per tonne during the month. Supporting flax-
seed were the continuing production problems in 
Argentina, where flooding of many fields has occurred, 
as well as the generally stronger oilseed prices.
