The objective of the Grain Marketing Unit 
of Statistics Canada is to aggregate data 
from various governmental, industry, intern-
al Statistics Canada, and international 
snurces to provide a reference for grain 
marketing in Canada. In order to provide 
users with cnoiprelierisive historical inforrna-
Iiion and inure current information, the Unit 
produces two puhlirations; the Annual - 
Grain Trade of Canada and the Monthly - 
Cereals and Oilseeds Review. 

The Cereals and Oilseeds Review provides 
a current source for grain marketing data 
for analysts, grain traders and members of 
the agri-business and farm community. Its 
focus is restricted to the major grains 
produced in Canada; wheat, durum wheat, 
barley, oats, corn, rye, flaxseed, canola-
rapeseed and soybeans, with an emphasis on 
supply-disposition analysis, trade, price 
and industrial processing data.

tie U.S.D.A. released its November estimate of 1986 
tuctionon November 10. Similar, to the situation 
'ariada there was very little change from previous 
sates. Current estimates of 1986 U.S. grain pro- 
ion is: all wheat 56.6 Mi t; durue wheat 2.5 Mi I; 
208.9 Mi I; soybeans 54.7 Mi t. For the three 

JuL grains the total change was about .5 Mi t. in 
the subsequent supply-disposition report there were 
also only slight changes. The most important of these 
decreases in corn and wheat exports by 2.5 Mi t and 
1.4 Mi t, respectively - both of which translated into 
an equal increase in carryout for the end of the crop 
year. 

The decline in projected exports appears to have 
arisen from a substantially higher estimate of grain 
production in the Soviet Union during the month with 
the U.S.D.A. raising its estimate of the total 
U.S.S.R. crop to 195 Mi t from 185 Mi t and lowering 
their import requirements from 32 to 26 Mi t. This 
current U.S.D.A. production estimate is still 
substantially be1ow the recently released estimate of 
210 Mi t from the Soviet Union. 

The cooling off period for the longshoreman's 
dispute in Vancouver cane to an end in early November, 
without any resolution to the problem. This dispute 
did not disrupt grain movement through the port for a 
significant time period as back to work' legislation 
was implemented on Tuesday, November 18. As of the end 
of that week movement through the port had returned to 
normal.
