Review 	 Revue 

The logging industry is an important sector of 
the Canadian economy. Although contributing 
only half a percent to the Gross Domestic 
Product, it supplies primary resources to two 
major manufacturing sectors in Canada, the 
Sawmill and Planing Mills Industry and the 
Pulp and Paper Industry. 

In 1994, the value of shipments rose by 12.3% 
to more than $10 billion, continuing the upward 
trend of the previous two years. Shipments (in 
current dollars) have grown by more than 30% 
since 1992 and by about 90% in the last ten 
years. This has been driven, to a large extent, by 
higher prices'. In the past three years, log and 
bolt prices rose 85% while pulpwood prices

A vigorous demand for logs, bolts and 
pulpwood by Sawmills and Pulp and Paper 
Industries, combined with a reduction in the 
annual allowable cut, contributed to the price 
increases in 1994. Shipments by both industries 
increased by more than 20% during this period. 
Strong demand from United States for softwood 
lumber, pulp and newsprint resulted in a growth 
of more than 20% in exports over 1993. 

The logging sector depends directly on domestic 
demand. In 1994, log exports 2  represented less 
than two percent of the total shipments. Chart I 
shows the trend of the value of shipments since 
1982 in current and constant dollars for the 
Logging Industry.

The total cost of raw materials and supplies 
used by the logging industry jumped 21% to 
$6.2 billion in 1994. An annual increase of 67% 
($354 million)in stumpage fees combined with 
a 38% ($342 million) rise in the value of logs 
purchased for resale were the main reasons for 
the increase. A significant increase in lumber 
prices due to a strong demand for lumber along 
with a reduction in the annual allowable cut in 
British Columbia were responsible for the 
stumpage fees increase. 

In 1994, British Columbia accounted for more 
three quarters of all stumpage fees paid and for 
80% of the increase over 1993. Royalties now 
account for 14% of the total cost of raw 
materials and supplies compared to nine percent 
three years ago. Other major costs include, 
payments to independent contractors ($1.8 
billion) and operating, maintenance and repair 
supplies ($273 million). Small establishments 
not reporting detailed costs accounted for $2 
billion or about one third of the costs. Chart 2 
below shows the distribution of inputs for 
1994.

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The two principal commodities shipped by the 
Logging Industry are logs and bolts, and 
pulpwood. In 1994, logs and bolts represented 
about three quarters of the value of shipments 
while pulpwood accounted for about 17% (4% 
less than the previous year). This drop in 
pulpwood has been offset by a significant 
increase in the shipment of woodchips which 
rose by 77%. Small establishments not 
reporting detail accounted for $4.2 billion, over 
40% of total shipments of which most was 
revenue from independent contractors. 

Production 

The majority (over 85%) of logs harvested 3  in 
Canada are softwood species such as, spruce, 
pine and fir. The major user of logs and bolts is 
the Sawmill and Planing Mills Industry while 
the main users of pulpwood are the Pulp and 
Paper Industries. In 1994, logging on provincial 
crown lands accounted for close to 80% of 
production whereas logging on private lands 
reached 20% percent. Canadian round wood 
production represents approximately five 
percent of the world production 4  and about one 
quarter of the North American production. 

Text Table 1 shows the of quantity roundwood 
harvested by categoly and by province for 1993 
and 1994. In 1994, roundwood production 
estimates show an increase of 3.2% to 182,025 
thousand cubic metres, the fourth consecutive 
annual increase. This level is now just 5% 
below the peak reached in 1987 when 
production attained over 190,000 thousand 
cubic metres. Major increases in 1994 came 
from Alberta (+20%) and Quebec (+ 12%) while 
British Columbia experienced a drop of 4%. 
Chart 3 shows the trend of estimated 
roundwood production since 1982. 

Les deux principales marchandises livrées par 
l'industrie de l'exploitation forestière sont les billes et 
billots ainsi que le bois a pâte.

Production

utilisateurs des billes et billots, alors que l'industrie 
des pates et papiers est le principal utilisateur du bois 
a pâte. En 1994, l'exploitation forestière des terres de 
la Couronne provinciales a représenté près de 80% de 
la production et les terres privées, 20%. La production 
de bois rond canadien compte pour environ 5% de 
l'ensemble de la production mondiale4  et pour environ 
le quart de la production nord-américaine.

In 1994, all regions registered an increase in the 
value of shipments with the exception of 
Quebec. Major growth occurred in the Prairies 
(+24%), a strong demand for logs from Sawmill 
and Planing Mills Industry in Saskatchewan 
(+23%) and Alberta (+21%) contributed to the 
growth. Between 1991 and 1994, shipments in 
both the Prairies and in British Columbia 
doubled. 

