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SILVER, IEAD 4ND zINC PRODUCTION IN CANaDA, JULY,1932.

SILVER - The Dominion Bureau of Statistics at Ottawa reports that the pro-
duction of silver in Canzda during July totalled 1,825,238 ounces, an increase of 39.3
per cent over the June output tut a decline of 11,8 per cent from the July, 1931, total.
During the first seven months of 1£32, the Canadian silver production amounted to
11,032,768 ounces as compared with 13,076,393 ounces in the preceding year.

Silver quotations on the New York market fluctuated slightly in July; the
average price for the month was 26.7 cents per cunce as against 27.466 cents per ounce
in June. The Canadian output of silver in July was worth $559,392. This valuation
was based on the average New York price converted into Canadian funds.

Production of silver in the United States declined 20.9 per cent to 1,824,000
ounces from the June total of 2,307,000 ounces. The Peruvian output increased 3.3 per
cent in July to 506,000 cunces as compared with 490,000 ounces in the preceding month.
Australia produced 568,000 ounces, a decline of 1l.1 per cent from the June output of
639,000 ounces. Mexico's average production during the first six months of 1932 was
5,986,000 ounces.

LEAD - Canadian lead production declined 10.7 per cent to 20,053,383 pounds
as comparcd 'd with the June total of 22,456,497 pounds. In July, 1931, the Canadian
output was 21,875,034 pounds. Lead productior during the first seven months of 1932
amounted to 147,839,095 pounrds or 12.2 per cent below the January to July, 1931 total.

The average price of lead on the london market in July was 1.7863 cents per

pound; in June, the average was 1.804 cents per pound (in Canadian funds). Quotationms
on the New York and St. Louis markats declined to 2.747 cents and 2.811 cents per
pound, respectivsly.

World production of lead redorded a 4.8 per cent falling=off im July; the
month's total was 99,904 tons and the Junme output, 104,908 tons. The United States
proauction of lead from domestic ores totalled 15,819 tons, a decreass of 39.3 per
cent from the preceding month's output of 26,068 tons. Stocks of refined lcad on hand
in the United Status declired slichtly in July to 1€0,200 tons. Mexico's output was
12,157 tons; tho June total, diue to the temporary stoppage of work at one of the
rofinerics, was considerably lowur et 6,264 tons, Australia produced 18,196 tons or
10.7 pur cent above the Juns output.

ZINC - Zine output in July amnourted to 15,206,916 pounds; in June 14,665,930
pounds werc produced and in July, a year ago, the production was 20,831,627 pounds.

London quotations for zinc averaged 2,1091 cents per pound as compared with
2.1678 cents per pound in Juns. On the St. Louis market the average price of zinc
declinud to 2.9537 cents per pound from the June average of 2.777 cents per pound.

Zinc production of the world recorded a 1.9 per cent falling-off in July to
68,949 tons; in the preccding month 70,293 tons were produced. Decreased output in
the United States and Poland was the principal cause of the July decline. The United
States July production showed & 1U per cont recession to 14,771 tons, which was not
sufficient to offset ths leossened demand for zinc and stocks on hand increased 1,875
tons to 135,907 tcns.
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