Logging activity remained mainly concentrated 
in British Columbia, accounting for more than 
half the total. Since 1990, British Columbia's 
share has risen by 7%. However, the annual 
allowable cut reduction in British Columbia 
could lead to a smaller share in the coming year. 
Other major producers were Quebec and 
Ontario with 15% and 13%, respectively. Close 
to 85% of the logging activity came from these 
three provinces. More than 55% of logs and 
bolts were harvested in British Columbia while 
more than 30% of pulpwood was harvested in 
Ontario. Chart 4 below shows the distribution of

En 1994, l'effectif total de l'industhe de l'exploitation 
forestière a chute de plus de 10% pour s'établir a 
37450 travailleurs, ce qui met un terme a deux années 
de croissance. Ce nombre est inférieur d'environ 6% 
au niveau le plus faible atteint au cours de la recession 
de 1991(39 970 travailleurs) et inférieur de près de 
25% au sommet de 49 190 personnes atteint en 1989. 
Parmi les facteurs qui ont sans doute contribué a la 
baisse du nombre de travailleurs, notons les dépenses 
en immobilisations effectuées dans ce secteur ces 
dernières années.

Employment 

In 1994, employment in the logging industry fell 
more than ten percent to 37,450 employees, 
ending a two year increase. This is about 6% 
less than the lowest level seen during the 
recession in 1991 (39,970 employees) and close 
to 25% less than the peak of 49,190 employees 
reached in 1989. A factor which likely 
contributed to the drop in the number of 
employees was the capital investment in this 
sector over the last few years. In 1994, capital 
expenditures increased 165% to $463 million, 
the third consecutive annual increase. This trend 
continued into 1995 and 1996 in order to reduce 
labour costs and increase productivity. An 
increase of close to ten percent in payments to 
independent contractors also contributed to the 
decrease in employment.

Prices of logs and pulpwood continued to rise in 
1995. The industry price indexes showed a 
price increase for these two products of 5% and 
23% over 1994. This is the fifth consecutive 
annual increase even though the demand from 
the Sawmill and Planing Industry for logs 
diminished in 1995 due to a slowdown in 
construction activity both in Canada and the 
United States. The steady growth in prices is 
mainly due to harvest reductions in British 
Columbia which caused a supply shortage.

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Appendix 1 

Explanatory Notes 

A. Concepts and Deficitions 

General. Data presented in this publication 
are collected by the Annual Survey of Fores-
try. This survey has been conducted an-
nually since 1917 and is intended to include 
essentially all manufacturing establishments 
in Canada. In addition, the survey covers 
associated heed offices, sales offices and 
auxiliary units. 

The definition of the industries included in 
the manufacturing universe can be found in 
catalogue 12-501-XPE, Standard Industrial 
Classification, 1980. Commodity definitions 
conform to the standards outlined in cata-
logue 12-580-XPE, Standard Classification of 
Goods, 1988. Data for large and medium sized 
establishments are collected by means of a 
direct mail survey. Data for many small as-
tabijahunents are derived from tax records. 
The use of tax records represents the con-
tinuation of a policy introduced in 1976 for 
the purpose of reducing response burden. 

The following selected notes, while not 
formal definitions, will assist in clarify-
ing the contents of the items included in 
the tables. A more detailed presentation of 
concepts and definitions can be found in ca-
talogue 31-528-XPB, Concepts and Definitions 
01 the Census of Nanufactures. 

Establish.ent. 	For purposes of economic 
production the establishment is defined as 
the smallest operating entity which produces 
as homog.nous a set of goods and services as 
possible and for which rscords exist that 
permit the calculation of census value 
added. 

Value of $hip.ents of Goods of Own Nantzfac-
ture. This represents the summation of the 
value of shipments of goods producBd by the 
establishment, receipts of custom and repair 
revenue, as well as the value of goods made 
under contract. Valuations are on a net 
basis; that is, they exclude discounts, 
returns, allowances, sales and excise taxes 
and duties and transportation charges made 
by common or contract carriers. 

Inventories. This represents the book value 
of inventory owned and held in Canada, in-
cluding goods in transit or goods held on 
consignment in Canada.

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Cost of Energy, Materials and Supplies. 
These 	represent The costs 	of 	logging 
operations. 	They are valued on a laid- 
down 	cost basis, 	including transporta- 
tion, handling cost, taxes, duties etc. 
Also included are transfers from other units 
of the same company. 

Census Value Added. 	This item is a resid- 
ual, representing the difference between the 
value of goods and industrial services pro-
duced and the direct material costs associ-
ated with the production of the goods and 
services. This residual represents, in 
effect, the payment to the factors of pro-
duct ion. 

It should be noted that the concept of cen-
sus value added does not include a provision 
for the cost of purchased service inputs. 
Neither does it provide for a revaluation of 
inventories from book value to prices of the 
current period. As a result, census value 
added is conceptually different from the 
measurement of value added used in the Cana-
dian System of National Accounts. 

Eap]oyees. 	This represents the average 
number of workers employed by the reporting 
establishment during the year. The term 
production and related workers refers to the 
average number of persons actually engaged 
in the logging process. The category 
of administrative, office and other non-
manufacturing employees includes employees 
at head offices, sales offices and other 
auxiliary units. 

Salaries and Wages . 	The compilation of 
wages and salaries is on a gross basis, that 
is before the deduction for employee income 
taxes and contributions to the various so-
cial insurance programmes. Employer contri-
butions are not included. The total value 
of salaries and wages includes the payment 
for regular work, overtime and paid leave, 
bonuses, commissions, severance pay etc. 
Nithdrawals by working owners and partners 
of unincorporated businesses are excluded. 

R. Coodity Data 

Statistics Canada has been reducing the 
proportion of businesses to whom it sends a 
detailed (long form) questionnaire. This 
change is a result of government initiatives 
to reduce response burden on small busi-
nesses and to cut costs. The proportion of 
loggers receiving the long form has 
dropped from approximately one in five in 
1982 to one in forty-five by 1994.

B. Les données sur les produits

The increased use of short forms and tax 
data has little effect on principal statis- 
tics. 	However, these sources provide no 
information on commodities. 	Therefore, 
long-run changes in commodity data should be 
interpreted with some caution. As the pro-
portion of long forms decreases, so does the 
availability of detailed commodity informa-
tion. In addition, the determination of 
recipients of long forms is based on the 
value of shipments of the establishment and 
this approach cannot ensure the same degree 
of representation for individual specific 
commodities. 

C. Data Quality 

All data, from whatever source, are subject 
to error. The Annual Survey of Forestry 
is no exception. 

The four major components of error include: 

(a) Coverage Error 

- the failure to cover the population of 
interest (including covering population 
outside the area of interest); 

(b) Response Error 

- errors introduced by the respondent as a 
result of misunderstanding or incorrect 
recording, measurement or observation. 

(C) Processing Errors 

- errors introduced in the data capture, 
edit, imputation, validation or dissemi-
nation process. 

(d) Non-response Errors 

- the complete or partial failure of units 
of the population to complete the ques-
tionnaire.

- soit les erreurs attribuables au répondant 
pour des raisons de comprehension, de 
transcription, devaluation ou dobserva-
tion. 

C) Erreur de traite.ent 

- soit lea erreurs qui surviennent lors de 
la saisie, du contrôle, de limputation, 
de la validation ou de la diffusion des 
donnCes. 

d) Erreur de l.a non-réponse 

- soit lincapacitC totale ou partielle dun 
rCpondant a rCpondre cu questionnaire. 
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Coverage, response and processing errors do 
not easily lend themselves to quantifica-
tion. Ithere they are detected, they are 
corrected. There is some information avail-
able on the extent of non-response error. 
Non-response can be of two types - total 
non-response (i.e. no information is sup-
plied by the establishment) or partial non-
response (incomplete data were received) 
Missing data were imputed using a variety of 
techniques such as the availability of tax 
data; previous years data and industry 
trends. The extent of this non-respons, is 
shown in Data Quality Table 1 following 
Section 0. 

Totally imputed records accounted for only 
6.4Z of logging shipments. The additional 
error introduced by partial non-response is 
covered in the commodity tables by the use 
of the percent estimated symbols beside the 
data. 

D. Estiaation Flags 

The commodity tables include symbols to 
advise the user of the proportion of a 
cell value that was contributed by an as-
timate rather than a reported figure. The 
presence of a high percentage estimate need 
not imply that the value is inaccurate. For 
example, missing information can be ob-
tained from other sources such as sub-annual 
surveys. These non-survey figures, auto-
matically flagged as estimates in the annual 
system, are not necessarily less accurate. 
The estimation flag is simply an extra tool 
in the analysts armoury; it permits the 
analyst to treat certain data with more 
confidence and others with more caution.
